ANNOTATION

The purpose of the study is to describe the features of the quantum model of the relationship
between consciousness and matter in the works of R. Penrose and S. Hameroff.

Methods: the dialectical method and metaphysics, analysis, synthesis and abstraction,
classification and the method of convergence from abstract to concrete. From empirical methods,
observation was chosen as a purposeful and organized perception of phenomena and processes
and description as a fixation of the results of the mentioned observation.

Results. A detailed analysis of the R. Penrose — S. Hameroff model is made and it is established
that when interpreting the relationship of Consciousness and Matter, the authors are inconsistent,
building separate positions based on hidden materialistic atavisms.

Conclusions. To understand the essence of human consciousness, one must comprehend (at least
within our capabilities) the essence of the Divine Mind. In this case, the consciousness of Man is
the key to the consciousness of the lower hierarchical forms — from the consciousness of animals to
the consciousness of cells. At the same time, if we take the model of R. Penrose - S. Hameroff as the
basis, then with all the unlimited respect for these scientists, we are not able to understand the
essence of Consciousness, the essence of its higher forms. «Quantum collapses» do not give such a
key.

Consciousness in its status is identical to Matter, because (if we use the terminology of B. Spinoza)
both Matter and Consciousness are not substances, but attributes of a deeper substance, whose
name is “quantum geometry of space-time”. From this follows the simplicity in describing the
essence of Consciousness and its modest capabilities in the Universe. Such "secondary” and the
dependence of Consciousness on a deeper Source indicates the presence of a "materialistic
residue” in the basic ideas of R. Penrose and the accentuation of the role of "microchannels™ in S.
Hameroff. This remnant did not escape the interviewer's gaze, and he could not be refuted by
pointing to the “platonic values” embedded in the quantum Universe and the possibility of “life
after death” with which S. Hameroff tried to introduce “spirituality” into the framework of his
model. The author claims that the basic conceptual framework does not allow this.

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ABSTRACT

Problem: The objective of the study is to analyze the Facebook environment as a modern space of
creating social identity. The processes of establishing virtual identity through the content of a
person’s profile in Facebook social network is identified in regard with the sociological concepts of
self and social identity. The analysis of identity manifestations through social media provides an
interdisciplinary conceptualization of the issue of social changes caused by the growing role of the
Internet. Presented paper recalls sociological concepts of identity and combines a sociological
perspective with the approach of communication studies.

Methodology: In order to achieve the objectives of this paper, the methods of content analysis and
virtual ethnography were appointed. The study involved literature overview and mini online-survey
collected among FB users. The limited amount of data collected for this study and limited research
methods appointed determines the classification of this study as preliminary. The research question
is current and the in-depth study of the issue is needed. However, findings contribute to the
research both in sociology and communication studies.

Conclusion: Identity construction in the form of user’s profile is understood in terms of intentional
process of self-presentation of the self. Sociological concepts of the self, as well as dramaturgical
approach and society of spectacle position can be applied to the environment of social media
analysis. As shown in the preliminary empirical study — performing in Facebook network involves
establishing conscious image of the self and using strategies of impression management.

Key words: social media, social identity, self-presentation, impression management.

Introduction

The question of identity is still one of most relevant in terms of fundamental changes people
face in the stage of “liquid modernity” (Bauman 2010, p. 1). Ways of living and lifestyles in post-
industrial age have undergone significant changes by entering the 21% century, which is
characterized by the rapid development of information and communication technologies (ICT).
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Hence, what makes social media attract attention of scholars in many different scientific disciplines,
is the fact of their direct or indirect influence on many spheres of social life.

Implications of social media impact on contemporary societies have been investigated from
the perspective of communication studies, sociology, psychology, education, political science,
marketing, management and other.

The unquestionable expansion of the Internet contributed to the emergence of the new forms
of communication such as chatting, posting, sharing, blogging etc. Due to the possibilities offered
by the Internet, mainly the social networking, new social phenomenon regarding the issues of
identity have come to the fore. Accordingly — the scientific discussion on the question of identity
has evolved taking into account cyberspace as a modern environment for the presentation of the
Self. Social bonds and interactions built in virtual world are of different type and logic than those in
the real world. In today’s society, being online is a kind of requirement, expression of thoughts,
feelings and appearance is the subject of daily plebiscites in virtual communities.

In times of dynamic development of social media, social identity as the image of self,
created through the way one is perceived by other people, has become a subject of consciously
made choices to establish a certain virtual personality. In social science the development of the
concept of identity has a long tradition. In this study, it will only be indicated that sociological
notion of identity is defined and distinguished at three levels: 1) personal identity, 2) social
identity, 3) collective identity. Personal identity defined as the image of the self, self-knowledge or
self-awareness has a fundamental impact on all dimensions of a person’s life; Bauman characterized
identity as the idea that a person has about one’s own place in society, about one’s rights and
responsibilities, and how one fulfils these duties (Pitat-Borcuch, 2013, p. 320). George Herbert
Mead (1863-1931) distinguished self-awareness and self-concept that individual present to the
others (objective self) (Szacki, 2005, p. 582). Mead's position on the two kinds of self has been
completed by the notion of looking-glass self, introduced by Charles Cooley (1864-1929). Looking-
glass self is the individual's conviction in what way one is perceived by others (Szacki, 2005, s.
559). This belief is crucial for intentional efforts undertaken by social media users in order to
manage the image of the self and impression management — what will be discussed in the following
sections. Finally, social identity can be described as a set of social identifications that support the
process of defining oneself and others in different social categories. Currently, the analysis of the
formation of social identity is interesting in particular in the area of social media. Social media
users have the ability to decide what will be shared with the world: any information can be edited,
posted or hidden if inconvenient for the image. Analyzing these special “treatments” of online
identity lead to recall theories of symbolic interactionism, Goffman’s dramaturgical theory, and
Debord’s concept of the society of spectacle.

The objective of the study is to analyze the Facebook habitat as a contemporary space of
creating social identity. The processes of establishing virtual identity through the content of a
person’s profile in Facebook social network is identified in regard with the sociological concepts of
social identity. The analysis of identity manifestations distributed in social media reveal
mechanisms and intersubjectively shared rules of contemporary society, such as mobility
compulsion or lifestyle indicators.

In order to achieve the objectives of this paper, the methods of content analysis and virtual
ethnography were appointed. The study involved content analysis of the literature and netnographic
(Kozinets, 2012) online-survey collected among 100 FB network users.

Main concepts: identity construction, self-presentation and impression management in virtual
world
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As noted by Suzana Flores: “in 2009 Facebook was ranked as the most used social network
worldwide” (2014: 37) and continues to maintain its leadership position with more than 2.6 billion
monthly active users (Statista.com, 2020). As Facebook constantly grows in numbers, its” own kind
of demography has become a popular research subject. The literature overview shows that scholars
have already recognized the patterns of online users behavior in terms of the form of activity, and
categorized “these subpopulations as posters, trolls and lurkers” (Seigfried-Spellara & Lankford,
2018: 54). Social media enable users not only to communicate, however, referring to the Facebook
history, their primary function can be defined as facilitating communication (Flores, 2014).
Facebook has contributed to the redefinition of people’s needs, which is replacing the need for
anonymity and privacy in favor of being public. Today’s requirement to be noticeable, heard, and
followed affect personality, relationships, and social behavior. Using Facebook triggers the desire to
learn about other users, to share one’s life and personality with others. Accordingly, the higher is
the frequency of posting personal content, the higher is the possibility of gaining attention,
feedback, or evaluation. Losing privacy becomes less important in comparison to the gratification
user can get in exchange for shared information. By obtaining approval and acceptance of the
content posted, user gains psychological comfort and sense of belonging (Flores, 2014). By sharing
“approved” content of the self, users try to predict reactions of the network audience and control the
way they are perceived. Therefore, the use of Facebook can be analyzed from the position of
psychological motivation to meet individual’s social needs — according to Nadkarni and Hofmann
(2012), the use of Facebook is associated with two primarily motivated factors: “l1) the need to
belong, and 2) the need to self-presentation. The need to belong refers to intrinsic drive to affiliate
with others and gain social acceptance, and the need for self-presentation to the continuous process
of impression management. These two motivational factors can co-exist, but can also each be the
single cause for FB use” (Nadkarni and Hofmann 2012: 245)

Facebook lets to generate new, alternative, and more friendly reality, where expression of
self is easier. Social media allow to avoid discomfort or anxiety caused by direct contact with other
people. It is worth noticing, that sometimes the identity created for the purpose of joining online
community does not reflect the real one. Such a contradictory can lead to cognitive dissonance,
lower self-esteem (Biolcati, 2019), (Caso et al., 2020) or mental disorders connected with
appearance concerns (Fardouly & Vartanian, 2016).

From the perspective of sociology, social media as the sphere of identity building can be
analyzed with regard to the metaphor of spectacle or scene. Two such concepts should be recalled
here: Erving Goffman’s (1922-1982) dramaturgical approach toward interactions and the concept
of the “society of spectacle” developed by the French philosopher Guy Debord (1931-1994).

Goffman’s central idea is that “people, as they interact together in social settings, are
constantly engaged in the process of impression management, wherein each tries to present
themselves and behave in a way that will prevent the embarrassment of themselves or others”
(Thought.co July 1, 2019). According to Goffman, formation of self is a reflective, co-creative
process that relies not only on our own careful manipulations but also on the way others understand
and interpret our conveyed image (Zavattaro, 2013: 512), (Szacki, 2005). The uniqueness of
Goffman’s dramaturgical approach is that it has been adopted in many disciplines. Fundamental
Goffman’s work The Presentation of Self, covering the topic of socially constructed identity,
became a benchmark for studying the issue of online self-presentation, the political self or
impression management in organizations (Zavattaro, 2013: 512). Goffman’s idea of self-
presentation initiated the emergence of impression management issues. Impression management is
understood as conscious or unconscious attempt to control the overall image of a person in social
interactions. “These include usage of verbal statements, expressive behaviors, and nonverbal
behavior and also in integrated behavior patterns, jointly in modification of one's physical
appearance” (Vohs et. Al., 2005).
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As far as Debord’s theory is concerned, the central metaphor of understanding and
describing society also refers to the stage and scene. “The spectacle presents itself simultaneously
as society itself, as a part of society and as a unifying mechanism” (Debord, 2006). Andrzej Leder
explains Debord's idea as follows: “Society as a whole is constantly acting out something by
someone to someone. This is the spectacle as society itself. At the same time, however, the
spectacle separates those, who as part of the society focus on themselves all the eyes and all
awareness of those, who are watching” (Leder, 2010: 70). Debord’s considerations can be applied
to the investigation of impression management in social media, however ascribed roles of spectators
(followers) and actors are not rigidly divided — the hybrid nature of the Internet assumes free and
unlimited movements between and across roles.

Both psychological and sociological perspectives applied for the analysis of the internet
identity phenomenon show the significance of active (intended, conscious) role of a user in the
process of identity establishing.

Discussion on performing in social media involves studying personality, motivation and
engagement (Buckels, Trapnell, & Paulhus, 2014), (Seigfried-Spellara & Lankford, 2018).
Furthermore, the term online identity or internet identity has appeared in the social sciences. Online
identity is defined as the identity that is established by an Internet user in online communities and
websites (Wikipedia: Online Identity). However, online identity within the context of social media
is not limited to the presentation of the self. What is important from the sociological and
psychological point of view, “the construction and definition of network identity depends on and
requires the acceptance and recognition of others” (Del Prete &, Redon Pantoja, 2020). This
position can be classified as a transposition of the concept of generalized other, introduced by
George Herbert Mead to explain the notion of society in term of a particular and shared social
system; “an individual experiences oneself not directly but indirectly, adopting the points of view of
other members of the same social group (...). The individual acts as other people toward oneself”
(Szacki, 2005: 582-584). In turn, self-presentation is defined as a behavior “that attempts to convey
some information about oneself or some image of oneself to other people. It denotes a class of
motivations in human behavior. (...). Two types of self-presentational motivations can be
distinguished. One (pleasing the audience) is to match one's self-presentation to the audience's
expectations and preferences. The other (self-construction) is to match one's self-presentation to
one's own ideal self” (Baumeister & Hutton, 1987: 71).

The concept of virtual identity, connected mainly with Second Life phenomenon, is also
worth to be mentioned: virtual identity is consciously used by the user, and accordingly — it is
certainly associated with self-presentation and self-categorization of the individual (Soldatova &
Pogorelov, 2018). What both concepts have in common, it is actively constructed presentation of
the self. Such a position is consistent with a constructivist perspective on identity in sociology, what
means that scholars tend to classify identity more as a process than as a state.

Thus, the self-awareness of an individual or collective “I” in terms of the “crisis of
belonging” (Bauman, 2007: 14-15), becomes an indispensable practice, a repeated or reconstructed
procedure of legitimization of one’s presence in the world. According to Giddens, the process of
establishing an individual's identity results from the efforts to "get to know oneself better", which
allows for producing and playing a satisfactory sense of identity (2010: 104). The notion of lifestyle
is also significant in Giddens’ considerations: “A lifestyle can be defined as a more or less
integrated set of practices that an individual undertakes not only because they are useful, but also
because they give a material shape to individual identity narratives” (2010: 113).

Social media platforms like FB allow user to reveal daily practices one undertakes and thus
to establish and control the desired image of self.
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“Retouching” identity and managing one’s image in virtual world

The course of the empirical study involved: the netnographic approach (Kozinets, 2012) and
conducting mini online-survey consisting of 5 questions (excluding socio-demographic data). The
survey was collected among 100 Facebook users. The investigated sample included 100 users
selected from the group of the author's friends in FB network (which is about 15% of the total
friends number). The online questionnaire was distributed through personal contacts in Messenger
communicator by the method of purposive sampling — sending a link with an invitation to
participate. As the conducted research is preliminary and its purpose was only to probe a given
phenomenon, no sociometric data will be discussed here. Results obtained from the conducted mini-
survey are as follows.

Firstly, respondents were asked why they post on Facebook information about where they
have been, what they have done and with whom, and other details from their private lives. The
respondents could indicate only one answer. The answers are presented in Table 1:

What seems to be important taking into account the main question posted in this paper — this
is the number of respondents sharing content due to the desire to show off what they are currently
doing (21%), the desire to inform friends about undertaken activity (17%), and posting because of
the fact, that social media activity is fashionable (18%). It means that for more than 50% users who
took part in the gquestionnaire, the main motivation is connected with prestige and willingness to
share an attractive vision of life. According to Polish sociologist Henryk Domanski, “prestige is
difficult to grasp because we do not see it directly. Stuck in the middle - covered with labels of
social position, wrapped in a coat of appearances, in a web of gestures, bows, respect and flattery. It
is one of the phenomena that cannot be touched, unlike measurable, observable things” (Domanski,
2012: 13). Prestige is closely related to the category of lifestyle, and thus to the domain of social
differentiation. "Differentiation of prestige creates a stratification ladder, which is the conscious
counterpart of the objective hierarchy, the basic dimension of social stratification in the sphere of
collective consciousness, with significant consequences for behavior and attitudes”, says Domanski
(2012: 14-15) and adds that the distribution of prestige is determined by the rule of supply and
demand, in other words: the availability of a given good or item.

In order to reveal practices connected with impression management, respondents were asked
if they use filters or any kind of apps or software to edit photos they share. In other words, how
often they “improve” their appearance before accepting a picture on the FB timeline. All of the
participants of the study declared that they share photos — although the frequency of posting photos
varies greatly among them.

The answers concerning retouching photos are presented in Table 2:

The data show that almost 3/4 of the respondents use photo modification techniques before
sharing them with others. It means, that intentional attempt to control one’s image is important for
more than 70% of survey participants. Users reflectivity applies to the body and appearance — the
awareness of the body and non-verbal signals is significant while operating in the sphere of
impression management. Retouching photos strongly corresponds with Goffman’s and Debord’s
concepts of social interactions: performing a particular social role involves artifacts that triggers
“right” (desired) audience’s reaction. In case of FB, user is equipped with many tools helping to
build expected image — for example with the View my profile function, user can control how other
users see our profile, change the account settings to adjust them to personal preferences. As one of
the students in social media course conducted by author noted — Facebook encourages us to create
and present a version of ourselves that we want to be rather than the one we are. We never take off
mask on FB. Positive reactions make us feel understood and socially bonded®. Following happy
lives of other users encourages to present one’s own life similar or better; photos posted on the
profile often stimulate unreal desires and hopes what sometimes can cause mental disorders
(Fardouly & Vartanian, 2016). The next question relates to the one discussed above — respondents
were asked about their motivation to correct photos. Most of them declare they correct pictures to
improve the quality of the image, only 25% admit they improve photos to look better. What should
be noted — 85% of female respondents (N=68) claimed to use retouching tools before sharing photo
on the timeline. This constatation should be analyzed with regard to the social constructs of beauty
and dominative socio-cultural requirements towards beauty standards.

The purpose of the two last questions was to probe the respondents' opinions about likes —
i.e. how getting likes contributes to the social need of belonging. The question posted was “How do
you feel when getting likes?”” The answers are shown in the Figure 1:

Likes are mostly perceived as indicator of liking and lack of likes cause the feeling of
discomfort among 20% of respondents.

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and contribute to the improvement of mood and well-being. An assumption can be made that
receiving likes meets the need for social affiliation. In turn, when asked why they give likes, almost
% of respondents answered that press thumb up in order to show support to the person who shares
content. Due to the like function, Facebook provides users with a feeling of belonging, approval and
acceptance.

Conclusion

The aim of the study was to examine Facebook environment as space of establishing social
identity in reference with the sociological concepts of the self and analysis of society by means of
dramaturgical metaphors. Both recalled perspectives applied for the analysis of the internet identity
phenomenon show the significance of active (intended, conscious) role of a user in the process of
identity establishing. Although there is already an extensive body of literature on the undertaken
issue, the question is current and enables interdisciplinary position, combining the perspective of
communication studies, sociology and social psychology.

Social media and Facebook itself has contributed to the redefinition of the concept of social
needs. The considerations on self-presentation on Facebook can be recapitulated to the symbolic
statement that we are what we post (Schau & Gilly, 2003). The preliminary analysis of identity
manifestations in online environment done by means of online survey on the sample of 100 users
shows that one of the most important motivators engaging users to share personal content is desire
to be admired. In order to achieve acceptance and popularity vast majority of respondents are prone
to correct pictures shared. The limited amount of data collected for this study and limited research
methods appointed determines the classification of this study as preliminary. The research question
is actual and the in-depth study of the issue is needed. However, findings contribute to the research
both in sociology and communication studies

Sredstvo komunikacije najéesce je jezik,
ali se ona moze odvijati i koris¢enjem drugih simbola, posebno preko sredstava veze i masovnih
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medija»®. lame, ayrop cryamje mssemraBa na «komunikacija se kao sredstvo opitenja medu
delikventima odvija putem specificne vrste govora-zargona. Pored toga, komunikacija moze biti 1
sredstvo izvrSenja i krivicna dela: verbalno, koriS¢enjem drusStvenih mreza, interneta, putem
finansijskih transakcija i drugim oblicima ra¢unarskog kriminaliteta (v. Analiza sadrzaja, Zargona,
Kontakta, Supkultura, Satrovacki govor)”S.

U ovom slucaju «komunikacija” je komuniciranje medu ljudima, grupama, institucijama i
drugim subjektima koji su angazovani da ostvaruju kontakte, dogovore i aktivnosti prilikom
nastanka, bilo koje elementarne nepogode, ¢ijim nastankom se vr$i uticaj na klimatske promene.
Dakle, u ovim vrstama komunikacija ucestvuju: strucna lica, rukovode¢i pojedinci 1 timovi,
izvrSioci eliminacije elementarnih nepogoda, izvodac¢i veStackih neprilika (nepogoda), sredstva
informisanja i obavestavanja, zatim; gradani, institucije, strucni i profesionalni timovi 1 predstavnici
vlasti drustva koje je pogodeno elementarnom nepogodom.

«Globalizacija kao svetski fenomen, nedvosmisleno ima razli¢ite uticaje na celokupnu
medunarodnu zajednici, a o njenom uticaju mogu se indetifikovati razli¢iti i relevatni faktori
odluc¢ujuceg znacaja za odredene dogadaje €ijim uticajima ni jedno drustvo nije apsulutno imuno i
neosetljivo».® Dakle, globalizacija kao svetski fenomen, jedan je od uzroka pretnji po bezbednost
medunarodne zajednice, a time i pretnja uticajem na klimatske promene koje su u sadrzaju
globalizacije i njenih nosioca.

«Medutim, elementarne nepogode i klimatske promene su Cesta prirodna nepogoda, koja u
svakom sludaju predstavlja pretnju ljudskim Zivotima i njihovoj imovini».” Prema tome,
elementarne nepogode su prirodnog i1 veStackog karaktera, Cesto izazvane, da bi se ugrozila
bezbednost a time i uticalo na klimatske promene, od strane ekonomsko razvijenih drustava koji sa
njima upravljaju.

1.2. Problemi definisanja klimatskih promena i nastanka katastofa

Klimatske promene u novo odnosno savremeno doba, spadaju medu najistrazivanije i time
najaktuelnije potrebe raspravljanja i diskutovanja po pitanju navedenog fenomena tj mogucéih i
zastraSujucih pretnji, rizika, a time i posledica. Isto tako I globalnih katastrofa i njithovog uticaja na
prirodu, tako i opasnost po Zivi svet. Medutim, do sada odnosno u predhodnih tj ranijim periodima
ni jedno ekoloSko pitanje nije imalo, niti je iziskivalo takvu paznju i potrebu za diskusije, rasprave
pa i istrazivanja kao §to je to slucaj sa klimatskim promenama. Stim u vezi, od prvog raspravljanja i
izvestaja «Medunarodnog panela o klimatskim promenama (IPCC-Intergovernmental Panel on
Climate Change) godine 1990, kada je zapocCet znacajan napredak u pogledu utvrdivanja realnog
stanja klimatskih prornena».8 Isto tako 1 znacajnog razumevanja njihovih razmera, kako
dokazivanja, tako potvrdivanja i pristupanja ka realnim i raspolozivim prirodnim pa i1 veStackim
reakcijama.

Medutim, u svemu navedenom ovaj problem i fenomen, posebno u savremeno doba, je bio
nepoznanica i Cesto je skrivan, pri ¢emu su se izbegavale rasprave, razgovori pa i drustvene reakcije
na iste. Sve navedeno nas upucuje na razmisljanje, a time 1 zaklju€ivanje da izvodaci vestackih
oblika izazivanja klimatskih promena, koji su imale veliki uticaj na sve strukture da ne obelodanjuju
ovaj problem 1 fenomen savremenog doba.

Dakle, nepoznanicu i dugo ¢uvanu tajnu o vestackom uticaju na klimatske promene, na neki
nacin je ucinjen napredak kako u istraZivanju tako raspravama pa i donosSenjem ili usvajanjem,
odnosno postizanjem Sporazuma o klimatskim promenama u Parizu 2016.godine.

Dakle, prestavnici nekih drzava i tada su bili u strahu da ovaj Sporazum ne bude zaustavljen
ili blokiran od strane delegacije SAD, §to je navela i agencija «Rojters” dodajuci da Evropska unija
insistira na njegovom dogovoru, a time i realizaciji. Te u tom smislu, ukazujemo na ovu
konstataciju da je opravdana i da uticaj na klimatske promene izmedu drugih drzava vrse i SAD
odnosno NSA i NATO. «Sta su to Chemtrails?

Radi se o studiji koja je izasla 1996. godine i u kojoj se govori o ljudskoj (Citaj: americ¢koj)
dominaciji nad vremenskim prilikama, koje bi trebalo da bude potpuna do 2025. godine».9 «HAARP
projekat se odvija blizu mesta Gekona na Aljasci. Opremu za HAARP projekt ¢ini ogroman broj
radiotransmitera ogromne snage i odgovarajuéih istrumenata za detekciju, odnosno 180 antena
velike snage»™. Stim u vezi, uticaj na klimatske promene vrsi se odbacivanjem hemijskih sredstava
iz vazdukoplova (Kemtrails sistemom) i (HAARP-sistemom). Svim istrazivanjima i zakljé¢ivanjima
0 ovom problemu je konstatovano, da su Brazil, SAD, Kina, Indija, Rusija i druge zemlje, u velikoj
meri doveli do porasta misije zagadujucih gasova 1 stvaranja staklene baste u atmosferi, te iz tog
razloga se i strahovalo da ove drzave mogu i dalje spreCavati sve moguée dogovore na ovu temu.
Stim u vezi, «o tatkama preokreta u Zemljama i sistemu (na primer Kemp, 2005; Lenton).
2007.godine, podigla se svest o mogucnosti da klimatske promene budu znatno gore nego $to smo
ranije mislili i da neki od najgorih udara mogu zapecetiti mnogo pre nego Sto Se zaista odigraju,
stvarajuci u sustini alarmatne slike u savremenoj generaciji koja je zapalila vrlo dugo, sporogore¢i
fitilj na klimatskoj bombi koja ¢e izazvati ogromna razaranja tokom Zivota budu¢ih generacija»™.

Ako analiziramo navedeni problem o kojem su nas obavestili i osvestili Bostrom i Cirkovié,
kao i drugi nenavedeni autori, nova agresivna pojava ima i te kako vezu sa politikom i ekonomijom
nekih nama nepoznatih struktura koje na ovaj nacin imaju potrebu vodenja nekih novih oblika
unistenja dela stanovniStva i njihovih vrednosti, kako bih se zaustavio nagli 1 brzi oblik i nacin
iskoriS¢avanja prekomernog iscrpljivanja prirodnih resursa. Smisao 1 ponasanje ovakvog nacina
izazivanja klimatskih promena kao sredstvom smanjenja stanovniStva i obezbedenje prirodnih
resursa za jedan deo stanovniStva kao 1 buducih generacija onih koji preZive ove agresivne i
katastrofalne posledice po bezbednost stanovnisStvay. Vestacki uticaju na klimatske promene, a time
i na elementarne nepogode, izmedu ostalih se mogu prepuznati i golim okom bilo koga od nas.

Prema tome, ukaza¢e mo na neke od njih, prvo, ukrSteni beli tragovi na nebu nisu oblaci ve¢
hemija izbacena iz namenskih vazduhoplova. Drugo, uoc¢avanje crnih 1 neprovidnih oblaka 1z kojih
obavezno nastaju elementarne nepogode po zilji izvodaca. Trece, pojave gustih crnih magli na nebu,
prostorima 1 putevima, iza kojih nastaju elementarne nepogode i slicno. ,,U ovim radu se Zeli
ukazati na problem upravljanja rizicima u kriticnoj infrastrukturi, kao i pretnjama uzrokovanim
elementarnim nepogodama, koje upravo predstavljaju pretnju kriti¢noj infrastrukturi u ovom slucaju
u gradu Obrenovcu Srbija 2014. godine»”. Dakle, u Obrenovcu su elementarne nepogode dovele do
drastiénog ugrozavanja infrastrukture i katastrofa 2014. godine. Kad se govori o ugrozenom
stanovniStvu preko klimatskih promena i njihovog uticaja na Zivot stanovniStva, ugrozen je onaj deo
nerazvijene planete, a korist mogu imati samo deo razvijene planete odnosno razvijenog sveta, koji

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je na neki nacin sebi obezbedio skloniste ili bilo koju zastitu od pojave razornih i izazvanih
promena i njihovog uticaja na opstanak zivota na planeti.

Nase razmi$ljanje o ovom fenomenu i njegovim pretnjama, usmereno je upravo na
nerazvijene regione koji nemaju nikakve mogucnosti kako politicke i ekonomske, tako i
nemogucénosti 1 neznanja da se ovom problemu suprostave 1 da se zastite, Sto nije slucaj sa
razvijenim regionima. «Cetvrti izve$taj IPCC-a naglasava brojen promene regionalnih razmera,
kojed ukljuéuju sledec¢a ocekivanja:

e ocekuje se da e se putanje ekstratropskih oluja kretati blize polovima,

e ocekuje se da ¢e toplotni ekstemni postojati sve Cesce,

e ocekuje se da ¢e uragani biti sve ¢esc¢i sa intezivnijim padavinama,

e ocekuje se zagrevanje konpletne zone, narucito preko kontinenta, a takode se oc¢ekuje da ce
biti snazno na artiku,

e ocekuje se da ¢e se snezni pokrivaci i morski led povladiti,

e ocekuje se opste pojacavanje inteziteta padavina.

Ovi navedeni nalazi su kvalitativno sli¢ni onima istaknutim u IPCC-jevom tre¢im izvestaju
procene, iako su se neki od njih od detalja izmenili, a u mnogo slu¢ajeva narucioci su uvereniji uz
predvidene uticajen’.

«U ovom poglavlju ja ¢u se koncetrisati na pretnju po Zivot od povecanih nivoa radijacije i
kosmickog zracenja, (CR-cosmic rayu) koji do atmosfere dostize kao rezultat (1) promena u
suncevoj svetlosti, (2) promena u solarnom okruZenju usled kretanja Sunc oko galatickog centra I
narucito usled njegovog prolaska kroz spiralne rukavice galaksije, (3) osilatornog pomeranja
suncevog sistema prema galatickoj ravni Hdrug0»13.

Stim u vezi, navedeno razmisljanje dvojice autora osmereno je na pretnju po zZivot na planeti
usled zracenja kako prirodnog tako i vestacki izazvanog upotrebom hemijsko-bioloski i radioloskih
sredstava i opreme. Posmatrajuci i analiziraju¢i navedeno istrazivanje i konstataciju problema
klimatskih promena, od kojih se ocekuju katastrofe, rizici i pretnje po bezbednost velikog broja
stanovnika i njihovi vrednosti, upravo su nove i moguée pretnje.

Pojave niskih temperatura, leda 1 hladno¢a koje su neprilicne na odredene prostore, a time 1
novih pretnji i rizika po stanovniStvo, druga Ziva bica i1 prerodna bogastva. Upravo se veci deo
medunarodne zajednice suocio sa ovom nepogodom, vec¢ih razmera.

Ocekivano nerazmerno zagadenje obradivog i paSnjackog zemljiSta preko izbacivanja velikih
1 ogromnih koli¢ina hemije sa veoma opasnim sastojcima opasnim po Ziva bica.

Naglo I neocekivano otapanje glecera tj leda, na Artiku I severnom ledenom okeanu su pojave
koje prestavljaju ogromnu pretwu po zivot svih bica I drugih vrednosti.

Pojava 1 neprimerna zraCenja iz prirodnog prostora sa uticajem veStackog delovanja u
vazdusnom prostoru i sli¢ne pojave.

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«Klimatske promene na delu, a mozemo li se boriti i kako? Procenjuje se da ¢e Balkan u
narednom periodu biti jedan od regiona najpogodeniji klimatskim promenama, a da su one vec
uzele ozbiljnog maha nema nikakve dileme, jer je od 2000 godine pa do...?”.

Navedene pretnje su prouzrokovane prirodnim, a vise vestackim uticajem na klimatske
promene, koje ¢e prouzrokovati nestanak sumskog bogastva, a time i pijace vode, ¢ime su neki
regioni ve¢ u opasnosti, a neki regioni biti takode ugrozeni. Pored sumskog bogastva gasice se i
drugi prirodne vrednosti, pri ¢emu ¢e se prouzrokovati veliki rizici po opstanak zivog i biljnnog
sveta. Zatim, ¢e uslediti i elementarna nepogoda susom, a cesto | velike padavine, a time i poplave,
koje ¢e unistavati prirodna bogastva koja su osnov za opstanak zivota.

«Da li su za sve krive klimatske promene? Ovo je samo od jedan toplotnih talasa i nije sva
tako jednostavno, ali lako se ekstremni vremenski uslovi poput toplotnih talasa, deSavaju potpuno
prirodno, stru¢njaci navode da su zbog klimatskih oni sve ucestaliji. Podaci koji datiraju jo§ od 19
veka pokazuju da se prosecna temperatura na Zemlji od pocetka idustrilizacije povecava za oko
jedan stepen godisnje. Takode, iz instituta u Potsdamu istiu da je pet najtoplijih leta od 1500-te
godine do danas zabeleZzeno u 21 veku.

Pored svih navedenih pretnji, a time i rizika po bezbednost zivota i prirodnih vrednosti,
buduc¢i uticaji na klimatske promene, prouzrokova ¢e elementarne nepogode velikih razmera, a time
I opasnosti zbog koje ¢e biti stanovnistvo na odredenim regionima prinudeno na emigraciju i
izbeglistvo u druge regione, koji ¢e za neke biti samo obecano i zeljeno bitisanje, a drugima samo
zelja sa neizvesnim opstankom. Stim u vezi, napominjemo da na klimatske promene utice i sama
priroda, koja je ¢esto uznemirena vestackim uticajem i na to sama reaguje. Klimatske promene su
prirodne reakcije preko kojih nastaju i elementarne nepogode, a time i posledice na prirodu i zivot u
istoj. Medutim, na klimatske promene utic¢e 1 ljudski faktor. Uticaj ljudskog faktora na klimatske
promene, a time i elementarne nepogode su neprirodne aktivnosti kojima se upravlja upotrebom
hemijskih i bioloskih sredstava ukljucujuéi i1 tehnolosko-tehnicka sredstva. Ljudskim uticajem preko
industrijskih zagadenja, izrade i upotrebe oruzja za masovna ubijanja i uniStavanja, Cesto se
isprobavaju, a i upotrebljavaju u ratnim sukobima®®, kao i odbacivanjem nekontrolisanih hemijskih i
radioloskih sredstava, pri ¢emu se vrsi uticaj na klimatske promene.

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«Da bi smo lakse 1 ozbiljnije razumeli, upoznali i shvatili pretnju, opasnost i rizik od uticaja
klimatskih promena, a time i1 elementarnih nepogoda i njihove pretnje po bezbednost drustva i
drzave, ka i civilizacije uopste. Na to ¢emo ukazati na dosada$nja istrazivanje mnogih autora, koji
su istrazivali, istrazuju i istrazivat ¢e uzrone nestanke jednog broja starih civilizacija. Nase
interesovanje o ovom fenomenu usmereno je na iznalazenje, is€itavanje, a time i ukazivanje upravo
na uticaj klimatskih promena na nestale civilizacije. Ukazuju¢i na nestala drustva odnosno stare
civilizacije i uzroci njihovog nestanka, upravo su nas doveli do podataka da su klimatske promene i
ratovi unistili stare civilizacije, na koje ¢e mo uoukazati.

1. Stara civilizacija Maje

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«Klimatske promene ili promjene klime oznacavaju dugotrajne i znac¢ajne promene prosjecnih
klimatskih uvjeta na zemlji».*® Stim u vezi, u ovom radu se govori o neodgovornom ponasanju
ljudskig faktora u odnosu na prirodu i prirodne reakcije. Upotreba raznih hemijskih, bioloskih,
radioloskih 1 drugih opasni materija drugim recima zloupotreba ovih sredstava protiv prirode.

a) Odlaganje hemijskih i bioloskih agenasa preko kemtrails sistema

«HAARP (skraceno od High Frequency Active Auroral Research Program), (Program
aktivnog auroralnog istrazivanja visoke frekvencije) je istrazivacki projekat koji zeli da ,,razume,
stimuli$e i kontroliSe procese u jonosferi koji mogu da izmene u¢inak komunikacionih i sistema za
nadgledanje». Zapocet je 1993 .godine i predlozeno je da traje 20 godina.

Projekat se odvija blizu mesta Gekona na Aljasci. Opremu za HAARP projekat ¢ini ogroman
broj radiotransmitera ogromne snage i odgovaraju¢ih instrumenata za detekciju, odnosno 180
antena velike snage. 6 generatora jacine 3,6 MW (mega vati) snaga svakodnevno emituju preko
3.000.000 vati.

Osnovni ciljevi projekta su izuCavanja fenomena polarne svetlosti i radio komunikacija.
Nalazi se sjeveroistocno od mjesta Gakona na Aljasci, a projektom upravlja Univerzitet Aljaske, US
Air Force i Ratna mornarica SAD. Ukupno je 14 univerziteta je bilo ukljuéeno u planiranje
sistemnax.”*

Dakle u konbinaciji HAARP 1 Kemtrails sistema, vrsi se upravljanje 1 dirigovanje klimatskim
promenama na uzem 1 Sirem regionu tj prostoru.  VeStackim izmenama klimatskih promena
istovremeno se na veStacki nacin deloje na psihu i zdravlje coveka.

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povecanog zagrevanja atmosfere, a time se prouzrokuju odredene posledice. Dakle, povecanjem i
naglim porastom temperature dolazi do probijanja ozonskog omotaca, pri cemu dolazi do podizanja
nivoa vode odnosno mora topljenjem leda na polovima i gleCerima. Vestackim uticajem na klimu
odbacivanje hemijskih sredstava u atmosferu, podpomaze se izazivanje i pojava naglih padavina sa
ogromnom koli¢inom vode na odredenom prostoru, a time se pojavljuju u najces¢im sluc¢ajevima
buji¢ne reke ili potoci, koji ¢esto dovode do katastrofa.

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ANNOTATION

The purpose of the study. Social communications are currently at the stage of outlining and
establishing the leading methodological and categorical apparatus of science. There is a need to
study the fundamental units of communication, taking into account various factors that determine
the leading aspects and milestones of science. One of them we consider communication platforms
and their interface.

The purpose of scientific research is to study the existing variants of the CP interface from the
standpoint of methodological analysis.

Research methods. The methodology of the study was to use a number of methods to achieve the
objectives. A method of theoretical analysis of scientific points of view for studying the phenomenon
of “Interface”, in particular its place in “Social Communications”. A method of comparing existing
scientific positions, which made it possible to derive a vision of the term “Communication Platform
Interface” and its main features. The hypothetical method made it possible to assume that the field
of “social communications” (especially their applied field “requires a clear separation of its
constituent units. This helped to describe not only the scientific assumption, but to outline the
elements of originality of the scientific vision of the phenomenon of ICP. It consists in the fact that
the implementation mechanisms and use of KP directly depend on its category. Hence there is the
nature and character of the content, the formation of the portrait of the user KP, the formation of
typicality, belonging to the class, etc. Description method is to summarize the results of the study.
Results. The concept of the communication platform interface is studied in the article. The visions
of different scientists have been described; the existing points of view have been analyzed. The
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proposed own vision, proposed as a terminological unit inherent in the scientific field of “Social
Communications”, made for the first time.

Conclusions. The article proposes typological units that distinguish the “Interface of
communication platforms” from other types of this term. This approach is necessary from a
methodological point of view, because it will help to outline the applied social communication
technologies in “social communications”.

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ANNOTATION

The aim of the article is to identify the specifics of communicative-compensatory processes on
social network. Materials & methods. In order to achieve that objective, the general scientific
research methods: analysis, classification, observation, description were used. In addition, as part
of an integrated sociolinguistic approach, discourse analysis and a quantitative research method
were used. Publications posted in the Ukrainian sector of an American online social media and
social networking service Facebook served as an input for the research. Results & discussions. The
study identified three modes of communicative-compensatory processes, which are arranged in
descending order according to their proportions: 1) communicative-compensatory process
characterized by a correlation with the defense mechanism ‘“overcompensation”. During this
process personal growth and radical transformations of the whole personality occur on the basis of
the dialogical mutual affirmation of “I” and “You”. At the linguistic level, such mode is manifested
owing to the use of a preferable image (real or illusory) to affirm one’s strength, significance,
value, that is, for self-assertion and rising in status; 2) process characterized by a correlation with
the defense mechanism “direct compensation” and which shows itself as adaptive in nature and
does not contribute to the personal growth. At the linguistic level such mode is manifested in the
individual concentrating on his own interests, feelings and needs and orientation on consumption;
3) process characterized by a correlation with the defense mechanism “illusive overcompensation”
and which nature is emotional vampirism. At the linguistic level such mode is manifested in the
watching out for another person’s imaginary or real flaws with the purpose of emphasizing and
exaggerating. Conclusion. A specific feature of communicative-compensatory processes in social
networks is that they mainly act as representations of the compensatory function of
autocommunication. The dominant form of compensatory autocommunication in social networks is
an internal monologue. The verbal implementation of communicative-compensatory processes in
social networks are: 1) posts in which the protest gains the power of critical confrontation and is a
synonym for the right to individual free development; 2) posts aimed at humiliation and criticism;
3) posts containing advice, support, comfort to the troubled “I”.

Communication between institutions within the state and the necessary entities in the system, which
are the subject of alignment, coordination and discussion of the problem, is the notion of quality
work in developing security capacity.

Building a methodology and system, i.e. the capacities of a society, and therefore also of the state,
is neither an easy nor a simple task for the teams carrying out the preparation assessments,
capacities and forces within the security system, i.e. the Ministry of Internal Affairs.

In order to be able to properly develop and regulate the security system within the country, special
conditions are needed, such as assessments, risks and capacities, which are given the task of
developing a very important system within the society, as well as for cooperation, communication
and participation in teamwork or tasks.

Risk assessment of the above leads to reliable data and conditions, which will decide of and impose
a quality and justified security system, which would meet the needs of a given society or state.

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uvoD

Osnovna zamisao i cilj autora, da ovim radom ukaZe na teSkoce, kako komunikacija, tako
isaradnje, na izgradnji i zasnivanju kapaciteta bezbednosti u nacionalnoj drzavi, sa osvrtom na
Republiku Srbiju. Da bih se izgradio i osavremenio sistem bezbednosti savremene drzave,
neophodni su odredeni preduslovi izmedu kojih je reforma i osavremenjavanje policije u Republici
Srbiji, kao 1 njeno komuniciranje sa drugim subjektima drZave. Obzirom na postojece stanje u ovoj
institucijei, 1 koje se pokazalo kao neefikasno, neorganizovano, politizovano, a time i
nefunkcionalno u novonastalim medunarodnim i drzavnim odnosima. Stim u vezi, mnogi pa i visoki
funkcioneri iz vlasti, su svatili i najavljuju reformu bezbednosnih subjekata u Republici Srbija
izmedu kojih su i policija sa svim svojim resursima i kapacitetima.

Da bi se kvalitetno izvrsila reforma policije neophodna je njena potpuna transformacija i
prilagodavanje savremenim uslovima, na sledeéi nacin: decentralizacija, dezintegracija,
dezorganizacija, demilitirizacija i dezpolitizacija. U navedenoj reformi bih se pre svega izvrsila
reforma Skolskog sistema izmedu kojeg bi se deo zadrzao u policijskim Skolskim instituacijama, a
deo preuzeo iz gradanskog Skolskog sistema. Reformom policija se moraju odredeni poslovi, a koji
ne pripadaju ovoj delatnosti i isti ustupiti civilnom sektoru, kao §to su neka I¢i¢na dokumanta.
Policija bi trebala da se odrekne vojnog organizovanja, vaspitanja i obeleZavanja i da se prilagodava
civilnom sektoru, kako bi se istom priblizila i time bih se izbeglo njeno odvajanje od gradana, po
principu policije u zajednici. Isto tako bi se olakSala saradwa i koordinacija sa drugim subjektima u
zemlji i van njenih granica.

1. REFOEMA POLICIJE
1.1. Pojmovno odredenje i definisanje problema

Reforma, reformisanje 1 reorganizacija postoje¢eg stanja, je drugim recima, reformisanje
postojeceg stanja u neko drugo savremenije, kvalitetnije 1 efikasnije uredenje snaga,u okviru
ministarstva unutra$njih poslova, tj u sistem bezbednosti odredene drzave ili druStva. Reformu
podrazumava izmena, promena ili reorganizovanje postojeCeg neefikasnog stanja, bezbednosnih
institucija u novi bezbednosni sistem, koji se pre svega prepoznaje kako u sopstvenom sistemu, tako
od strane institucija drugih drzava koji imaju nameru saradnje ili zajednickih delovanja, naprimer u
borbi protiv medunarodnog terorizma i organizovanog kriminaliteta.

Reforma javnog sektora izmedu kojeg je 1 Ministarstvo unutrasnjih poslova, jedan je od
najhitnijih poslova Vlade u novom sazivu od koje ocekuju gradanji, a i privredni sektor u Republici
Srbiji, da ispuni obefano pre izbora i reformi. Pre svega admistrativni sektor u Ministarstvu
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unutra$njih poslova postao je glomazan i toliko se birokratizovao da je to stanje neodrzivo.
Medutim, umesto glomazne admistracije u MUP-u, treba reformu usmeriti u korist izvr§nog dela
policije, koji je u manjku u odnosu na admistraciju, pa i potrebu gradana. Admistrativna birokratija
u ovakvom obimu gusi, kako javni policijski deo tako i ostali deo privrede i gradana u sustini. Te u
ovom smislu, prvi prioritet Vlade mora biti reforma drzavnog sektora, a narucito policijskog, kako
bih isti postao efikasan i koristan u onom delu koji pripada upravo policije, a ne njenoj admistraciji.
Gradani i drustvo u celini oéekuju od reforme policije upravo drasti¢no smanjenje birokratizovane
admistracije, a time i birokratije koja se ucvrstila u toj meri da je neefikasna, konplikovana i ne
zadovoljava potrebe drustva. Birokratizovana i glomazna admistracija je veoma konplikovana,
nerazumna, nejasna, nekorisna i pritome mnogo kosta drustvo. Njeni postupci prema klijentima i
gradanima dovode do dugog odlaganja izvrSenja svojih obaveza za koje su osnovani i dobro
placeni.

Zatim se formiraju dugacki redov i velika ¢ekanja i1 ocekivanja izvrSenja svojih potreba za
koje su usmereni gradani, druge institucije i pravna lica prema ovoj delatnosti. Stim u vezi
sluzbenici su veoma placeni u odnosu na sli¢ne poslove u drugom drzavnom 1 privatnom sektoru.
Zbog glomaznosti su neefikasni, a time delom nekorisni, dok jedni rade, drugi pauziraju, Setaju van
radnog mesta i odlazu predmete do daljneg pri ¢emu cine nezadovoljstvo, reakcije 1 rasprave na
Salterima sa klijentima i nezadovoljnim gradanima. U tim slucaju neophodno je izvrsSiti
transformaciju policije slicno kao u drugim zemljema Evrope. Da je potrebna reforma stime se i
slazu postojece vlasti u Republici Srbiji. Raniji, Ministar Pravde Republike Srbije Nikola Selakovic,
je saopStavao da je neophodna Reforma Policije. ,,Nema delotvorne reforme pravosuda bez
temeljne reforme policije, jer imun lanaca jedne drzave ¢ine policija, tuzilastvo i sudstvo i ako jedna
karika u tom lancu ne funkcionide dobro, on puca.“® »Policajci koji su pre desetak dana dosli u
Novi Sad, da patroliraju ulicama legitimisali su oko 200 gradana i podneli deset krivi¢nih prijava
protiv ljudi koji nisu imali licnu kartu. Oni ¢e ostati do aprila, nakon toga mora da se trajno resi
bezbednost grada. Zbog pogorsanja bezbednosnog stanja u Novom Sadu, a radi bolje bezbednosti
incirace se 1 temeljna reforma u policiji, kao 1 primena Zakona o prebivaliStu, koji se u praksi ne
primenjuje. Da bih se moglo govoriti o bezbednosti, neophodno je navesti neophodne termine, kao
Sto su: bezbednost, sekuriti, sefti, zastita 1 sli¢no.“ Pejanovi¢, Lj. (2013) ,,Kako se moze desiti da
pripadnici stranih bezbednosnih sluzbi izvestavaju o tome $ta se desava u Novom Sadu i da imamo
organizovane kriminalne grupe? Mi to dobro znamo, jedan sam od operativaca sluzbe radio na
tome, medutim sistem zakazuje na svim nivoima. Organi zatvaraju o¢i godinama. Drzava treba da
stane iza ljudi koji brinu o bezbednosti grada i gradana naglasio je Milivoje Mirkov 1 SaSa
Kovacevi¢ iz odbora za bezbednost GO SDPS-a.*?’

Nije ovo problem samo Novog Sada ovo je problem svih ve¢ih pa i manjih gradova u
Republici Srbiji. Reforma policije je zapoceta jo§ 2000 godine i do danas nije u n potpunosti
zavrSena, sem manje reformacije po niZim celinama, a sve to zbog ljudi koji su na funkcijama,
kojima ove reforme nisu i$le u njihovu korist i zbog toga su ih zaustavili i ukocile. 1zborima,
izmeweni su visoki rukovodiovi od Ministra do nacelnika, a ostali su skoro svi isti 1 u ovom sazivu.
Da bih se izvrSila reforma drzave i1 drugih institucija medu kojima je 1 policija, reforma mora biti
temeljna i sveobuhvatna. Kad se reformom obuhvate sva lica koja su bili ko¢nicari i isti sklanjali sa
funkcija tada ¢e se moci izvrsiti 1 reforma 1 reorganizacija MUP-a. RazreSenjem ko€nicara reformi
ne reSava se problem, ukoliko isti ne odgovaraju za svoje postupke i postupke svojih saradnika.
Stim u vezi, reforma policije podrazumeva proces i transformaciju postojece institucije koja nije
funkcionisala i reorganizacijom je urediti i tu instituciju sa novim, strucnim, obrazovanim i
postenim ljudima podrzati, a koji ¢e dovesti instituciju u kvalitetno funkcionisanje.

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Isto tako, da i nauka podrzava reforme policija posluzit ¢e nam ¢lanak koji je obradio Dekan
fakulteta bezbednosti iz Beograda i on navodi: ,,NajviSe je trulezi tamo gde se reSavaju i
procesuriraju slucajevi. Policijski kadrovi su nam profesionalci, ali zavise od politickih centara
moci. Birati najsposobnije, a ne najlojalnije! Dekriminizacija policije u Srbiji je neophodna. To je
preduslov svih preduslova! Tokom 2019. doslo je do otkrivanja i hapSenja jednog dela pripadnika
policije koji su ucestvovali u kriminalitetu, to nam je ukazalo da se nesto radi na ovom planu.
Najvise trulezi ima na mestima tamo gde se reSavaju i procesuriraju sluc¢ajevi. Posto nista ne moze
da funkcioniSe bez unutrasnjih organa, nasoj policiji je potrebno veliko provetravanje. Da li se moze
rec¢i da je policija u Srbiji kriminalizovana?-Apsolutno u potpunosti ne, ali je 1 kocena od strane
nekih tuzilastava i sudova. To je kod nas dugogodi$nja praksa, a skoro i decenijska. Jer
zastraSivanje je najlakSe tamo gde se najviSe zna. Policija su oci i usi drzave. Policija bih trebala da
bude i mesto spoznaje kriminalizacije, i to uzrocne, manifestacione i posledi¢ne. Ali policija je tek
jedno pluéno krilo, postavqa se pitanjw da li mogu sve ¢initi, ako to ne ¢ine drugi u lancu suzbijanja
kriminaliteta, terorizma i korupcije. Zajedno sa sudstvom i tuzilaStvom, ona ¢ini jedan organizam,
koji mora da bude u saglasju. U protivnom, naravno da ¢e biti posledica po zdravlje naseg
drustva“®® Milaginovié R. (2013). Stim u vezi, za kriminalitet u policija u najve¢em broju sludajeve
odgovornost snose partije tj partijski lideri i timovi, koji su na vrhu svake institucije 1 oni koce
mnogo Cega na ovom planu. Partije udomljavaju svoje clanove koji nemaju obrazovanje,
sposobnost i hrabrost za obavljanje svohjih funkcija na koje su postavljeni i §ta od njih ocekuju
gradani. Oni su poltroni i izvrSioci zahteva i volje svojih partijskih litera i funkcionera koji od njih
traze lojalnost i delovanje onako kako se od nji o¢ekuje, a ne kako bih trebalo i kako zahteva
profesija. U pojedinim partijskim ¢elijama se biraju kadrovi koji nemaju nikakve veze po
obrazovanju i sposobnosti za ono gde ih postavljaju, ve¢ se od njih ocekuje lojalnost i poltronstvo
kako bih sa njima manipulisali. Te u tom slu¢aju pojedinci na funkcijama u policiji, nemaju
ovlas¢enja da deluju kako treba ve¢ su prinudeni da rade po volji vode c¢emu se neki tome ne mogu
suprostaviti niti odupreti. Dakle, najvecu odgovornost za stanje u Srbiji snose partije, a preko njih i
njihovi kadrovi gde su postavljeni, odnosno udomljeni. Zbog takvog stanja svi su u lancu rasturanja
drzave i svi medusobno se i S$tite, a i prete da ¢e otkriti nedozvoljene akte ukoliko budu
sankcionisani i tako u krug. S tim nac¢inom se odrzavaju, podrzavaju i ¢uvaju do isteka mandata i
tako ponovo 1 drugi isto ili sli¢no ¢ine, a drZava 1 narod sve viSe propada 1 putuje ka provaliji bez
povratka. Tokom ove tj 2019. u odnosu na raniji period, stanje je dosta drugacije u pozativhom
smislu, hapse se policajci, policijski sluzbenici i drugi zbog kriminaliteta, a poveéano je hapsenje i
kriminalaca. Nije u ovom stanju samo odnos partije 1 policije ve¢ i druge institucije su u istom ili
slicnom stanju i ponasanju.

1.1 Reforma policijskog Skolstva

,»Obuka 1 edukacija policijskih sluzbenika, samo je deo reforma Ministarstva unutraS$njih
poslova Republike Srbije. U tom kontekstu izvrSene su i reforme Vise Skole unutrasnjih poslova u
Zemunu u Kriminalisticko-policijsku akademiju strukovnih studija i Policijske akademije u
Kriminalisti¢ko-policijsku akademiju akademskih studija. Reforma srednje Skole unutra$njih
poslova u Centru za osnovnu policijsku obuku, negad je trajala 4. godine, pa je svedena na dve
godine i na kraju primaju se kadrovi sa ¢etverogodiSnjim Skolama iz gradanstva i doskolavaju sa
jednogodisnjom obukom u MUP-ovom centru u Novom Sadu. Projekt transformacije poceo je u
februaru 2005. godine da bi se prva, pilot generacija upisala i pocela sa radom u novenbru 2007.
godine. Pocetak rada Centra obeleZen je sveCanom akademijom 5 decenbra 2007. godine. Period od
dve godine bio je prihvacen kao realan, da zapoceto Skolovanje zavrSe pripremljeni kadrovi, a da se
ujedno u istom razdoblju odaberu i novi polaznici osnovne policijske obuke.

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Transformacija ovih obrazovnih ustanova, koje su sluzile za obrazovanje policijskih kadrova,
kroz reformu su definisane, kao jedan od najznacajnijih projekata koji je trebalo realizovati
primenjuju¢i osnovna nacela reforme: profesionalnost, depolitizaciju, demilitarizaciju,
transparetnost, rodnu ravnopravnost, saradnju sa lokalnom zajednicom. Reforma kroz nacelo
saradnje sa lokalnom zajednicom definisala je novu ulogu policije u drustvu-servis gradana.“29 Sto
se tiCe visoko-stru¢nog usavr$avanja i obucavanja na Visoko-Skolskoj ustanovi Kriminalisti¢ko-
policijskoj akademiji, Skoluju se visokoobrazovani kadrovi namenjeni za policijske poslove i
poslove kriminologije i kriminalistike. Dakle, ova visokoobrazovana institucija prerasla je u
Policijski Univirzitet, ¢ime se proSiruju nau¢ne profesije forenzike, informatike i slicni profili.
Zaokruzivanjem navedenih studijskih programa, policija se obezbeduje sa ve¢im brojem policijskih
profila za stru¢ne poslove. Medutim, policija bi trebala prosirivati svoje programe za obuku gradana
tj civilnih lica za profile poslova koji u drugim drzavama Evrope ne pripadaju policiji ve¢ civilnom
sektoru. Profilisanje civilnih lica za poslove koje trenutno obavlja policija bi bilo neophodno ¢ime
bi se MUP oslobodio delatnosti koje ne pripadaju policiji kako je to u drugim zemljama u Svetu.
Prema tome, civilni sektor treba da preuzme poslove izdavanja licnih dokumenata za CcCije
obrazovanje bih mogla vrsiti upravo policijska nauc¢na ustanova i deo civilne nau¢ne i stru¢ne
institucije. Zatim policijske stru¢ne ustanove bih mogle vrsiti adekvatnu, potrebnu i neophodnu
obuku dece i gradana i njihovo uces¢e u saobrac¢aju ne samo kao ucesnici pri upravljanju vozilima,
nego 1 kao peSaci i njihovo ponaSanje u urbanoj sredini, dok bih civilne institucije vrSile izdavanja
potrebnih dokumenata, tokom 2018 i 2019, je nesto radeno na ovom planu, ali nedovoljno. Pored
navedenih obuka koje vrsi policija ova institucija Zeli prosiriti obuku pripadnika za obezbedenje i
detektivske delatnosti, preko linceciranja kadrova i to je povr$no i nedovoljno stru¢no. Policija ima
svoju profesiju koja njoj pripada i nebih trebala preuzimati poslove civilnog sektora, za ovaj sektor
je obaveza civilnih struktura. Ako bih policija prihvatila i ovu obavezu, preuzela bih veliki teret na
sebe koji joj ne pribada, a gubila bih tamo gde je njena delatnost, suzbijanje terorizma,
kriminaliteta, korupcije i nasilja. Zbog poslova koji ne pripadaju policiji, ova institucija je upravo u
problemu zbog ¢ega ne izvr$ava kvalitetno svoje poslove koji joj pripadaju kao drzavnoj instituciji.

1.2 Decentralizacija

Decentralizacija podrazumeva,“lat. ukidanje ili slabljenje centralizacije, prenoSenje funkcije
centralnih organa na niZze organe njihovih prava (sprovesti decentralizaciju, preneti poslove
centralnih organa na nize Organe).30 (Micunovi¢ Lj. (1988).

»Nasa policija je veoma politizovana, od drugog svetskog rata naovamo. A depolitizacija
policije je preduslov ozdravljanja drustva. Policija ne sme da bude partokratski servis. Medutim,
ona jeste servis politike $to je nedopustivo. Sudstvo i policija moraju da se bave svojim poslom i da
budu nezavisni, a ne da budu servis tumacenjem politi¢ke i volje bilo koje palrtije.“31 Mila$inovi¢,
R. (2014).

Decentralizacija podrazumeva podelu poslova i prenoSenje istih sa vrha centralizovanog
sistema na nizZe organizacione jedinice u sistemi. Dakle, poslovi koji pripadaju civilnom sektoru kao
Sto su licna dokumenta, dezcentralizacijom bih se ustupili civilnom sektoru, a time bih se policija
oslobodila nepotrebnih poslova i posvetila bih se svojim stru¢nim policijskim poslovima i zadacima
koji pripadaju Ministarstvu unutra$njih poslova. Centralizacijom policijskih poslova, stvoreni su
uslovi preuzimanjem znacajnih poslova koji su vezani za jednog ili grupu ljudi, ¢ime je omogucéeno
sprecavanje pokrenutih istraga za nedozvoljena dela 1 ostvarenja ciljeva politika ili partijskih voda.
Ova organizaciona reSenja upravo su koncentrisana za ljude na vrhu policijske celine, koji su u
mogucénosti sklanjanja dokumenata ili podataka za lica sa ucenjenim prekrSajem bilo da su iz

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politike, policije ili organizovanog kriminaliteta. U tom slucaju bi bilo neophodno reSenje izvrsiti
dezcentralizaciju kako bih se izbegla postoje¢a pogubna reSenja i polciji bih se obezbedili uslovi za
kvalitetniju i funkcionalniju delatnost policije.

1.3. Dezintegracija

Dezintegracija policije je planirano, zamisljeno i izvrSeno razbijanje policijske celine u u vise
manjih delova ili manjih organizacionih celina. Dezintergacija policije upravo, ,je raspadanje,
razjedinjenje, razbijanje neke celine.“** (Miéunovi¢ Lj.) U tom slucaju dezintegracija je proces
razbijanja jedne ogromne celine koja je troma, neefikasna, a time i nekorisna za porseke obveznike.
Te u tom slucaju se mora podeliti u manje, efikasnije i kvalitetnije celine koje e ispuniti zakonske
obaveze. Ministarstvo unutrasnjih poslova mora biti jedinstveno kao celina, ali poslovi se moraju
podeliti na manje regionalne celine, kako bih se izbegla centralizovana vlast koja se koncetriSe u
jednu ili grupu lica. Svaki regionalni ili posebno stru¢ni organ bih imao svoju rukovodnu funkciju
usmerenu ka centralnoj vlasti, ali u pravom smislu, a ne formalnom kako je to do sada slucaj.
Razdvajanjem poslova na stru¢ne manje celine, da bi se izbegla situacia partijskih uticaja koji bih se
policija oslobodila depolitizacijom.

1.4. Dezorganizacija,

Da bih smo izbegli razmatranje dezorganizacije u negativhom obliku, neophodno je
objasnjenje ovog znacenja u pravcu pozativne reorganizacije. Re¢ dezorganizacija podrazumeva,
»lzazvati dezorganizaciju, izazvati pometnju, rastrojstvo.“33 Klain 1., Sipka Mi. (2006). U nasem
pravcu razmisljanja i primena dezorganizacije policije bi bila u pravcu dezorganizacija policije
odvajanjeo od partijskog uticaja i dezorganizacije negativnhog ponasanja pojedinaca u poliCiji.
Odvajanjem policije od partija bi se u velikom broju odvojio kriminalitet od policijskih pojedinaca
koji su posredno i neposredno uvucéeni u mrezu kriminaliteta. U tom slucaju, dezorganizacija je
promena ponasSanja iz negativnog u pozativno stanje cime Se izdvajaju pojedinci skloni
nedozvoljenim delima od vecine koja je u pozativnom odnosu prema svojoj profesiji i delatnosti.
Promenom svesti i odnosa prema profesiji vratilo bih se poverenje u ovu instituciju koje je
izgubljeno zahvaljujuéi politizaciji policije S savremenim promenama.

1.5. Demilitirizacija
,,Pitanje demilitarizacije policije je ve¢ duZe vreme na dnevnom redu i uti¢e na kulturu sluzbe.
Ustrojstvo sluzbe po ¢inovima policiji daje vojni karakter, dok su ustrojstvo Zandarmerije 1 arsenal
kojim ona raspolaze svakako nedvosmisleno vojne prirode.«**

Kad je re¢ o demilitirizaciji policije, bila bih jedan od prvorazrednih zadataka Vlade Srbiji da
izvr$i reformu u ovom smislu. U dugoj istorijskoj proslosti, vojska je bila institucija koja je svugde
pa i u naSem drustvo u zvanju i profesiji podeljena po specijalnostima, a izvrSioci su promovisani u
¢inove svih nivoa i to pripada vojsci. Kad su u pitanju policijski ¢inovi, oni nisu potrebni niti su u
istoriji policajci imali ¢inove. Da bih se ostvarivali ¢inovi neophodni su mnogobrojni preduslovi 1
uslovi izemdu kojih su: Skolsko obrazovanje u struci, polaganje ispita za ¢inove, upraZznjeno mesto
za odgovarajuci €in 1 sli¢no. U policiji se ne dodeljuju ¢inovi prema navedenim pravilima vec se
lica postvljaju po partijskoj osnovi, lojalnosti i slicno. Te u tom slucaju ¢in generala mogu dobiti
lica koja nemaju nikakve veze sa profesijom i time se krnje ugledi profesije, struke i institucije.
Demilitirizacija bi trebala da se izvrsi ukidanjem ¢inova i davanjem zvanja ¢ime bi se resio odnos
nadredenih u odnosu na podredene i odnos oficira prema gradanima. Generali se odnose prema
ostalima upotrebom sile i nadmo¢i ¢ime namecu strah i pokorenje saradnicima 1 strankama, a da
nemaju &inove ponasali bi se kao i druge profesije. Sto se ti¢e obuke i edukacije oficira u kulturi
ponasanja, takode je neophodna obuka i edukacija u ovom pravcu, jer lica sa ¢inovima ovu vrstu
edukacije ne prolaze 1 time ne poseduju kulturu ponaSanja u potrebnom smislu. Ukoliko se zeli

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zadrzati ¢inovi u policiji, a ne zvanja, u tom slucaju moraju zavrSavati odgovarajuce fakultete i
doktorati i da polazu ispit za generala, kao $to je to u vojsci. Kad je u pitanju smanjenje i raspodela
naoruzanja, takode policija nebit trebala posedovasti teSko vojno naoruzanje, ve¢ naoruzanje koje je
potrebno 1 koje pripada ovim strukturama. Ne prihvatljivo je da se u policiju rasporeduju kadrovi
bez provere i oni koji poseduju dosije u MUP-u. Sto se u toku gradanskog sukoba i kasnije
desavalo, pritiskom pojedinih partijskih funkcionera.

1.6. Depolitizacija

Pre nego $to ukazemo na problem depolitizacije policije, neophodno je dati odgovor na
postavljeno pitanje, Sta je to depolizicacija policije? ,,Odstranjivanje politike, oslobadanje od
politickih uticaja.“*> Klajin,I. Sipka, M. (2006). Stim u vezi, depolitizacija policije je oslobadanje
politickog uticaja partija na viasti i diktata politickih voda na policijsko rukovodstvo, a tima i na
samu policiju. ,,Na postavljeno novinarsko pitanje dali je potrebna depolitizacija policije? prof,
Radomiru MilasSinovi¢u, na kojij dat odgovor i njegovo misljanje na ovo pitanje. Nasa policija je
veoma politizovana, od drugog svetskog rata naovamo. A depolitizacija policije je preduslov
ozdravljenja druitva...“*®* Milaginovi¢, R. (2014) Analiziraju¢i navedeni odgovor, policija u
Republici Srbiji bi¢e efikasna i pruzi¢e odgovor gradanima preko svojih delatnosti samo onda kad
se oslobodi partijskog prisustva i ¢lanstva u istim. Sve dok visoki rukovodioci policije budu ¢lanovi
partija oni ¢e biti izvrSioci samo svoje partije kojoj i polazu racune, a narodu koji ih pla¢e ne polazu
racune niti izvrSavaju svoju Ustavom zagarantovanu obavezu u poptpunosti. U tom slu€aju ce
policija ostvarivati svoju profesionalnu delatnost i sprovoditi ¢e zakone i zakonska pravila. Sve dok
politika ima uticaj na policiju neée se iskoreniti organizovani kriminalitet i korupcija, kao i
sprovodenje zakona. Partije preko svojih ¢lanova koje oni delegiraju i postavljaju na odgovorne
funkcije, pre svega ti kadrovi se ne postavljaju po struénosti i kvalitetu ve¢ po lojalnosti i
poslusnosti.

The purpose of this article is to study the philosophical and psychological, ideological and
historically natural states and trends of changes in modern Ukrainian journalism in the context of
its potential deepening of democratic freedoms, coverage of war issues, global universal problems.
The methodological basis of our study is the distinction between the concepts of Ukrainian-
language and Ukrainian-language journalism, informativeness and journalistic-analytical on the
level of subjectivized emotions in the text, which in the communicative plane turn it into metatext,
because journalism itself includes in various, preferably harmonious, propositional, analytical,
simple display). Among our research methods: phenomenological, comparative, psychoanalytic
(probing archetypes), hermeneutic, deconstructivist (search for non-systemic meanings in texts and
meanings of consciousness).

As a result of the study, a comprehensive analysis of Ukrainian modern journalism in the context of
changes in forms, forms, their genre modifications and transformations, in particular - in
propaganda and demagoguery, modernization of technical means of dissemination of journalistic
texts taking into account internal socio-political processes (chaotic) nature of information
development of society in Ukraine) and external geopolitical challenges.

The obtained results allowed us to formulate the following conclusions. Ukrainian modern
journalism is a consolidating information and propaganda enzyme, co-creator of ideological
matrices, taking into account the preservation of national identity and features of modern world
media culture: its multimedia, interactivity, implementation in electronic media, where the dynamic
development of information technology and the expansion of information , and produce and
retransmit it, which symbolizes the emergence of a new type of journalism in Ukraine.

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(or Application of the quantum chronos method in the identification of semiotic and
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ANNOTATION

The aim of the study was to use the quantum chronos method to identify semiotic and coloristic
markers of the texts of the Moscow Bolshevik newspaper for 1941 when analyzing their perception
by modern Ukrainian readers 19-20 years old, living in 2020 and studying at one of the country's
universities.

Methodology: metaphysical methods of monistic idealism and the method of quantum chronos, as
well as approaches, categories and principles of quantum mechanics (“approach to many worlds or
approach of many minds” by H. Everett, category of quantum nonlocality). The study used the
methodological principles of positivism, namely: the principle of fallibilism by Charles Peirce and
critical realism (Popper's criterion). Empirical methods were also involved: associative experiment,
observation, description and measurement.

The methodology (experimental procedure) consisted in the following: 6 newspaper editorials were
selected in six issues of the Russian-language newspaper "Moskovsky Bolshevik™ in 1941. The
experiment took place on an individual basis from April 1 to April 20, 2020 using the electronic
resource ‘‘free mail” on the “.ua” domain. 48 subjects aged 19 - 21, living in two regions of
Ukraine, were asked to see photocopies of newspaper editorials. According to the instructions, the
subjects were asked to answer three questions: 1) “What color, in your opinion, is the text that you
read?”; 2) “Why exactly this color?”; 3) "What does your chosen color mean?"

Conclusions. The use of the quantum chronos method made it possible to establish specific
reactions of subjects living in 2020 when analyzing their perception of distant communication texts
(six editorials of the Moscow Bolshevik newspaper, which were published on January 15, March
16, May 17, July 16, September 16 and November 16, 1041). We have established that the
frequency responses are three colors, namely: black, yellow and red. Semiotic reasons for color
identification are reduce to the declaration of the names of the object realities of both the first year
of the Great Patriotic War (1941) and the modern realities of 2020.

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ANNOTATION

This essay starts with the observation that the practice of mediation in cultural institutions can
become outmoded and - detached from its institutional context - an empty gesture. The process of
mediation itself - so the assumption - must be mediated if it is to have any effect. I am interested in
sketching an analytical design that can be used to study the mediating structures of mediation.
Mediating structures are defined as institutional order. Its guiding idea and criteria of rationality,
together with social, cultural or political expectations, shape the conditions under which the
mediation practice of cultural institutions develops. Historical Institutionalism serves as a
theoretical framework. Central concepts will be explained looking at the successful establishment of
libraries at Danish hospitals around 1930 and at their abrupt closure, which started around 1985.
The essay refers to a methodological point of view, which says that the content of a concept is
developed and specified by its use.

VERMITTLUNG UND VERMITTELTHEIT

Einleitung

Dieser Essay setzt sich mit dem Begriff der Vermitteltheit auseinander. Im Unterschied zum
Begriff der Vermittlung wird Vermitteltheit in der deutschen und dénischen Sprache nur sehr selten
gebraucht. Man kann von einem Kunstwort sprechen. Mir scheint es jedoch wichtig, {iber die
strukturellen Bedingungen und den spezifischen institutionellen Rahmen nachzudenken, in dem
sich Vermittlung zeigt und entfaltet.

Ausgangspunkt meiner Uberlegungen sind zum einen kritische Anmerkungen zum Konzept
der Vermittlung. Christoph Tiircke, Philosoph und Didaktiker, hat sich intensiv mit Didaktik und
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Vermittlung im Wissenschaftsbetrieb des ausgehenden 20. Jahrhunderts beschiftigt. Einem
freischwebenden Vermittlungsbegriff sei es gelungen, sich von tradierten Wissens- und
Bildungsverpflichtungen zu befreien und eine hegemoniale Position in der Diskursordnung der
Universitdten einzunechmen und Didaktik und Pédagogik als generelle Aneignungsstrategie von
Wissen zu etablieren.

Tiircke spricht polemisch von Vermittlung als Gott. Begrifflich unterteilt er Vermittlung in
Substanz und Relation und vertritt die These, dass Vermittlung zu einer Frage des kommunikativen
Designs wird, sobald Substanz durch Relation ersetzt wird (Tiircke, 1994: 16). Im Wissensgefiige
des Spitkapitalismus werden Autonomie, Spontaneitit oder Emanzipation zu ,,Eigenschaften eines
optimal ausgestatteten Qualifikationsbiindels®, das sich flexibel einsetzen und verwerten lésst
(Tiircke, 1994: 130). Als Gegenposition zu einem freischwebenden Vermittlungsbegriff kann man
mit Tiircke formulieren, dass Vermittlung nur als vermittelt, d.h. als lebendige Mitte zwischen
Substanz und Adressat gedacht werden kann. Sie ist dabei in einen bestimmten institutionellen
Zusammenhang eingebettet.

Der zweite Punkt meiner Uberlegungen setzt bei der Frage an, wie die Vielfalt und das
Nebeneinander verschiedener Leitideen in Kulturinstitutionen sich auf deren Vermittlungstétigkeit
auswirken. Zum Beispiel nehmen oOffentliche Bibliotheken in Deutschland und Dénemark ihre
Aufgaben als kulturvermittelnde Institutionen sehr ernst. Die Leitideen ihrer Vermittlungstétigkeit
orientiert sich dabei an vielfdltigen institutionellen Konzepten. Ob sich 6ffentliche Bibliotheken als
Kulturhduser, als ,,Dritte Orte®, als Community-Zentren, als Lernzentren, als Makerspaces oder als
Sammlung offentlich verfiigbarer Informationen verstehen, verweist auf wesensverschiedene
Leitideen und bedingt unterschiedliche Vermittlungsaktivititen.

Man kann diese Vielfiltigkeit als enormes kreatives Potential und als Willen zu Innovation
und institutioneller Erneuerung verstehen. Trotz dieser Anstrengungen werden Bibliotheken nicht
langer sonderlich ernst genommen. lhnen fehlt es an Offentlicher Anerkennung und an
angemessener kulturpolitischer Unterstiitzung. Da bleibt die Frage nicht aus, ob die mangelnde
offentliche und politische Anerkennung damit zusammenhéngt, dass ihre Vermittlungspraxis nicht
langer gesellschaftlich vermittelt ist.

Vermitteltheit wird in diesem Essay als institutioneller Kontext verstanden, dessen Regeln
und externe Erwartungsstrukturen die Prozesse und die Erlebnisse der Vermittlung préigen.
Vermittlung als spezifische Form des Handelns, des Erlebens und Dialogs ldsst sich — so die
tibergeordnete These - nicht sinnvoll ins Werk setzen, ohne dass der generalisierte Sinn der
jeweiligen Institution sichtbar ist und als konstituierend fiir Prozesse der Vermittlung verstanden
wird. Wiirde man Vermittlung ausschlieSlich aus den Handlungszielen der am Prozess beteiligten
Personen herleiten, dann wire die Zielsetzung einer Institution letztendlich identisch mit den
Handlungsgriinden derer, die unmittelbar am Prozess der Vermittlung beteiligt sind.

Mein Augenmerk liegt damit auf der Institution und ihren spezifischen Rationalititskriterien.
Der Historische Institutionalismus (HI) dient als theoretische Plattform. Es soll erortert werden, wie
die Frage nach der Vermitteltheit von Vermittlung sinnvoll gestellt werden kann. Beantwortet
werden soll sie nicht. Dazu wiren umfassende empirische Studien notig. Das Hauptziel des Essays
besteht darin, eine Analysemethode zu umreiflen, die bei kiinftigen Untersuchungen angewandt,
getestet und weiterentwickelt werden soll.

Kleiner sprachlicher Exkurs

Vermittlung ist einer jener Ausdriicke, die sich nicht eindeutig definieren und nur schwer
ibersetzen lassen. Im Englischen gibt es keine klare Entsprechung. Vermittlung meint zum einen,
die Komplexitit eines Sachverhaltes oder Objektes zu reduzieren, um dadurch seine Aneignung zu
erleichtern. Zum anderen werden Wissen und Einsichten, Informationen und Fertigkeiten in der
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Absicht vermittelt, diese moglichst vielen Personen zugénglich zu machen. Schlieflich kann
Vermittlung der Versuch sein, zwei unterschiedliche oder gegensitzliche Positionen einander
anzundhern. Die definitorische Vielfalt ldsst sich mit entsprechend vielen Textbeispielen belegen -
sowohl im ,,Digitalen Worterbuch der Deutschen Sprache® als auch im dédnischen Pendant dem
,Ordbog over det danske Sprog*®.

Wihrend Vermittlung durch viele Beispiele belegt ist, verhilt es sich genau umgekehrt mit
Vermitteltheit. Im ,,Ordbog over det danske Sprog™ ist formidlethed als Substantiv iiberhaupt nicht
vermerkt. Im ,,Digitalen Worterbuch der deutschen Sprache® gibt es eine Handvoll von
Eintragungen, von denen alle einen mehr oder weniger deutlichen Bezug zu philosophischen Texten
oft mit marxistischem Hintergrund haben.

Theoretische und methodologische Uberlegungen

Vermitteltheit als Zusammenspiel von sozialen Erwartungsstrukturen und institutionellen
Leitideen lenkt das Hauptaugenmerk auf Institutionen, nicht auf die Gesellschaft oder auf das
kommunikative Handeln der am Vermittlungsprozess beteiligten Akteure. Unter institutioneller
Vermitteltheit wird der historische, organisatorische und normative Rahmen verstanden, in den die
jeweiligen Praxisformen einer Institution, einschlieBlich ihrer Vermittlungspraxis, eingebettet sind.
Die Frage, ob und wie die institutionelle Vermitteltheit einer Praxisform auf deren konkrete
Anwendung einwirkt, kann nur empirisch beantwortet werden.

Es wird angenommen, dass Institutionen in normalen Zeiten so funktionieren, wie sie sollen.
Analytisch ist es daher einfacher, sich mit Situationen des abrupten gesellschaftlichen Wandels zu
befassen, um institutionelle Neuorientierungen zu identifizieren und zu analysieren. In Zeiten des
Umbruchs lassen sich Liicken im institutionellen Gefiige schnell registrieren. Geltende Praxis- und
Vermittlungsformen erscheinen als isoliert, als aus der Zeit gefallen oder als unvermittelt. Der
gesellschaftliche Wandel wird auf Ebene der konkreten Vermittlungspraxis als Stérung und im
institutionellen Geflige als strukturelle Verkrustung wahrgenommen. Auf der kategorialen Ebene
kann der soziale, politische oder kulturelle Umbruch als fehlendes Zusammenspiel von sozialen
bzw. politischen Erwartungsstrukturen und institutionellen Leitideen beschrieben werden. Zu diesen
Kategorien finden sich ausfiihrlichere Uberlegungen im Abschnitt Analysekategorien und
Fallbeschreibung.

Vermittlung als handlungsorientiertes Konzept

Gute Vermittlungsstrategien bauen Briicken des Verstehens und tragen damit zum
Verstindnis eines kulturellen oder kognitiven Phidnomens bei. Schlechter Vermittlung gelingt es
dagegen nicht, das Gefille an Verstehen und Einsicht zu verringern, das den Kern einer jeden
Vermittlungssituation ausmacht.

Begriffsanalytische  Studien heben den vagen konzeptuellen Kern und die
Bedeutungsoftenheit des Begriffs Vermittlung hervor. Der spezifische Inhalt von Vermittlung 14sst
sich nicht generell bestimmen, sondern wird erst durch die Praxis in den jeweiligen institutionellen
Zusammenhdngen verbindlich geregelt; verschiedene Praxisformen spiegeln konkurrierende
Organisationsinteressen und institutionelle Legitimationen wider (Gudiksen, 2005). Das Konzept
der Vermittlung kann formal definiert werden; dann sind es das Selbstversténdnis, die Tradition und
der gesetzlich festgelegte Auftrag einer Institution, die Auskunft dariiber geben, wie sich die
Vermittlungsformen und der Vermittlungsauftrag verschiedener Kultureinrichtungen voneinander
abgrenzen. Es wire demzufolge sinnvoll, nicht den Inhalt des Begriffes, sondern seinen Gebrauch
zu analysieren.

Als handlungsorientiertes Konzept ldsst sich Vermittlung zutreffend mit einem
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Aktantenmodell  beschreiben.  Sachinformation, Selbstkundgabe, Beziehungshinweis und
Appellcharakter (von Thun, 2013) strukturieren die einzelnen Schritte der Vermittlung. Thr fillt die
Aufgabe zu, Verstehen zu unterstiitzen, um Verstindnis zu schaffen. Absenderinitiierte,
empfangerorientierte oder partizipatorische Strategien lassen Riickschliisse auf das zeittypische
Design des Vermittlungsprozesses, auf die Erwartungsstrukturen beim Publikum und auf das
Selbstverstindnis von Kulturinstitutionen zu (Rasmussen, 2016).

Vermittlungsprozesse, die sich dem Paradigma der kommunikativen Vernunft verpflichtet
fithlen, heben dagegen die Wichtigkeit von verstdndigungsorientierten Diskursen und deren soziale
bzw. kulturelle Basis fiir eine gelingende Kommunikation hervor (FaBller, 1997). Kulturinstitutionen
stiitzen die verstdndigungsorientierte Vermittlung, indem sie sich als normative Basis fiir einen
offenen Vermittlungsprozess begreifen. Bibliotheken gelten in diesem Zusammenhang als Héuser
der Begegnung, in denen kulturelles Interesse, soziales Engagement und die Vermittlung von
Wissen und Erlebnissen miteinander verkniipft werden.

Institutionelle Theorie und HI

Es ist wichtig zwischen Handlungsanldssen zu unterscheiden, die auf den Motiven der
Akteure basieren, und solchen, die von institutionellen Zielsetzungen bestimmt sind. Als
methodologische Vorgabe fiir eine Institutionenanalyse gilt daher, dass fiir die Analyse der
Vermittlungspraxis nicht die Motive der Akteure, sondern die institutionellen Ziele, Normen und
Regeln ausschlaggebend sein miissen. ,,Erst wenn es zu nicht erkldrbaren Ergebnissen kommt, ist
der Weg des methodologischen Individualismus... eine sinnvolle, aber aufwendige
Theorieerginzung® (Jansen, 2000: 16). Als Rahmen fiir eine Institutionenanalyse werden in diesem
Essay die Institutionelle Theorie und der HI vorgestellt.

Seit den achtziger Jahren des vorigen Jahrhunderts haben Sozialwissenschaften und
Organisationstheorie ihr Interesse an gesellschaftlichen Institutionen neu entdeckt und neu
bestimmt. Zuvor haben System-, Handlungs- und Konflikttheorien sowie der Interaktionismus das
Erkenntnisinteresse in den Sozialwissenschaften weitgehend bestimmt. Der neue Institutionalismus
beschéftigt sich nicht mehr vorwiegend mit dem formalen Aufbau staatlicher Organisationen und
Apparate, sondern setzt sich auch mit informellen Formen der Institutionalisierung auseinander. Das
konnen zum einen Normen, Regeln und Werte sein, die in spezifischen sozialen Gruppierungen
oder Organisationen giiltig sind (Morisse-Schilbach, 2012). Zum anderen werden auch kulturelle
Konventionen, wie Gruflformeln, BegriiBungsrituale oder Mythen der Rationalitit, zu den
Institutionen gezdhlt. Sie gelten als Muster sozialer Beziehungen; mittels akzeptierter Normen und
Regeln begriinden und stabilisieren Institutionen soziale Ordnungssysteme. Jepperson (1991: 149)
geht so weit zu behaupten, dass habitualisierte Vollziige von Handlungen fiir die Reproduktion von
Institutionen wichtiger seien als das intentionale Handeln der Akteure.

Der HI sieht sich als theoretisches Konzept, das Briicken zwischen zwei verwandten Ansitzen
zu bauen versucht (Thelen, 1999; Thelen, 2002; Morisse-Schilbach, 2012; Jansen, 2000) - dem
soziologischen Institutionalismus, der in der Institution eine Macht sieht, die das Verhalten von
Akteuren zu determinieren und zu regulieren vermag, und dem o6konomisch ausgerichteten
Institutionalismus, in dem die Interessen des Einzelnen zentral sind und den Institutionen die Rolle
zufdllt, eine geregelte und transparente Verfolgung dieser Interessen zu sichern. Das heift, dass
Institutionen eine doppelte Funktion haben. Auf der einen Seite ermdglichen sie Handlungen, indem
sie die Bedingungen und Strukturen fiir deren Zustandekommen transparent machen, auf der
anderen Seite autorisieren sie bestimmte Handlungen, indem sie den Geltungsbereich abstecken, in
dem diese Handlungen als sinnvoll erfahren werden. ,,However, whichever way that historical
institutionalists might lean in these debates, most of them would wish to stress that institutions are
important not just in how they constrain individual choices or affect individual strategies, but also in
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how they affect the articulation of interests, and particularly the articulation of collective interests.*
(Thelen, 2002: 92)

Der HI versucht zudem, die strikte Kausalitit von Institution und Handlung, von Begrenzung
und Ermoglichung zu modifizieren. Werden Handlungen und Institutionen als Teil einer
historischen Entwicklung und Ordnung verstanden, dann konnen die methodologischen
Begrenzungen einer einseitig funktionalistischen Sichtweise abgefedert werden. Mittels des Faktors
Zeit werden Griinde in der Vergangenheit aufgespiirt, die Bedeutung fiir soziale Strukturen und
Funktionen in der Gegenwart haben. Historizitdt sei eine wesentliche ontologische Besonderheit des
Sozialen (Mayntz, 2002).

Die Besonderheit des Historischen liegt zum einen in der Annahme, dass vergangenes
Handeln in einem historischen Kontext stattgefunden habe; daher seien Erklarungen gegenwaértiger
Strukturen, in denen die vielfiltigen Aspekte eines historischen Ereignisses oder einer historischen
Entscheidungssituation beriicksichtigt werden, praziser als Analysen, wo der zeitliche Aspekt fehlt
und wo die Analyse auf rein funktionelle Uberlegungen abgestellt wird. Zum anderen wird der
Erwartungshorizont fiir zukiinftiges Handeln durch die Vergangenheit gepréagt. Historizitit besteht
nicht aus einer Kette voneinander unabhdngiger Ereignisse, sondern es gibt Griinde, die diese
Ereignisse verbinden und plausibel machen (Steinmo, 2008: 128).

An diesem Punkt unterscheidet sich der HI von einer quellenkritisch arbeitenden
Geschichtswissenschaft. Geschichte habe, so das Gegenargument, ihren analytischen Fokus auf
Ereignisketten gerichtet, die keiner Regel gehorchen, ,,sondern nach Mal3gabe ihrer Bedeutung fiir
das Objekt der Analyse ausgewidhlt und zusammengestellt werden* (Welskopp, 2002: 79). Die
Sichtweise des HI auf geschichtliche Ereignisse hat, verglichen mit der Geschichtswissenschatft,
wesentliche methodologische Konsequenzen. Wéhrend sich Geschichte mit dem Singuldren eines
Ereignisses und seiner Relevanz fiir das Objekt der Analyse befasst, interessiert sich der HI fiir
Ereignisse, um diese zu generellen Aussagen und Theorien zu verdichten.

Im Folgenden geht es mir darum, verschiedene Aspekte der Vermitteltheit zu diskutieren. Drei
zentrale Konzepte bzw. Theorieansitze des HI sollen den Rahmen abstecken, in dem die Frage
beantwortet wird, wie sich die institutionellen Strukturen gewandelt haben, die im ersten Drittel des
20. Jahrhunderts zur erfolgreichen Etablierung von Bibliotheken an Krankenhdusern gefiihrt und die
im letzten Drittel deren rasante Abwicklung bedingt haben. Die Institutionalisierung von
Patientenbibliotheken geschieht nahezu zeitgleich mit dem Aufbau des modernen
Bibliothekswesens in Dénemark. Trotz der Parallelitit in der Entwicklung sind zwei
Unterscheidungen bei der Analyse zu beriicksichtigen. Einmal haben Bibliotheken an
Krankenhdusern neben einer kulturellen auch eine soziale Funktion. Sie versorgen eine
Benutzergruppe mit Biichern und Informationen, die aus gesundheitlichen Griinden keine
offentlichen Bibliotheken aufsuchen konnen oder diirfen. Zum anderen muss sich ihre Vermittlung
an zwei unterschiedlichen Leitideen orientieren: an der Leitidee und den Zielsetzungen des
Krankenhauswesens und an der Leitidee der 6ffentlichen Bibliotheken. Fiir die Institutionenanalyse
ist die zweite Unterscheidung von groferer Bedeutung.

Zwischenbemerkung

Nach dieser Vorstellung des HI wire es eigentlich iiblich, relevante theoretische Konzepte fiir
eine Analyse zu vorstellen, um anschlieBend deren Aussagekraft zu diskutieren. Ich habe mich
entschlossen, einen anderen Weg einzuschlagen. In Anlehnung an Brandoms holistischem
Inferentialismus, wonach jede Anwendung eines Konzeptes auch dessen Inhalt entwickelt
(Brandom, 2000), werde ich zunichst einen Fall beschreiben; dann werden der Inhalt und das
analytische Potential des HI anhand dieses Falles erortert. Ziel ist es, die beste Erkldrung fiir die
These zu finden, dass die Vermittlungspraxis der Patientenbibliotheken ab einem ndher zu
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bestimmenden Zeitpunkt nicht langer vermittelt war. Der HI dient als epistemischer Hintergrund,
spezifische Konzepte fungieren als Folie der Analyse.

Analysekategorien und Fallbeschreibung

Der in der Einleitung angefiihrten Fragestellung liegt die Annahme zugrunde, dass
Vermitteltheit — also das Zusammenspiel von sozialen Erwartungsstrukturen und institutionellen
Leitideen — den institutionellen Rahmen fiir die jeweils besonderen Handlungen der Vermittlung
bilden. Der Begriff der Erwartungsstrukturen ist der Theorie der Sozialen Systeme von Luhmann
(1984) entnommen; die Institution und ihre Umwelt sind durch Erwartungsstrukturen miteinander
verkoppelt.

Erwartungsstrukturen lassen sich als von auBBen gesetzte Vorgaben verstehen, durch die eine
Institution die Moglichkeit erhdlt, sich als spezifische Einrichtung in einem gegebenen
institutionellen Feld zu begreifen und entsprechende Regeln und Verhaltensnormen aufzustellen.
Formulierte Erwartungen als generalisierter Sinn sind die Folie, die Stérungen als von der
institutionellen Leitidee abweichendes Geschehen erkennen ldsst. Ob Stérungen zu einer Justierung
der Erwartungen fiihren oder ob man trotz der Stérungen an den einmal formulierten Erwartungen
festhilt, ldsst sich empirisch beantworten. Wichtig ist hier die Uberlegung, dass iiber Erwartungen
die innere Anschlussfahigkeit der Institution an ithre Umwelt hergestellt wird. Luhmann (1984: 392)
definiert Erwartungen als ,,Bedingung der Moglichkeit der Selbstreproduktion der Elemente durch
ihr eigenes Arrangement®. Man kann die Vermitteltheit der Vermittlung néher bestimmen, indem
man zum einen danach fragt, ob die Leitidee einer Institution in der jeweiligen Vermittlungspraxis
aufgehoben ist, und indem man zum anderen untersucht, inwieweit sie mit den von aulen gesetzten
Erwartungen und Vorgaben tibereinstimmt.

Wihrend Erwartungsstrukturen die AuBenbeziehungen von Institutionen beschreiben,
beleuchtet die Leitidee den inneren Funktionszusammenhang einer Organisation. Institutionelle
Leitideen sind eine Orientierungshilfe; sie ermdglichen es, verschiedene Geltungsbereiche und
Zwecke in einer Organisation voneinander abzugrenzen und zweckgebunden zu handeln. Es ist
wichtig festzuhalten, dass Institution und Organisation keine unterschiedlichen Begriffe fiir
gleichartige soziale und kognitive Phanomen sind. Die Begriffe spiegeln eigene Realitdten wider.
So lassen sich in Organisationen verschiedenartige institutionelle Ordnungen finden, deren
Funktionen einander ergidnzen und gleichzeitig miteinander konkurrieren. Auch gibt es gleichartige
institutionelle Ordnungen in verschiedenen Organisationen. Ob institutionalisierte Zwecke und
Funktionen aus der Perspektive der Organisation oder aus einem iibergeordneten Zusammenhang
untersucht werden, hingt dabei vom jeweiligen Erkenntnisinteresse ab.

Infolge Lepsius (2013) konstituieren sich Institutionen mit Hilfe von Leitideen. Sie
strukturieren das amorphe Ganze einer Organisation, indem sie verschiedene Zwecke und
Funktionsbereiche voneinander abgrenzen und deren FEigenart iiber Normen und Regeln
spezifizieren. Damit wird rationales Handeln fiir eben diese Bereiche und mit Hinblick auf
iiberschaubare und anerkannte Zwecke moglich. Was innerhalb einer institutionellen Ordnung als
verniinftig gilt und was als abweichende Handlungsweise zu sanktionieren ist, wird durch
Rationalitdtskriterien festgelegt. Leitideen sowie Rationalititskriterien sind verselbstédndigter Sinn,
an denen sich Motivationen, Interessen und Verhalten der jeweiligen Akteure orientieren (Lepsius,
2013: 15). Ob sich eine Leitidee durchsetzt, hdngt von den Sanktionsmoglichkeiten ab, iiber die
Institutionen verfiigen.

Es sei noch auf eine weitere Uberlegung hingewiesen, die sich aus der Institutionalisierung
von Leitideen ergibt, und zwar auf die Fdhigkeit bzw. Unfdhigkeit einer Institution, Probleme
aufzugreifen und zu bearbeiten, sobald spezifische Rationalitétskriterien sich verselbstindigt haben
und als vorherrschende Begriindung einer bestimmten institutionellen Praxis gelten. Mit der
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,Homogenisierung der Handlungsorientierung werden Folgeprobleme und Kontingenzen
abgewiesen, ihre Bearbeitung in einen anderen Handlungskontext externalisiert™ (Lepsius, 2013:
18). Leitideen sind somit nicht nur Konzepte, die Orientierung ermdglichen, sie begrenzen diese
auch, indem sie konformes Verhalten belohnen. Aus Stabilitit kann Konformitdt und Rigiditat
werden.

Fallbeschreibung: Patientenbibliotheken und institutioneller Wandel

In dieser Fallbeschreibung wird skizziert, wie Vermittlung historisch und institutionell auf
Vermitteltheit bezogen werden kann, um im Anschluss daran weitere Analyseschritte zu erértern.
Dabei handelt es sich nicht um eine eigenstindige Institutionenanalyse, sondern um die
Beschreibung von Ereignissen, Strukturen und Prozessen, die nachfolgend zu analysieren sind. Eine
erste vorldufige institutionelle Analyse der dénischen Patientenbibliotheken findet sich in
Patientenbibliotheken — vom Aufstieg und Niedergang eines institutionellen Arrangements
(Elbeshausen, 2020).

Der Aufbau von Patientenbibliotheken und ihr Ausbau zu einem effizienten und
zusammenhédngenden System der Biicherversorgung an Krankenhdusern und Sanatorien geschieht
in der Zeit, als die 6ffentlichen Bibliotheken dabei sind, sich zu einer festen kulturpolitischen und
bildungspolitischen Einrichtung in der dénischen Gesellschaft zu entwickeln. Um die Dynamik und
die Konfliktlinien dieses Prozesses der institutionellen Differenzierung und Spezialisierung
deutlicher sichtbar machen zu konnen, soll kurz auf das Bibliotheksgesetz von 1920 eingegangen
werden. Dieses Gesetz kann als Symbol einer radikalen Neuordnung im dénischen
Bibliothekswesen verstanden werden: das Gesetz kodifiziert, was unter relevanten
gesellschaftlichen  Wissensressourcen zu  verstehen ist und legitimiert auch deren
Vermittlungsformen.

1920 wird gesetzlich festgeschrieben, worin die Aufgaben der Bibliotheken bestehen,
ndmlich Wissen zu vermitteln und zur allgemeinen Aufklarung der Bevolkerung beizutragen.
Organisatorisch legt man sich — zeittypisch - auf ein Modell der zentralen und biirokratischen
Steuerung des Bibliothekswesens fest, wodurch bestehende dezentrale Strukturen und Konzepte,
was das organisatorische Design und die Vermittlungspraxis anbetrifft, ausgegrenzt werden. An der
Spitze der neuen Institution steht ein Direktor, der seinen Einfluss auf die nachgeordneten Einheiten
iiber sogenannte Biicherlisten und Zuschiisse bei der Auswahl und beim Einkauf von Biichern und
anderen Materialien geltend macht. Die institutionelle Leitidee ergibt sich aus der Auffassung, dass
offentliche Bibliotheken systematisch Informationen organisieren, dass sie fachkundig Wissen
vermitteln und planvoll zur Bildung, Ausbildung und Aufkldrung der Bevdlkerung Dédnemarks
beitragen. Sie konnen daher als eine organisierte Sammlung 6ffentlich zugénglichen Wissens gelten,
die dieses Wissen zum Nutzen fiir die Gesellschaft und fiir den Einzelnen zur Verfiigung stellen.

Ein Blick auf die zweite Analysekategorie, auf die Erwartungsstrukturen, zeigt den
politischen Willen, ein zusammenhingendes Institutionengefiige zu schaffen und dessen
Entwicklung staatlich zu steuern. Das Bibliotheksgesetz spiegelt die Absicht und das Interesse
wider, die dinische Gesellschaft zu modernisieren und den Ubergang von der Agrar- zur
Industriegesellschaft bildungs- und kulturpolitisch zu festigen. In der Forschung gilt das Gesetz von
1920 als gemeinsames Vorhaben von Bibliothekaren, Politikern und der Staatsverwaltung (Hegh,
1999: 90). Besonders hervorzuheben sind der iiberparteiliche Konsensus und das gemeinsame
Interesse an der Biindelung und der geordneten Entwicklung von Wissensressourcen. Das Gesetz
wird einstimmig angenommen. Nur bei der ersten Lesung wird mit Bedauern angemerkt, dass die
Bestimmungen nicht weit genug gehen und man keine befriedigende Regelung fiir Kinder- und
Schulbibliotheken gefunden hat.

Die Koalition, bestehend aus Bibliotheken, Politik und Staatsverwaltung, hat Fortbestand bis
in die siebziger Jahre des 20. Jahrhunderts; dem 6ffentlichen Bibliothekswesen wird es so moglich,
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relativ schnell auch andere Aufgabenfelder in sein Wirken einzubeziehen. Bibliotheken an
Krankenhdusern und Sanatorien sind nur ein Beispiel fiir die sich durchsetzende institutionelle
Logik, durch Spezialisierung und Differenzierung zu expandieren und alle relevanten
gesellschaftlichen Bereiche mit Informationen zu versorgen.

Die erste Patientenbibliothek wird 1926 versuchsweise an einem Krankenhaus in der Provinz
eingerichtet. Dabei nimmt man sich die groen Militdrhospitéler in den USA zum Vorbild — und
das, obwohl es auch in Dianemark Beispicle gibt, dic Lektiire von Biichern als therapeutisches
Mittel an Krankenhdusern einzusetzen. Seit etwa 1860 hat es vor allem in der Psychiatrie
Bibliotheken und Lesestuben gegeben. Hier sind es jedoch Arzte, die ihren Patienten Biicher zur
Verfiigung stellen. Neu sind demnach nicht Biichereien an Krankenhéusern; neu ist die Tatsache,
dass diese Einrichtung aus der Sicht des Krankenhauses von einer fachfremden Profession betreut
wird. Ausgebildete Bibliothekare sollen dafiir sorgen, dass das richtige Buch zum richtigen
Zeitpunkt den richtigen Leser findet.

Die Bibliotheken an Krankenhédusern erweisen sich schnell als Erfolg; innerhalb von zwei
Jahrzehnten werden sie nicht nur zu einer akzeptierten, sondern auch zu einer geschétzten
Einrichtung — bei Patienten und bei Arzten. Um 1975 findet an etwa 80 % aller
Krankenhauseinrichtungen  eine  geregelte  Versorgung mit Biichern und anderen
Informationsmaterialien statt. Umso erstaunlicher ist es daher, dass die Bibliotheken in
nachfolgenden drei Jahrzehnten fast vollig aus den Krankenhdusern verschwinden. 2020 gibt es sie
nur noch an zwei Krankenhdusern. Wie der steile Aufstieg und der rasante Niedergang
zusammenhéngen, miisste eine Institutionenanalyse erkldren. Ich will hier nur der Frage nachgehen,
wie die Vermittlungspraxis an Krankenhdusern mit der institutionellen Leitidee und den
Erwartungsstrukturen zusammenhéngt.

Welcher Leitidee die Bibliothekseinrichtungen an Krankenhdusern folgen, wird nie eindeutig
geklart und bleibt bis zur Abwicklung der Patientenbibliotheken unklar. Ist ihre Vermittlungspraxis
ein Teil der Bibliotheksarbeit, dann bestehen Leitidee und Auftrag vor allem darin, die Patienten
effizient mit Biichern zu versorgen. Geht es um Unterstiitzung und therapeutische Begleitung des
Patienten wihrend des Aufenthaltes im Krankenhaus, dann reicht ein gut funktionierender
Biicherdienst nicht aus. Es muss Konzepte geben, die von Arzten und vom Fachpersonal
mitgetragen werden. Aufschlussreich ist daher, dass die Arzte in der Anfangsphase den
Patientenbibliotheken gegeniiber skeptisch sind und es zur Bedingung machen, dass die
Buchlektiire erbaulich sein miisse und den Heilungsprozess nicht storen diirfe.

Auf Grundlage dieser Vorgaben kommt es zu einer etwas zwiespiltigen
Vermittlungstatigkeit. Auf der einen Seite wird versucht, das Konzept der offenen Bibliothek durch
ein besonderes Design der Biicherwagen auch im Krankenhaus zu verwirklichen. Auf der anderen
Seite werden die zu vermittelnden Materialien so ausgewihlt, dass sie keine den Heilungsprozess
storenden Nebenwirkungen haben. Zu diesem Zweck erstellen Bibliothekare Biicherliste mit
Anmerkungen zum Inhalt und zur Handhabung der Biicher und zur Frage, fiir welche
Patientengruppen welche Materialien geeignet sind. Die Kooperation von Bibliotheks- und
Krankenhauswesen funktioniert auf dieser Basis recht reibungslos und setzt sich in Dédnemark bis in
die achtziger Jahre des 20. Jahrhunderts fort. Einen therapeutischen Effekt kann man — wenn
iiberhaupt — darin sehen, dass Biicher unterhalten, von der Krankheit ablenken und den
Krankenhausalltag vergessen lassen.

Was die Erwartungsstrukturen anbelangt, so lassen sich drei Motivbiindel ausmachen. In der
Anfangsphase wird betont, dass Patientenbiichereien einen gesellschaftlichen Nutzen haben
miissen. Das Niitzlichkeitsdenken ist vor allem dem politischen Einvernehmen geschuldet, das zur
Etablierung des 6ffentlichen Bibliothekswesens in Didnemark gefiihrt hat. Hinzu kommt ein kultur-
und bildungspolitisches Motiv, ndmlich durch die Vermittlung guter Biicher das Bildungsniveau in
der Bevolkerung zu erhéhen. Schlieflich finden sich auch psychologische Motive, die darin
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bestehen, den Aufenthalt im Krankenhaus angenehmer zu machen.

Die Vermittlungstitigkeit der Bibliotheken an Krankenhdusern ist in den ersten drei
Jahrzehnten gesellschaftlich vermittelt; sie stimmt mit der Leitidee und den Erwartungsstrukturen
iiberein. Das éndert sich in dem Augenblick, als unter Vermittlung nicht mehr ausschlielich die
Versorgung mit Biichern verstanden wird, sondern die Lektiire von Literatur therapeutisch motiviert
wird. In der Dissertation von Shrodes aus dem Jahre 1949 wird Literatur als Erfahrung und
Vermittlung als Therapieform verstanden. ,,Bibliotherapy, like deep therapy, can be effective in
breaking the circular processes in perceiving*“(Shrodes, 1955: 24). Jetzt reicht es nicht mehr aus,
dass ein fachkundiger Bibliothekar das fiir den Patienten richtige Buch findet. Das Konzept der
Vermittlung ist um einen zentralen therapeutischen Aspekt erweitert worden. Lesetherapie setzt
Kenntnisse und Fertigkeiten voraus, die sich nicht in der Vermittlung von Wissen erschopfen.
Shrodes unterscheidet dann auch folgerichtig zwischen dem Lesen als therapeutisch-klinischem
Prozess und dem Lesen als Unterhaltung und Selbsterkenntnis. Obwohl sich lesetherapeutische
Verfahren auf die mentale Gesundheit des Patienten beziehen, wird mit den Arbeiten und
Erkenntnissen von Shrodes ein génzlich neuer Aspekt in die Vermittlung eingebracht: Vermittlung
muss einen spezifischen therapeutischen Zweck erfiillen, wenn sie an Krankenhdusern anerkannt
werden will.

Im dénischen Bibliothekswesen wird die 1926 eingeschlagene Spur nicht verlassen;
Bibliotheken an Krankenhdusern werden weiterhin als besondere Filiale der oOffentlichen
Bibliotheken aufgefasst. Und ihre Leitidee besteht nach wie vor darin, Personen, die keine
Bibliothek aufsuchen koénnen, mit Informationen und Biichern zu versorgen. Aus der Denkschrift
Betewenkning om sygehusbiblioteker (1973) geht hervor, dass Patientenbibliotheken in Ausstattung
und Einrichtung den normalen Bibliotheken in nichts nachstehen sollten. Auch wird nicht wie im
angelsiachsischen Bibliothekswesen zwischen therapeutisch-klinischen und normalen Aufgaben in
der Vermittlungspraxis unterschieden. Unter Bibliotherapie in der Vermittlung versteht man
weiterhin Versorgung mit informationstragenden Materialien und die Ablenkung vom Alltag im
Krankenhaus.

Das Festhalten an der einmal eingeschlagenen Spur scheint zunichst keine Folgen zu haben.
Mit der wirtschaftlichen Krise zu Beginn der achtziger Jahre wird die Frage nach dem besonderen
therapeutischen Profil der tiber die Patientenbibliotheken organisierten Vermittlungspraxis lauter.
Als die Koalition aus Politik, Staatsverwaltung und Bibliothekswesen zu brockeln beginnt, kommt
es zu mafBgeblichen Einschnitten im Bibliothekswesen. Einer davon ist die SchlieBung von
Bibliotheken an Krankenhdusern (Pamflet 13). Es gelingt den Bibliotheken nicht, auf das Besondere
threr Mission und Aufgabe hinzuweisen und eine Leitidee zu prisentieren, die ihre fortgesetzte
Existenz an Krankenhdusern rechtfertigen kann. Eine spezielle Filiale des offentlichen
Bibliothekswesens sein zu wollen, reicht offensichtlich nicht ldnger aus. Die Erwartungsstrukturen
verlagern sich vom sozial- und bildungspolitischen Bereich in den gesundheitspolitischen. Die
SchlieBung der Bibliotheken an Krankenhédusern ist ohne Zweifel eine staatliche SparmaBnahme.
Fragt man nach den tieferliegenden Ursachen, dann konnte eine Antwort darin bestehen, dass die
Vermittlungspraxis aus der Zeit gefallen ist und nicht ldnger mit Leitidee und Erwartungsstrukturen
vermittelt war.

Zusammenfassend kann man sagen, dass unser Fallbeispiel das Entstehen und den
Niedergang einer institutionellen Ordnung beschreibt (vgl. Elbeshausen 2020). Zu Beginn miissen
neue Strukturen und Formen der Kooperation entwickelt werden. Die Leitidee des 6ffentlichen
Bibliothekswesens muss mit der des Krankenhauswesens verkniipft werden. Arzte #duBern
Bedenken; denn eine Profession, der die Rationalitdtskriterien an Krankenhdusern fremd sind,
konnte den Betrieb und die innere Ordnung im Krankenhaus storen. Trotz anfinglicher Bedenken
werden Patientenbibliotheken schnell akzeptiert. Der Niedergang der Patientenbibliotheken deutet
darauf hin, dass die erprobte Vermittlungspraxis nicht linger mit der wachsenden Spezialisierung im
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Krankenhauswesen harmoniert, dass die Aufenthaltsdauer im Krankenhaus zuriickgeht und dass
bibliotherapeutische Methoden in der Vermittlungsarbeit nicht klar formuliert werden.

HI inspirierte Analyseschritte

Mit Hilfe des HI lésst sich diese erste Analyseskizze vertiefen. So konnte zum Beispiel nach
dem Umfang der Verdnderungen und der Robustheit der neuen institutionellen Ordnung gefragt
werden. Der Institutionalismus hélt zur Beantwortung dieser Frage interessante Konzepte bereit: 1.
Kreuzungspunkte (critical junctures) 2. Pfadabhingigkeit und 3. increasing returns, worunter
Effekte verstanden werden, die Nutzen und Anwendung einer institutionellen Ordnung in
selbstverstirkender Weise erhohen.

Kreuzungspunkte markieren Briiche und den Beginn einer neuen institutionellen
Entwicklungslinie; das Erkenntnisinteresse richtet sich dabei auf eine Analyse der Faktoren, die in
der Anfangsphase entscheidend fiir das Zustandekommen einer neuen institutionellen Ordnung sind.
Piersons klassische Definition, nach der critical junctures deshalb Kkritisch sind, weil sie den Beginn
einer Entwicklung markieren, die robust und — wenn sie sich einmal durchgesetzt hat — schwer zu
dndern ist (Pierson, 2004: 135), wird von Cappocia & Kelemen (2007) entsprechend erweitert. Sie
heben vor allem Entscheidungsspielrdume hervor, die zentrale Akteure in der Anfangsphase haben.

Verglichen mit den vor 1926 existierenden Bibliothekskonzepten an Krankenhdusern, kann
von einem Kreuzungspunkt und einem rigorosen Wandel gesprochen werden; denn die
Vermittlungsarbeit wird professionalisiert. Wie grofl der Entscheidungsspielraum der Bibliotheken
in der Anfangsphase gewesen ist, miisste néher untersucht werden. Es kann aber vermutet werden,
dass die Leitidee und die Rationalititskriterien des Bibliothekswesens einem enormen
Anpassungsdruck ausgesetzt waren; dort geltende Normen, Regeln und Verhaltensformen mussten
sich in die hierarchische Ordnung an Hospitélern einfiigen lassen; erprobte Arbeitsweisen mussten
sich einem fremden Regelsystem unterordnen.

Critical junctures sind demgemaf relativ kurze Zeitrdume, in denen die Situation offen fiir
Entscheidungen ist, in denen alternative Entwicklungen denkbar sind und in denen Akteure einen
groBeren Einfluss als normalerweise auf das Ergebnis bzw. das Zustandekommen einer zukiinftigen
Ordnung haben. ,,As such, the critical juncture constitutes a situation that is qualitatively different
from the "normal" historical development of the institutional setting of interest“(Cappocia &
Kelemen, 2007: 348).

Eine alternative Entwicklung ist 1926 nicht nur denkbar, sie ldsst sich auch schnell in die
Praxis umsetzen. Denn es gelingt, eine gemeinsame Schnittmenge zwischen den Interessen der
Krankenhduser und denen der Bibliotheken zu finden. Ablenkung von der Krankheit und vom
Krankenhausalltag durch die Lektiire von Biichern wurde von beiden Seiten als Therapieform
anerkannt. Die Bibliotheken in Ddnemark nehmen in ihren Diskurs {iber Patientenbibliotheken
schnell die in den USA gebriuchliche Bezeichnung Bibliotherapie auf, womit in erster Linie die
Versorgung der Patienten mit Biichern gemeint ist. Ob es bereits im ersten Drittel des 20.
Jahrhunderts deutlich formulierte von auflen kommende Erwartungsstrukturen in Bezug die
Versorgung der Patienten mit Biichern gegeben hat, miisste ndher untersucht werden.

Zu erginzen wire noch, dass Kreuzungspunkte den Anfang einer Entwicklung markieren, von
der nicht erwartet werden konnte, dass sie eintrifft oder so eintrifft, wie sie spdter eingetroffen ist.
Kausale Erkldarungen allein reichen nicht aus. Kontingenz muss als zusitzliches Erklarungsmoment
beriicksichtigt werden, wenn es darum geht, Briiche oder nicht zu erwartende Abweichungen von
einer normalen Entwicklung zu analysieren (Mahoney, 2000).

Sind wesentliche Entscheidungen erst einmal getroffen, ist damit zu rechnen, dass die einmal
eingeschlagene Richtung sich nur schwer umkehren ldsst. Dass eine Entwicklung unumkehrbar ist,
wird im HI mit der Beobachtung begriindet, dass dies auch (oder gerade) dann gilt, wenn
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effizientere Alternativen vorhanden sind. Das Paradox, wonach nicht notwendigerweise das
effizienteste institutionelle Arrangement fortbesteht, wird mit Hilfe des Konzeptes der
Pfadabhdngigkeit zu erkliaren versucht. Unter Pfadabhéngigkeit wird eine Entwicklungsdynamik
verstanden, die Handlungsspielrdume bis weit in die Zukunft festlegt, die spitere
Wahlmoglichkeiten begrenzt und bestenfalls inkrementellen Wandel erlaubt. Was einmal
institutionalisiert worden ist, hat Bestand - nicht, weil es keine besseren Alternativen gibt, sondern
weil die bestehende Ordnung als legitim aufgefasst wird oder weil es zu kostspielig ist, zu einem
neuen Arrangement liberzugehen. Der HI verfolgt einen systemisch konservativen Frageansatz
(Beyer, 2005).

Dass sich in einer offenen Entscheidungssituation nicht zwangsldufig die effizienteste
Variante durchsetzt und dass eine einmal getroffene Entscheidung nicht zuriickgenommen oder
modifiziert werden kann, ist nicht besonders plausibel - besonders, wenn man von der Annahme
ausgeht, dass Akteure normalerweise rational handeln. In der Literatur {iber Pfadabhdingigkeit gibt
es eine Reihe unterschiedlicher Erklarungsansitze fiir dieses Paradox. Fehlende Rationalitdt und
mangelnde Effizienz werden unter der Bezeichnung ,,increasing returns® diskutiert, das sind
selbstverstarkende Prozesse und Mechanismen, die institutionelle Ordnungen stabilisieren.

Stellt man sich z.B. vor, dass die Vermittlung von Biichern an Bibliotheken sich gut iiber sog.
Biicherlisten organisieren ldsst, dann wird, wenn dieses institutionelle Arrangement auch von
Bibliotheken an Krankenhdusern iibernommen wird, ein erprobtes Verfahren auf eine andere
Organisation ausgeweitet und somit zusétzlich legitimiert. Die Ubernahme ist erst einmal sinnvoll;
denn der Einsatz ein und derselben Methode in verschiedenen Organisationen, minimiert die
Kosten, die notig wéren, um sie zu erlernen oder um institutioneniibergreifend zu kooperieren.

Man kann sich weiterhin vorstellen, dass es an Krankenhdusern eigentlich sinnvoll wire,
Biicher, die dort therapeutische Zwecke erfiillen miissen, vom medizinischen Fachpersonal unter
Mithilfe von Bibliothekaren auswidhlen zu lassen. Die von den oOffentlichen Bibliotheken
ibernommene Ordnung schrinkt jedoch die Moglichkeit ein, dass an Krankenhdusern eine
Vermittlungspraxis entsteht, bei der die dort geltenden Rationalitdts- und Effizienzkriterien stiarker
beriicksichtigt werden. Denn es wire jetzt schlichtweg zu aufwendig, drztliche und
bibliothekarische Kompetenzen neu zu regeln, andere Formen der Kooperation zu entwickeln und
organisatorische Lernprozesse so zu éndern, dass der therapeutische Zweck in der
Vermittlungspraxis an Krankenhdusern deutlicher wird.

Unser Beispiel, das die Selektionsanomalien von selbstverstirkenden Prozessen illustriert, ist
nicht fiktiv, sondern spielt auf eine Ordnung an psychiatrischen Krankenhédusern an. Hier wird die
Auswahl von Biichern fiir Patienten nicht alleine den Bibliotheken iiberlassen; es wird ein Gremium
geschaffen, das aus einem Oberarzt, dem technischen Leiter des Krankenhauses und einem
leitenden Bibliothekar von offentlichen Bibliotheken besteht. Man trifft sich einmal im Jahr, um die
Auswahl der richtigen Biicher zu bestétigen.

Mahoney, der selbstverstiarkende Prozesse als Bildung und Reproduktion eines institutionellen
Musters definiert, arbeitet eine Typologie aus. Zusitzlich zur gingigen Erklarung, wonach
sincreasing returns® vor allem auf Kosten-Nutzen-Uberlegungen beruhen, fiihrt er drei weitere
Griinde an. Selbstverstirkende Prozesse folgen einer funktionalen Logik, sobald die institutionelle
Ordnung eine wesentliche Rolle fiir das Systemganze spielt. Zweitens tragt eine asymmetrische
Verteilung der Macht dazu bei, dass eine gegebene Ordnung fortbesteht. Das ist der Fall, wenn die
Institution von einer Elite unterstiitzt wird und marginalisierte Gruppen keinen oder geringen
Einfluss auf zentrale Entscheidungen haben. Schlielich kdnnen Akteure der Auffassung sein, dass
die existierende Ordnung gerecht ist und die richtigen Werte widerspiegelt. Dann wird ein
bestimmtes institutionelles Muster aus legitimatorischen Griinde reproduziert (Mahoney, 2000: 517-
526).

Aufbauend auf diese drei Konzepte lésst sich folgende These formulieren: die urspriingliche
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Bibliotheksordnung an Krankenhdusern erweist sich als relativ stabil und besteht 60 Jahre lang fort,
weil funktionale und legitimatorische Griinde dazu beitragen, dass dieser Entwicklungspfad
reproduziert wird - und das, obwohl Alternativen mdglich und sinnvoll gewesen waren. Dabei wére
an lesetherapeutische Ansitze in der Bibliotherapie oder an cine differenziertere Vermittlungspraxis
zu denken, die sich an der zunehmenden Spezialisierung im Krankenhauswesen orientiert. Das
Festhalten an der einmal etablierten Ordnung liele sich im Zeitraum zwischen 1926 und 1960 damit
legitimieren, dass die Leitidee der Aufkldarung fiir 6ffentliche Bibliotheken eine universelle
Verpflichtung darstellt und Bibliothekare einen Kampf gegen minderwertige Literatur auch an
Krankenhdusern zu fiihren haben. Fiir die Anbindung der Patientenbibliotheken an das 6ffentliche
Bibliothekswesen sprechen zudem funktionale Griinde wie Flexibilitit, Wissenstransfer und
Rationalisierung.

Anders formuliert: die Vermitteltheit der Vermittlungspraxis ist im Wesentlichen eine Frage,
ob es gelingt, Selektionsanomalien zu begrenzen, sich von bewihrten Entwicklungspfaden schneller
zu 16sen und dominante Rationalititskriterien darauthin zu untersuchen, ob sie die Verarbeitung von
organisatorischen Problemen verengen.

Mit Begriffen wie Kreuzungspunkt, Pfadabhiingigkeit und , increasing returns® kann
untersucht werden, welcher Diskurs iiber die Neuordnung der Bibliotheken an Krankenhédusern sich
hat durchzusetzen konnen, wie starre institutionelle Ordnungen zukiinftige Handlungsspielrdume
begrenzt haben und welche symbolischen und materiellen Ertrage dazu beitrugen, dass am einmal
eingeschlagenen Entwicklungspfad festgehalten wird. Sucht man nach Antworten auf die Frage,
welche Faktoren, Ereignisse oder Entscheidungen den Wandel angestoBen haben, muss sich das
Erkenntnisinteresse auf exogene Faktoren richten - z.B. auf verdnderte gesellschaftliche
Erwartungsstrukturen oder institutionelle Innovationen in anderen Bereichen.

Exogene Faktoren, die auf eine gegebene institutionelle Ordnung einwirken und diese
gegebenenfalls grundlegend verdndern, versucht der HI durch das Konzept des unterbrochenen oder
punktierten Gleichgewichts (punctuated equilibrium) zu erkldren. Das Konzept stammt aus der
Evolutionsbiologie, wird aber relativ schnell wvon der Organisationstheorie, der
Entscheidungstheorie in der Politikwissenschaft und vom HI aufgegriffen und modifiziert. Die
punctuated-equilibirum-Theorie erkldrt, warum Institutionen oder Organisationen Perioden
langandauernder Stabilitdt erleben, um dann plétzlich einem abrupten und schnellen Wandel
ausgesetzt zu werden. Wandel wird als diskontinuierlicher Prozess verstanden, wo strikt zwischen
institutioneller Innovation, die oftmals auf einen exogenen Schock folgt, und institutioneller
Reproduktion unterschieden wird (Thelen, 2006: 400). Von einem punktierten Gleichgewicht kann
man sprechen, als 1985 die ersten Bibliotheken an dénischen Krankenhdusern geschlossen werden.
Der hier eingeleitete Wandel ist abrupt und fiihrt dazu, dass eine bislang funktionierende Ordnung
zusammenbricht, um dann viel spiter von einem anderen institutionellen Arrangement ersetzt zu
werden: 6ffentliche Bibliotheken als Zentren der Gesundheitsforderung.

Die punctuated-equilibirum-Theorie arbeitet mit einer starren Phaseneinteilung — Stabilitét
und Stagnation auf der einen Seite, Wandel und Dynamik auf der anderen Seite.
Verianderungsprozesse, die nicht in das Muster der stabilen Institution passen, werden, so die Kritik,
zwangsldufig nach auflen verlegt und als fremdartige Einwirkung oder als exogener Schock
thematisiert (Lieberman, 2002). Die Sichtweise von der Institution als Anker der Stabilitit iibersieht
aber, dass Strukturen angeeignet und umgesetzt werden miissen, dass in organisatorischen Feldern
nicht nur eine, sondern mehrere institutionelle Ordnungen zu finden sind und dass Institutionen
selbst Akteure in einem sich stetig wandelnden organisatorischen Feld sind. Daher hat die
institutionelle Theorie seit den 1990-er Jahren ihr Erkenntnisinteresse von Stabilitit auf Wandel
umgestellt und Begriffe wie Ideen, Identitit und Kultur ins Zentrum ihrer Analysen geriickt. Es geht
ihr nicht um Erklarungen fiir eine vorhersagbare Verinderung der Folgen ,but of extraordinary
change, where relationships among explanatory factors themselves change.” (Lieberman, 2002:
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701).

Dobusch (2010) greift auf die Strukturationstheorie des Soziologen Giddens zuriick, um
Stabilitdt nicht als Resultat der Stagnation oder eines impliziten theoretischen Konservatismus
interpretieren zu miissen. Stabilitét selbst sei ein dynamischer Zustand, der sich aus der Dualitédt von
Handlung und Struktur ergebe und nicht nur aus der Automatik selbstverstirkender Prozesse
hergeleitet werden konne. Streeck und Thelen unterscheiden zwischen Wandel als abruptem
Prozess, der zu Diskontinuitdt und Zusammenbruch eines institutionellen Arrangements fiihrt, und
Wandel als inkrementellem Prozess, in dem sich das Ordnungsgefiige langsam, aber stetig dndert
(Streeck & Thelen, 2005). Inkrementeller Wandel kann einmal durch defensive und reaktive
Handlungsmuster bedingt sein; zum anderen konnen Akteure neue Entwicklungen proaktiv und
unter Beriicksichtigung struktureller Begrenzungen anstof3en. (Mahoney & Thelen, 2010)

Mit Hilfe der Konzepte des punctuated equilibrium, des exogenen Schocks und graduellen
Wandels lieBe sich eine zweite These formulieren: das Bibliothekswesen hélt an einer bestimmten
institutionellen Ordnung fest, weil es auf wichtige Anderungen der politischen und sozialen
Erwartungsstrukturen nicht angemessen reagiert hat. Es hat die eigene Vermittlungspraxis nicht auf
die Spezialisierung im Krankenhauswesen abgestimmt; neue Ansitze in der Lesetherapie haben
nicht zu einer Schirfung des therapeutischen Selbstverstdndnisses gefiihrt. Die SchlieBung der
Bibliotheken an Krankenhdusern ab 1985 kommt einem Schock gleich. Die zuvor geltenden
Rationalitatskriterien waren so dominant, dass Chancen fiir mogliche institutionelle Innovationen
nicht erkannt werden und dass keine inkrementelle Entwicklung moglich war.

AbschlieBender Kommentar

Dieser Essay hat sich mit der Frage befasst, wie das handlungsorientierte Konzept der
Vermittlung um strukturelle bzw. institutionelle Aspekte erweitert werden kann. Dabei ging es um
historische, nicht um funktionelle Erlduterungen. Um dieses Vorhaben analytisch einigermallen
sinnvoll durchzufiihren, wurde Vermittlung selbst als Institution betrachtet, die in einen spezifischen
zeitlichen Kontext eingebettet ist und bestimmten Regeln und Normen folgt. Die 6ffentlichen
Bibliotheken in Danemark und ihre Kooperation mit dem Krankenhauswesen dienten als Beispiel,
an dem das analytische Potential des HI aufgezeigt werden sollte.

Kommunikationsstrategische bzw. kulturpolitische Analysekategorien wurden durch
institutionelle erginzt. Das ist der Uberlegung geschuldet, dass die Handlungen und das Verhalten
der Akteure in Institutionen, in der Summe betrachtet, als Ausdruck sowohl individueller wie auch
kollektiver Interessen gesehen und analysiert werden konnen. Vermittlung aus einer institutionellen
und historischen Perspektive zu betrachten, ist der Versuch, Intentionalitdt und Strukturbedingtheit
des Handelns aufeinander zu beziehen und einer Mikro-Makro-Dichotomie zu entkommen.

Das Ziel des Essays bestand nicht darin, mittels einer empirisch fundierten Analyse
herausfinden, wie sich institutioneller Rahmen und Vermittlungskonzept an Bibliotheken in
Krankenhdusern im Laufe der vergangenen 100 Jahre gewandelt haben. Vielmehr sollte eine
theoretisch-methodische Perspektive aufgezeigt werden, in der sich eine solche Analyse sinnvoll
durchfiihren ldsst. Hier bietet sich der HI als relevante theoretische Perspektive an.
Kreuzungspunkte, Pfadabhdngigkeit, increasing returns, punctuated equilibrium und gradueller
Wandel sind Konzepte, mit deren Hilfe sich historische Tiefenstrukturen aufdecken und sich Linien
der Kontinuitdt und des langfristigen Wandels analysieren lassen.

Da die Empirie einen wesentlichen Platz im HI einnimmt, besteht die ndchste Aufgabe darin,
die institutionelle Vermitteltheit des Vermittlungskonzeptes nicht nur punktuell, sondern
systematisch zu untersuchen. Als Voraussetzung hierfiir und mit Anleihen bei der Konzepttheorie
von Robert Brandom sind zwei Thesen entwickelt worden, um beste Erkldrungen fiir den Aufstieg
und Niedergang der institutionellen Ordnung fiir Patientenbibliotheken zu finden. In der ersten

These wird angenommen, dass es vor allem funktionale und legitimatorische Griinde sind, die dem
Anfang des vorigen Jahrhunderts eingeschlagenen Entwicklungspfad Stabilitdt und Kontinuitét
verliehen haben.

In der zweiten These werden exogener Schock und abrupter bzw. gradueller Wandel in den
Mittelpunkt des Erkenntnisinteresses geriickt. Sowohl die zunechmende Spezialisierung im
Krankenhauswesen als auch der Bedarf an spezifischen auf die Forderung der Gesundheit
zugeschnittenen Leistungen decken sich nicht ldnger mit der tradierten Ordnung. Die sich ab 1985
rapide dndernden Erwartungsstrukturen im sozialen, kulturellen und politischen Umfeld der
Patientenbibliotheken iibersteigen ihr Vermdgen, die wachsenden organisatorischen und
legitimatorischen Probleme zu 16sen. Die Patientenbibliotheken erleben ein abruptes Ende. 2020
gibt es zwei Bibliotheken dieser Art, die weitgehend vom oOffentlichen Bibliothekswesen
abgekoppelt sind.

Ob die beiden Thesen tatsdchlich die beste Losung sind oder ob sich bessere Thesen
entwickeln lassen, kann nur empirisch tberpriift werden. Auch hier gilt, dass mit der Anwendung
eines bestimmten Konzeptes auch dessen Inhalt entwickelt wird. Mit anderen Worten: das
analytische Potential des HI wére ebenfalls kritisch zu hinterfragen.

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ANNOTATION

The purpose of the study is to formulate an overall picture of the role of mass communication in the
socialization of people with disabilities through social communication project initiatives in
Ukraine.

The achievement of this goal included the fulfillment of the following tasks: analysis of sources on
this topic; questioning and establishing the primary information and communication needs of
persons with disabilities as a media audience through an expert survey.

Research methods and techniques. During the research when elaborating the sources on the topic
there were used the methods of analysis, synthesis, generalization, comparative and descriptive
methods. The basis of the study is an expert survey. In order to identify the primary information and
communication needs of this category of media audience, the survey was conducted among social
workers who deal with people with disabilities in Dnipropetrovsk, Donetsk, Zaporizhia, Lviv and
Khmelnitsky regions. Via online questionnaire service «Google Formsy there were collected 66
responses from January 20, 2020 till February 3, 2020. The comments which were received earlier
or later the survey timelines were disregarded.

Results. The results of the survey among social workers whose activities are related to people with
disabilities in Dnepropetrovsk, Donetsk, Zaporizhzhya, Lviv and Khmelnitsky regions give grounds
to state that for people with disabilities there are promising prospects of constructing an «elastic
weby of inclusive social and communication media space in a complex of contact and digital
projects, especially initiated and implemented in the media sector. In particular, the experts
highlighted the absolute need of people with disabilities to enhance socialization by expanding their
daily circle of communication.

Conclusions. Within the framework of scientific discourse, the comprehension of this problem is
promising in terms of the development of a model of communication relations establishment in
modern inclusive poly-platform media space.

In journalistic texts,
where there are interviews of foreign origin and textual additions of domestic journalists, the range
of disclosure of the image of the interviewee increases due to the intercultural component.
