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Annotation

The subject of the article is the operational method for data collection — the method of document
analysis, its techniques and instruments, above all, the code of terms and codes and the record form
without which there is no application of this method in scientific research. The aim of this article is
to present the results of many years of research by the author on the method of document content
analysis with a focus on the problems of defining, origin, development and types of document
content analysis methods, instruments of this method, their role and functions in scientific research
and the relationship of the instruments of this method to other parts of the scientific idea of the
research project. Hypothesis: The method of document content analysis is an operational scientific
method for data collection because it meets the essential and sufficient conditions related to the
subject of knowledge — the content side of science, the way of knowledge — the methodological side
of science and the truthfulness of knowledge — the essential side of science. Conclusions: The
research results in this paper have fully confirmed the initial hypothetical assumption that the
method of document content analysis meets the essential and sufficient conditions related to the
subject, manner and truthfulness of knowledge obtained by consistent application of this method in
scientific research. This confirms the knowledge about the unacceptable, artificial division of this
operational scientific method for data collection into qualitative — non — frequency and quantitative
— frequency analysis technique. The research has shown that these two techniques of document
content analysis methods form a dialectical unity, that there is no strict division between them and
that they are essentially two aspects, ie two approaches to document analysis that complement and
combine each other in research. In scientific research, quantitative analysis is an extended form of
qualitative analysis, because quantity appears as an expression and as an statement of a certain
quality.

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Primena metode analize dokumenata u drustvenim naukama

Predmet ¢lanka je operativna metoda za prikupljanje podataka — metoda analize dokumenata,
njene tehnike i instrumenti, pre svega, kodeks pojmova i Sifara i evidencijoni obrazac bez kojih
nema primene ove metode u nau¢nim istrazivanjima.

Cilj ovog clanka jeste prezentacija rezultati dugogodiSnjeg istrazivanja autora o metodi
analize sadrzaja dokumenata sa teziStem na problemima definisanja, nastanku, razvoju i vrstama
metode analize sadrzaja dokumenata, instrumentima ove metode, njihovoj ulozi i funkcijama u
nau¢nom istrszivanju i odnosu instrumenata ove metode prema drugim delovima nau¢ne zamisli
projekta istrazivanja. Hipoteza: Metod analize sadrzaja dokumenata je operativna nau¢na metoda za
prikupljanje podataka jer ispunjava sustinske i dovoljne uslove koji se odnose na predmet saznanja -
sadrzajna strana nauke, na nacin saznanja - metodoloska strana nauke i na istinitost saznanja - su-
stinska strana nauke. Zakljucci:Rezultati istrazivanja u ovom radu su u potpunosti potvrdili polaznu
hipotetickiu pretpostavku da metoda analize sadrzaja dokumenata ispunjava suStinske i dovoljne
uslove koji se odnose na predmet, nacin i istinitost saznanja dobijenog doslednom primenom ove
metode u naucnim istrazivanjima. Time je potvrdeno saznanje o neprihvatljivoj, veStackoj podeli
ove operativne nau¢ne metode za prikupljanje podataka na kvalitativnu - nefrekvencijsku i kvantita-
tivnu - frekvencijsku tehniku analize. Istrazivanje je pokazalo da ove dve tehnike metode analize
sadrzaja dokumenata Cine dijalekticko jedinstvo, da medu njima nema stroge podele 1 da se u sustini
radi o dva aspekta, odnosno dva pristupa analizi dokumenata koji se u istrazivanjima medusobno
dopunjavaju i kombinuju. U nau¢nim istraZzivanjima kvantitativna analiza predstavlja proSireni
oblik kvalitativne analize, jer se kvantitet javlja kao izraz i kao iskaz odredenog kvaliteta.

Uvod

U metodologiji drustvenih nauka ¢esto se istrazuje jedna nau¢na metoda, njene tehnike i in-
strumenti kojima se sluzi u procesu dolaska do nau¢ne istine. Metoda analize dokumenata pocela je
da se primenjuje znatno pre nego S$to je konstituisana kao metoda naucnog istrazivanja. Nju su spon-
tano primenjivali, manje ili vise uspesno, mnogi istrazivaci koji 0 njoj, kao nau¢noj metodi i metodi
nauc¢nog istrazivanja, nisu imali valjano strucno i, naro€ito, nau¢no saznanje, a kada je konstituisana
kao metoda nauc¢nog istrazivanja, ostali su izvan dosega naucnih istrazivanja njeni instrumenti.
Upravo ta Cinjenica je u proteklih 100 godina glavni problem u primeni ove operativne metode za
prikupljanje podataka u nau¢nim istrazivanjima.
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Glavni razlog za zapostavljanje ove metode bio je nasledena stereotipna predrasuda da je ova
metoda samo pomoc¢na metoda u istrazivanju drustvenih pojava, kao i relativna neistrazenost mo-
guc¢nosti analize sadrzaja dokumenata kao operativne nau¢ne metode za prikupljanje podataka u
naucnim istrazivanjima. Ona je privlacila istraZzivace iz razli¢itih oblasti nauke samo kao pomoc¢na
metoda, dok su ostale metode za prikupljanje podataka (ispitivanje sa dve svoje tehnike - anketom i
intervjuem, posmatranje i druge metode) koris¢ene kao osnovne metode za prikupljanje podataka u
istrazivanju (Danilovic, 2015: 23)

Medutim u oceni nau¢ne vrednosti ove metode, neophodno je konstatovati da se njenom do-
slednom primenom daje naucni karakter istrazivanjima. Njen nauc¢ni karakter ogleda se u tome §to
ona ispunjava uslove koji se odnose na predmet saznanja - sadrZajna strana nauke, na nacin sazna-
nja - metodoloska strana nauke i na istinitost saznanja - sustinska strana nauke (Danilovic, 2016:
32).

1. Dileme u odredenju naziva metode analize sadrzaja dokumenata

U metodoloskoj literaturi za definisanje pojma analiza sadrzaja dokumenata, koristi se vise
pojmova i termina. Najc¢esc¢e su u upotrebi pojmovi ,analiza dokumenata”, ,,posmatranje dokume-
nata”, ,proucavanje dokumenata” i ,analiza sadrzaja dokumenata”. Kori§¢enje viSe termina za
oznacavanje ovog pojma ukazuje na ¢injenicu da u nauc¢noj teoriji nema potpune saglasnosti o nazi-
VU ove metode, i da u vezi s tom metodom jo§ uvek nisu resena mnoga metodoloska, teoriska i
prakti¢na pitanja.

U metodologiji drustvenih nauka preteZno se koristi pojam ,analiza sadrzaja dokumenata”.
Razlog za koris¢enje toga pojma u istrazivanjima drustvenih pojava verovatno je taj §to se ta
metoda prevashodno odnosi na sadrzaj dokumenata. Medutim, takav naziv nije adekvatan iz vise
razloga. U njemu se insistira isklju¢ivo na sadrzaju dokumenata, dok se zanemaruju druga svojstva
dokumenata, kao Sto su: forma, oblik, sastav, starost, poreklo itd. Ta svojstva dokumenata su zna-
¢ajni nosioci podataka i obavestenja u mnogim istrazivanjima. Nagla$avanje termina ,,sadrzaj” u na-
zivu metode opravdano je samo zbog ¢injenice da ,upravo sadrzaj ¢ini svaki dokument dokumen-
tom” i da dokument lisen sadrzaja postaje obi¢na stvar (Milosavljevié¢, 1997: 262). Medutim, bez
obzira na to $to je svaki smisleni iskaz (koji sadrzi podatke) o nec¢emu sastavni deo sadrzaja doku-
menta, ipak neophodno jenaglasiti da je takvo shvatanje ,,analize sadrzaja dokumenata”, presiroko
(Danilovic, 2015: 24).

Manje je adekvatan naziv ,, posmatranje dokumenata”, u kojem su, iako je blizi ulnom opaza-
nju dokumenata, zapostavljeni misaoni procesi i ¢injenica da se saznanje o predmetu istrazivanja
stice uvidom u verbalne iskaze sadrzane u raznim pisanim dokumentima, a ti iskazi, ipak, neposred-
no pripadaju ispitivanju. Zbog toga se saznanja sadrzana u dokumentu ne saznaju neposredno cul-
nim (iskustveno) opazanjem, nego posredstvom iskaza autora dokumenta, $to je uistinu indirektno
pisano ispitivanje. U analizi dokumenata u kojima se istrazuju ponasanje ljudi, primenjuje se po-
smatranje, a kada se traga za saznanjima o pitanjima koja su sadrzana o iskazima ispitanika, re¢ je o
ispitivanju (Danilovic, 2015: 24).

Iz navedenih argumenata o nazivima ove metode, ocigledno je da nazivi koji su do sada kori-
S$¢eni nisu sasvim odgovarajuéi, te da je prikladniji i precizniji naziv metod analize dokumenata ko-
jim se obuhvata analiza sadrzaja i forme dokumenata, kao i posmatranje i ispitivanje.

2. Pojmovno odredenje analize sadrzaja dokumenata
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U nauc¢noj i metodoloskoj literaturi postoji viSe definicija analize sadrzaja dokumenata. Prema
Vejples Daglasu (Waples Douglas) i Berelson Bernardu (Berelson Bernard), analiza sadrzaja je po-
kusaj da se razjasne uzgredni opisi sadrzaja radi pruzanja objektivnog prikaza prirode i relevantne
snage podsticanja koji deluju na ¢itaoce ili slusaoce (Waples & Berelson, 1941:2). Berelson smatra
da je analiza sadrzaja tehnika istrazivanja objektivnih, sistematskih i kvantitativnih opisa o¢evidnog
sadrzaja komunikacije (Berelson, 1952: 37).

Leite Valter (Leite L. Walter) naglasava da se analizom moze smatrati ona izreka iz drustve-
nih nauka koja ispunjava sledece zahteve: da se odnosi na sintakti¢ka i Sematska obelezja; da s viso-
kim stepenom ta¢nosti ukazuje na ucestalost takvih obelezja; da upucéuje na obelezja pomocu opstih
stru¢nih termina i u stru¢nim izrazima uzetim iz opstih stavova drustvenih nauka, te da se s velikom
preciznoséu koristi pri upotrebi struc¢nih termina koji ukazuju na proucavanje obelezja (Berelson,
1960).

Holsti (Eino Rudolf Waldemar Holst) analizu sadrzaja vidi kao tehniku za objektivan sistema-
tican i opSti opis manifestnog sadrzaja teksta, pri cemu pod ,, manifestnim” podrazumeva opis oce-
vidnog, a ne latentnog sadrzaja (Holst, 1969).

Prema Pavlu Novoselu, analiza sadrzaja je visoko formalizovani postupak, ¢iji je osnovi cilj
da kvalifikovani materijal razdrobi u niz jedinica prema nekom sistemu kategorija i da, zatim, te je-
dinice obradi kvantitativno (Bibi¢ & Novosel, 1971).

Za Stjepana Gredelja analiza sadrzaja je odredenim teorijsko-hipoteti¢kim okvirom usmeren
istrazivacki postupak, kojim se stvara obejektivna i sistemati¢na iskustvena grada o sadrzaju dru-
Stvenog komuniciranja koja omogucava izvodenje relevantnih zaklju¢aka o drustvenom kontekstu u
kojem se odvija komuniciranje (Gredelj, 1986).

S metodoloskog stanovista, interesantnu definiciju metode analize sadrzaja dao je Rudi Sto-
jak: ,ona nije samo skup metodoloskih instrumenata i postupaka jer sve vise tezi da se ukljuci u po-
lja istrazivanja koja zadiru u sustinu poruke, narocito kvalitativnim odredenjima. Zajednicki faktor
za ¢itavu tehniku analize sadrzaja je da se izracunavanjem frekvencija, Sirenjem i drugim operacija-
ma (kategorije, klasifikacija, operacionalizacija i dr.) dode do strukture teksta kako bi se doslo do
defunkcije i zaklju¢ivanja” (Sojak, 1990). Kao $to vidimo, Stojak u ovoj definiciji poistovecuje
metodu analize sadrZaja sa tehnikom analize, Sto se svakako ne moze prihvatiti.

Novija poimanja analize sadrzaja ne odnose se samo na naglasavanje opisa sadrzaja, vec se
insistira da se kroz analizu sti¢u uvidi i u izvore poruka. Time se pomera teziste analize sadrzaja sa
proucavanja sadrzaja na proucavanje izvora, koji preko sadrzaja pokazuje neke svoje osobine i cilje-
ve. U tom smeru je Kripendorf (Klaus Krippendorff), za kratko vreme dao dve sli¢ne definicije, u
kojima isti¢e da je analiza sadrzaja istrazivacka tehnika za izvodenje ponovljivih i pouzdanih za-
kljucaka iz sadrzaja o njegovom kontekstu.

Klaus Kripendorf (Klaus Krippendorff), u svom delu Analiza sadrzaja: Uvod u njenu
metodologiju istrazuje konceptualne i metodoloSke aspekte analize sadrZaja i prati nekoliko puteva
kroz protokole analize sadrzaja. Sli¢éno Holstiu, i Kripendorf metodu analize sadrzaja smatra
istrazivaCkom tehnikom za izvodenje ponovljivih i pouzdanih zakljucaka iz sadrzaja o njegovom
kontekstu (Krippendorff, 2013).

Kimberli A. Neuendirf (Kimberly A. Neuendorf), analizu sadrzaja smatra jednom od
najpopularnijih tehnika koje se brzo Sire za kvantitativna istrazivanja. Ova autorka u svom Vodi¢i
za analizu sadrzaja istrazuje trenutne opcije za kvantitativne analize poruka i analizu sadrzaja
definiSe kao tehniku kojom se sistematski, objektivno, kvantitativno analiziraju karakteristike
poruka. Ona se u Vodi¢u pretezno bavi implikacijama interaktivnih medija na sadrzaj analiza
(Neuendorf, 2017 :7).

U nauc¢nom pogledu, posebno vrednu definiciju metode analize sadrzaja dali su Slavomir Mi-
losavljevi¢ i Ivan Radosavljevié. Ovi autori, umesto analize sadrzaja, koriste pojam analiza doku-
menata i metodu analize dokumenata definisu kao ,,neophodan, prodoran i pouzdan operativni me-
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tod sakupljanja i tretmana podataka o proslim, sadasnjim i budué¢im pojavama, o teritorijalno i vre-
menski bliskim ali i veoma udaljenim pojavama i njihovim kvantitativna ili kvalitativna svojstva,
ako su na bilo koji na¢in zabeleZene u dokumentima” (Milosavljevi¢ & Radosavljevié, 2000: 549).

Ji Young Cho i Eun-Hee Lee u svom delu Smanjenje konfuzije oko utemeljene teorije i
kvalitativne analize sadrzaja: sli¢nosti i razlike, razjasnjavaju nejasnoce i umanjuju konfuziju u vezi
sa utemeljenom teorijom i kvalitativnom analizom sadrzaja tako sto identifikuju sli¢nosti i razlike u
ove dve tehnike analize sadrzaja na osnovu pregleda literature i kriticke refleksije o sopstvenom
istrazivanju autora (Cho, J. Y., & Lee, E., 2014: 1-20).

Kritickim preispitivanjem navedenih i drugih definicija metode analize sadrzaja dokumenata,
dolazimo do jednog sintetizovanog operacionalno odredenja metode nalize dokumenata kao ,,sa-
mostalne, operativne, empirijskoteorijske metode prikupljanja objektivnih, sistematskih, kvanti-
tativnih i kvalitativnih podataka na osnovu kojih se, uz doslednu primenu logickih pravila analize,
definisanja, sudenja i zaklju¢ivanja, dolazi do istinitog sanau¢nog znanja*“ (Danilovi¢, 2015: 25—
26).

Iz navedenih definicija u ovom i drugim radovima, vidi se da su Predmet istrazivanja metode
analize sadrzaja dokumenata opsti, posebni i pojedinac¢ni dogadaji, drustveni realiteti, stanja, svoj-
stva, aktivnosti itd. koji se istrazuju posredstvom iskaza sadrzanih u raznim dokumentima, a njihova
osnovna svojstva su: smislenost i znacenje, kao i celovitost i odredenost iskaza vremenom, prosto-
rom, sadrzinom i formom dokumenta‘* (Danilovi¢, 2015: 26).

U istrazivanjima u kojima se primenjuje metod analize sadrzaja dokumenata, uocljivo je da
izmedu predmeta i nau¢nog saznanja posreduju izvori podataka, razne manifestacije i indikatori,
kao i istrazivacke procedure i tehnike. U primeni metode analize sadrzaja, predmet istrazivamja
moze biti dokumenat koji se analiziraju neposredno i posredno kako je prezentovan u drugim
dokumentima, kao i viSe dokumenata i iskaza koji su sadrzani u njima i dokumenat kao realitet
predmeta analize koji predstavlja izvor podataka o sebi i u njemu nema posredovanih iskaza iz dru-
gih dokumenata.

Predmet metode analize dokumenata predstavlja i znacenje iskaza u dokumentima. Naime, ne
postoji nijedan smisleni iskaz bez nekog znacenja, ali znacenje nije jedina konponenta iskaza. | u
slucajevima kada je u pitanju znacenje predmet analize dokumenata postavljaju se mnoga pitanja:
na koja znacenja se misli? da li je re¢ o neposredno iskazanom znacenju ili 0 znacenju konteksta?
na koga se sve odnosi predmetno znacenje? itd. Ta i druga pitanja se postavljaju od nastanka meto-
de analize dokumenata (Danilovi¢, 2015: 27).

3. Mesto metode analize dokumenata u sistemu nauénih metoda

Mnogi autori, u pokusaju da odrede mesto metode analize dokumenata, ne govore o toj meto-
di kao samostalnoj, ve¢ kao pomo¢noj metodi, pa ¢ak i kao tehnici i instrumentu za sakupljanje po-
dataka. To sa stanovista teorije metodologije nije prihvatljivo zbog toga $to se analiza, zajedno sa
analogijom, smatra osnovnom posebnom metodom kojom se moze sveobuhvatno istrazivati doku-
ment kao stvar i kao oblik ljudskog komuniciranja. Tu metodu od nastanka karakteri$e specifi¢na
logika odnosa prema hipotezama projekta istrazivanja i, bez obzira na to da li se koristi kao samo-
stalna metoda istrazivanja ili zajedno s drugim metodama, uvek su za nju vezane specifi¢ne norme i
postupci zaklju¢ivanja. Upravo, to joj daje sva obelezja posebne operativne metode za prikupljanje
podataka koja ima svojstva nau¢ne metode, i to: (1) definisane logi¢ke osnove metode zasnovane na
logickim pravilima definisanja, sudenja i zakljucivanja, te zakonima istinitog saznanja; (2) razvijen
epistemioloski deo o predmetu i metodu nauke, i (3) postuliran metodlosko-tehnicki deo sa dve
tehnike — kvantitativna i kvalitativna analiza, instrumentima i postupcima za prikupljanje i obradu
podataka (Milosavljevi¢ & Radosavljevi¢, 2000:547).
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Ova i druga svojstva ¢ine metodu analize dokumenata samostalnom empirijsko-teorijskom
metodom koja u istrazivanjima ima razlicite uloge. Moze da se koristi u analizi postoje¢eg nau¢nog
fonda dokumenata pre izrade projekta istrazivanja; kao jedna od metoda prikupljanja podataka u is-
trazivanju; kao metoda obrade podataka u ispitivanju i kao samostalna metoda prikupljanja i obrade
podataka i formiranja nau¢nog saznanja, a koristi se i kao jedina moguc¢a metoda nau¢nog saznanja
u nekom istrazivanju (Danilovi¢, 2015:33).

Siroke moguénosti primena ove metode u istrazivanju drustvenih pojava i raznovrsnost ciljeva
koji se njome postizu ¢ine metodu analize sadrzaja dokumenata zna¢ajnom operativnom metodom
za prikupljanje podataka koja, ukoliko se dosledno primeni, daje naucni karakter istrazivanjima i
njenom doslednom primenom se sistemati¢no prikupljaju podaci, analiziraju i iz njih se sintezom 1
generalizacijom dolazi do objektivnih nau¢nih saznanja.

4. Tehnike metode analize dokumenata

U teoriji metodologije i naucnoistrazivackoj praksi primewuju se dve tehnike metode analize
dokumenata: kvalitativna i kvantitativna analiza sadrzaja dokumenata. U nekim radovima, zavisno
od primenjenih kriterijuma analize, govori se i 0: klasicnoj, spoljasnjoj, unutrasnjoj, valentnoj, sta-
tiszickoj, dinamickoj, kontigencijskoj, frekventnoj, nefrekventnoj, univarijantnoj i multivarijantnoj
analizi.

Klasicna analiza dokumenata moze da bude interna i eksterna i smatra se oblikom kvalitativ-
ne — nefrekvencijske analize sadrzaja, koju su prvi razvili istoricari, a kasnije je prihvatili i istrazi-
vaci iz drugih nauc¢nih disciplina. Datira od nastanka nauke i deli se na opstu analizu, koja obuhvata
istorijsku i sociolosku i na posebne analize, u koje spadaju: pravna, ekonomska, psiholoska, politi-
koloska, komunikoloska, statisticka i druge analize (Tani¢, 1961: 136-174).

lako su kvalitativna i kvantitativna analiza dve povezane tehnike metode analize dokumenata,
u ovom radu ¢emo ih iz metodoloskih razloga odvojeno posmatrati.

4.1. Kvalitativna analize sadrzaja dokumenata

Kvalitativni pristup u analizi dokumenata zastupao je veliki broj autora u svetu, medu kojima
su najznacajniji: Lazarsfeld, P., Ritser, J., Dzordz, A., Bajer, K., Gerbner, G., Adorno, T., Kripen-
dorf, K., Cho, J. Y., Lee, E., Tani¢, Z., Milosavljevi¢, S. i drugi.

Svi oni zalagali su se za kvalitativni pristup u istrazivanju drustvenih pojava. Medutim, medu
njima nije postojala puna saglasnost oko kvalitativnog odredenja analize sadrzaja dokumenata. Cak,
ni u standardnom priru¢niku za analizu sadrzaja Lasvela, Leitea i drugih, kvalitativna analiza sadr-
zaja dokumenata nije tretirana na pravi nacin, ve¢ se preteZzno razmatrala kvantitativna analiza
(Lasswell & Leite, 1949). Zbog toga je kvalitativna tehnika metode analize dokumenata ostala teo-
rijski neobjasnjena i prakti¢éno ne razradena i ne operacionalizovana. To je razlog vise da u ovom
radu pokusamo da definisemo kvalitativnu analizu kao tehniku metode analize sadrzaja dokumena-
ta, a ne kao metodu.

U drustvenim naukama kvalitativna analiza sadrzaja je vrsta metode analize dokumenata ko-
jom se, pomocu logickih misaonih procesa, utvrduju osnovna kvalitativna svojstva proucavane dru-
Stvene pojave To prati nastojanje da se dode do uzro¢nih, funkcionalnih i drugih deterministickih
objasnjenja i, posebno, do veza i odnosa izmedu osnovnih ¢inilaca pojave koja se istrazuje, s tezi-
Stem na njenom nastanku, razvoju, uzrocima i posledicama po druge drustvene pojave (Danilovic,
2015: 35-36).

Kvalitativna analiza se u drustvenim naukama odnosi na sadrzaj dokumenata. Koristi se za is-
trazivanje elemenata konteksta sadrzaja koji se posmatra sam za sebe. U nekim slucajevima kvalita-
tivna analiza se svodi samo na konstataciju da postoje ili da nedostaju pojedini vazni elementi sadr-
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zaja. Tom analizom se ne istrazuju ucestalost ili frekvencija pojavljivanja pojedinih kategorija, veé¢
samo kvalitet manifestnog sadrzaja i nacin njegovog objasnjenja u datom kontekstu. Pogodna je za
primenu na malom uzorku ili za analizu pojedinacnih dokumenata.

Kvalitativna analiza sadrzaja najcesce se upotrebljava za: prethodnu analizu dokumenata radi
formulisanja hipoteza koje se kasnije testiraju (potvrduju ili odbacuju) kroz sistematsku kvantitativ-
nu analizu; brzo otkrivanje karakteristika sadrzaja dokumenta; verifikaciju glavnih atributa sadrzaja
kojima se iskazuje pripadanje ili nepripadanje predmetu istrazivanja; deskriptivnu analizu sadrzaja,
odnosno, kodiranje osnovnih obelezja dokumenta; kodiranje slobodnih odgovora prikupljenih u to-
ku anketiranja, i formulisanje otvorenih odgovora u upitnicima koji omogucavaju alternativni izbor.
Pored toga, kvalitativna analiza je nuzni istrazivacki postupak koji prethodi svakoj kvantitativnoj
analizi sadrzaja dokumenata i kojim se preciznije odreduju kategorije i jedinice analize. Ta vrsta
analize dokumenata, u sustini, odgovara na dva pitanja: sta i kako je nesto rec¢eno, a primenjuje se u
istrazivanju spoljnih i unutrasnjih karakteristika njihovog sadrzaja.

U nekim istrazivanjima u oblasti drustvenih i humanisti¢kih nauka kvalitativna analiza sadrza-
ja nije samo prethodna i pomoc¢na tehnika za kvantitativnu analizu sadrzaja vec je i jedina tehnika
koja se moze primeniti u analizi sadrzaja pojedinih dokumenata. U teorijskim istrazivanjima ona je
nezamenljiva tehnika u prikupljanju podataka i bez nje nema valjanih istrazivanja kontekstualnih is-
kaza i znacenja. U kvalitativnoj analizi se intuitivno ocenjuje i koristi nominalna skala u merenju.
Kvalitativna svojstva (atributi, karakteristike) kodiraju se tako da se svakoj kategoriji kvalitativne
varijable (svojstvo pojave) pridruze brojcane oznake (1, 2, 3, 4), ili ispitanik dobije oznaku jedan
ako pripada odredenoj kategoriji, a oznaku 0 za kategorije kojima ne pripada. U kvalitativnoj analizi
sadrzaja dokumenata odnosi izmedu modaliteta nekog svojstva pojave koja se istrazuje ne mogu da
se izraze matematickim aparatom. Kvalitativni podaci dobijeni metodom analize sadrzaja dokume-
nata, radi lakse obrade, prethodno se klasifikuju u kategorije, koje se izrazavaju u frekvencijama
(Gojkov, Krulj, & Kundacina, 2002: 120) .

Savremena kvalitativna analiza se ne zasniva samo na utisku, ve¢ se sve vise orijentise na te-
matsku analizu za koju je neophodna kodifikacija tema (definisanje i klasifikovanje) i odgovarajuce
evidentiranje. Ako se tome doda i primena savremenih rac¢unara i statistickih postupaka u analizi sa-
drzaja, s pravom se moze re¢i da se znacajno smanjuje razlika izmedu kvalitativne i kvantitativne
metode analize sadrzaja dokumenata. To potvrduju savremena stanovista nekih autora u Srbiji, po-
put Slavomira Milosavljevic¢a, Ivana Radosavljevi¢a, Dzevada Termiza i Nede Danilovica koji u
svojim istrazivanjima dokazuju da je kvantitativni pristup u istrazivanju objektivno datog sadrzaja
nedovoljan i da se mora sve vise kombinovati s kvalitativnom analizom jer je istiniti sadrzaj ¢esto
prikriven u kontekstu (Milosavljevi¢ & Radosavljevi¢, 2000: 552).

4.2. Kvantitativna analiza sadrzaja dokumenata

Kvantitativnom analizom sadrzaja dokumenata bavili su se, takode, brojni autori, a najznacaj-
niji doprinos razradi te tehnike metode analize sadrzaja dali su: Berelson (Berelson Bernard), Lasvel
(Lasvel Harold), Kaplan (Kaplan alexandar), J. Goldsten i Kimberli A. Neuendirf.

Svi ovi autori su kvantitativnu tehniku analize dokumenata uglavnom tretirali kao statisticku
tehniku za eksplikaciju ¢injenica (karakteristika) u sadrzaju neke komunikacije.

Medutim, treba uzimati u obzir ¢injenicu da kvantitativna analiza nije samo statisticka trhnika
za registraciju ucestalosti pojedinih jedinica sadrzaja nekog dokumenta. Ona je, pre svega, istrazi-
vacka tehnika metode analize dokumenata kojom se, pomocu logi¢kih misaonih procesa i uz prime-
nu statistickih postupaka, utvrduju, prikazuju i obrazlazu kvantitativni pokazatelji o pojavi koja se
istrazuje u odredenom dokumentu.

Kvantitativna analiza je, dakle, istrazivacka tehnika metode analize (sadrzaja) dokumenata
kojom se prikupljaju deskriptivni podaci o kvantitativnim varijablama (svojstvima-—atributima, ka-
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rakteristikama) sadrzaja nekog dokumenta. Ali, deskriptivni podaci imaju i kvalitativna obelezja. U
toj tehnici metode analize dokumenata kvantitativna je samo forma postupka, jer je i kodiranje ele-
menata sadrzaja jedna od operacija u kojoj se selektuju kvalitativna svojstva (atributi i karakteristi-
ke) sadrzaja nekog dokumenta. Otuda je velika zabluda kod nekih autora koji tvrde da je
kvantitativna analiza zasebna vrsta analize. Ona je samo prosireni oblik kvalitativne analize, jer se
kvantitet 1 javlja kao izraz 1 kao iskaz odredenog kvaliteta.

Primenom kvantitativne analize, sadrzaj dokumenta se prvo razvrstava u ranije formulisane
kategorije, zatim se kodira u jedinicama analize i, kasnije, opisuje na osnovu logi¢kih misaonih
procesa. Na kraju, donosi se zakljuc¢ak o obelezjima pojave koja se u dokumentima istrazuje prema
predmetu, ciljevima, zadacima i hipotezama istrazivanja.

4.3. 1zbor tehnika metode analize sadrzaja dokumenata

U novijoj metodolo¢koj literaturi prisutan je uravnotezeniji pristup u primeni kvalitativne i
kvantitativne tehnike analize dokumenata u kojem je relatizovan izbor same tehnike metode analize
dokumenata i sveden na vesStacko pitanje. U sustini, radi se o dva pristupa analizi dokumenata koji
se medusobno dopunjuju i kombinuju u istrazivanjima.

Kvalitativnom analizom dokumenata u istraZzivanjima u druStvenim naukama istrazivac
pronalazi opsti i osnovni smisao poruke ili informacije koja je sadrzana u nekom dokumentu.
Kvantitativnom analizom istraziva¢ pronalazi u dokumentima odredene elemente koji mogu da se
koju dokument sadrzi. Tu poruku na osnovu kvalitativne analize, istraziva¢ odmah ne vidi, ve¢ je
samo nazire, pa se kvantitativna analiza moze smatrati daljim stepenom verifikacije hipoteze za
koju se pomocu kvalitativne analize jo§ ne moze do¢i do dovoljno pouzdanog dokaza. Stoga u
istrazivanjima treba teziti za sintezom kvalitativnog i kvantitativnog aspekta analize dokumenata.
Bez kvalitativnog vrednovanja kvantitativna analiza dokumenata nema nikakvog smisla, zbog toga
§to je neophodno da se dobijenim kvantitativnim, odnosno brojcanim indikatorima doda
odgovarajuci drustveni smisao (Danilovi¢, 2015: 39).

Kvantitativni pristup u analizi dokumenata u drustvenim naukama primenjuje se u procesu
prikupljanja podataka, dok je za interpretaciju rezultata istrazivanja neophodan kvalitativni opis.
Medutim, treba uzimati u obzir €injenicu da se u procesu prikupljanja podataka iz dokumenata,
kada se, pre svega, koristi kvantitativna analiza, ne moZe sasvim razgrani¢iti do kada je analiza
sadrzaja dokumenata kvantitativna, a kada postaje kvalitativna istrazivacka tehnika. Osim toga, i u
fazi interpretacije rezultata istrazivanja, kada se uglavnom primenjuje kvalitativni pristup, u analizi
dokumenata mora da se vodi ra¢una o tome da razli¢iti kvantiteti ne mogu da se vrednuju na isti
nacin.

Uvazavajuci ovu zakonitost, mozZe se pouzdano zakljuciti da se metoda analize dokumenata, u
osnovi, sastoji od jedinstvene kvantitativno-kvalitativne tehnike analize dokumenata sa nizom
istrazivaCkih metodskih postupaka u istrazivanju razli¢itih oblika simbolickog opStenja u
dokumentima i1 da samo u odredenim momentima istraZzivackog postupka teziSte moze da bude na
jednoj ili na drugoj tehnici metode analize dokumenata. Otuda se ta metoda ne moze tretirati samo
kao kvantitativna, niti, pak, samo kao kvalitativna metoda. Ne postoji niSta u nauci $to je
kvantitativno, a da nije kvalitativno. U sistemu pojmova po predmetu javljaju se i kvantitativni i
kvalitativni pojmovi, ali samo izuzetno mogu da se zasebno istrazuju (Danilovié, 2015: 40).

5. Instrumenti metode analize dkoumenata
Metod analize dokumenata ima svoje kodifikovane standardne instrumente pomocu kojih se

prikupljaju podaci. Za kvalitativnu i kvantitativnu tehniku metode analize dokumenata radi se
instrument — Kodeks pojmova i Sifara, kao osnovni instrument metode analize dokumenata i
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Evdencioni obrazac, kao pomo¢ni instrument ove metode. Pri tome je kodeks pojmova suStinski
elemenat metode analize dokumenata, a kodeks Sifara je tehnicki i pomoéni deo metode. Izrada
kodeksa pojmova i Sifara je zahtevan zadatak u primeni metode analize dokumenata, koji zahteva
metodolosku stru¢nost i osposobljenost istrazivaca.

5.1. Kodeks pojmova i Sifara

Kodeks pojmova i Sifara je sistem strogo definisanih osnovnih kategorija i Sifara. Pri tome su
kategorije bitne osnovne reci kojima se iskazuju odredeni drustveni rezultati, a Sifre predstavljaju
numere—cifre (numeri¢ke znake), kojima se oznacavaju kategorije. Kodeks pojmova se neposredno
izvodi iz indikatora, ¢iji je izbor determinisan odabirom kategorija, stepenom njihove razrade,
medusobnim odnosom 1 sli¢nostima. Otuda je, teorijsko i operacionalno odredenje predmeta
istrazivanja, razvijanje sistema hipoteza i identifikovanje valjanih indikatora u projektu istrazivanja,
vazan okvir za izradu kodeksa pojmova i Sifara. Tim pre, Sto su osnovne veze, konteksti i znacenja
ve¢ sadrzani u predmetu i hipotezama istrazivanja, a njihovi pojavni oblici (konkretni i apstraktni) —
u indikatorima istrazivanja (Danilovi¢, 2015: 67).

Kodeks pojmova i Sifara kao osnovni instrument metode analize dokumenata, namenjen je za
pretvaranje verbalnih iskaza u podatke, u numericke date, a Sifre su cifre kojima se oznacavaju
kategorije, radi lakSeg evidentiranja i manipulacije podacima i radi primene statistickih postupaka u
tretmanu 1 obradi podataka.Kodeks pojmova 1 Sifara i evidencioni obrazac za sakupljanje podataka
su neposredna sredstva kojima se istrazuje. To su instrumenti i alati kojima za prikupljanje
podataka. Oni predstavljaju krajnju konkretizciju nau¢ne zamisli u projektu istrazivanja i preko njih
se nau¢na zamisao suceljava sa empirijskom stvarno$¢u pojave koja je predmet istrazivanja. Otuda
je osnovna naucna funkcija Kodeksa pojmova i Sifara da omoguéi sistematizovano i potpuno
prikupljanje, sredivanje i obradu podataka o pojavi koja se istrazuje. Njegove posebne naucne
funkcije su da a) sistematizuje i verifikuje aktuelno okvirno saznanje o predmetu analize; b) usmeri
napore istrazivaca — analitiCara na tezi$na pitanja predmeta istrazivanja; c) posluzi kao osnov za
izradu Evidencionog obrasca za sakupljanje podataka, i ¢) bude podloga za opisivanje pojave na
osnovu prikupljenih podataka i saznanja sadrzanih u dokumentima (Danilovié, 2025: 69).

U metodoloskoj teoriji 1 istrazivackoj praksi koriste se tri tipa kodeksa pojmova i Sifara: a)
statiCan, b) sukcesivan 1 v) kontinuiran — dinamican kodeks. U zavisnosti od vrste primenjene
tehnike metode analize dokumenata (kvalitativne ili kvantitativne) primenjuje se i tip kodeksa.

Staticki kodeks ima utvrden stabilan sistem osnovnih kategorija, a eventualne dopune su
dozvoljene samo unutar utvrdenih osnovnih kategorija. Ovaj kodeks je razuden instrument i
omogucava nekoliko korisnih stvari: vrlo je podsticajan vodi€¢ u traganjima za odredenim
sadrzajima 1 formama; omogucava formalizaciju evidencionog obrasca 1 relativno lako
identifikovanje jedinica analize sadrzaja dokumenata, kategorija, poruka; obezbeduje laksu,
precizniju i pouzdaniju analizu i ocenu dokumenata, itd. Medutim, ma koliko bio potpun i precizan,
on je 1 krut kodeks i zahteva pojednostavljivanje, a u tom procesu gube se odredene suptilnosti, koje
su vazne u analizi druStvenih pojava (Danilovi¢ & Milosavljevi¢, 2008: 110).

Sukcesivni kodeks je podlozan proveri, reviziji i po potrebi dopunjavanju posle pojedinih faza
analize dokumenata, mada su i kod ovog tipa kodeksa na pocetku istraZzivanja osnovne kategorije
definisane. lako dozvoljava uvodenje novih kategoprija, sukcesivni kodeks ne moze da se primeni
sve dok se ne izvrSi njegova rekonstrukcija, zbog Cega jedna ili vise predhodnih faza analize
dokumenata ostaju njime ne obuhvacene ili zahtevaju ponavljanje (Danilovi¢ & Milosavljevi¢,
Ibidem).

Kontinuirani-dinamicki kodeks sadrzi samo nekoliko teorijski izvedenih polaznih odredenja
kategorija, a tokom analize sadrZzaja dokumenata on se kontinuirano dograduje. Ova vrsta kodeksa
je sasvim obuhvatna, ali vrlo neprecizna 1 osetljiva. ViSe li¢i na popis kategorija po redosledu
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njihovog javljanja, nego na istinski kodeks pojmova i Sifara. S toga ovaj kodeks ne ispunjava
dovoljno svoju funkciju, osim kada je u pitanju analiza sadrzaja propagandnih poruka, koja su Cest
predmet nauc¢nih analiza, narocito u komunikoloskim istrazivanjima (Danilovi¢ & Milosavljevic,
Ibidem).

U literaturi se pominju i druge vrste kodeksa pojmova i Sifara, kao $to su: okvirni ili
preliminarni kodeks, planirani i primenjeni kodeks, posebni i generalni kodeks. Od svih tih kodeksa
izdvajamo okvirni ili preliminarni kodeks, koji Cini sistem kategorija, pojmova i termina, koji se
konstruiSe odmah posle postavljanja hipoteza 1 izbora indikatora. Sluzi za okvirno usmeravanje do
zavrSetka predistrazivanja, odnosno do ostvarivanja uvida u manji broj dokumenata koji se koriste
za reviziju, rekonstrukciju i doradu okvirnog kodeksa.

Od svih vrsta kodeksa pojmova i Sifara koji se koriste u nau¢nim istrazivanjima, staticki
kodeks je najcesc¢i i najcelishodniji instrument metode analize dokumenata. On se moze uciniti jos
efikasnijim, ako se uz kategorije koje su ve¢ utvrdene obezbede i dodatne kategorije razvrstavanja,
pre svega, prema tome da li su se javljale u tom kontekstu.

Na izbor vrste i tipa kodeksa i na njegovu izradu uti¢e viSe Cinilaca, pre svega, stepen
razvijenosti nauke i njene teorije, stabilnosti njenih aksioma, postulata i teorema, izgradenost
sistema kategorija, pojmova i termina, te vrsta dokumenata i sam predmet, ciljevi, svrha, hipoteze i
indikatori istraZivanja.

U procesu izrade kodeksa pojmova i Sifara vazno je da se detaljno razradi kategorijalni sistem
1 u njemu strogo definiSe 1 opiSe svaki pojam, posebno svi znacajni kategorijalni pojmovi; da se
izrade standardni izrazi posebnih znacenja, standardne figure i strukture iskaza koje se najcesce
koriste sa njihovim znacenjima; da se uvaze vreme i prostor, odnosno da kodeks sadrzi
periodizaciju s jasnom kategorizacijom i lokacijom ¢ija ¢e se odredenja dopunjavati znacenjima, i
da se izrade detaljna uputstva za primenu kodeksa, kako bi se obezbedilo valjano dekodiranje
kodiranog sadrzaja. Razradeni kodeks pojmova i Sifara je veoma podsticajan vodi¢ u traganjima za
odredenim sadrZajima i formama, omogucava formalizaciju pomo¢nog instrumenta — evidencionog
obrasca i pouzdaniju analizu i ocenu analiziranog materijala.

Izrada instrumenata metode analize dokumenta uslovljena je postupno sa svim delovima
nau¢ne zamisli projekta istrazivanja, koji posredno ili neposredno uticu na vrstu, sadrzaj i formu
kodeksa pojmova i $ifara i evidencionog obrasca. Istrazivaci su duzni da postuju tu uslovljenost
prilikom izrade instrumenta metode analize dokumenta, kao i osnovne zahteve pri izradi ovih
instrumenata za prikupljanje podataka.

Kodeks pojmova i Sifara i njegov pomoéni deo — evidencioni obrazac su instrumenti koji se u
analizi dokumenata upotrebljavaju za prikupljanje podataka o ta¢no definisanom problemu
istrazivanja. Otuda, izbor kodeksa pojmova i Sifara i evidencionog obrasca, kao istrazivackih
instrumenata za sprovodenje analize dokumenata zavisi od specifi¢nosti problema koji se istrazuje 1
konkretnih uslova u kojima se prikupljanju podatci. Da li ¢e se 1 koliko primeniti kodeks pojmova 1
Sifara i evidencioni obrazac, kao istrazivacki instrumenti, prvenstveno, zavisi od specifi¢nosti
problema koji se istrazuje 1 od drugih Cinilaca — vremenskih i finansijskih moguénosti 1 li¢nih
afiniteta istrazivaCa. Otuda je veza izmedu problema istrazivanja i1 instrumenata metode analize
dokumenata veoma znacajna, i mora se uzimati u obzir u svakom istraZivanju.

Odredenjem predmeta istrazivanja uslovljavaju se konkretno, mada posredno, sadrzaj 1 vrsta
instrumenata metode analize dokumenata. Predmet istrazivanja daje odgovor na pitanje ,.Sta",
odnosno, koji se sadrzaji istraZzuju, a instrumentima se upravo istrazuju sadrzaji dokumenata.
Sadrzaji predmeta istrazivanja konkretizuju se hipotezama 1 indikatorima, pa 1 samim
instrumentima. Otuda, predmet analize uslovljava primenjene instrumente u analizi. Pri tome je
znacajno da svi sadrzaji kodeksa pojmova i Sifara i evidencionog obrasca pripadaju predmetu
analize.
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Kodeks pojmova i Sifara i evidencioni obrazac jo§ neposrednije uslovljavaju hipoteze, jer se
njima predstavlja i konkretizuje predmet analize u dokumentima i pravi spoj apstraktnog predmeta i
cilja analize sa konkretnom praksom, odnosno empirijom. Hipoteze istrazivanja, bez obzira na to da
li su deskriptovane, klasifikatorske ili ekspronatorne, impliciraju metod analize sadrzaja dokumenta,
a metod analize dokumenta implicira kodeks pojmova i Sifara i evidencioni obrazac. Hipoteze
istrazivanja, posredstvom indikatora, uslovljavaju sadrzaj, pa i formu kodeksa pojmova i Sifara 1
evidencionog obrasca.

Bitan problem kvalitativne tehnike analize sadrzaja dokumenata jeste dokazivanje sopstvenih
hipoteza, odnosno njihova provera. Pri tome, osnovno zakljucivanje jeste ocena dokaza svakog
moguceg zakljucka o znaCenju iskaza. Stoga je u primeni te tehnike najvaznije da naglasak bude na
postavljanju hipoteza. Nasuprot tome, pomoc¢u kvantitativne tehnike analize sadrzaja dokumenata
prikupljaju se podaci — iskazi koris¢enjem kodiranih kategorija, a o hipotezama se zakljucuje na
osnovu frekvencije.

Indikatori istraZzivanja najneposrednije uslovljavaju instrumente metode analize dokumenata,
prvenstveno zbog toga §to indikatori ¢ine spoj nau¢ne zamisli i stvarnosti, odnosno, dokumenta kao
izvora podataka, kodeksa pojmova i Sifara i samih podataka koji se nalaze u dokumentu kao
predmet analize. Indikatori su prilagodeni hipotezama istrazivanja, a podaci su neutralni. Indikatori
mogu da postoje, a podaci ne moraju, i obrnuto. Od indikatora zavisi koje podatke treba prikupiti
pomocu kodeksa pojmova i Sifara i evidencionog obrasca (Danilovié, 2015: 71).

U istraZivanju druStvenih pojava i procesa, sloZeni indikatori raSclanjuju se u kodeksu
pojmova i Sifara i evidencionom obrascu na prostije indikatore, a zatim se prikupljaju i analiziraju
podaci po tako identifikovanim prostim indikatorima. Prosti indikatori, naroCito kvantitativni,
najcesce se unose bez naziva u kodeks pojmova i Sifara i evidencioni obrazac. U nekim slucajevima
je nuzno da se indikatori, pre svega kvalitativni, skaliraju u kodeksu pojmova 1 Sifara. Indikatori
koji nisu dovoljno samostalni, ve¢ su povezani i uslovljeni s drugim indikatorima, grupisu se u
kodeksu pojmova i Sifara i evidencionom obrascu tako da ¢ine jednu stavku (jedan indikator), koji
oznacava jedan podatak i potrebno je da se jednoznacno klasifikuje.

Kodeks pojmova i Sifara i evidencioni obrazac najvise uslovljava vrsta tehnike metode analize
dokumenta. Vrsta tehnike metode analize dokumenta odreduje metodoloske postupke i instrumente
analize dokumenata. Krajnja posledica izbora vrste tehnike metode analize dokumenata jesu sasvim
odreden kodeks pojmova 1 Sifara i evidencioni obrazac.

Instrumenti metode analize dokumenata uslovljeni su i samim dokumentima kao izvorima
podataka. To znaci da od prirode izvora podataka zavisi vrsta instrumenta. Dakle, od dokumenata
zavisi vrsta tehnike metode analize dokumenata, a od tehnike metode analize dokumenata zavisi
vrsta kodeksa pojmova i $ifra i evidencionog obrasca.

Zakljucak

U svojoj, relativno kratkoj, a gotovo stogodisnjoj istoriji metoda analize dokumenata razvijala
se promenljivim intenzitetom. Njena primena zapoceta je dvadesetih godina proSlog veka i sa njome
su ostvarivani veoma skromni rezultati. U savremenom periodu razvoja drustvenih nauka, ova
operativna naucna metoda za prikupljanje podataka dobija sve veéi znaCaj u istrazivanjima
drustvenih pojava i procesa, narocito u sferama istrazivanja latentnih struktura, pre svega, u analizi
statistiCkih izveStaja, masovnih medija i svih oblika masovne komunikacije.

Strucna literatura o metodi analize dokumenata je izuzetno skromna, i svodi se na osnovne
informacije o ovoj metodi, bez detaljnijih upuStanja u njenu stru¢nu, nau¢nu i metodoloSku
elaboraciju. To je umnogome uticalo da se metodoloska strana metode analize dokumenata razvija
kroz parcijalna istrazivanja. Polaze¢i od takvog stanja stvari u primeni metode analize sadrzaja
dokumenata, ovaj naucni ¢lanak je rezultat napora da se sistematski prouce epistemioloski i drugi
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problemi vezani za metodu analize dokumenata. Pri tome, detaljno su analizirani kapitalni radovi
vodecih autora u ovoj oblasti 1 analizirana praksa primene ove operativne metode u druStvenim
naukama. Na osnovu pribavljenih saznanja i li¢nih iskustava autora u primeni ove metode,
ponudena je nova sistematizacija metodoloske i teorijske grade o analizi dokumenata, kao jednoj od
samostalnih operativnih metoda za prikupljanje podataka u nau¢nim istrazivanjima.

lako termin ,analiza sadrzaja”, uobiCajen u evropskoj i svetskoj literaturi, oznacava
operativhu metodu sakupljanja i tretmana podataka o proslim, sadasnjim i budué¢im drustvenim
pojavama i procesima, rezultati istrazivanja u ovom radu pokazali su da je opravdanije i
svrsishodnije da se iz vazeceg naziva te metode izostavi odredba ,,sadrzaja” i doda bliza odredba
,,dokumenata”. Izostavljanjem termina ,,sadrzaja” i dodavanjem obeleZja ,,dokumenata” blize i
preciznije se odreduje naziv ove metode, ¢ime se resava znacajan deo metodoloskih problema. Na-
zivom Metoda analize dokumenata obuhvata se analiza sadrzaja i forme dokumenata, kao i posma-
tranje i ispitivanje. Ovim nazivom metode obuhvata se, kako analiza sadrzaja, tako i analiza svih
drugih svojstava dokumenata: forma, oblik, sastav, starost, poreklo itd.

Stogodisnja praksa primene ove metode potvrdila je da su predmet metode analize
dokumenata opsti, posebni i pojedina¢ni dogadaji, drustveni realiteti, stanja, svojstva i aktivnosti
koji se istrazuju posredstvom iskaza sadrzanih u raznim dokumentima. Njihova osnovna svojstva
su: smislenost i znacenje, kao i celovitost i odredenost iskaza vremenom, prostorom, sadrzinom i
formom.

Prema mestu u nau¢nom projektu i u realizaciji istrazivanja, metoda analize dokumenta je sa-
mostalna, empirijsko-teorijska metoda koja u istrazivanjima moze da ima razli¢ite uloge. Moze da
se koristi u istrazivanju postojec¢eg fonda dokumenata pre izrade projekta istrazivanja, moze da bude
jedna od metoda prikupljanja podataka, moze da se koristi kao metoda obrade podataka u ispitiva-
nju, a moze da bude samostalna metoda za prikupljanje i obradu podataka i formiranje nau¢nog sa-
znanja, kao i jedina moguc¢a metoda nau¢nog saznanja u istrazivanju.

Te i druge mogucnosti ¢ine metodu analize dokumenata zna¢ajnom operativnom metodom za
prikupljanje podataka ¢ijom se doslednom primenom daje naucni karakter istrazivanjima. Naucni
karakter te metode ogleda se i u tome $to ona ispunjava uslove koji se odnose na predmet saznanja
(sadrzajna strana nauke), na nacin saznanja (metodoloska strana) i na istinitost saznanja (sustinska
strana nauke). Pri tome je neophodno uzeti u obzir ¢injenicu da analiza jeste osnovna metoda
saznanja 1 nau¢nog saznanja, ali da se njome ne zavrSava nijedno saznanje.

Prema kriterijumima svojstava instrumenata za prikupljanje podataka u ovom radu su
potvrdena ranija saznanja o postojanju dve medusobno povezane tehnike metode analize dokume-
nata - kvalitativna ili nefrekvencijska i kvantitativna ili frekvencijska tehnika analize, koje ¢ine
dijalekticko jedinstvo. Podela metode analize dokumenata na kvalitativnu i kvantitativnu analizu
nije prihvatljiva zbog toga §to se u sustini radi o dva aspekta, odnosno dva pristupa analizi
dokumenata koji se u istrazivanjima medusobno dopunjavaju i kombinuju. I1zbor metoda analize
dokumenata ne moze se unapred 1 sa sigurno$¢u obaviti jer ga namecu predmet i tekst izvora koji se
podvrgava analizi, pa se fakticki svaki istrazivac¢ opredeljuje za tehniku, njenu primenu i za odnos
izmedu tehnika ove metode u procesu provodenja naucne analize. Ukoliko je predmet analize
sloZeniji, sa viSe dokumenata raznih stvaralaca, utoliko je manja mogucénost izbora bez uvida u
analizirani sadrzaj teksta.
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Predmet ¢lanka je operativna metoda za prikupljanje podataka — metoda analize dokumenata,
njene tehnike i instrumenti, pre svega, kodeks pojmova i sifara i evidencijoni obrazac bez kojih
nema primene ove metode u naucnim istrazivanjima. Cilj ovog clanka jeste prezentacija rezultati
dugogodisnjeg istrazivanja autora o metodi analize sadrzaja dokumenata sa teZistem na
problemima definisanja, nastanku, razvoju i vrstama metode analize sadrzaja dokumenata,
instrumentima ove metode, njihovoj ulozi i funkcijama u naucnom istrszZivanju i odnosu
instrumenata ove metode prema drugim delovima naucne zamisli projekta istrazivanja. Hipoteza:
Metod analize sadrzaja dokumenata je operativna naucna metoda za prikupljanje podataka jer
ispunjava sustinske i dovoljne uslove koji se odnose na predmet saznanja - sadrzajna strana nauke,
na nacin saznanja - metodoloska strana nauke i na istinitost saznanja - sustinska strana nauke.
Zakljucci:Rezultati istraZivanja u ovom radu su u potpunosti potvrdili polaznu hipotetickiu
pretpostavku da metoda analize sadrzaja dokumenata ispunjava sustinske i dovoljne uslove koji se
odnose na predmet, nacin i istinitost saznanja dobijenog doslednom primenom ove metode u
naucnim istrazivanjima. Time je potvrdeno saznanje o neprihvatljivoj, vestackoj podeli ove
operativne naucne metode za prikupljanje podataka na kvalitativnu - nefrekvencijsku i kvantitativnu
- frekvencijsku tehniku analize. Istrazivanje je pokazalo da ove dve tehnike metode analize sadrzaja
dokumenata cine dijalekticko jedinstvo, da medu njima nema stroge podele i da se u sustini radi 0
dva aspekta, odnosno dva pristupa analizi dokumenata koji se u istraZivanjima medusobno
dopunjavaju i kombinuju. U naucnim istraZivanjima kvantitativna analiza predstavija prosireni
oblik kvalitativne analize, jer se kvantitet javlja kao izraz i kao iskaz odredenog kvaliteta.

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Annotation

For about a decade, the “Initiative der Verschickungskinder” has been drawing attention to the
predominantly negative experiences made by children that were sent to recreation resorts in the
Federal Republic of Germany. Between 1950 and 1990, an estimated 10 million children and
adolescents between the ages of 2 and 14 were sent to these institutions for 6 weeks for recreational
purposes and cared for there. The theoretical framework of the article is formed by the concepts of
institutional rationality and social communication. It is assumed that institutions follow certain
criteria of rationality and guiding ideas, while it is up to social communication to enforce these
criteria in practice. The article explores the questions of how former “Verschickungskinder”
describe their stay, what image of the institutional structure is visible in their experiences and how
big the discrepancy is between the guiding ideas of the sending-away-system and the reality
experienced by the children. The “Initiative der Verschickungskinder” mainly focuses on the social
control imposed by these institutions. However, their criticism resonates with the idea and
expectation that the institutional purpose must not be exhausted in social control. Rather,
institutions of child and youth welfare are supposed to stand for care, development and
organizational clarity. Social communication is therefore understood both as social control and as
an expression of social fantasy and creative imagination. In every critique, then, there is the design
of a better order.

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Einleitung

Wir erleben seit einem Jahrzehnt eine gesteigerte Aufmerksamkeit gegeniiber dem an Kindern
und Jugendlichen begangenen Unrecht. Aktuelle Beispiele sind der sexuelle Missbrauch von
Kindern durch den amerikanischen Finanzier Jeffrey Epstein, die Missbrauchsfille in der
katholischen Kirche oder - um ein ganz anderes Beispiel zu nehmen — Kinder aus Grénland, die auf
Anweisung des ddnischen Staates vor 70 Jahren von ihren Familien getrennt wurden, um in
Dénemark aufgezogen zu werden und um spiter als dédnischsprachige Elite nach Gronland
zuriickzukehren. Zu nennen wiren auch Ubergriffe im sozialen Nahraum von Kindern oder Formen
der sozialen Kontrolle in ethnischen Milieus, wo die Motive fiir rechtswidriges Handeln sich aus
einem kulturbedingten Ehrbegriff herleiten lassen. Privat motivierte Gewalt und Ubergriffe haben
immer auch einen kulturell, sozial oder institutionell bedingten Hintergrund.

Kinder und Jugendliche als Objekte politischen, wirtschaftlichen, ideologischen, kulturellen
oder erzieherischen Interesses — dieser Gedanke mag zwar befremdlich sein, verwunderlich aber ist
er nicht, wird doch von der jlingeren Generation erwartet, Fortbestand und Entwicklung des
Gemeinwesens in der Zukunft zu sichern. Ob solche Erwartungen sich rechtfertigen lassen, hingt
davon ab, ob basale Grundrechte der Betroffenen gewahrt bleiben und entsprechende
Zukunftsprojekte politisch und moralisch legitimiert sind. Vertrauen wird immer dann verletzt und
missbraucht, wenn die Erwartungen an Kinder und Jugendliche grof3 sind und wenn das in die
Zukunft weisende Handeln von den Normalerwartungen einer Gesellschaft erheblich abweicht.

Anhand der oben genannten Fille ldsst sich aufzeigen, wie im Aufbegehren gegen ein
widriges Leben eine Erinnerungskultur entsteht, die sich mit biirokratischer Machtwillkiir, sexueller
Gewalt und sozialer Kontrolle und deren psychischer Reprisentanz auseinandersetzt. Oftmals
reichen Eingriffe in Lebensgeschichten bzw. Ubergriffe auf Leib und Leben der Betroffenen weit in
die Vergangenheit zuriick und miissen in der Gegenwart mithsam rekapituliert werden - oftmals
gegen den Widerstand des sozialen und kulturellen Umfeldes der Betroffenen.

Unser Artikel befasst sich mit dem Leid von Verschickungskindern in der Bundesrepublik
Deutschland und deren aktuellem Kampf, nachtriglich als Opfer institutionalisierter sozialer
Kontrolle und Gewalt anerkannt zu werden. Dass Kinder in Ferienkolonien und Kurstétten fiir
mehrere Wochen verschickt wurden, geschah aus gesundheits- und sozialpolitischen Erwigungen
heraus; oftmals spielten auch erzieherische Motive eine Rolle. Dass es wahrend des Aufenthalts zu
erniedrigender Kontrolle, zu Ubergriffen und Gewalt gekommen ist, hiingt auch damit zusammen,
wie Kinder in der Nachkriegszeit gesehen wurden, welche Bedeutung den Institutionen im sozialen
Geflige der Bundesrepublik Deutschland zufiel und welche Erziehungsgrundsétze vorherrschten. In
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ihrer Erinnerungsarbeit geht es ehemaligen Verschickungskindern darum, vergangenes Leid und
Unrecht aufzudecken sowie dieses als Teil der eigenen Lebensgeschichte anzuerkennen und zu
meistern. Zusitzlich sollen, wie aus einigen AuBerungen zu entnehmen ist, aber auch Enklaven des
Zukiinftigen und Befreienden in der Vergangenheit entdeckt werden. Nur so kdnnen, wie die
Sozialwissenschaftlerin Eva von Redecker (2018) unterstreicht, Perspektiven fiir ein befreites
Leben aufgezeigt und eine fruchtbare Auseinandersetzung mit den Widrigkeiten der gegenwaértigen
Gesellschaft gefiihrt werden.

Im Mittelpunkt unseres Interesses steht die Frage, wie die betroffenen Kinder und
Jugendlichen die Institution Ferienlager und Kurstdtte erlebt haben und welche institutionellen
Strukturen in den Berichten der Betroffenen sichtbar werden. Dem liegt die Annahme zugrunde,
dass das gesundheits- und sozialpolitische Programm und das tatsdchliche Wirken dieser
Einrichtungen weit auseinanderklaffen. Die vielen Erinnerungen an traumatisierende Erlebnisse, an
Hilflosigkeit und Ohnmacht lassen darauf schlieen, dass die erniedrigende Praxis sich so tief ins
Gedichtnis eingebrannt hat, dass es selbst nach 40 Jahren noch schwerfillt, sie in Worte zu fassen.
Die institutionelle Praxis in diesen Einrichtungen verstehen wir als soziale Kontrolle, ihr
Selbstverstiandnis als erzwingende Anpassung und Unterordnung.

Initiative Verschickungskinder

In Deutschland sind zwischen 1950 und 1990 etwa 10 Millionen Kinder in eine der knapp
1000 Kinderheilstitten oder Ferienlager verschickt worden. Die Kinder waren zwischen 2 und 14
Jahre alt und verbrachten in der Regel 6 Wochen und in einigen Féllen auch mehrere Monate ohne
ihre Eltern in diesen Einrichtungen. Trédger waren Kirchen, Stidte und Gemeinden, Privatpersonen
sowie die private Wohlfahrtspflege. Die Kinderverschickung wurde von Rentenversicherungen,
Gesundheitsimter und Krankenkassen finanziert; die Kinder wurden hauptsidchlich aus
gesundheitlichen, in seltenen Féllen aus erzieherischen Griinden verschickt. Die
Verschickungspraxis hat sich nach 1960 zudem zu einem profitablen System der
Gesundheitsfiirsorge  entwickelt (Lorenz, 2021; Rohl, 2021). Die fiirsorglichen und
gesundheitsfordernden Aspekte standen oft im Gegensatz zu einer beédngstigenden Kultur der
sozialen Kontrolle, die in vielen Heilstitten und Ferienlagern zu finden war. Im letzten Viertel des
20. Jahrhunderts hat die Auflosung der traditionellen Sozialmilieus und die gesellschaftliche
Individualisierung auch zum Riickgang der kollektiven Verschickungspraxis gefiihrt. Kinderkuren
findet man heute vor allem im Rahmen der Vorsorge bzw. Nachsorge bei bestimmten Erkrankungen.

Vor gut 10 Jahren begannen ehemalige Verschickungskinder, auf Gewalt und
Misshandlungen aufmerksam zu machen, denen sie wihrend ihres Aufenthalts in den Heilstéitten
und Ferienlagern ausgesetzt waren. Die Leidtragenden von damals, die heute zwischen 40 und 80
Jahre alt sind, sind inzwischen in der Offentlichkeit sehr prisent. Derzeit gibt es zwei Netzwerke
Arbeitsgemeinschaft Verschickungskind — Erstes Netzwerk ehemaliger Verschickungskinder und
Verschickungsheime — Das vergessene Trauma. In diesen Foren finden sich mehr als 2000
Erlebnisberichte; auch ist eine Reihe von Biichern erschienen; hier werden die Erzdhlungen der
Kinder in einen lebensgeschichtlichen und sozialpolitischen Kontext gestellt.

Ein Ziel der Initiative ist es, den Umfang der Verschickungspraxis zu dokumentieren,
Strukturen des Systems zu beschreiben und den Alltag in den Institutionen wiederzugeben, die das
Leid der Kinder verursacht und die fehlende Fiirsorge durch das Personal ermdglicht haben.
Zahlreiche Radio- und Fernsehsendungen, Podcasts, analytische und dokumentarische Berichte in
regionalen und tliberregionalen Zeitungen oder dramatische Bearbeitungen wie Horspiele haben mit
dazu beigetragen, ein verdriangtes oder bewusst verschwiegenes Ereignis der deutschen Kultur- und
Sozialgeschichte aufzuarbeiten.
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Viele der berichteten Vorfille zeugen von Verzweiflung, Hilflosigkeit und Ohnmacht
gegeniiber der sozialen Kontrolle. Verschickungskinder waren der Willkiir in den Heimen
ausgesetzt. Sie erhielten keine Hilfe; ihre Klagen wurden nicht ernst genommen. Selbst in den
Familien wurden Beschwerden iiberhdrt und nach der Riickkehr auffilliges Verhalten tibersehen.
Viele Verschickungskinder haben die Erfahrung gemacht, die Bindung an die vertraute Umgebung
verloren zu haben; zudem quiélt sie das Gefiihl des Verlassenseins und der kommunikativen und
sprachlichen Ohnmacht; sie haben, um mit Hannah Arendt zu sprechen, eine Art Weltverlust erlebt
aufgrund der Totalitdt der d&ulleren Macht und der menschenunwiirdigen Umsténde.

Daher besteht ein weiteres Ziel der Initiative Verschickungskinder darin, Betroffene dabei zu
unterstiitzen, den verschiedenen Formen der verinnerlichten sozialen Kontrolle zu entkommen,
indem verschiittete bzw. traumatisierende Erlebnisse versprachlicht und zu lebendigen Erfahrungen
geformt werden. Weltverlust soll durch Erinnerungsarbeit und Versprachlichung aufgehoben
werden. Auch geht es darum, Offentlichkeit herzustellen und 6ffentlichen Druck zu erzeugen, was
durch eine enorme mediale Prasenz der Initiative geschieht.

Anmerkungen zum historischen Kontext

Das System Verschickungskinder funktionierte in der Bundesrepublik Deutschland vierzig
Jahre mehr oder weniger reibungslos, was sich anhand von fiinf Faktoren erkldren 14sst. Es musste:

1) ein akzeptiertes und tragfahiges Fundament geben, das die Verschickung von Kindern als
richtig, notwendig und vorteilhaft erscheinen ldsst. Diese Grundlage kann ideologischer, politischer
oder wertorientierter Natur sein;

2) eine duBerst effiziente organisatorische, bauliche und transportmafige Infrastruktur
vorhanden sein, die eine massenhafte Verschickung und Beherbergung moglich machte;

3) eine dauerhaft 6konomisch oder politisch motivierte Nachfrage existieren, die sich mit
Angebot und Infrastruktur deckt;

4) ein dem institutionellen Zweck entsprechendes sozialpiddagogisches und medizinisches
Wissen geben;

5) in den einzelnen Einrichtungen ein Selbstverstindnis bestehen, das den institutionellen
Denkmustern, Arbeitsabldufen und Entscheidungsprozessen Stabilitdt und Robustheit verleiht.

Die Geschichte des Kinderverschickungswesens in Deutschland ist lang und komplex und
reicht bis ins Ende des 19. Jahrhunderts zuriick. Die Idee, ortsgebundene Kur- und Heilmittel zu
therapeutischen Zwecken zu nutzen, ist alt, erhélt aber mit Beginn des 19. Jahrhunderts einen
enormen Aufschwung. Heilquellen, Heilgase, Meerwasser oder Klima und deren Einwirkung auf
Gesundheit und Wohlbefinden spielen eine wichtige Rolle in der medizinischen Vor- und
Nachsorge. So enthilt das Lehrbuch Klinische Balneologie des Miinchener Professors Ditterich
(Ditterich, 1861) den ausdriicklichen Hinweis, dass auch ortsgebundene Heilmittel dazu beitragen
mogen, sowohl chronische Leiden zu lindern als auch akute Erkrankungen zu heilen.

Die Hoffnung, Natur vermag zu heilen und zu lindern, wird mit der Zeit zu einem
Kollektivmythos, der lange ungebrochen blieb und vielen Eltern die Entscheidung leichter machte,
ihre Kinder in fernabgelegene Heil- und Erholungsstitten zu schicken. Die eigentliche
Verschickung wird zwischen 1900 und 1933 von einer Vielzahl unterschiedlicher Organisationen
ins Werk gesetzt. Neben staatlichen Einrichtungen kiimmern sich zivilgesellschaftliche Verbiande,
politische Parteien, kirchliche Organisationen und private Trager um den Kur- und Ferienaufenthalt.
So beginnen einzelne Rentenversicherungstrager um 1900, Kurkliniken nur fiir Kinder einzurichten,
wobei die medizinische Betreuung aus einem Dreiklang von reichlicher Erndhrung,
Kuranwendungen und Aufenthalt im Freien besteht (Wehner, 2019). Statt Kinderverschickung oder
Kinderkuraufenthalt wird die Bezeichnung Kinderlandverschickung geldufig; therapeutische,
soziale und politische Aspekte vermengen sich in dieser Bezeichnung mit kulturbewahrenden und
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zivilisationskritischen Motiven. Die Zahl der verschickten Kinder und Jugendlichen liegt bis 1935
durchschnittlich bei ungefdhr einer halben Million Kinder pro Jahr, um sich vor dem Zweiten
Weltkrieg dann bei knapp einer Million einzupendeln.

Ab 1933 éndert sich die bisherige Praxis, bestehend aus Regeneration, Rehabilitation und
Fiirsorge, grundlegend. Urlaub und Erholung werden von den neuen Machthabern als Vorwand
genutzt, um die Bevolkerung mit dem NS-Regime zu versohnen und die sog. Volksgemeinschaft zu
stairken. In unserem Zusammenhang ist die sog. erweiterte Kinderlandverschickung von
besonderem Interesse, weil die Verschickungspraxis mit einem génzlich neuen Inhalt versehen wird,;
nicht Fiirsorge, sondern Kontrolle und Indoktrination stehen im Mittelpunkt. Und Kinder und
Jugendliche werden zum Werkzeug einer menschenverachtenden politischen Strategie, die sich als
staatliche Fiirsorge tarnt (Mouton, 2019).

Als im Sommer 1940 die ersten Bomben auf deutsche Stidte fallen, werden mit der
erweiterten Kinderlandverschickung Kinder und Jugendliche zuhauf und oftmals gegen den Willen
ihrer Eltern ausgesiedelt und in ldndliche Rdume verschickt (Kock, 1997) Die Jiingeren werden in
Gastfamilien, die Alteren in Jugendherbergen, Landheimen oder eigens dafiir eingerichteten Lagern,
die von der Hitler-Jugend geleitet werden, untergebracht. Ab 1943 werden teilweise ganze
Schulklassen einschlieBlich des Lehrkorpers aus besonders gefihrdeten Gebieten evakuiert. Die
etwa 9000 Lager sind iiber Deutschland und iiber die von der Wehrmacht besetzten Gebiete im
nahen Ausland (Norditalien, Tschechien, Slowakei, Ungarn, Dinemark) verteilt. Bis Kriegsende
werden etwa 2,5 Millionen Kinder im Rahmen der erweiterten Kinderlandverschickung
ausgesiedelt. Nach Auflosung der Lager verlduft die Riickfilhrung der Kinder und Jugendlichen
recht chaotisch.

Das neue System der Kinderverschickung in der Bundesrepublik Deutschland entsteht also
nicht in einem erfahrungsleeren und voraussetzungslosen Raum. Das Vertrauen in die historischen
Strukturen dieses Systems, so scheint es, bleibt auch nach 1945 mehr oder weniger intakt, obwohl
es in den Kiriegsjahren nationalsozialistisch umfunktioniert wird. Der Kollektivmythos Natur
vermag zu heilen und zu lindern wiegt schwerer als die ideologische Umriistung der
Verschickungspraxis durch den Nationalsozialismus. Inwieweit Erfahrungen, Wissen und
Strukturen aus der Zeit vor 1945 die konkrete Praxis nach 1950 beeinflussen, wire genauer zu
erforschen. Uns scheint es jedoch plausibel zu sein anzunehmen, dass die Arbeitsvollziige, die
Autoritatsstrukturen, die erzieherische Grundorientierung und die Kooperation mit Eltern und
Familien aus der Kinderlandverschickung bzw. erweiterten Kinderlandverschickung ein Fundament
und eine Orientierungshilfe fiir die spatere Praxis abgeben. Zumindest hat die um 1900 einsetzende
und ein halbes Jahrhundert wihrende Verschickungspraxis zu Gewdhnungseffekten gefiihrt, in der
die erweiterte Kinderlandverschickung zwischen 1940-1945 eine Ausnahme war, die die Regel
bestitigte.

Theoretische Uberlegungen
Soziale Kommunikation als Kontrolle und Imagination

In unseren konzeptionellen Uberlegungen wird soziale Kommunikation als doppelter Prozess
verstanden: einmal als Strategie mit dem Ziel, Konfliktpotential in und im Umfeld von Institutionen
zu zdhmen und das Funktionieren eines Institutionengefiiges zu sichern; zum anderen als
Imagination und soziale Phantasie, die eine Aufarbeitung des vergangenen Leids aus der
Perspektive der Betroffenen fordert, die der Logik des Zerstérens mit einem Engagement fiir das
Leben entgegentritt, die sich fiir fiirsorgliche und menschengerechte Institutionen stark macht und
die offen ist fiir Neues und zukiinftige Ungewissheiten. Verschickungskinder sind in doppelter
Weise in diesen Prozess der sozialen Kommunikation eingebunden, und zwar zum einen als Opfer
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und Objekt einer barschen weit in die Vergangenheit zuriickreichenden institutionellen Praxis und
zum anderen als Betroffene, die sich in der Gegenwart die Position eines Subjekts miihsam
erkdmpfen. Unsere Fragestellung beschéftigt sich vor allem mit den widrigen institutionellen
Gegebenheiten in den Heimen und Kurstétten; deshalb werden wir im Folgenden ausfiihrlicher auf
die negativen Aspekte der sozialen Kommunikation eingehen. Als Leitfaden dienen uns die
Institutionenanalysen von Lepsius und Goffman. In einem abschlieBenden Kommentar kommen wir
dann auf den Aspekt der Imagination zuriick.

Bezogen auf das System der Verschickungskinder bedeutet soziale Kommunikation vor allem
Kontrolle, wo all das verniinftig ist, was den reibungslosen Betrieb der jeweiligen Organisation
fordert. Im Vordergrund koénnen gesundheitsfordernde Maflnahmen und Erwdgungen, aber auch
wirtschaftliche und administrative Effizienz stehen. Sanktionen und KontrollmaBnahmen mogen
von Organisation zu Organisation verschieden sein; sie dienen aber alle dem Ziel, die
Leistungsfahigkeit der Institution zu sichern und das Vertrauen im o6ffentlichen Bewusstsein zu
starken und die Kritik an Verhéltnissen und Personen sowie an Werten, Regeln und Normen zu
begrenzen. Leistungsfdhigkeit und Legitimation einer Organisation hidngen wesentlich vom
Vertrauen ab, das dem institutionellen Arrangement entgegengebracht wird.

Institutionelle Kontrolle bezieht sich sowohl auf die alltdgliche Praxis als auch auf das
Sprechen tiber diese Praxis. Einmal wird zu zeigen sein, wie sich im Verschickungswesen die
strategische Form der sozialen Kommunikation der Verhaltensmuster der Kinder und Jugendlichen
bemaichtigt und diese an die institutionellen Gegebenheiten anpasst; zudem ist davon auszugehen,
dass die Initiative der Verschickungskinder und ihr Kampf um die Anerkennung ihres Leids der
Versuch sind, die erzwungene Entsprachlichung der urspriinglichen Erlebnisse nachtréglich
aufzuheben. Beschwerden, Klagen und Vorwiirfe von Eltern und Kindern, die wihrend des
Aufenthalts und unmittelbar im Anschluss daran vorgebracht wurden, wurden in den seltensten
Fillen ernst genommen und weiterverfolgt. Weder das offentliche Bewusstsein noch staatliche
Instanzen maflen dem erfahrenen Leid ein besonderes Gewicht bei und sahen in den Klagen der
Eltern und Kinder vor allem einen Anlass flir Konflikte.

Soziale Kontrolle als Teilmenge der sozialen Kommunikation ldsst sich als Prozess
definieren, der von der Uberordnung des Sozialen iiber die Ziele, Bediirfnisse und Handlungen des
Einzelnen ausgeht (Ross, 1896; Durkheim, 2005). Gesellschaftliche und individuelle Praxis werden
als Gegensitze verstanden; die Werte und Bediirfnisse des Einzelnen und die Interessen und
Normen des Sozialgefiiges stehen in einem Verhéltnis latenter Spannungen, das es zu befrieden gilt.
Die Anpassungsleistung ist vom Einzelnen zu erbringen, und zwar durch Gehorsam, Nachahmung
und die Verinnerlichung institutioneller Muster (Elbeshausen & Demir, 2016). In komplexen
Sozialgefiigen wird der Anpassungsprozess durch Institutionen moderiert und modifiziert. Jeder
wird, wie Horkheimer und Adorno in ihrer Analyse der Kulturindustrie notieren, “in einem System
von Kirchen, Klubs, Berufsvereinen und sonstigen Beziehungen eingeschlossen, die das
empfindsamste Instrument sozialer Kontrolle darstellen” (Horkheimer & Adorno, 1982: 134).

Institutionen lassen sich sowohl anhand ihres inneren Funktionszusammenhangs (Lepsius,
2017: 61-68) als auch anhand ihrer Relation zu Umwelt und Gesellschaft beschreiben (Goffman,
2009). Institutionen sind Ordnungsgeflige, die gelebt werden und nach denen gelebt wird
(Jepperson, 1991) und von denen die Gesellschaft weill, welche Aufgaben sie wahrnehmen und
welchen Output sie liefern. Spezifische Rationalititskriterien als verselbstidndigter Sinn formen den
inneren Funktionszusammenhang und dienen in einem abgegrenzten Geltungsraum als das
Sinngeflige, an dem sich Verhalten, Motivation und Interessen der jeweiligen Akteure orientieren
(Lepsius, 2017: 79-87). Individuelles Handeln gilt solange als rational, wie es im Einklang mit den
institutionellen Zwecken steht. Lepsius spricht in diesem Zusammenhang von einer
Homaogenisierung der Handlungsorientierung. Sanktioniert werden dagegen die Handlungsweisen,
die dem Zweck, dem Sinn- und dem Ordnungsgefiige zuwiderlaufen.
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Leitideen sowie Normen und Regeln helfen das amorphe Ganze einer Organisation zu ordnen
und durchsichtig zu machen. Leitideen heben einen oder den wesentlichen institutionellen Aspekt
einer Organisation hervor, wahrend Normen und Regeln das Handeln der Akteure strukturieren.
Institutionenanalytisch sind Kurstdtten und Erholungsheime fiir Verschickungskinder keine
eindeutigen sozialen Gebilde. Sie dienen beispielsweise der Rehabilitation, der Krankenvorsorge,
der Gesundheitsfiirsorge und der Erholung; zusétzlich lassen sich auch Erziehung und
Familienentlastung zu ihren Aufgabenbereichen zédhlen. SchlieBlich sind Organisationen auch ein
Arbeitsplatz, an dem verschiedene Professionen zusammenarbeiten und an dem es Auszubildende
gibt.

Mit anderen Worten kann davon ausgegangen werden, dass es im System
Verschickungskinder nicht eine, sondern viele zum Teil auch unvereinbare Leitideen gibt. Sollen
Verschickungskinder sich vor allem erholen? Sollen sie erzogen werden? Oder werden sie
verschickt, um Miitter und Familien zu entlasten? Ist die Erndhrung auf Gesundheit und
Wohlbefinden der Kinder eingestellt? Wie steht es um die medizinische Betreuung wahrend des
Aufenthalts? In diesen Fragen spiegeln sich unterschiedliche Leitideen und Normen wider. Welche
der moglichen Leitideen als wesentlich gilt und welche von den Kindern als wesentlich
wahrgenommen wird, sagt etwas iiber die Eigenart der Institution aus. Unsere Analyse verfolgt
daher den Zweck, in den Erzdhlungen der Kinder die Leitideen und das vorherrschende
Handlungsfeld des Kinderverschickungswesens sichtbar werden zu lassen. Denn Leitideen
ermoglichen nicht nur Orientierung, sondern schrianken diese auch ein, und zwar durch den Zwang,
in Ubereinstimmung mit der jeweils geltenden Leitidee handeln zu miissen.

Zusitzlich zu den Arbeiten von Lepsius richtet sich unser Interesse auch auf die
Institutionenanalysen von Goffman und seine Ausfithrungen zum Typus der totalen Institution. Wir
gehen nicht notwendigerweise davon aus, dass die Erholungsheime im Kinderverschickungswerk
totale Institutionen im Sinne Goffmans (Goffman, 2009: XXI) sind, rechnen aber damit, dass das
Selbst der Verschickungskinder wéhrend des Aufenthalts von den geltenden Gegebenheiten des
sozialen Systems geformt wird. Identitdt ist somit nicht etwas, was der Einzelne besitzt oder iiber
das frei verfiigt werden kann. Das Selbst beruht vielmehr auf “the pattern of social control that is
exerted in connection with the person by himself and those around him” (Goftman, 2009: 168).

Wenn der Einzelne, wie Goffman andeutet, nicht mehr Herr {iber sein Selbst und {iber die
Formung seiner Identitdt ist, stellt sich die Frage, wie umfassend und prigend die Muster der
sozialen Kontrolle, die die Verschickungskinder erlebt haben, gewesen sind. Von traumatisierenden
Ereignissen kann dann gesprochen werden, wenn die Fahigkeiten und Moglichkeiten des Einzelnen
nicht ausreichen, diese Ereignisse in der Situation zu bewiltigen. Viele Betroffene berichten sowohl
von Verlassenheit, korperlichem Missbrauch und Strafe und von allgemeiner Vernachlédssigung.
Haufig haben sich die traumatisierenden Erlebnisse tief in die Lebensgeschichte eingegraben und
leben in Trdumen fort. Es ist aber auch zu vermuten, dass Verschickungskinder einzeln und
gemeinsam Strategien des Widerstands entwickelt haben, um die Einwirkungen der sozialen
Kontrolle zu reduzieren und um ihr Selbst oder Teile davon zu schiitzen. Es kann in diesem
Zusammenhang von sekunddrer Anpassung (secondary adjustments) gesprochen werden, womit die
Mittel, Handlungsweisen und Arrangements gemeint sind, durch die Mitglieder einer Organisation
Ziele erreichen, die von der Institution nicht autorisiert sind (Goffman, 2009: 189). Die Frage ist,
wie sehen diese Strategien aus und wie wirksam sind sie im Fall der Verschickungskinder.

Methodische Uberlegungen
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Wir haben unsere theoretischen Uberlegungen etwas ausfiihrlicher dargelegt, weil sie
gleichzeitig ein wesentlicher Bestandteil unserer methodischen Erwagungen sind. Eine Template-
Analysis soll helfen, das umfangreiche Datenmaterial zu sichten und zu strukturieren. Bei dem
gewihlten Verfahren handelt es sich um eine thematische und iterative Inhaltsanalyse. Erlebnisse,
Motive, Gedanken, Reflexionen, Meinungen und Uberzeugungen von Informanten - in unserem
Fall der Verschickungskinder - werden anhand forschungsrelevanter Fragestellungen identifiziert
und in einem Kategorienschema, dem Template, festgehalten. Iteration wird als ein sich
wiederholender Prozess verstanden, durch den die wurspriingliche Fragestellung, das
Kategorienschema und die zusammenfassende Auswertung verfeinert, ausgeweitet und prézisiert
werden. Da die einzelnen methodischen Schritte und die epistemologischen Voraussetzungen und
Begrenzungen der Template-Analysis gut beschrieben sind, ist es nicht weiter notig, diese hier
genauer zu erldutern (Brooks & King, 2012; Brooks & King, 2014; King, 2004).

Bevor wir unser Kategorienschema vorstellen, wollen wir noch auf einen uns wesentlich
erscheinenden Aspekt hinweisen. Im Unterschied zu dhnlichen methodischen Ansdtzen, wie zum
Beispiel der interpretativen phanomenologischen Analyse (IPA), die sich ebenfalls mit der Frage
beschiftigen, wie ein Phidnomen von Personen in einer spezifischen Situation verstanden und
interpretiert wird, arbeitet die Template-Analysis mit a priori Themen oder Kategorien. Da wir einen
bestimmten Aspekt, ndmlich die zuriickschauende Erinnerung von Betroffenen an die soziale
Kontrolle in Ferienheimen und Kurstitten, analysieren wollen, haben wir unsere Kategorien
mithilfe der Institutionenanalysen von Lepsius und Goffman ndher definiert. Ein solches Vorgehen
scheint gerechtfertigt zu sein, da im Datenmaterial viele und sehr verschiedene Aspekte thematisiert
werden und die Erzdhlungen der Betroffenen von unterschiedlicher Qualitdt sind. Unsere Daten
bestehen aus Interviews in Tageszeitungen und Features in Radiosendungen, aus Berichten in on-
line Medien, aus Rezensionen auf der Amazon-Plattform, aus Essays, aus lebensgeschichtlichen
Erzéhlungen und aus einem Roman. Wichtiges Kriterium bei der Zusammenstellung des Materials
war das der Authentizitdt, d.h. das Erlebnis der sozialen Kontrolle musste lebensgeschichtlich
verankert sein.

\Von einer deduktiven \orgehensweise erhoffen wir uns, den Kodierungsprozess
beschleunigen und zentrale Aspekte in den Aussagen der Informanten biindeln zu kénnen. Wir sind
uns durchaus bewusst, dass die Stimmen der Betroffenen aufgrund der theoretischen Fundierung
unseres Kategorienschemas nicht unbedingt direkt und authentisch horbar werden. Deshalb haben
wir die jeweiligen Themen und Kategorien durch eine stete Riickkoppelung an die Aussagen und
Erzdhlungen zu justieren versucht.

Analyse
Soziale Kontrolle in Kurstdtten und Ferienheimen
System als Autoritdt

Die Struktur und der Prozess der sozialen Kontrolle, in die Kinder und teilweise deren
Familien eingesogen werden, sind bereits vor Ankunft und Eingliederung in die jeweiligen
Aufenthaltsstitten spiirbar. Der Besuch beim Arzt, dessen Diagnose und der genehmigte Antrag des
Gesundheitsamtes oder der Krankenkasse sind der Beginn einer Reise in eine fremde Welt und eine
befremdliche Institution. Soziale Kontrolle wird in vielen Erzahlungen mit dem Verlust von Sprache
und Erinnerung verbunden. Hinzu kommt die Besorgnis, wahrend des Aufenthalts ein(e) andere(r)
geworden zu sein. Aus Sicht der Betroffenen ldsst sich die institutionelle Leitidee mit Anpassung
und Selbstentfremdung beschreiben.

Die Griinde fiir den Sprach- und Erinnerungsverlust sind unserer Einschdtzung nach in der
institutionellen Ordnung selbst zu finden. Das Ordnungsgefiige der Ferienheime und Kurstétten
griindet sich auf die Vorannahme, wonach die eingewiesenen Kinder nicht nur krank und
erholungsbediirftig seien und deshalb der Pflege bediirfen, sondern dass sie auch erzogen werden
miissen. Oftmals werden die Betroffenen fiir ithre Einweisung selbst verantwortlich gemacht; die
Erziehungsaufgabe wird mit charakterlichen Miéngeln wie Willensschwidche oder Trigheit
gerechtfertigt. Die Hérte der MaBnahmen kann als Teil eines Programms verstanden werden,
wonach nur das im Gedichtnis bleibt, was zuvor darin eingebrannt wird und “was nicht authort,
wehzutun” (Nietzsche, 1967: 209). Der Kampf zwischen Erinnerung und Vergessen ist eine Frage
und Aufgabe, die viele Betroffene fiir den Rest des Lebens nicht mehr loslésst.
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Das Gesundheitswesen und der Kollektivmythos, dass Natur heilt und lindert, verleihen dem
Kinderverschickungswerk Autoritdat genug, um kritische Nachfragen von Kindern und Eltern sowie
offentliche Zweifel an der Institution abzuwehren. ,,Von dem Aufenthalt Satteldiine habe ich mit 7
Jahren eine Blasenentziindung bekommen. Meine Eltern hatten danach einen Beschwerdebrief an
die AOK geschickt. Es kam ein bdser und uneinsichtiger Brief zuriick™ (Annette H., 2021). Die
Autoritdt der Institution ist so grofB3, dass viele Eltern die Erzdhlungen ihrer Kinder {iber erlebte
Missstande nicht sonderlich ernst nehmen und sich mit den Beschwichtigungen von Personal und
Amtern abfinden. Das Autorititsdenken nimmt in der Nachkriegszeit der Bundesrepublik in der
Wertschidtzung von Anstalten eine feste Gestalt an. Dieser Zustand wird allem Anschein nach erst
durch die gesellschaftliche Modernisierung und die antiautoritire Bewegung leicht erschiittert.
Anfang der siebziger Jahre wird eine mangelnde Auslastung von Kurstéitten und Erholungsheime
registriert; Arzte werden aufgefordert, alle fiir eine Kur infrage kommenden Kinder an die
entsprechenden Amter zu melden (Lorenz, 2021: 127). Welche Ursachen letztendlich zur Aufldsung
des Systems der Kinderverschickung beitragen, miisste genauer untersucht werden.

Entpersonlichung und Selbstentfremdung

Die Grenze zwischen Umwelt und Anstalt ist eine unsichtbare Grenze, und doch wird sie in
den Erinnerungen als eine deutliche Demarkationslinie wahrgenommen. Die Kinder werden von
den Eltern personlich abgeliefert oder als Sammelverschickung mit einem Zettel um den Hals zum
Aufenthaltsort gebracht. Auf dem Weg dorthin nimmt bei vielen das Gefiihl der Sicherheit ab und
das der Fremdheit zu. Die Einstimmung auf die institutionelle Ordnung geschieht bereits wihrend
der Fahrt, um dann in der Anstalt nach Zuweisung von Zimmer und Gruppe wiederholt zu werden.
Was vorm Uberschreiten der unsichtbaren Grenze an Vertrauen in die kleinen Lebenswelten (Benita
Luckmann) und an Bindungen an Eltern, Familie und Freunden vorhanden ist, stort die
institutionelle Ordnung und muss fiir die Dauer des Aufenthaltes eingeklammert oder zum
\Verstummen gebracht werden.

Meine Eltern brachten mich zu dem Kurheim... mit hineinkommen durften sie nicht, sondern
mussten mich an der Tiir abgeben. Das freundliche Getue dnderte sich in dem Moment als
sich die Tiir schloss... Mir wurde ein Zimmer zugewiesen und ein Platz im Speiseraum. Am
Tisch der ,,Fetten (Schulte, 2021).

Der Prozess der primiren Anpassung verlduft geordnet und trigt rituelle Ziige. Die Kinder
gelten jetzt nicht mehr als Personen mit individuellen Lebensgeschichten, sondern als anonyme
Insassen einer Anstalt. Bei der rituellen Einweisung miissen sie Mitbringsel von daheim wie
Kuscheltiere oder Biicher abliefern; Middchen werden in einigen Fillen die Haare abgeschnitten.
Diese MaBlnahmen werden mit Hygienevorschriften begriindet. Fiir die Kinder sind sie Angriffe auf
ithre Person und ein Akt der Entpersonlichung. Die Unnachgiebigkeit bei der Einweisung kann nur
so verstanden werden, dass die Funktionsfdhigkeit der institutionellen Ordnung gefdhrdet ist, wenn
die Anpassung den Kindern gegeniiber nicht erfolgreich durchgesetzt wird (Rattenhuber, 2021).

Einen Lebensabschnitt in einem geschlossenen und unpersonlichen System zu verbringen,
hat Folgen, auch wenn der Aufenthalt nicht ldnger als sechs Wochen dauert. Hérte und Art der
Strafen sowie die Ohnmacht der betroffenen Kinder sind der Beginn eines Prozesses der
Selbstentfremdung, in dem die Balance zwischen den sozialen Erwartungen der Anderen und dem
Kern der Personlichkeit verlorengeht. Zwang und Gewalt werden oft als so schwer und verletzend
empfunden, dass sich die Kinder als Opfer fiihlen und fortan die Definition des Selbst den Anderen
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— in unserem Fall der Institution und dem Personal — iiberlassen. Selbstentfremdung wird in
Situationen erlebt; die Benennung und Aufarbeitung dieser Situationen geschieht im Nachhinein.
Kinder erkennen die Folgen der institutionellen Ubergriffe an den Reaktionen der Eltern und
beginnen tliber deren Ursachen nachzudenken. Ein damals Vierjahriger erinnert sich, wie fremd ihm
seine Eltern und er sich selbst nach einem fiinfwochigen Aufenthalt geworden sind.

Als ich mit dem Sonderzug nach Wochen wieder im Hbf. ankam, da erkannte ich meine
Eltern nicht mehr; sehe sie aber immer noch vor mir, diese wildfremden Leute welche auf
mich zustiirmten und mich umarmten. Papa und Mama waren im Ubrigen bestiirzt, wie
aufgedunsen ich aussah und wie eingeschiichtert ich seinerzeit gewesen bin (sie kannten
mich als kleinen Rabauken). (EinMann, 2018).

In den Erzdhlungen der Verschickungskinder wird Selbstentfremdung als Verweigerung von
Identitdt in Interaktionen beschrieben, die fiir das Selbst wichtig sind. Kurheime und
Erholungsstitten scheinen mitgebrachte Identitéten nicht anerkennen zu konnen; sie versuchen die
Kinder, zu einem “‘normal’, ‘programmed’ or built-in member” (Goffman, 2009: 189) der
Institution zu machen, das genau das tut, was von ihm erwartet wird, ungeachtet wie viel oder wie
wenig von der eigenen Personlichkeit dabei beriicksichtigt wird.

Soziale Kontrolle und Widerstand

Die Erzdhlungen iiber Art, Haufigkeit und Intensitit der sozialen Kontrolle wirken
erschreckend auf uns; und man fragt sich, wie Kinder mit den StrafmaBBnahmen fertig werden und
wie sie Erniedrigung, Willkiir und Ohnmacht innerlich verarbeiten. In den Heimen kann im Grunde
jedes Verhalten bestraft werden. Die Mahlzeiten, der nachtliche Toilettenbesuch und der Kontakt zu
den Eltern werden unnachgiebig kontrolliert; die Reaktionen des Personals werden oft als
iiberzogen und dessen Strafen als grundlos erlebt. Sie sind Ausdruck einer Ordnung, die als kalt und
unmenschlich empfunden wird. Die Willkiir hat System, die sich immer dann zeigt, wenn bestraft
wird, obwohl alle Regeln befolgt worden sind. Die MaBnahmen reichen von Schligen,
Essensentzug und Zwangserndhrung, Schlafentzug, Isolation im Heim, Zensur der Kontakte mit
Familie und Freunden bis zu Erniedrigung und desintegrativer Beschdmung. In einigen Berichten
wird auch auf sexuelle Ubergriffe hingewiesen (Becker, J. 2021; Anonym 1, 2021).

Zwei Beispiele mogen die Gewaltformigkeit und den Zynismus der institutionellen Kontrolle
illustrieren.

Ich konnte als Kind keinen Porree in Suppen essen. ... Die Betreuerin kam dann zu mir und
hat mir den Porree mit dem Loffel in den Mund gestopft. Nachdem ich diesen wieder
ausgespuckt habe, hat sie mir mit dem Loffel genau auf die Schneidezéhne gehauen,
wodurch an einem Schneidzahn eine gro3e Ecke abgebrochen ist (Anonym 2, 2021).

Im zweiten Beispiel erinnert sich der Betroffene an die Art und Weise, wie in den Heimen
kurz vor der Heimreise versucht wird, Kinder einzuschiichtern und negative Erlebnisse zu
entsprachlichen.
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Bevor es nach Hause ging, wurde mir mehrfach und sehr intensiv eingebldut, dass ich
meinen Eltern nichts erzdhlen diirfe, da diese ansonsten die ganze “Kur” selbst zahlen
miissten - und das sei sehr, sehr teuer. So erzihlte ich auch viele Jahre nichts davon. Nicht,
weil ich meinen Eltern nicht traute, sondern um sie vor den finanziellen Folgen zu schiitzen
(Cremer, 2021).

Es gibt Fille von Aufbegehren und Widerstandshandlungen; doch diese sind eher selten.
Dabei handelt es sich um individuelle Versuche, das Kontrollregime in den Heimen zu umgehen,
und um gemeinsame Aktionen mit dem Ziel, die eigne Ohnmacht vergessen zu machen oder die
Anstalt ungefragt zu verlassen, um Hilfe von auBlen zu holen (Cremer, 2021). Das Aufbegehren
gegentiiber der wohl erniedrigendsten Mafinahme findet man im folgenden Bericht.

Die nichste Steigerung war das Absperren der Toilette. Dann versuchte ich, aus dem Fenster
ZU urinieren, wobei ich erwischt wurde, da ich durchs Offnen des Fensters Licht in den
Schlafsaal brachte. Wieder wurde ich an den Ohren gezogen, diesmal wurden sie angeknickt
(Anonym 3).

Inwieweit Widerstandshandlungen als Formen der sekundédren Anpassung gelten kdnnen und
ob diese dem System Schaden zufiigen oder es robuster machen, miisste genauer untersucht werden.
In den Erinnerungen nimmt die von der Institution erzwungene Anpassung sehr viel Platz und
Aufmerksamkeit ein, wahrend Widerstand und Aufbegehren selten thematisiert werden. Das
iiberrascht angesichts der Tatsache nicht, dass wir es mit Kindern im Vorschulalter und Schulalter
zu tun haben. Auch ist es unwahrscheinlich, dass die institutionelle Ordnung von innen her
erschiittert wird. Wahrscheinlicher ist, dass die Modernisierung der Gesellschaft, die Auflosung
fester  Sozialmilieus, groBere rdumliche und soziale Mobilitdt, ein eindeutiger
Individualisierungsschub ~ und  die  zunehmende  medizinische  Spezialisierung  dem
Verschickungswesen den Garaus bereitet haben.

Die Spditfolgen und Versuche der Versprachlichung

Die Kinder von damals konnen sich auch nach dreiBlig Jahren noch an Situationen erinnern,
die somatische und/oder psychische Nachwirkungen hinterlassen haben. Hunger oder Essenszwang
haben zum Beispiel dazu gefiihrt, dass sie auch heute noch bestimmte Gerichte nicht essen kdnnen
oder dass sich kein Sattigungsgefiihl einstellt. Tatigkeiten oder Aktivititen wie Wandern und das
Fiebermessen werden mit Widerwillen und Hass verbunden. Absurde Strafen, wie neben dem
Erbrochenen schlafen zu miissen, haben sich fest im Gedichtnis eingebrannt und werden zum
Bezeichner fiir die Gesamtheit der Erlebnisse wihrend der Verschickungszeit. Besonders auffallig
ist, dass in vielen Berichten, Erzahlungen und Eintrdgen das Sich-Nicht-Erinnern-Koénnen oder das
Nicht-Vergessen-Konnen eine sehr grofe Rolle spielt. Hier wird ein schwer aufzulésendes Dilemma
thematisiert: ist es besser zu vergessen, was zu den traumatischen Erfahrungen und Spitfolgen
gefiihrt hat, oder sollte man doch die Miihen einer schmerzhaften Erinnerungsarbeit auf sich
nehmen?

In vielen Berichten konnen sich die Kinder, sehr genau an bestimmte Erlebnisse wihrend des
Aufenthalts erinnern. Doch plétzlich versagt das Geddchtnis, und die Erzéhlung bricht ab. Heike,
heute Mitte Fiinfzig, schligt mit sich quéilenden und sie belastenden Erinnerungsfragmenten herum:
wirre und oft zusammenhanglose Episoden und Bilder tauchen im Bewusstsein auf, um dann wieder
zu verschwinden. Seine Lebensgeschichte nicht erzdhlen zu konnen, ist qualvoll. Heike sagt von
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sich, dass sie eigentlich nichts erzdhlen kann, und besteht doch darauf, die erlebte Ohnmacht dem
System und den Erinnerungsfragmenten gegeniiber in Worte fassen zu wollen. Versprachlichung sei
fiir sie der einzige Weg, das System Kinderverschickung verstehen zu lernen und den Ansturm der
Bilder zu bewiltigen (Lorenz, 2021: 172).

Ein Modell der Versprachlichung entwirft Habermas (Habermas, 1973) in seinen frithen
sprachanalytischen Schriften. Fiir ihn ist es die Einheit von sprachlichen Elemente, von Handlungen
und Expressionen, die individuelle Erlebnisse im Sprachspiel zu sinnvollen und verstindlichen
Erfahrungen werden lassen. Erschiittern externe und traumatisierende Einwirkungen den
lebensgeschichtlichen Zusammenhang, miissen abgespaltene und unverstdndliche Teile des Selbst
durch die miihselige Arbeit der Versprachlichung wieder nachtréglich in die lebensgeschichtliche
Erzéhlung eingefiigt werden. Die Reintegration ist nicht nur eine individuelle und therapeutische
Aufgabe, sondern auch eine gemeinschaftliche und politische Anstrengung. Der politische und
gemeinschaftliche Teil wird von der Initiative der Verschickungskinder iibernommen. Ob sich
individuelle Spitfolgen dadurch beseitigen lassen, kann nur im Einzelfall entschieden werden.
Offentliche Foren, Netzwerke und Kongresse schaffen jedoch einen Resonanzboden, der es leichter
macht, Erfahrungen auszutauschen und Bewiltigungsstrategien zu erdrtern.

Abschlieffende und ergdnzende Kommentare
Individuelles und soziales Geddchtnis

Anhand der Auswertung unseres Textmaterials ldsst sich ein Bild zeichnen, wonach in den
Kurstétten und Ferienheimen der Kinderlandverschickung ein Kontrollregime praktiziert worden
ist, das die Bediirfnisse der Kinder und (mit Einschrinkungen auch) deren Familien vernachlissigt
und ihr Vertrauen missbraucht hat. Institutionelle Erfordernisse wogen zwischen 1950 und 1990
ungleich schwerer als Fiirsorge, Unterstlitzung und Betreuung. Fiirsorge und Hilfe waren nicht
notwendigerweise ein organischer Teil ihres institutionellen Selbstverstdndnisses. Auf der anderen
Seite liegen die Erinnerungen an die traumatisierenden Erlebnisse in einigen Fillen mehr als 60
Jahre zuriick. Individuelle Erinnerungen kdnnen in einem Zeitraum, der sich iiber drei Generationen
erstreckt, verblassen oder iiberdeutlich werden.

Wir wollen mit diesem Hinweis nicht das personliche Leid und die erfahrene Ohnmacht der
Betroffenen relativieren; individuelles Gedédchtnis und Korpergedichtnis bleiben verlédssliche Trager
lebensgeschichtlicher Erlebnisse. Doch ist das Gedéichtnis, wie die Gedéchtnisforschung
hervorhebt, kein autonomes System, sondern bedarf der Interaktion und sozialen Kommunikation,
um das Erinnerte wachzuhalten und es der Sprache zugénglich zu machen. Individuelles Gedéachtnis
und kommunikatives bzw. soziales Gedéchtnis bedingen und beeinflussen einander. Die Biographie
des Einzelnen kann Erinnerungen und Erfahrungen nur so lange aufbewahren, wie es einen sozialen
und kulturellen Resonanzboden fiir diese Erlebnisse gibt (Welzer, 2008; Assmann, 2007; Assmann
2002).

Dass seit 2010 das o6ffentliche Interesse an den Lebensgeschichten der Verschickungskinder
zugenommen hat, hat sicher viele Griinde. Es scheint plausibel, dass mit der Initiative der
Verschickungskinder die Erinnerungsarbeit des Einzelnen zu einer sozialen Angelegenheit und einer
gemeinsamen Anstrengung wird oder diese zumindest erginzt. Soziale Kommunikation ist das
Medium, in dem Erinnerungen an lebensgeschichtliche Erlebnisse mit-aufbewahrt und lebendig
gehalten werden. Mit der Verschiebung der Erinnerung vom individuellen zum sozialen Gedéchtnis
werden die Erlebnisse des Einzelnen verallgemeinert und stehen als gemeinsamer Erlebnisfundus
von nun an fortwihrend in einem Spannungsverhéltnis zu den Lebensgeschichten der Einzelnen.

Es wire interessant und notwendig zu untersuchen, was die Verlagerung der
Erinnerungsarbeit vom individuellen auf das soziale Gedachtnis fiir die Verschickungskinder und
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deren Initiative bedeutet. Man kann sich fragen, ob die einzelnen Erzdhlungen an Authentizitat
verlieren oder ob sie an Uberzeugungskraft gewinnen, weil sie gleichsam Teil eines gemeinsamen
Erlebnisfundus geworden sind und die gemeinsame Erinnerungsarbeit stirken. Auch wére zu
iiberlegen, ob der Austausch vieler individueller Erlebnisse und die damit verbundene
Versprachlichung den biographischen Inhalten eine klare Form und Sprache und dem Einzelnen ein
klareres Selbstverstindnis geben. Fiihlt man sich besser gerlistet, die eigenen traumatisierenden
Erlebnisse zu vermitteln, wenn sie zuvor im Kreis derer besprochen, verstanden und anerkannt
worden sind, denen dhnliches widerfahren ist? Wie wirkt das soziale Gedachtnis als Teil eines
sozialen und politischen Kommunikationsprozesses auf die individuellen Lebensgeschichten
zuriick? Die Initiative der Verschickungskinder will mehr sein als ein Netzwerk, in dem Betroffene
sich miteinander austauschen. Sie verfolgt politische Zielsetzungen, bei der die o6ffentliche
Anerkennung des Leids ganz oben auf der Tagesordnung steht. Die gelungene Verflechtung des
individuellen mit dem sozialen Gedéchtnis scheint uns zentral fiir die Verfolgung der politischen
Zielsetzungen zu sein, was jedoch in weiteren Studien genauer untersucht werden miisste.

Aufmerksamkeitsbias

Unter den vielen Berichten und Erzdhlungen gibt es eine kleine Anzahl, in denen ehemalige
Verschickungskinder sich positiv iiber ihren Aufenthalt in Kurstétten und Erholungsheimen &uf3ern.
Auf der Homepage ‘Verschickungsheime.de’ findet man den Eintrag eines ehemaligen
Verschickungskindes, das sich als Siebenjéhriger wegen einer Scharlach- und Masernerkrankung in
Bad Rothenfelde aufgehalten hat.

Zur Ehrenrettung von Bad Rothenfelde, respektive den Heimen, kann ich sagen, dass ich nur
positive Erinnerungen an die Erholungszeit habe. Wir wurden gut umsorgt und gepflegt. Mir
hat es, abgesehen von Heimwehmomenten /Familie damals in Troisdorf) gut gefallen. Allen

Betroffenen wiinsche ich alles Gute und viel Mut bei der Geschichtsbewiltigung (Braun,
2021).

Interessant ist der Duktus der Entschuldigung und Verteidigung, der diesem Eintrag zugrunde
liegt. Von Ehrenrettung spricht man dann, wenn das duflere Ansehen einer Person oder Einrichtung
angegriffen wurde, dieser Angriff auf die Ehre zu Unrecht erfolgte und die Ehre verteidigt und
wiederhergestellt werden muss. Es sieht ganz so aus, als seien positive Erinnerungen an den
Kuraufenthalt nicht nur die Ausnahme in den zugénglichen Berichten. Allem Anschein nach miissen
sie sich ihren berechtigten Platz in der diskursiven Praxis iliber das Phdnomen Verschickungskinder
erst erkdmpfen.

Die Berichterstattung tiber und die Offentliche Vermittlung der Erlebnisse der
Verschickungskinder geschah von einer Position aus, wonach in den Institutionen des
Kinderverschickungswesens groBes Unrecht geschehen und vielen Kindern Schaden an Leib und
Seele zugefligt worden ist — was grundsitzlich richtig ist und die Erlebnisse der Kinder und
Jugendlichen zutreffend einordnet. Gleichzeitig kann aber auch angenommen werden, dass die Art
der Berichterstattung dazu betrdgt, dass bestimmte Aussagen eher vernommen werden und
berechtigter sind als andere. Die Kapiteliiberschriften wie ,,Gefangen im Horrorszenario® oder
»Ausgeliefert und kein Entkommen* in dem lesenswerten Buch ‘Die Akte Verschickungskinder’
(Lorenz, 2021: 134; 250) mogen illustrieren, wie Aufmerksamkeits- und Diskurshierarchien
aussehen, in denen abweichende Erfahrungen es schwer haben, zur Kenntnis genommen und
anerkannt zu werden. Man kann sich fragen, wie zum Beispiel die Aussage eines 9-jahrigen
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Maidchens zu verstehen und einzuordnen ist. ,,Was dann alles passierte ist in Vergessenheit geraten
oder hat sich ganz tief in meinem Inneren vergraben. Durch die Berichte anderer Betroffener ist
bruchstiickweise einiges wieder in Erinnerung gekommen* (Christiane aus Brilon, 2021).

Zwei Lesarten sind denkbar. Zum einen konnen die Erlebnisse sozialer Kontrolle so
traumatisierend gewesen sein, dass sie tief im Inneren vergraben werden mussten, um deren
psychische Reprédsentanz aus dem Selbstverstdndnis und dem heutigen Leben auszublenden. In
diesem Fall sind Berichte anderer Betroffener eine Ermutigung, sich seiner Lebensgeschichte zu
erinnern und die erfahrene Erniedrigung sowie Ohnmacht in Worte zu fassen und aufzuarbeiten -
allein oder gemeinsam. Zum anderen kann aber nicht ausgeschlossen werden, dass es vor allem die
negativen Bruchstiicke sind, die in der Erinnerung auftauchen. Denn positive Erlebnisse spielen im
sozialen und kommunikativen Gedichtnis keine sonderlich prominente Rolle und haben es daher
schwer, Teil des generellen Anerkennungsdiskurses zu werden. Uns scheint die erste Lesart
aufgrund des vorliegenden Materials die wahrscheinlichere zu sein; aber der Bedeutung der
veroffentlichten Erlebnisse fiir die individuelle Erinnerungsarbeit miisste genauer nachgegangen
werden. Oftmals geschehen Selektion und Verzerrung unbewusst. Deshalb wollen wir nicht von
vornherein ausschlieen, dass die Aufmerksamkeit verzerrt ist und wir es mit einem
Aufmerksamkeitsbias zu tun haben.

\Von einem Aufmerksamkeitsbias kann man sprechen, wenn die Aufmerksamkeit selektiv ist,
so dass bestimmte Informationen aus der Wahrnehmung ausgeblendet werden oder andere sich in
den Vordergrund driangen (Mogg & Bradley, 2005). Das Konzept Aufmerksamkeitsbias stammt aus
der psychiatrischen Kognitionsforschung, wo der Frage nachgegangen wird, wie bedrohliche
Informationen die Aufmerksamkeitsorientierung beeinflussen. Unser Interesse ist jedoch in der
Hauptsache darauf gerichtet, ob und wie Diskurshierarchien Wirklichkeiten konstruieren und somit
bestimmte Aussagen in den Vordergrund riicken, wihrend anderen keine Beachtung geschenkt wird.

Um zu unserem Beispiel zuriickzukommen: Warum mussten sich die positiven Erinnerungen
an Bad Rothenfelde erst ihren Platz in der Diskurs- und Aufmerksamkeitshierarchie erkdmpfen?
Welche diskursive Praxis erschwert, welche erleichtert diesen Kampf? Entscheidend scheint zu sein,
ob und wie eine diskursiv verzerrte Aufmerksamkeit dazu beitrdgt, dass Informationen als
unwesentlich eingestuft werden und potentielle Informanten sich die Miihe ersparen, diese in
relevante Foren einzubringen. Das Konzept vom Aufmerksamkeitsbias kann zumindest erkléren,
dass es mehr negative als positive Erzdhlungen in den Foren gibt; dabei wird allerdings auch
vorausgesetzt, dass der Anteil der positiven Erlebnisse hitte groBBer sein konnen, was nicht sicher
ist. Die Erinnerungen — wie sie in den vorliegenden Erzidhlungen vermittelt werden — sprechen eine
eindeutige Sprache: das Kinderverschickungswesen war tatsdchlich ein Albtraum fiir Generationen
von Kindern in der Bundesrepublik. Die Frage ist nur, ob wir alle Stimmen gehort und gezéhlt
haben.

Schlussfolgerungen
Soziale Kommunikation als Imagination

Die Initiative der Verschickungskinder hat es durch eine beharrliche Offentlichkeitsarbeit und
Kritik vermocht, die negative soziale Kommunikation aus den vergangenen Jahrzehnten in Politik
und Gesellschaft zu dndern. Respekt und die Anerkennung des Leids, Schuldeingestindnisse und
die Entschuldigung institutionellen Fehlverhaltens bestimmen den aktuellen Diskurs. Einzelne
Organisationen haben begonnen, ihre Mitverantwortung flir Fehlentwicklungen im
Kinderverschickungswesen anzuerkennen (Dokumentation Kinderkurheime, 2021). Auch gibt es
eine Beschlussvorlage der Jugend- und Familienministerkonferenz der Bundesldnder, in der die
Bundesregierung aufgefordert wird, ein bundesweites und interdisziplinires Forschungsvorhaben zu
initiieren und zu finanzieren. Dieses Projekt soll helfen, vorhandene Wissensliicken zu schlielen
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und valides Wissen tiiber Strukturen, Finanzierung, Personalsituation, Alltag in den Heimen und
Kurstdtten sowie den Spétfolgen bei den betroffenen Verschickungskindern vorzulegen. Die
Erfahrungen und das Wissen, tiber das die Betroffenen verfligen, sollen in die Forschungsarbeit
einflieBen. Der partizipative Ansatz wird dadurch gestirkt, dass auch ihre Vertreter im Rahmen des
Forschungsauftrages mitwirken sollen. Mit anderen Worten: der Initiative ist es gelungen, die
entmiindigenden Strukturen einer machtbezogenen sozialen Kommunikation in den Heimen und
Kurstétten, so wie diese sich in den Erinnerungen zeigen, durch Versprachlichung und Kritik der
Verdnderung zugénglich zu machen sowie den von den Kindern erfahrenen Weltverlust als Teil
einer lebensgeschichtlichen und gesellschaftlichen Aufarbeitung zu thematisieren.

In der Kritik an den institutionellen Strukturen und einer zynischen Praxis in den
Organisationen schwingt bei den ehemaligen Verschickungskindern immer auch die Hoffnung mit,
Verdinglichung und Entfremdung auftheben und eine nur zweckgebundene Rationalitit verdndern zu
konnen. Versprachlichung und Imagination verhalten sich komplementir. Durch Imagination wird
soziale Kreativitit freigesetzt und festgefiigte Institutionen werden in den Diskurs der Verdnderung
einbezogen. In der Kritik an und in der Auseinandersetzung mit starren institutionellen Regeln und
Sanktionsregimen der Vergangenheit werden immer auch gegenwirtige Formen der sozialen
Kontrolle kritisiert. Da das Imaginire ein Teil der kulturellen Bedeutungssysteme ist und da sich
Sprache und Kultur stindig weiterentwickeln, lassen sich mdgliche Alternativen zum Bestehenden
aufzeigen, sobald die schopferische Einbildungskraft sich an der bestehenden Praxis abarbeitet und
neue Bedeutungen sichtbar werden lésst (Castoriadis, 1990). Die deutsche Gesellschaft hat mit der
Initiative der Verschickungskinder begonnen, einen lange verdringten Teil ihrer eigenen
Kulturgeschichte in das gemeinschaftliche Gedéchtnis einzufiigen.

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Annotation

The article aimed to search for and identify the criteria for forming an idea of the unit of analysis
and the unit of measurement in quantum journalism (Kyushu).

The research methodology involved the use of methods of three groups: general philosophical (the
method of quantum monism; the ideas of realism; the concept of Unity); scientific-practical
methods — observation, description and measurement; scientific theoretical methods -
formalization, axiomatization, analysis and synthesis, deduction and induction, generalization,
analogy, and abstraction.

Results. Since today in the philosophical fields (metaphysics, nonclassical physics (quantum), and
classical physics) there are no units of analysis and measurement of synergetic processes and
phenomena in quantum journalism (quantum communication), further within holism and the
author's concept of Unity it is proposed to create a new "1 hall”, or "one holism". The range of
analysis and measurement that form the unit "1 hall" should be considered the manifestations of the
impact on the environment of a portion of energy (quantum) in the form of intensity and strength of
changes that such energy (quantum) causes information flow.

Conclusions. According to the results of the analytical review of existing ideas on measurement, it
is appropriate to state ambivalent tendencies to identify the criteria for forming an idea of the unit
of analysis and the unit of measurement in quantum journalism (more broadly - in the theory of
quantum communication). On the one hand, measurement in quantum journalism is inexpedient. On
the other hand, such a measurement is possible. From the standpoint of materialism, measurement
in quantum journalism is possible thanks to digital indicators. From the point of view of
metaphysics, measurement is possible taking into account the synergetic unity as a result of the
combination of synergetic-convergent and cross-transmedia characteristics of information
processes due to the unit "hall” (holism).

In mini-journals, journalists model the images of the interviewees, often identifying
some of their character traits and using parceled sentences that attract the recipient's attention,
epithets, metaphors, periphrases, antitheses, gradations, apocrypha, aposiopesis, portrait details
that perform not only descriptive but and emphasize the character trait of the interviewee or record
a change in his emotional state. Interviewers create conditions for the maximum self-disclosure of
the multifaceted personality of the interviewees through questions focused mainly on the creativity
of the interviewees, their values, personal life, etc. To increase the informativeness of the interview
and its character potential, interviewers sometimes use questioning. Answers that include the self-
characteristics of the interviewees, verbalization of their attitude to the present, relatives,
colleagues, film directors, etc., memories, self-criticism, are the technology of self-modeling the
image of the interviewees. The genre conglomerate "mininaris + interview" thanks to the polyphony
created by the author or polyauthor allows to expand the range of means of modeling the image of
the interviewee.

The purpose of the article is to study the issues related to the unexplored period of formation of the
Ukrainian national radio broadcasting. It is about the proclamation and foundation of the Ukrainian
People's Republic (UNR)1917-1921; to prove that radiotelegraph content serves as a prototype of
modern public radio broadcasting in Ukraine.

One of the first steps
of the UNR government was creation of the Ministry of Posts and Telegraphs, which was engaged in
the production of radiotelegraph content. It allowed for effective internal and external
communication of the UNR government. The main form of content was numerous orders, orders,
speeches, appeals, explanatory notes, which we consider the primary information messages. Given
the high social significance of radiotelegraph content, its extreme relevance in a controversial
historical era, prompt delivery to the audience, a balanced approach to information, there is every
reason to believe that radiotelegraph communication is a precursor to modern public radio
broadcasting in Ukraine. Conclusions. Radiotelegraphic content of the Ukrainian People's Republic
of the period 1917-1921 became the first information product of the young country's activity. Thanks
to the production of this content, the first steps in providing it have been taken domestic and foreign
institutions, communities with reliable, comprehensive information about the turbulent events of the
First World War and the postwar years. Dissemination of important socio-political information by
radiotelegraph and radio communication was considered a strategic task of the state. Having passed
a long and painful way of its formation, the radiotelegraphic content of the period of the Ukrainian
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People's Republic of 1917-1921 later managed to produce purely radio methods and techniques of
presenting information, which could not but affect the quality and effectiveness of providing the
community with important and necessary socially significant information, which is the basis for the
development of public broadcasting in Ukraine.

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Annotation

The journalistic industry is facing a crisis since the Internet started to challenge its solid and old
business model. The media companies and only them held the spaces for advertisers to reach
thousands of people at the same time with their message. Once the monopoly has fallen, the
revenues started dropping, the circulation of newspapers decreased deeply and the consumer’s
attention moved to other platforms like social media, for example. Taking this into account, we
intend to present here a discussion about the news business models, including revenue models, that
are being adopted by some Brazilian industry examples. Our work is a didactic research
considering business models is still an unsolved issue for this industry. Since there is no paradigm,
what we present is a panorama of choices, remixes and customized adaptations. As ours research
questions we have: RQ1: What kind of new business/revenue models are being adopted by media?
RQ2: What are the differences between Brazilian big publishers and independent media strategies?
To bring light and develop this questioning we start discussing innovation in journalistic industries.
Also, we follow our discussion here with an outlook on the business models existent and the new
ones that are being adopted or created by media companies. To end our work we present a list of
strategies that are being used in mainstream firms from Brazil and also the ones that are created or
adopted by the new companies that are born in the actual digital context. As our research method,
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we adopt the non-participant observation of the market and the companies here specified and the
use of documents and media articles that present the strategies used by journalistic brands to face
the revenue crisis. The main finding of the research is that most of the companies are adopting the
same strategies, in a “wave movement”, where once one companie gives it a try the other go with
the flow.

Introduction

Purpose. As the web emerged and evolved, the majority of printed newspapers, all over the
world, had made efforts and changes to establish an Internet presence, according to their culture and
their creative skills (Castells, 1999). Because of its interactive characteristics, the Internet became
an open space of reference also for the non-mainstream media organizations, where they could
publicize content, opinions and reach the audience. All this social, behavioral and economical
changes first systematized and analyzed by M. Castells, have its impacts and effects on the media as
a whole, especially on journalistic companies.

The transformations brought by technology and its appropriation by the consumers creates a
fragmentation in information consumption and a consequent offer’s specialization by
communication companies. According to the Digital News Report (2016), 72% of the survey
respondents say that they have social media, such as Facebook, as their main source of news.
According to the same research, Facebook and Google control half of the mobile ad revenue of the
Internet. In addition, the report also shows that inside its sample — 26 countries — 53% of the users
access news through smartphones. In United Kingdom, for example, the use of smartphones for
news consumption has overcome the computers use. “In this new multi-platform media
environment, people’s relationship to news is becoming portable, personalized, and participatory”
(Purcell, 2010: 2).

The crisis that has been faced by the media industry in recent years force managers and
entrepreneurs to find financing alternatives for news products, Many are the possibilities already
implemented or created such as crowdfunding, paywall, micropayments and native advertisement.
All of them, in varying degrees, require the engagement of the public and its persuasion that it’s
worth picking up the content produced and distributed by one or other media brand. This means that
to require funding by the consumer, we must deeply consider the value that is being created and the
valuation of the investment.

The willingness of the public to pay for content is directly related to the value that this
payment gives to the product offered. The brand, quality, and service presented necessarily need to
be relevant to the individual itself so that it can define its disposition for content paying. In the
current arena, the economy of scarcity is replaced by the economy of abundance, the decision on
consuming a specific product and pay for it is more and more in the hands of consumers.

C. W. Anderson, E. Bel, and C. Shirky (Anderson, Bell, & Shirky, 2013) are categorical in
saying that journalism can’t survive following the format practiced in the last 50 years since the
technical, material and production mode no longer applies to the 21st century. By the time the
audience is empowered as producer and gets greater control of consumption and content
redistribution at a very low cost, companies go into crisis because they are no longer the only ones
with visible space and the only options for advertisers.

Innovation in Brazilian journalistic industries.

In 1998, C. Christensen presented his definition for disruption and innovation. According to
the author, disruption occurs when a small company and its business model affect major established
firms, being able to compete with fewer resources invested and less costs. Since the major
companies focus their business to the more profitable customers, some niches of the market get
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themselves ignored. These are the focus of the new companies, that after dominating the small
groups, “move upmarket, delivering the performance that incumbents’ mainstream customers
require, while preserving the advantages that drove their early success” (Christensen et. al, 2015:
46).

There are two fundamental points in C. M. Christensen theory that must be observed when
looking to the “new digital born journalistic market”. First is that, according to the author,
“disruptive innovations originate in low-end or new-market footholds”. Second, that “disruptive
innovations don’t catch on with mainstream customers until quality catches up to their standards”.
Taking into account these two aspects, we may say that there is no disruptive business in
journalistic market, at least not now, and not in Brazil. As you may see in the last part of this article,
some of the digital born examples may be delivering content to a consumers niche once overlooked,
but none of them has reached the mainstream customers yet. In this case, they may be considered
“sustaining innovations”, as advised by C. M. Christensen.

J. C. Bustos and M. G. Uranga (2011) offer a wider concept of innovation claiming that it is
possible to define “innovation as new forms, as new procedures or ways of acting that contribute to
obtaining social or other Kinds of results (not necessarily economic ones)” (p. 6). This concept fits
industries related to communication and cultural areas, among others, as J. C. Bustos and M. G.
Uranga (Bustos & Uranga, 2011) argue. Some authors label this industry as a creative industry.
Besides the label, creativity and innovation are interdependent concepts: the first refers to the act of
producing new ideas, ways of thinking and/or ways of approaching actions or activities; however,
innovation requires, in addition to the generation of new ideas (the creative act), the application of
those ideas in a specific context.

Since 2003-2005 with Web 2.0 format, journalism’s technological scenario was affected by
the use of dynamic search engines like Google, social media platforms like Facebook and Twitter,
increasing use of videos via YouTube and Vimeo. Audience’s behavior changed through a more
participatory and conversational way, citizen journalism, crowdsourcing, databases, semantics etc.
At the same time, management issues like business models, paywalls, games, tools, information
architecture, community, and product management became part of a newsroom routine, revealing a
new range of skills, attention, and worries.

It is common to find literature and analysis considering the industry movements since the
1990’s as a disruption period. Refereeing professor C. M. Christensen and his ideas on the
innovator’s dilemma, it is possible to discuss the understanding that journalistic industry gave to
terms as innovation and disruption. In common sense, innovation could be understood as the
creation of better or more effective products, processes, services, technologies or ideas that became
useful to society.

As said before, C. M. Christensen (Christensen, 1998) had identified two major types of
innovation: the sustaining — an innovation that does not affect existing markets; and the disruptive —
an innovation that creates a new market by applying a different set of values which ultimately (and
unexpectedly) overtakes an existing market. Sustaining innovations could be evolutionary — an
innovation that improves a product in an existing market in ways that customers are expecting, or
revolutionary or radical — an innovation that is unexpected, but nevertheless does not affect existing
markets.

A firm could choose the innovation strategy for its purposes considering some key factors: the
pace of progress, the market awareness for a new need, the company structure and its willing of
investment and risk taking on their choices. Christensen offers a bunch of cases and examples of
success and failures, all of them standing out culture’s company as key to define value, which leads
to disruption.

According to him, disruption is a process. You can’t indicate a single point at a time line to
refer to disruption. It’s an evolution over time. Most of the companies that can be considered
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disruptors started with a small experiment, focusing on market niches and also on getting the
business model right before the perfect product. Following this path, disruptors frequently create
business models that are very different from the ones used in the old established companies, which
leads us, again, to think about the journalistic industry scenario and have difficulties finding one
digital born company that doesn’t use old revenue sources like advertisement and subscriptions.

J. Seiken (2015) says that more than distribution models, platforms or CMS, what matters to a
company in this time of crises is the culture. According to him, based on Peter Drucker, we must
admit that the company’s culture is the “great differentiator” when facing the difficult times.
“Imagine Vox/Vice/BuzzFeed if they had the same talent and technology but traditional media
cultures. You can’t, because you would never have heard of them” (Seiken, 2015).

He says that it’s no coincidence that, even after more than two decades of the internet, the
mainstream media haven’t created any revenue innovation. The ones that were absorbed by these
companies were born inside start-ups. For Seiken, “being digital first isn’t a strategy, it’s culture”
and this knowledge is fully comprehended by the digital-born firms, like Vox, Vice, and Buzzfeed,
for example. As so, for the journalistic (and maybe all media) industry, it is determinant to consider
different cultures, different notions of values and different managerial publishers styles to evaluate
how innovative a news organization could be.

C. M. Christensen et. al. (Christensen et. al., 2015) say that established companies internal
processes make it difficult to promote disruptive innovation. These firms tend to focus on the
existing customers and their core business, which is not wrong, but leads to mistakes when prevent
other innovative areas of the company to grow and develop a different and also profitable business.
Therefore, innovation still seems a key and unsolvable issue for the journalistic industry. Many
times, publishers and journalists have considered innovations as something punctual and technical,
directly related to an economic payoff, without any intervention on journalism identity and
professionals attitudes. Until revenues downfall due to the radical change of audiences behavior to
access news and information via social ambiances, innovation began to be considered as a
continuous process and an organizational state-of-mind.

It is quite important to understand and assume that, besides the industry character, there is a
long path between an ideal process that could create additional or new values to the company, and
the execution of this idea as a better or new product/service. Innovation could be understood as the
capability of an organization to manage activities, resources, and people skills from ideas and
insights to building and testing processes/products/services results. The question is how media
businesses are now experiencing this kind of process. To answer this question there are many
different points of views proposed by media management researchers and experts. Almost all of
them, as R. Picard (Picard, 2013) states, are related to a cultural shift and changing media ecology.

During 2012, three reports were publicized among academic researchers, media consultants,
and media managers, emphasizing that innovation is directly related to a changing process of
culture, professional profile, and business strategies. Literature references are favoring the
emergence of a new (or renewed, as better) media ecology. Its contents could be considered a first
sign that our hypotheses have some adherence to the media businesses move.

Post-Industrial Journalism (Anderson, Bell & Shirky, 2012), published by The Tow Center for
Digital Journalism at the Columbia University; Be the Disruptor (Christensen & Skok, 2012),
published by The Nieman Foundation for Journalism at Harvard University; and Herding the cats:
How to lead journalists in the digital age (Saarikoski, 2012), published by Reuters Institute for
Study of Journalism could be considered, as a whole, a turning point to all media managers and
journalists.

Although the reports’ analysis were focused on the American and European markets and
cultures, they offer some common bases applied to media businesses worldwide: the reinforcement
of journalism institutions playing a vital role in the democratic process and the rooting for their
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survival; a business model failure related to a false choice between today’s revenues and
tomorrow’s digital promise; the need of adapting to a world where the people formerly known as
the audience are not readers and viewers but users and publishers will mean changing not just
tactics but also self-conception.

Methods and techniques

C. Shirky (Shirky, 2015) says the reason advertisers are leaving newspapers is that, in fact, the
relationship between them never really worked. “The essence of the relationship was that
advertisers needed individual publications, but publications do not need individual advertisers”. To
the author, when Google started offering things like AdWords, advertisers “started to get used to the
idea that if they handed over money, they should get results”. Nowadays, traditional media
companies are struggling to offer results as good and precisely as firms like Google and Facebook.
The ability to deliver credible metrics is a necessity to the new business model for journalistic
industry along with many other values that need to be reviewed. “The myth of mass media, lovely
while it lasted, was this: All readers see all ads, so we charge all advertisers for all readers” (Jarvis,
2015).

J. Jarvis also makes a comparison between the way media companies were sustained in the
old times and the way digital born companies set up their business. He says that instead of working
on controlling scarcity, as, for example, newspapers used to do, Google knew how to explore
abundance and deliver a specific result for its advertisers. The company with a digital mentality
delivered performance and relevance, so, why would advertisers go somewhere else? Publishers,
instead, kept trying to maintain the old business models by just transposing their product to the
Internet, with the same content and advertising formats.

As said by Jarvis, our society defines the future in terms of the past. Every time a new
technology is born, we tend to compare it with the last one and try to make it work using the models
of functioning that we are used to. It happened with the printing press, radio, television and, of
course, the Internet. The author says we have a new ecosystem that is supplanting the old one,
where companies dominate the scenario of a vertically organized communication process. News
companies, blogs, independent media, and other content producers could compose this new news
ecosystem as called by him. With this, the author proposes that instead of asking “Who will pay for
journalism?”, the appropriate question for this time is “Who will invest in innovation?”, since
innovating the whole industry is the path to achieving the new consumer and new forms of
financing the product.

The author defends that the change that journalism needs to survive the next years must
incorporate the company’s culture and the reconfiguration of its processes and products. With this
guarantee, the industry can recreate its business model and find new revenue formats that fit the
advertisers and consumers needs. “The news organization of the future should be specialized,
expert, collaborative, efficient — and as small as it can be so it is sustainable” (Jarvis, 2015).

Very different from the old ecosystem where we had mostly the big publishers absolute
reigning in their territories, the new news ecosystem will be, and already is, composed buy lots of
different kinds of media, business and revenue possibilities. Nonprofit initiatives, like ProPublica, is
one of the examples of revenue coming from crowdfunding and investments made by large
institutions; also single subject sites, business-to-business services, curators, and aggregators.

E. S. Corréa and M. C. Lima (Corréa & Lima, 2010) state that the Brazilian press is still
conservative when it comes to innovation, technology, and organizational changes. In addition, the
discussion about the business model is still focused mainly on the maintenance of companies’
profitability. As a scenario of Brazilian journalistic companies today, we have journalists’
dismissal, editorial cuts on products, lack of investments and publications closing. Abril, which
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once was the biggest publishing company in the country, lost at least 17 magazines of its portfolio
over the last decade, by selling or turning them into digital only contents. The biggest newspapers
from Sao Paulo, Folha de S. Paulo, and O Estado de S. Paulo, closed lots of its newspapers sections,
reduced the remaining ones and fired several professionals.

The majority of our media companies, mono-media originally, undertook initiatives aiming at
a reconfiguration of their multimedia identities. In this process, we find that most of them simply
tried to transfer their successful strategies in the mono-media markets to the new reality. Many
invested in technology and new businesses in order to present a contemporary profile, but almost all
of them never abandoned the old way of reacting (Corréa, 2005: 28).

The review of the Brazilian scenario brought by E. S. Corréa in 2005 isn’t distant from the
actual reality of the companies in our country. Even more than ten years after the author analysis,
we can still see that the main concern of the digital publishers is still referred to the solution of
financial and managerial aspects in order to solve the crisis. We don’t see examples of culture
changes in none of the big players. While the main source of income remains the printed
newspaper, it seems unlikely that companies will have the courage to change their cultures to digital
production.

According to the National Association of Brazilian Newspapers (A Industria Jornalistica
Brasileira em 2017, 2020), in 2014, the printed editions registered a decrease in its daily average
circulation. The decline was small and registered particularly in liquid sales. Although, when it
comes to advertising investments, newspapers had a drop of 11,63% in its revenues. In the same
period, the digital editions —audited by the Communication Verification Institute— more than
doubled its circulation with an increase of 118% compared to 2013. At the equal time, access via
smartphone also doubled and the traffic using this device went from 10% to 23%.

To understand a little bit more about the Brazilian context is important here to mention the
press scenario in the country. The traditional companies that remain in the industry are known for
being familiar business. Most of the Brazilian media conglomerates belong to families that control
the industry in the country for over 50 years. The biggest television company belongs to Marinho’s
family and the biggest newspapers to Frias, Mesquita, Marinho and Sirotsky families that also own
radio stations all over the country. As said by P. Gomes (2015), Brazilian media scenario is
composed of a few wealthy families “with hundreds of employees, heavy structures, and traditional
processes; those organizations are still trying to find a way to adapt to digital journalism”.

In this part of the work, we intend to show some examples of revenue models that are being
adopted by Brazilian journalistic companies. In the first part, we present the initiatives that are
being used by some of the biggest players in the media market. We chose the three biggest
newspapers in digital circulation, according to the Circulation Verification Institute (IVC): Folha de
Sao Paulo (Folha de S.Paulo, 2021), O Estado de Sao Paulo (Estadao, 2021) ¢ O Globo (O Globo,
2021); and the biggest publishing company: Editora Abril (Editora Abril, 2021). In the second part,
we discuss some examples from independent media.

Results and discussion

Starting with the biggest ones, as we can see in the next table, most of them are still attached
to old forms of revenue like subscriptions, advertisement and sells at newsstands. All of them had
adopted the paywall strategy as a digital strategy. In 2015, the biggest move registered was the
creation — by all of them — of branded content units inside the companies to sell native ads for
advertisers. In addition, one of the companies created a unit to work with big data, the first of the
kind inside big publishers in Brazil.

As we can see, all of the examples still use the traditional strategies of subscriptions, sales in
newsstands and advertisement, being this last one the major source of revenue. In addition, when it
comes to new strategies, they all have the “wave behavior”, where all the companies jump into the
next promised lifebuoy.

The paywall strategy, also adopted by all of them, is born from a simple argument: customers
were used to pay for content by buying newspapers or magazines, so the online version should
replicate this logic. J. Jarvis (Jarvis, 2015) says that the paywall is a business model based on
“should”, like in the arguments “people should pay for news” or “journalism shouldn’t be
distributed for free”. The author, who is contrary to the strategy, says that in the actual market
someone is always able to sell content cheaper or even for free, even if it’s not as good as its
competitor.

Created in 1921, Folha de S. Paulo has the largest digital circulation among Brazilian
newspapers, according to the IVC. It has started its paywall in 2012 and reached 29,8 millions of
unique visitors in may 2015. O Globo and O Estado de S. Paulo, second and third in digital
circulation in Brazil according to I\VVC, also have implemented paywall strategies. All of the three
newspapers use a “porous paywall”, which means the general reader can access a small amount of
content for free, then he can increase the quantity of content by registering at the platform and after
that, to have full access, he needs to become a paying subscriber. General Market Manager from O
Globo, Marcelo Correa (Correia, 2015), explains that the adoption of the model was part of a
valuation strategy of the newspaper content. According to him, within a year the company had a
150% growth in its base of digital subscribers.

The Readers Market Director from O Estado, Alexandre Buarque Tubenchlak (Correia,
2015), considers the paywall an international trend and an important tool to guarantee the
journalism sustainability. The company created an online store to sell digital subscriptions, which
now, according to Tubenchlak, responds for 90% of this product selling. According to IVC,
Brazilian newspapers have reached more than 574,000 subscribers to digital editions. The audit of
the institute covers 26 journalistic brands. Folha de S. Paulo leads the ranking with 151,552
subscriptions, followed by O Globo, with 145,562 and O Estado de S. Paulo, with 69,059. The
survey, however, doesn’t reflect the reality of digital readers because the subscriber of printed
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editions also has full access to digital ones for free, which makes the data inaccurate.

In 2015, Folha de S. Paulo was the first newspaper among the top three for create a branded
content" unit called Studio Folha (Folha cria nucleo de contetido patrocinado, 2015). The unit works
separated from the newsroom and has different editors, journalists and designers working
exclusively for this sector. Abril, the biggest publishing company in the country, has also created a
branded content unit, called Studio ABC — Abril Branded Content. The goal of the unity is the same
of all branded content studios: to create good content for brands using the editorial experience and
background of the company. In Abril, the journalists who write for brands are also different from
the ones who stay at the newsrooms. In these days, the three biggest newspapers have branded
content units.

Abril was precursor with the creation of a big data unit and the presentation of programmatic
media solutions for advertisers. The big data unit offers data analysis for clients in order to create
better campaigns and advertises solutions, using the information about the readers, its habits and
also the publication itself. The Programme Offer Guaranted is a partnership of Abril and Google to
offer advertisers real-time management and preferred deals. Both were created in 2015, which
means they are new initiatives without major results to be presented or even a statement if they are
profitable ways out for journalism produced at the Brazilian publishing company.

For our discussion on independent media models, we choose four initiatives that cover
different kinds of revenue models. Our selection was made trying to present in this work a diverse
sample of possibilities that are being created in the digital born Brazilian business. For that, we
choose the sites Catraca Livre (Catraca Livre, 2021), Jornalistas Livres (Jornalistas Livres, 2021),
Ponte (Ponte, 2021), and Porvir (Porvir, 2021). All of them gather one common characteristic: they
are constituted or created by former journalists who used to work in traditional media and big
publishers. In addition, they are all digital born, which means they distribute their content digital
only and also have a mentality focused on digital journalism. They have multiple profiles with
various focuses from entertainment and culture to human rights and education.

Catraca Livre is a Brazilian website created in 2008. In the beginning, the page purpose was
to spread cultural events happening in Sao Paulo that had free or very cheap entrance. Within the
years, its cover got wider and the site started to produce more original content. According to P.
Gomes (Gomes, 2015), Catraca Livre started its operation with the help of sponsors — which now
total 14. Later they started accepting advertisement and the use of display ads. Nowadays, besides
display ads, they also have Google ads, related ads (those who appear at the end of a content page
linked to external sites) and native ads. The Catraca Livre’s case is a very successful one with 15
million unique users, worth around USD 5 million, according to its owner.

Since we have here a limited space to a very large topic we won’t be able to discuss the ethics of branded content being produced by journalists.
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Catraca Livre also produces content for external clients. This is one of the revenue forms used
also by Ponte, which produces specialized reports in the areas of human rights, public safety, and
justice. The initiative also maintains itself with the sponsorship of Agencia Publica, one of the first
independent media agency created in Brazil that is supported by individuals donation and also Ford
Foundation support. Events are also planned to be part of Ponte’s funding strategy.

Jornalistas Livres and Ponte have similar origins. Ponte was created in 2014 with the goal to
be a nonprofit publication specialized in human rights. Experienced journalists who claimed that
there was no room for this kind of coverage in traditional media headed both initiatives. Jornalistas
Livres was born in 2015 and started its first year of work with one big event to raise funds for its
operation. With the event plus an online crowdfunding campaign, they were able to collect R$
120,000 (something like USD 40,000). More than 50 professionals, most of them from Sao Paulo,
compose Jornalistas Livres, but there are also groups in the States of Parana and Minas Gerais, most
of them volunteers. With the money collected the group created their website (before that the
content was published on Medium and social media) and also could facilitate the work of some
correspondents in specific events.

Porvir is an education specialized publication created in 2012 by the Inspirare Institute who is
also the organization responsible for maintaining their work. The site’s goal is to spread good
initiatives that help the development of education around the country and also its innovation. The
Inspirare Institute, which supports Porvir, receives money from one Brazilian family, according to
P. Gomes (Gomes, 2015). The director Anna Penido says that the publication is free to talk about
whatever they think is newsworthy in the education area. Besides daily articles, Porvir’s staff gives
lectures, workshops and organizes thematic events, all for free.

Conclusions

The next years will be crucial to outline who are the ones that will remain live, valuable and
profit in the journalistic industry. The factors that will define this survival include innovation
capacity, cultural transformation and ability to work with several revenue models. As said by
Grueskin et. al. (Grueskin et. al., 2011), the digital scenario didn’t change only the news business,
but also the way content is created, designed, distributed and shared. Although this reality has been
seen for several years, media companies refuse to recognize the change and work very slow to do
something about it. As some of the transformations that digital bring we can point:

— It demands a new way of thinking the audience

— It provides a path to fast innovation

— It extends the life of journalism making it possible for companies to profit from their
memory

— It transforms completely the aggregation and distribution model

— The audience is responsible for sharing and distributing more than the company itself

— Publishers have more information about the public and can use it for revenue

— The experience with the content and its consumption is completely transformed, even
mostly in mobile devices

— It changes the cost of journalism and advertising

As we were able to see along the work here presented, there isn’t only one way out when it
comes to revenue in journalism. Journalism companies must be creative to think about other
possible revenue formats. As seen, Brazilian media is following the international trends creating
here units that reproduce the outputs already used in other countries. Paywall came following The
New York Times just as branded content and big data. The Brazilian companies aren’t paying
attention in its local market with specific culture and characteristics. Besides that, they are
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reproducing what seems to have worked internationally instead of researching different ways of
making themselves relevant and profitable for their particular public. In independent media, we can
see different revenue models when compared to big publishers, but they are also reproductions from
what have already been done outside Brazil and they have no disruptive model, in its business
model we can’t see any completely new revenue source.

Branded content, big data and programmatic media are good revenues possibilities but they
only make the journalistic activity and the company itself closer to publicity and marketing
agencies. We are not implementing strategies that focus on keeping profitable journalism in its
essence. Journalism has changed a lot over the last years and this is not bad, but we need to
differentiate this activity from ordinary content production, which just replicates the same stories
shared over the Internet without context and historicity. Good journalism needs to be valuated with
great revenue models. To make this happen, the journalistic industry must embrace digital not as
just another publishing platform, but as a culture, a way of living, a different consuming habit that is
part of actual consumers life.

We still do not have a final and perfect solution, maybe we never will, but as J. Jarvis (Jarvis,
2015) proposes the sustainability comes from a sum of many actions, such as: reducing costs, create
greater advertising solutions, richer relationships with audience and advertises, build new and
greater products suitable for different devices and platforms and explore several revenue options.
The future of journalism is complex and so will be its business model.

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Annotation

The purpose of the article is to define the role of creators and press in formation of informational
system in the Ukrainian Soviet Social Republic, to trace the dependence of creative personalities’
fates on their political positions, to show the meaning of creative personalities in formation the
citizens’ consciousness. The research methods which enable reaching the set purpose and tasks are
concrete-historical, sociological, systemic, comparative and factorial ones. Results and discussion.
The article explores the problem of a creative person’s activity under the conditions of totalitarianism.
It is proved, that creative people in the soviet epoch experienced a painful choice: either to glorify
the party for gaining fame or to truly show life and be persecuted. The people who were free and
disobedient and did not compromise on principle were persecuted. The political repressions
cultivated stressful states. The fear of the regime paralyzed human spirit, generated conformism, which
transformed into serving. Conformists lived according to the will of the party performing its
requirements and their fate depended on that. Some of the creative intelligence representatives did
not publish some of their works keeping them up to the better times in order to follow their inner
principles and at the same time not to get in trouble. In spite of the censorship there were attempts
to tell the truth in the official press. Conclusions. The problem of a creative person’s activity under the
conditions of totalitarianism is a complicated and multi-vector phenomenon. The journalism provided a
severe struggle with the display of creativity freedom due to requirements of the communist party.
Analyzing the moral aspect of a creative person in the period of totalitarianism, one should not reprove
the creators of those times because of their party “idol worship”. What is more important is that under
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any circumstances real personalities did not lose their human nature and acted as the truth defenders
on any occasion. Even under the conditions of the soviet regime for many people publicistic activity was
creativity, but not the way of earning.

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Annotation

The aim of the article is to prove the need for discourse analysis for the study of modern Ukrainian
non-institutional military discourse; to substantiate the methodological approach in line of
discourse analysis to the study of the psychological and social context of the Ukrainian non-
institutional military discourse. Materials & methods. The study has used a set of general scientific
research methods (analysis, classification, systematization, explanation) in order to analyze
scientific sources, to generalize research data, to define concepts. Results & discussions. The
scientific interest of social psychology and sociolinguistics is aimed at studying the following
aspects of non-institutional military discourse: 1) intentional (intentions, strategies, plans), namely,
cultural differentiation, construction and protection of personal identity; 2) mainstreaming
(embodiment of intentions in the sign-symbolic space of discourse), for example, appeal to
metaphorical models, actualization of the concept WAR and its components; 3) pragmatic, namely,
adaptation of military servicemen to combat stress, psychological protection from the destructive
effects of a traumatic situation; 4) identifying (recognition and understanding of meanings, values,
construction of identity), notably, creation of a single cultural and symbolic space of a separate
military community, construction of the opposition “friend foe”; 5) contextual (expansion of the
semantic field on the basis of socio-cultural, historical and other contexts), which is reflected in the
information and psychological confrontation during the Russian-Ukrainian conflict; 6) emotional,
such as the definition of emotional and semantic dominance that is peculiar to military discourse. In
this perspective, non-institutional military discourse can serve as a material for studying the goal-
setting of ideology in society. Principles of critical discourse analysis developed by T. Van Dijk is
especially relevant for the study of the peculiarities of non-institutional military discourse during
unjust, aggression wars aimed at conquering foreign countries. Due to the complexity and
versatility of non-institutional military discourse it is also necessary to turn to another type of
discursive analysis, which has the most empirically oriented approach and allows to focus on
extensive psychological issues such as cognition, emotions, attitudes, values, prejudices, memory,
motives; namely, discursive psychology. Conclusions. The focus on achieving the most effective and
efficient implementation of the study requires recourse to discourse analysis as the main
methodological approach. The concept of critical discourse analysis developed by T. Van Dijk and
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discursive psychology are more relevant for the study of modern Ukrainian non-institutional
military discourse.

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Annotation

Aim. The objective of this article is to review the promotion of universities via the social network
TikTok. The tasks consider the promotion through the TikTok use, the research of TikTok use in
business promotion, depiction of university communication through TikTok use. Today’s reality
says that it is necessary not only to know about the platform existence but add TikTok use in the set
of everyday tools for branding and promotion. Thus, the research object covers the marketing
communication in education. The research subject specifies the university branding via the TikTok
social media. The objective of this article is to review the promotion of universities via the social
network TikTok. The tasks consider the promotion through the TikTok use, the research of TikTok
use in business promotion, depiction of university communication through TikTok use. Results. The
results obtained reveal that Ukrainian universities demonstrate wide range of strategies in TikTok
use. However, it is possible to specify two main trends of its development:1) communication aimed
at the internal audience (students and teachers of the university) and 2) an external one — attracting
new enrollees. The data obtained show that university TikTok accounts are more frequently used in
advertising and campaigning for admission. They show and maintain content highlighting students’
opportunities after graduation, describing the advantages of entering the institution. Conclusions.
One can speak only about two trends of communicative development by Ukrainian universities in
TikTok: communication that is aimed at the inner audience (students and teachers of the university)
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and the outer one - university applicants. There are no common rules regulating communicative
conduct on such accounts. One can also stress that the intensity of TikTok use is still much lower
than that of other social media services, and it is namely the TikTok social network possessing the
tangible potential for its growth and popularity in the university environment. In addition, the
TikTok university accounts demonstrate the best effectiveness and the most brand-building value to
the university target audience. One can mention the use of TikTok by Ukrainian universities become
more and more popular and the use of TikTok by universities is inevitable.

Key words: strategic communication, TikTok, university branding, university account in social
media, Ukraine.

Introduction

Social media offers a powerful communicative tool for branding and advertising. Especially
intensive social media includes Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, Snapchat, TikTok, and many others
are exploited within the last three years (Auxier & Anderson, 2021).

TikTok is a Chinese-owned platform created under the name Douyin in 2016 and launched to
the international market outside China in 2017 with the brand name TikTok. It is owned by the
Chinese company ByteDance.

The platform is used to produce short-form videos of various genres like dance, comedy, and
education with duration from 15 seconds to one minute (three minutes for some users). Thus, the
platform provides the location for the short 'Challenge’ entertainment videos from a fun challenge
with a bucket of ice to those in which the user hummed a well-known tune while embarking on a
dance routine! However, gradually the content on the site has become more varied. Today it
contains music, entertainment videos, popular science videos, plus all sorts of challenges that are
popular among its users. Today the 'Challenge” format is also actively used by companies to
promote their products or services by launching such challenges among bloggers with a large
follower audience, allowing brands to increase recognition and contact with the product from
potential customers.

In 2018, TikTok following a merger became truly worldwide accessible and from day one, its
indicators were truly impressive with 104 million downloads of the TikTok app recorded in January
2020. This number is 46 percent higher than in January 2019 (Top Apps Worldwide for April 2021,
2021; Top Social Media Apps Worldwide for January 2020, 2020).

Although the potential of this fast-growing network is mentioned everywhere, nevertheless
even a year ago, nobody in the Ukrainian or Russian-speaking segment of social media considered
TikTok use as a platform for effective advertising/promotion. The question is how to get ahead in
this new environment; how much it costs; whom to approach; what the conventions of TikTok use
are, indeed if they exist at all, etc need to be understood.

Today the situation changed significantly. There are popular TikTok influencers and bloggers
who produce content and need to be seen as content creators. Brands often pay millions for
promotion to these content creators. To assist, there is a network match called "Tiktopers 'that is
like an agency providing the most comfortable conditions for presenting the influencers to brands
who need them most of all for promotion. In this environment, big brands have the opportunity to
become famous and make their presence known to consumers at the click of a button.

Indeed in 2021, it is impossible not to know about TikTok, for its popularity of use has been
increasing at a rate faster than other platforms. Perhaps because its functionality is similar to this
platform's mechanism of the likes of YouTube, Instagram, or Snapchat (Hutchinson, 2021).

Despite a significant rise in competition with well-established social media giants like
YouTube or Instagram, TikTok is still trendy. Currently, there is every reason to believe that soon it
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will become an important platform used for brand promotion on the same level as Instagram and
Facebook use being a part of the standard set of services for promotion in social media marketing.

Today the situation differs drastically. There are popular TikTok influencers and bloggers
who produce content and can be categorized as content creators. There are brands that pay millions
for promotion to these content creators, there is the network match called Tiktopers that is like the
agency providing the most comfortable conditions for the presenting the influencers to brands who
need them most of all for the promotion. In this communicative environment, big brands have the
opportunity to become famous and make their presence felt by consumers at the click of a button.

Although the average audience age of TikTok users is getting higher, the majority of the
audience remains young people aged 18 to 28. It means TikTok is a fitting environment for brands
that aimed to communicate among the younger audience (Sehl, 2021).

University promotion target audience is obviously in this range and it would be a big mistake
not to use the platform with its 29% of user engagement rate, especially as we compare to
Instagram’'s audience engagement rate of 3%. TikTok shows promising potential to reach the
targeted audience in any promotion and/or advertising tasks (Most popular mobile social
networking apps in the United States as of September 2019, by user engagement, 2019).

Brand design is a huge and complex task. It is no secret that for any university, as well as any
other organization, the brand presents an important source of recognition and resource attraction,
hence we all face the necessity to work hard and invest in the proper tools to promote our own
university brand effectively.

Today’s reality shows it is necessary not only to know about the platform existence but to add
TikTok use to the set of everyday tools for branding and promotion to maximise your target
audience.

In 2021, it becomes impossible not to know about TikTok, and the popularity of TikTok use
has been increasing incredibly. One can mention also that the functionality similar to this platform's
mechanism is implied on YouTube, Instagram, or Snapchat (Singh, 2021).

Despite a significant rise in competition with such social media monsters like YouTube or
Instagram, TikTok is still trendy. Currently there is every reason to believe that soon it will become
an important platform used for brand promotion on the same level as Instagram and Facebook use
being a part of the standard set of services for promotion in social media marketing. Although the
average audience age of TikTok users is getting higher, the majority of the audience covers still
young people from 18 to 28. It permits to use TikTok as a fitting environment for brands that aimed
to communicate among the younger audience (Singh, 2021).

University promotion target audience is obviously in this range and it would be a big mistake
not to use the platform with its 29% of user engagement rate, especially as we compare to
Instagram's audience engagement rate of 3%. TikTok shows promising potential to reach the
targeted audience in any promotion and/or advertising tasks (Most popular mobile social
networking apps in the United States as of September 2019, by user engagement, 2019).

Branding and Promotion of Universities

The importance of higher education marketing through online resources has been well studied
(Noel-Levitz, 2014). Ruffalo Noel-Lewitz's e-expectations report indicates that one-fifth of students
surveyed told that they would remove an institution from their list of choices due to poor experience
obtained on the university's website. This statistic is confirmed by a number of other conducted
surveys, including The Guardian (Silverman, (2012); Shaw, (2014)), which highlights the need for
more than spending on online resources rather than more traditional forms of marketing in
education, such as email marketing and press-advertising.

According to a report by Students Online: Global Trends (2014), social media marketing still
has had a long way to go before it could overtake the world's major marketing leaders in higher
education. Although some of the students surveyed are skeptical about social media for universities
as a marketing tool, most candidates acknowledged that social media for universities has its positive
uses and big preferences. The results of the survey show that the official university websites and
university ranking websites are of paramount importance for prospective students seeking
information. Social media remains at the bottom of the pile, but as the sector is still developing, the
report predicts that the popularity of social media marketing in higher education would continue to
grow and overtake resources such as student forums in the coming years (Students Online: Global
Trends, 2014).

In recent years, higher education branding and marketing have changed significantly in the
online space, focusing on new platforms for external interaction and communication. The use of
social networks in higher education is a new activity that goes in such areas as:

Recruitment;

Relations between students and graduates;

Crisis communications;

Fundraising.

All this is happening on social networks. Digital marketing generally involves the use of
effective and intuitive websites and mobile applications. Institutions continue to use social media
and digital platforms such as Twitter, Facebook, YouTube, Instagram, and podcasts to promote
their programs, and website design has been an additional important component in how colleges
and universities present themselves to prospective students. For universities that use social media
marketing, response time (the feedback) remains important. Social media for universities, if they
work well, is by far the most effective point of contact for students who want quick answers to
common questions. And social media is the best way to connect with universities, and for students
who are quick to get answers, social media is often superior to anything else.

One can delineate there are also many benefits and ways to use social media as a marketing
tool. For example, some of them:

- exchange of important news in real time;

- attracting new entrants;

- promotion of values and achievements;

- communication with graduates;

- intensification of fundraising efforts;

- use of user-generated content;

- development of new learning opportunities;

- attracting students inside and outside the university (Ibid).

In addition to publishing breaking news and advertising the institution's faculties, the
platforms can also create content about the mission and values of the institution, promote the culture
that the institution wants to develop.
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The use of social networks in higher education is important for setting the tone of
communication. Graduates are often a great source of fundraising. Social networks raise status and
help keeping in touch with them. Abroad, many colleges and universities maintain social accounts
specifically focused on relationships with graduates. Social networks are also an important tool for
advertising one-time or annual fundraising events. The entire student community is likely to create
content on social media on a regular basis. This is the real content that can help the branding of the
institution.

Competitions on social networks encourage students to share content that can be used on the
official website of the university. Simple rewards, such as clothes with the university logo, work
well as motivational prizes. In addition, these promotional items are likely to appear in the future
publications, which will further promote the university strengthening its brand. Social media in
higher school provides powerful opportunities for creative thinking and presentation. Mustafa
Hamadi and his team developed an algorithm for using social media in higher education as a tool
for collaborative learning (Hamadi, et al, 2021).

Thus, the experience of promotion through social networks of the world's best universities is
based on general trends in promotion, such as reduced Twitter activity, high demand for video
content, but with the following features: - actively promote platforms with scientific content and
online courses. We want to stress also that new forms of communication are being actively used,
such as podcasting, communication through Chinese applications as TikTok and creating a
universities’ representation in the business world through communication via LinkedIn.

Promotion with TikTok

TikTok is a giant platform focused on the format of short videos, which are about 15-60
seconds long. TikTok promotion is an effective way to attract new audiences and add new
customers to your client list. It solves three problems at once:

e Increase brand awareness. Quick videos, which for the most part do not carry any
meaningful load, can be useful for business. Business owners can create both promotional and
introductory videos to attract the attention of the target audience to their product.

« Building trust. Since users are tired of the usual social media ads, which are often
questionable today, it will be easier to get their attention and gain credibility for the business in a
TikTok action.

« Creating overall brand awareness. By consistently publishing content on the app, the brand
will build its image and notion of how it should be seen by potential customers (Singh, 2020).

One of the main advantages of promoting brands in TikTok is the ability to easily promote the
account and “ride out” on quality content.

The more views your videos get, the more often they are recommended by your target
audience. An easy start is possible, thanks to a clear match with users’ interests which the app
selects and generates independently in the main feed. This process is run by the TikTok algorithm
which automatically associates your content with its niche or target audience.

For TikTok promotion, there is one important rule — keep up with trends. If you understand
what is popular and in demand for a particular audience, it will be easy for you to create
commercials and introduce potential customers to your products and services. Also, a little
competition for businesses can be added to the advantages. So far, this niche is not overcrowded
with business accounts, which gives any brand a chance to quickly find its audience and increase
awareness.

It is also important that TikTok users do well with expert content designed to meet their
needs. TikTok also has also the option of creating a branded mask or sticker that users can use in
their videos. Like the majority of other social networks, TikTok allows users to repost, like,
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subscribe to, comment on, and correspond with other users. Naturally, the management of the social
network does not miss the opportunity to make a profit, and on the wave of its popularity, it has
opened up the possibility for brands to run ads on their site. The site offers five advertising options
for paid advertisement — promote the post, create a brand track, create a promotion channel, to buy a
hashtag and simultaneously conduct a challenge using it and the possibility to use a TikTok
influencer by using the in-app tool and this is also a service provided by TikTok itself.

However, as on the initial stage of Instagram’s development, thanks to the special tuning of
the algorithm today in TikTok, absolutely any user can get millions of views and become extremely
popular. This requires absolutely no financial investment — only the ability to create a viral video
that will be of interest to other users. We consider perhaps this is another reason why namely this
social network is so popular among young people, many of whom dream about self-promotion and
own branding.

Promotion of global and local brands in TikTok

Outreach to potential clients is an important activity for global brands and most global brands
couldn’t miss such opportunities provided by this social media platform. The brand Guess was the
first who presents the first global advertising campaign with the use of TikTok in 2018: The Guess
Challenge promoted the initiative, the brand resorted to collaborations with influencers who set the
trend and increased the reach of the Challenge audience. To participate in this Challenge it was
enough to make a before/after video: to the track "I'm a Mess" by Bibi Rexa, users showed their
outfit in old clothes and changed into a fashionable image by Guess. The challenge was held under
the hashtag #inmydenim. It was a great solution to draw attention to the new line of denim clothes.
The result was more than 5 thousand videos and 52 million views on the hashtag.

Later Pepsi India launched the #SwagStepChallenge dance challenge. In the first four days,
the videos accumulated a record 5.4 billion views and users began posting their variations of the
dance with this hashtag. That's how the number of videos in the campaign grew to several hundred.

McDonald's started the #BigMacTikTok campaign, where users had to repeat a simple dance
routine to the brand's single and record it on video. All participants received free Big Macs and a
chance to win a cash prize. Videos with the hashtag #BigMacTikTok received more than 12 million
views. Taking in mind such successful results achieved by the aforementioned promotions, a huge
number of brands are now being represented on the platform and their number is only growing.

The analysis of TikTok market testifies that today there are a lot of Ukrainian brands in this
social network. The technology stores were the first to break into this niche - most likely a domino
effect worked here. ALLO was the first Ukrainian brand to enter this platform. Currently, its page
already has almost 1,000 videos. The "ALLO"™ marketing team participates in Challenges, holds
contests, and uses top tunes in their videos. The company channel keeps popular videos with
1,600,000 views.

The example of store "ALLO" was followed by Ukrainian mobile provider Kyivstar. It is
worth mentioning their TikTok series, helping the account to show decent results in the form of
34,000 subscribers, 450,000 likes, most video clips of the account have 500,000 views.

The shoe store chain INTERTOP has also managed to promote its account in TikTok, namely
through the mechanics of a roller: a video with three boxes of VANS shoes, which were shuffled
and offered to the subscribers to guess which one of them have sneakers in it. The video got 34
million views and became the proof that this mechanic worked. However, only a few brands use
TikTok intensively in Ukraine. The data show that in the current situation Ukrainian brands prefer
to use Instagram more frequently than TikTok (Boxin, 2020).

Over the last few months, significant amount of people have appeared on the Ukrainian
TikTok platform with over 5 million users to date, and more and more businesses are opening their
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channels. Free traffic on an unimaginable scale, budget savings on promotion, and the opportunity
to be the first in their category attract more and more brands to try their luck with this platform.

Promotion of Universities via TikTok

Promoting universities via TikTok looks to be the best in terms of potential response. This
reflects the strong presence of Generation Z users on the platform, educational institutions,
therefore, have to use certain opportunities with TikTok collaboration. Universities by using by
creating content that reinforces their brand will be resonating with their future students’ target
audience.

Using TikTok to promote campus events, activities and lifestyles present a great way to draw
attention to your institution's brand and increase brand awareness. This promotion provides the
opportunity for future students and potential applicants to learn much more about your institution's
life. Posts and videos about the college's corporate culture revealing students' pride in wearing their
university colours, maintaining interests in following the latest trends in university life, etc.

This is a real opportunity to showcase the best qualities in a format that fits the compressed
focus of Generation Z. This type of promotion is very important to both developing and maximizing
an institution's brand.

According to CNBC blog write-up, college students are becoming involved as brand
ambassadors on campus for TikTok (Mio, 2021) and this paves way for the social media platform
making its own way into the higher education environment. The benefits not only include the
practical marketing skills and experiences that the students get from actively partaking in projects of
such a nature but also on the fact that the university campuses get the connection and representation
across the TikTok social media platform. Campus ambassador programs can benefit brands too, so
you need to check that they are suitable for academic universities. According to Jonah Berger’s
study, 82% of consumers are likely to follow the recommendations made by micro-influencers.
These micro-programs develop a win-win situation because the brands get the exposure and
students gain the marketing experience according to Julie Jatlow’s opinion - a partner at Fuse, a
TikTok college ambassador program agency (Ibid.).

Being creative with short-form content on the internet is a favourite activity for students both
the current and future ones, and TikTok presents a perfect platform with its short video format.
With the shift in the Generation Z, interests focus more on authentic, nurturing fun and fast
communication (Boivin, 2020) namely short creative videos are the best way to deliver any
message to meet the target audience's demands. So instead of long write-ups, a modernized
marketing approach stands out in showing off your community to future and existing students, plus
the wider world.

A couple of questions need to be addressed by institutions that intend to make their presence
on the platform perceived and known. Questions like what to be achieved with the account or with
each post and how they intend to measure their success are the most useful for the interaction with
the target audience.

At the present, an estimate of 4% of 25 million business marketers use TikTok and this figure
shows the potential available on the platform for early presence (weareglacier). With a 40% user
base within 16 to 24 years of age and with over 60% percent of its users under the age of 30,
advertisement and promotion on TikTok would reach the target audience, Generation Z (Gen-2).

Potential and Benefits of TikTok for Universities’ Promotion

Using TikTok to promote campus events, activities, and lifestyle is a fabulous way of creating
awareness around an institution’s brand but this has to be done with a personal twist. The ‘broom
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challenge’ is one example of a trendy twist personalised in short videos (Diteljan, 2020; Ahlquist,
2019; TikTok Launches #EduTokXCampus, Partners with Leading Educational institutions to
Promote Knowledge Sharing through Content Creation, 2019).

Universities and colleges promoting their communities on TikTok will create an avenue for
them to recruit students. Highschool freshmen and sophomores are more likely to download reels
and already use TikTok to get latest trends and information than searching the internet for college
information or opening college printouts (Boivin, 2020). Many universities create contents to
engage their users with their brand and most contents are aimed at showcasing the authentic and
genuine looks of the university, student life, and campus culture (Warack, 2020).

Universities leverage TikTok with short videos showcasing contents like:

« Notable alumni features and overall alumni stories;

« Informative videos highlighting specific majors and courses;

« Campus news updates featuring events and announcements;

« Student ambassadors sharing a day in a life of a student;

« Challenges and contests around the university initiatives or campaigns;

« Tours of campus, buildings, and classrooms;

« Curated college acceptance and graduation videos.

Up-to-date examples include the trendy university graduation videos on TikTok showing the
promotional potentials of the platform. The University of Limerick graduates promote its brand
using a hashtag on TikTok with the #handclapchallenge. The University of Strathclyde, Glasgow is
also advertising its master’s degree program from January 2021 but also as a reach-out avenue for
potential students who are interested in the program and for the enrolment information about the
university on the whole (TikTok for Higher Ed: The latest education Social Media Marketing
Trend, 2020).

The main feature of the TikTok application covers the challenge mechanism and trending
hashtags and these features help boost a community’s outreach if well applied. The University of
Florida was one of the first universities on the TikTok platform setting a trend for higher education
colleges and universities and making TikTok a part of their campus life (Ibid). In 2019 this
university opened the first verified university account on the TikTok platform. Reactions from
students who find their universities on the TikTok platform were very positive with the fact that the
students identify themselves with their university and were proud to be a member of its community
(Ibid.).

Syracuse University, Indiana University and many other higher education institutions have
also pitched in on this platform leveraging the potentials to engage their students and communities
(Warack, 2020).

Knowledge Sharing through TikTok

In 2019, TikTok launched EduTokXCampus in India where it partnered with Educational
Institutions to promote knowledge sharing through content creation. The program was aimed at
encouraging student’s knowledge exchange and sharing through the creation of educational content
with the wider community. With over 800 participants the program reached out a great number of
young students across Mumbai. The program featured an-app challenges and competitions to
motivate students to upload educational videos on TikTok using the hashtag #EduTok (newsroom).
The EduTok campaign became the most popular campaign on TikTok and engaged students from
prominent Indian educational institutions recording over 35.6 billion views of educational videos
across different categories (newsroom).

Thus, the main research objective is to cover the usage of TikTok for universities and an
examination of the strategies’ used by universities. This research analyzes the advantages of
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promotion with TikTok, the available tools that can be used by universities for their branding. A
two-step approach is exploited to meet the objective. The sample based on the Consolidated Rating
of Higher Education Institutions in Ukraine 2020 using TikTok accounts is formed.

Methods Used

As mentioned above, the sample for this research is extracted from the Consolidated Rating of
Higher Education Institutions in Ukraine 2020 (https://osvita.ua/vnz/rating/51741/). The
informational education resource "Osvita.ua" compiles a consolidated rating of higher education
institutions in Ukraine on a regular basis. The source data for the consolidated rating of higher
educational institutions in Ukraine is comprised from three national rankings of educational
institutions in Ukraine: "Top-200 Ukraine", "Scopus" and "ZNO on Contract":

The rating “Top-200 Ukraine”, compiled by the Center for International Projects “Euro
education”, uses open data of direct measurements, shows open web resources of independent
national and international institutions;

Scopus Rating is based on the Scopus database, which is a tool for tracking the citation of
scientific articles published by academic institutions or their staff in academic publications. In the
rating compile procedure, Ukrainian universities are rated according to the Hirsch index - a
quantitative indicator grounded on the number of scientific publications and the number of citations
of these publications;

“ZNO on contract” rating considers higher education institutions according to the average
score of ZNO of entrants of the last year, who were enrolled to higher education institutions at the
expense of individuals and legal entities (contract) (The Consolidated Rating of Ukrainian
Universities Is Published, 2021).

The national consolidated ranking of Ukrainian universities is considered as the most
authoritative among the expert opinion and media (Lugovyi, et al 2020).

The first 29 universities in Ukraine are processed and studied basing on their ratings and
presence on the TikTok platform.

For TikTok university accounts research the content analysis with the combination of social
media web-parsing is used. Every TikTok account is searched according to the following
quantitative indicators: the number of subscribers, likes, views on the most popular videos. Then the
ratings are ranked for each of these indicators and scored totally. The ways of promotion and the
target audience of the most popular TikTok accounts are studied also.

Results

The percentage on the platform of the best 29 universities has been researched to collect the
statistic of their TikTok accounts. From this investigation, it is clear that not all universities have
made their presence on this platform known. This left us only with a handful of 18 universities’
accounts to investigate. The results obtained reveal the following picture of the top five most
successful university accounts:

The first place is occupied by the National University of Pharmacy
(https://www.tiktok.com/@pharmchem.nuph)with the statistics of TikTok account — 63,300
subscribers, 321800 likes and 1.4M views on the most popular video. This account is used by the
institute to promote not the institute itself, but its scientific activities. Most of the videos located on
the account describe and explain chemical processes in our everyday life.

The National Technical University of Ukraine "lgor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute
(https://www.tiktok.com/@rtf.kpi.ua) occupies the second place. Its TikTok account contains 2023
subscribers, 97900 likes, 176.1K views on the most popular video. This account promotes one
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particular department of the university. The account in itself presents video clips with the
illumination of events, and demonstration of educational buildings, but in most cases videos present
sketches about students’ life with their interpretations in humorous form. The target audience for
this TikTok account includes university students. The main goal is to communicate with them
through humour and in a casual habitual way.

The third in the ranking is the Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv
(https://www.tiktok.com/@sp.knuQ with the TikTok account containing 1174 subscribers, 71.9K
likes and 127.5K views on the most popular video. The videos of the channel promote the
university life and achievements, demonstrate locations recognizable for students. It largely
promotes the image of the most successful university in Ukraine and enhances the image of the
institution among its main stakeholders.

The  fourth place is taken by the National  Aviation  University
(https://www.tiktok.com/@nationalaviationuni). The TikTok account statistics include 2974
subscribers, 70.8K likes and 128.4K views on the most popular video. Their account promotes the
university, demonstrating university brand clothing, their educational sites and buildings. Plus gives
information about faculties and the admission rules to the university. The target audience of this
channel covers university applicants. The account works directly to promote the university brand
among applicants’ target audience.

Yuriy Fedkovych Chernivtsi National University occupies the fifth place in this rating
(https://www.tiktok.com/@studparliament.chnu). Its TikTok account has 944 subscribers, 37.4K
likes and 27K views of the most popular video. The account works with university students,
covering faculty events, and showing students' dormitories, peculiarities in their lifestyle, etc.

The conducted analysis reveals the common strategy in the promotion through TikTok centres
upon the use of humour. Also, it demonstrates that the installation of dynamic and short videos; the
use of popular hashtags; recording under the audio track that the platform promotes presents the
main peculiarities in TikTok use by universities. The content located on the TikTok accounts
mainly contains the demonstrations of recognisable locations of universities, the use of recognizable
university attributes, with covering their events in a more informal way.

Although it is difficult to generalise about a common consolidated strategy, one can mention
only about forming trends. Sometimes university TikTok accounts’ aim is to promote science and
education, as in the case of the National University of Pharmacy. Most university’s TikTok profiles
try to interact, cooperate with students, being in constant dialogue with them.

Conclusion

The data obtained show that university TikTok accounts are more frequently used in
advertising and campaigning for admission. They show and maintain content highlighting students’
opportunities after graduation, describing the advantages of entering the institution. In addition,
accounts also keep detailed information about university structure: Faculties, specialties, etc. In our
opinion, namely the location of such information on TikTok accounts and constant interaction with
its target audience presents the most winning strategy in university promotion. Also, these accounts
demonstrate effectiveness in use, bringing the most brand-building value to the right target
audience.

However, the research clearly shows that Ukrainian universities demonstrate various
communicative strategies. However it is possible to speak about two trends of communicative
development: communication that is aimed at the inner audience (students and teachers of the
university) and the outer one of university applicants. There are no common rules regulating
communicative conduct on such accounts. One can mention the use of TikTok by Ukrainian
universities is becoming more and more popular.
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One can also stress that the intensity of TikTok use is still much lower than that of other
social media services, and it is namely the TikTok social network possessing the tangible potential
for its growth and popularity in the university environment. The research indicates that the use of
TikTok and similar channels by universities is inevitable.

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Annotation

Problem: The objective of the study is to reflect on virtual identity in social networking sites as a
source of information in the process of recruitment employees. The main aim of this study is to
present the current state of the use of social media by enterprises and human resources departments
as well as to introduce the phenomenon of cybervetting. Screening social media to find out about a
candidate is not a sanctioned technique in human resources management, moreover — it is
considered unethical and unlawful. The COVID-19 crisis has also affected the process of searching
and recruiting employees. In 2020, due to the unexpected epidemic circumstances, hiring new staff
members was possible by use of e-recruitment tools only. Regarding the domination of virtual
recruitment in the era of a pandemic, the question of using social networks as a source of
information about a candidate becomes even more interesting and worth exploring. As number of
research show - social media screening or cybervetting have become a popular practice used by
recruiters worldwide. Methodology: The study involved a literature overview, analysis and
synthesis. The question of virtual identity in social media as a source of information in recruitment
process was posted and analyzed referring to current literature and human resources management
practices collected in HR blogs in the Internet. The research question is current and
multidisciplinary, and the in-depth study of the issue is needed. Though, findings contribute to the
research in communication studies and management. Conclusion: According to recent studies, the
use of information from social networking sites in human resource management is increasing
despite the ethical concerns that this topic raises. Another issue interconnected with media
screening is of ethical concern — whether the use of informal sources about the candidate in the
recruitment and selection process is legal and morally accepted. Virtual identities in SNS are
valuable information enabling companies to minimize the risk of hiring not appropriate candidates.
The results of discussion carried out and the conclusions contained in the paper may constitute the
basis for further exploration of the problem.

Key words: social networking sites, recruitment process, cybervetting, social media screening.
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Introduction

The problem Facebook is solving is this one paradox. People want access to all the information
around them, but they also want complete control over their own information. Those two things are
at odds with each other?.

Presented paper discusses the role that social media play today in recruitment processes. The
main aim of this study is to present the current state of the use of social media by enterprises and
human resources departments as well as to introduce the phenomenon of cybervetting. Screening
social media to find out about a candidate is not a sanctioned technique in human resources
management, moreover — it is considered unethical and unlawful. Nevertheless — as numerous polls
indicate — it is becoming more and more popular. This issue combines many research problem from
the sphere of social media. First of all establishing sharp boundaries of what is private and public
and the right to privacy. Second — awareness that the content we share privately may have an impact
on our social identity (the way how other perceive our self) as well as career development. Third
how to protect image and data — as social media users we have the right to know how it is used.
Last but not least is — how can the issue be legally regulated?

The sudden outbreak of the COVID-19 global epidemic had a negative impact both on
national economies and global market, including significant changes in business performance. The
COVID-19 crisis has also affected the process of searching and recruiting employees. In 2020, due
to the unexpected epidemic circumstances, hiring new staff members was possible by use of e-
recruitment tools only. E-recruitment means organization of the recruitment and selection process
by means of the Internet: through social networks and Internet websites for jobseekers.

Regarding the domination of virtual recruitment in the era of a pandemic, the question of
using social networks as a source of information about a candidate becomes even more interesting
and worth exploring. Social media screening or cybervetting have become a popular practice used
by recruiters worldwide. In addition a question arises — if the virtual identity created in social media
may influence the result of recruitment process. Another issue interconnected with media screening
is of ethical concern — whether the use of informal sources about the candidate in the recruitment
and selection process is legal and morally accepted. The objective of this paper is to present the
subject of using candidate’s virtual identity in social media as a source of information in
recruitment process, referring to current literature and human resources management practices
collected in HR blogs.

Social media and virtual identity

Internet and mainly social networking sites (SNS) have recently become an object of research
studies in many disciplines: media studies, economy, sociology, psychology or management. Many
scholars underline that development of Web 2.0 “marked a significant shift in the ways in which the
internet could be used, and who was able to use it. In particular, Web 2.0 ‘democratized’ internet
usage in the sense that considerably less expertise was required to build web content. This has led to
what Jenkins et al. (cited in Beer and Burrows, 2007) describe as a participatory culture, ‘where
users are increasingly involved in creating web content as well as consuming it’ (Beer and Burrows,
2007: 2.1)” (Fileborn, 2016).

SNS such as Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, LinkedIn significantly improved not only ways of
communication (by providing limitless opportunities to stay connected with other people), but also

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the performance in daily routine. Suzana Flores noted, that “in 2009 Facebook was ranked as the
most used social network worldwide” (2014: 37) and continues to maintain its leadership position
with more than 2.6 billion monthly active users (Statista.com 2020). “Social media is no longer
cutting-edge; it is mainstream. For HR to overlook it today would be like ignoring e-mail 20 years
ago” (Segal, 2017). What makes social media attract attention of scholars in many different
scientific disciplines, is the fact of their direct or indirect influence on many spheres of social life.
As noted by Fileborn (2016), the online world has significantly changed the academic research and
mainly the way of recruiting participants of surveys, interviews, or even focus group interviews.

Establishing virtual identity in SNS is one of the current research questions regarding the
phenomenon of social media. According to the sociological definitions, an individual's identity is
shaped during the course of life, under the influence of various variables; its heyday occurs
historically with the development of the phases of life (Doktorowicz, 2015). This process leads to
the construction of an integrated identity, which is created along with life experiences and the belief
system of individuals. In turn, Internet (virtual) identity “is related to some kind of experiments
carried out by constructing and reconstructing one's Self on the Internet” (Olechnicki & Batorski,
2007). Virtual identity is consciously used by the user, and accordingly — it is certainly associated
with self-presentation and self-categorization of the individual (Soldatova & Pogorelov, 2018).
Though internet identity is a kind of social identity, which assumes that the identity of an individual
IS a structure created by a significant number of social identifications with many social categories.
However, not all categories remain active at any given time. It consists of multiple identifications
tailored to the particular social context at each point in time (Mazurek, 2006). The common
denominator in the various definitions of internet identity, it is actively constructed presentation of
the self. Self-presentation is defined as a behavior “that attempts to convey some information about
oneself or some image of oneself to other people. It denotes a class of motivations in human
behavior. (...). Two types of self-presentational motivations can be distinguished. One (pleasing the
audience) is to match one's self-presentation to the audience's expectations and preferences. The
other (self-construction) is to match one's self-presentation to one's own ideal self” (Baumeister
& Hutton, 1987: 71). Social media users have the ability to decide what will be shared with the
world: any information can be edited, posted or hidden if inconvenient for the image.

SNS let users to generate new, alternative, and more friendly reality, where expression of self
is easier. Social media allow to avoid discomfort or anxiety caused by direct contact with other
people. Self-presentation in SNS evolved into impression management that is understood as
conscious or unconscious attempt to control the overall image of a person in social interactions.
“These include usage of verbal statements, expressive behaviors, and nonverbal behavior and also
in integrated behavior patterns, jointly in modification of one's physical appearance” (Vohs et. Al.,
2005).

At this point it is also worth taking a look at Facebook's philosophy: “Users of Facebook may
harbor the incorrect belief that other students and intended viewers are the only people able to view
their profiles. Facebook's privacy settings state you can ‘control exactly who can see what by
including or excluding certain friends or friend lists’, as well as ‘control who can search for you,
and how you can be contacted” (Brandenburg, 2008: 601).

Cybervetting and media screening in the recruitment process

One of the most important challenges for contemporary organizations, as J6zef Ober notifies
(2016) is “finding, hiring and keep the right employees with the right skills, experience and
knowledge that are in line with what the company expects” (p. 353). Recruitment is often defined as
the initial stage of personnel selection, aimed at informing about the possibilities of employment as
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well as the requirements and conditions of employment. There are four stages in the recruitment and
selection process (Filipowicz, 2018, p. 69):

- specification of the scope of expectations;

- gathering suitable candidates - recruitment;

- verification of candidates' potential in relation to previously formulated expectations -
selection;

- selecting the people to whom cooperation is proposed

The effectiveness of this process depends on factors such as:

- recognition and definition of the real human resources needs of the company,

- the accuracy of defining important professional skills and mental characteristics of
candidates,

- effectiveness in finding suitable candidates,

- the accuracy of verification and assessment of the skills and characteristics of the
candidates,

- making a good decision about selecting the right candidate (Suchar 2009).

Currently, recruitment processes in companies are becoming more and more complex and
multi-stage. Employers also often decide to entrust the recruitment process to external recruiting
companies. It is obvious that with such complex processes of selecting employees, huge databases
about them, such as social media profiles created by the candidates themselves, will not be ignored.
Cybervetting occurs when employers acquire information about candidates from informal, non-
institutional, online sources such as social media profiles to inform employment decisions
(Berkelaar, 2010).

Information available on personal profiles in social media sites is more and more often used
by companies in the recruitment process. As noted by Hosain (2021), “particularly since 2005, a
new form of information sharing networks popularly known as social media has been influencing
the functions of HR professionals to a greater extent than before” (p. 1). These practices are
primarily social media screening or cybervetting. Social media screening is a pre-employment
search on the applicant background, particularly profiles and activities in SNS, in order to know
whether there is something disquieting from the point of employer’s view.

In turn, cybervetting according to the Oxford Research Encyclopedias, “can be described as
the acquisition and use of online information to evaluate the suitability of an individual or
organization for a particular role. When cybervetting, an information seeker gathers information
about an information target from online sources in order to evaluate past behavior, to predict future
behavior, or to address some combination thereof. Information targets may be individuals, groups,
or organizations. Although often considered in terms of new hires or personnel selection,
cybervetting may also include acquiring and using online information in order to evaluate a
prospective or current client, employee, employer, romantic partner, roommate, tenant, client, or
other relational partner, as well as criminal, civil, or intelligence suspects” (Oxford Research
Encyclopedia of Communication, 09 June 2016). It is worth to keep in mind that profiles created in
SNS may vary due to the nature of network to “professional identities” (GoldenLine, LinkedIn) and
private ones. Nevertheless recruiters often scan both types of profiles — professional and private.
What kind of information may be a subject of scanning? “Traditionally employment screening
focusses on criminal records, financial credit scores and civil judgements. Cybervetting, often goes
beyond these traditional information sources to include the candidates’ personality, affiliations,
likes and dislikes™ (Yarbrough, 2018: 9).

According to the research conducted by Lee Hecht Harrison DBM Poland in 2017, 95% of
recruiters in Poland use data obtained from social media to search for job candidates. The research
revealed that even 77% of headhunters and 35% of internal recruiters do it every day; 62% of HR
stuff verify the content posted by the candidate on private portals, and 59% verify the opinions of
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employees and candidates about the company. On average, every third recruiter decided to reject a
candidate due to content found on private social networks (www.lhhpolska.pl). In 2017 36% of
employers in the United Kingdom rejected a candidate referring to the content shared on their social
media profiles (Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, LinkedIn) (Red.com 01.05.2017). Regarding that
fact, social media are perceived as a big data for the human resources sphere (www.lhhpolska.pl).

Checking online is often mentioned among other tools of screening a candidate, such as: skills
testing, resume screening, cover letter analyzing, reference checking, phone interviews, video
interviews etc. (Toggl Hire 10.08.2018). Social media screening has already become a popular
instrument in HR. Social media profiles can be searched by the employer himself/herself, by the
recruiter or a professional screening agency (Red.com 01.05.2017). Even though it is not a
standardized tool, there is a set of categories useful in the analysis: 1) content contesting
information enclosed in the CV, 2) derogatory post written about a former employer, 3)
inappropriate language, 4) illegal or offensive behavior (Red.com 01.05.2017). In particular, the
objective of social media screening can be revealing the cases of hate speech (racist or sexist),
trolling or stalking, unlawful activities etc. On the other hand, social media screening provides
information about applicant’s network of contacts that could be useful in his or her future business
and professional performance.

Social media screening may be significantly improved when the areas of risks in an
organization are clearly defined: “Everyone you hire is someone who will represent your brand,
influence your customers, and have access to your company’s resources and assets. You need to
tailor your social media screening policy toward the areas of most concern for your business. For
example, if branding is your biggest area of risk, you want to look at how candidates’ social media
activity reflects their ability to be positive ambassadors for your brand” (Sterlingrisk.com).

SNS screening seems to be of legal and ethical concern. “However, new research suggests
that hiring officials who take this approach should use caution: Much of what they dig up is
information they are ethically discouraged or legally prohibited from taking into account when
evaluating candidates” (Harvard Business Review Sept-Oct 2021). Article 221 of the Polish Labor
Code specifies a closed catalog of personal data that an employer may request from a candidate in
the recruitment process; these are: name and surname, parents’ names, date of birth, place of
residence (correspondence address), education and the course of previous employment (Inforfk.pl).
The employer is forbidden to request other personal data regarding the recruited person. As
underlined by Yarbrough, the fact that “information is easy to access, does not mean it is legal or
ethical to use as a basis for hiring decisions” (Yarbrough, 2018). Legal concerns and pitfalls
regarding cybervetting practices are as follows:

- right to privacy (Mikkelson, 2010), (Yarbrough, 2018);

- discrimination — “Hiring decisions or adverse employment actions must be based on
unbiased legal considerations” (Mikkelson, 2010);

- inaccuracy of information in SNS — “information can be falsified or intentionally
misleading. Is it fair for a candidate to lose an opportunity due to inaccuracies of falsified
information on the Internet?” (Yarbrough, 2018);

- mistaken or similar identities (Yarbrough, 2018).

It is therefore necessary to refer to all of the above-mentioned doubts about the use of
cybervetting.

Right to privacy — this is probably one of the most important question of our performance in
worldwide web. As pointed out by Fileborn (2016), “Conceptualizing what terms such as ‘public’
and ‘private’ mean in the context of online space is itself no easy task, and these concepts cannot
necessarily be operationalized in the same ways that they would in ‘real life’ (and, indeed, the
public/private divide is far from straightforward in the offline world as well). That is, online spaces
do not always fall neatly into the categories of ‘public’ and ‘private’”. Facebook has largely
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contributed to the redefinition of people’s needs regarding being public: in times of raising
popularity of SNS worldwide use, the need for anonymity and privacy has been replaced by the
need of being public. Performance in SNS itself required to be noticeable, heard, and followed by
others, what can influence personalities, relationships, and social behavior. Using Facebook triggers
the desire to learn about other users, to share one’s life and personality with others. Accordingly,
the higher is the frequency of posting personal content, the higher is the possibility of gaining
attention, feedback, or evaluation. The question is how by becoming public one can remain private
and which kind of data can be used as a source of information? Is Facebook profile just a way of
sharing private opinions and values publicly without consequences? If we consider the objective
behind Facebook development — the answer is yes. However, given the function of social networks
as a marketing and branding space, the answer may be no. User has a control on shared “vision” of
self, in order to predict reactions of the audience. Nevertheless, “even if the candidate is told that a
cybervetting process will occur, is the candidate truly comfortable with a review of their personal
and private information?” (Yarbrough, 2018: 14). Attempting to answer this question may
constitute a contribution to further research on the issue of legal and ethical concerns on
cybervetting.

Cybervetting comes with the risk of discrimination. Discrimination is the act of “making
unjustified distinctions between people based on the groups, classes, or other categories to which
they belong or are perceived to belong. People may be discriminated on the basis of race, gender,
age, religion or sexual orientation, as well as other categories” (Discrimination, 2021). Applicants
may be discriminated on the basis of political views, disabilities, trade union performance.
According to Polish Labour Code, the employer is obliged to treat job candidates equally and not to
discriminate against them, inter alia due to sex, age, religion, disability (Article 183a of the Labor
Code). In the event of a breach of this prohibition, the employer will have to pay the discriminated
person compensation in the amount not lower than the minimum remuneration for work.

The threat of discrimination should be considered from the perspective of two basic functions
that FB fulfills. According to Nadkarni and Hofmann (2012), the use of Facebook is associated with
two primarily motivational factors: “1) the need to belong, and 2) the need to self-presentation. The
need to belong refers to intrinsic drive to affiliate with others and gain social acceptance, and the
need for self-presentation to the continuous process of impression management. These two
motivational factors can co-exist, but can also each be the single cause for FB use” (Nadkarni and
Hofmann 2012: 245). The need for self-presentation includes the presentation of political views,
opinions, current comments on socio-political life. The need to belong can reveal membership in
political parties or other groups, taking part or being interested in certain events, sharing memes etc.

Another reason for rejecting information from profiles in the SNS in the recruitment process
is a threat of inaccuracy of information, including a case when information can be falsified or
intentionally misleading. Identity theft has long ceased to be merely a marginal example of criminal
activity on the Internet. In the case of the Internet, a person it is usually a set of information such as
name, surname, address, e-mail address, image. This type of data can be easily manipulated. Since
2011, identity theft has been classified as a crime in Poland. According to the added art. 190a par. 2
of the Criminal Code, impersonating another person by using their image or other personal data is
punishable by up to three years in prison. However, the perpetrator must act to cause harm. A big
resonance in Poland was caused by the fact that during election campaign in 2015 one of the
leading political journalists quoted the Tweet, which allegedly came from the account of the
president's daughter, Kinga Duda, and concerned the awarded by American Film Academy Polish
production “Ida”. This case clearly showed how easy it is to be manipulated with a fake social
media account.

Mistaken or similar identities. Yarbrough (2018) gives an example, that it is possible “ that an
organization is searching a candidate named Sue Smith but pulls and organizes data on a completely

different, unrelated individual named Suzanne Smith. Beyond potentially vetting the wrong
individual, it is possible that someone has been the victim of identity theft” (p. 14).

“Most candidates have a social media presence and most employers want to obtain as
comprehensive a picture of a candidate as possible prior to hiring. But, it is important that this
comprehensive picture is obtained within legal and ethical boundaries” (Yarbrough, 2018: 15). With
reference to the list of doubts regarding the efficiency of cybervetting, it should be emphasized that
using this tool does not guarantee that reliable and verified information will be obtained. In the
light of not only Polish legislation, the social media screening is not only illegitimate, or unfair, but
may be also misleading.

Conclusions

The objective of this study was to reflect on the issue of using an applicant’s virtual identity in
social networks as a source of information in recruitment process.

Social networking sites have contributed to the redefinition of the concept of social needs.
The considerations on self-presentation on SNS can be recapitulated to the symbolic statement that
we are what we post (Schau & Gilly, 2003). Although the issue of social media screening is current
in practical and scientific discussions regarding human resources management, still not many
people are aware of that wen establishing virtual identities in SNS. For example analysis conducted
with sociology students of Silesian University of Technology in 2021 revealed that when posting
content on SNS, majority of young people do not pay attention to whether the recruiter or potential
employer can verify their profiles in the future®. Therefore one thing is to raise awareness of what
SNS profiles can be used for and what consequences can it bring for further professional
performance. The second thing is that organizations need to recognize an internal ethical position
toward social media screening practices (Yarbrough, 2018). Such a position should refer not only to
the national law, but also to the organizational culture principles, regarding values and goals, and
organizational mission.

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Annotation

The aim of the article is to discover some special features of expertize in the processes of EU
educational programs realization. Such realization takes place at different levels in the process of
network interactions (social communication and collaboration aspects). According to the Lisbon
Treaty, European Community is striving for “knowledge economy”. There is some European
research in the field of effective educational development by means of communication and
coordination between European states. The main mechanism of such coordination is the creation of
EU educational programs. The article demonstrates such characteristics of the Erasmus +
Programme as the main goals and priorities in the field of education in the European countries in
2021-2027, both common and special for all levels of education (school, professional, adult
education and youth work and sports); school education priorities as an example are given. Some
special features of social communication and cooperative partnership at school level are looked
through. Particular meaning is attached to the role of experts in the realization of Program
Erasmus+ goals’. Experts who take part in the results analysis must disseminate the valuable
experience received in certain countries among the rest. The aim of such work is to maximize
effective development in the field of education. Some examples of experts’ work organization are
given: TERENA — the Trans-European Research and Education Networking Association and
NESET — Network of Experts on Social Dimension in Education and Training, and EURYDICE —
the Eurydice Network is the Education Information Network in Europe.

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Annotation

We live in a world full of controversial contradictions, with a large number of different threats,
dangers, risks and consequences, among which are the problems of stealing babies from maternity
hospitals in the Republic of Serbia. In a large number of countries where babies are targeted, there
is the former Yugoslavia, and thus the Republic of Serbia. In the description of this research
problem, there is a significant problem of state institutions that do not have evidence and results on
the prevention and detection of violators of criminal and criminal acts of theft of babies. On the
contrary, state and private social and medical institutions have successfully communicated,
cooperated and carried out criminal activities of stealing babies. So, in these and similar
conditions, families and their babies have been the targets of organized crime in committing crimes
of illicit theft or kidnapping of babies, by their parents. Frequent perpetrators of crimes and
participants in crime are individual doctors, midwives, nurses and criminals, who buy or pay for
the delivery of a baby, by acquiring large amounts of money, for each baby sold. The analysis
showed that state institutions, including some members, the Ministry of Health (maternity
hospitals), the Ministry of the Interior (Police) and the Ministry of Justice (prosecutor's offices and
courts), which did not show, participated, communicated and acted in the mentioned acts.
responsibility and results in finding and seizing stolen babies, except for a small number of
individual cases. Their stated results, they needed to protect their colleagues who participated in
the theft of babies. Accordingly, an association of families was organized and formed, whose stolen
and sold babies just disclosed the participants who stole their babies, as shown by our research
results.

Uvod

Predmet ovog rada, obuhvata socijalnu komunikaciju i praksu kriminalnih aktivnosti vezanih
za kradu beba u porodilistima Republike Srbije u periodu od 1949. do 2015. godine. U radu je
ucinjen pokusaj, da se jedan decenijama aktuelan i znacajan drustveni realitet, prisutan u svim
zemljama, opise, klasifikuje i nau¢no objasni na primeru Republike Srbije, argumentovano
ukazuju¢i da su mnoge porodice bile ugrozene kradom beba u porodilistima, a drzavne institucije
im nisu pomogle u naporima, da saznaju istinu ili da pronadu kriminalnim radnjama otudenu
decu.Takode, u radu smo pokusali da ukazemo na siri kontekst ovog drustvenog problema, Kkoji
poodavno prevazilazi nacionalne granice jedne zemlje i da utvrdimo uzroke i posledice krade beba
u porodilistima, prezentujuci egzaktna saznanja o akterima, pomagacima i saucesnicima krade beba
u Republici Srbiji.

Decenijama i godinama se ovaj znacajan drustveni problem u vecini zemalja Zapadnog
Balkana trpao pod tepih. Zahvaljuju¢i Udruzenju za zastitu beba Republike Srbije i njihovim
prikupljenim dokazima o kradi i otmicama novorodencadi iz drzavnih Klinika u Srbiji, kao i velikoj
podrsci gradana, medija, nevladinih organizacija i brojnih drugih institucija i organizacija civilnog
drustva, ovaj problem se poceo razresavati i 0 njemu se danas slobodno govori u javnosti i iznose
argumentovani dokazi koji ne sumnjivo potvrduju da je ova pojava bila prisutna u svim zemljama
bivse Socijalisticke Federativne Republike Jugoslavije u proteklih cetiri decenije XX i prve dve
decenije XXI. veka.

Ovim i drugim malobrojnim istrazivanjima otvora se pandorina kutija kojom se pokrece
proces, kako organizovane i sistemske operativne istrage nadleznih drzavnih organa za svaki
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prijavljeni slucaj krade i otmice beba u porodilistima, tako i proces naucnih istrazivanja ovog
fenomena u koji je nuzno da se masovnije ukljuce naucne institucije u nacionalnim zemljama i
medunarodnim organizacijama, uz finansijsku podrsku fondova OUN i Evropske unije.

Metode i tehnika istrazivanja

Istrazivanje postavljenog i uocenog problema, pod naslovom Krada beba u Republici Srbije je
zasnovana na primeni osnovnih analiti¢kih i sintetickih metoda nau¢nog saznanja i istrazivanja, s
tezistem na metodama analize, sinteze sistematizacije, konkretizacije, generalizacije i induktivno-
deduktivnoj metodi. Od opstenauc¢nih metoda u radu je primenjna. opstenauc¢na statisticka metoda, a
od metoda prikupljanja podataka koriscena je, pre svega, metoda ispitivanja i njena tehnika
intervjua sa predstavnicima drzavnih organa, medicinskih ustanova i dostupnim oste¢enim
porodicama c¢ije su bebe ukradene, a koji su dobrovoljno pristali na intervju. Pored metode
ispitivanja u deskripciji i nau¢nom objasnjenju predmeta istrazivanja koris¢ena je i Metoda analize
sadrzaja dokumenata i njena tehnika kvalitativne analize, pre svega, stavova, sudova i zakljucaka iz
pisanih i verbalnih iskaza nastlih u komuniciji izmedu aktera ¢injenja nedozvoljenih radnji krade
beba, kao i verbalnih iskaza ostecenih lica ili ¢lanova njihovih porodica kojima su bebe ukradene u
porodilistima (Danilovi¢, Mini¢, 2015). Isto tako, u istrazivanju je koris¢ena analiza sadrzaja
verbalnih iskaza drzavnih subjekata i ostecenih porodica u praktikovanju otkrivanja izvrsenih
krivicnih dela.

Predmet istrazivanja u ovom radu jo§s uvek nije u potpunosti istrazeni, a najvec¢i broj
pocinilaca krivi¢nih dela nisu osudeni. Komunikacija i saradnja drzavnih institucija na otkrivanju
ukradenih beba je punih 60 godina izostajala, zbog ¢ega je otkriven, procesuiran i resen samo manyji
broj u slucajevima krade beba.

Prevashodni naucni i drustveni cilj ovoga rada jeste da se kroz objektivan pristup deskripciji i
nau¢nom objasnjenju ovog slozenog i aktuelnog drustvenog realiteta, koji traje ve¢ vise od pola
veka, podstakne naucna, stru¢na i druga javnost, da se ozbiljnije pozabavi ovim slozenim etickim,
pravnim, sociolosko-kriminoloskim, i bezbednosnim fenomenom savremenog doba. Predmet
istrazivanja u oom radu je zasnovan na realnim i egzaktnim ¢injenicama i dogadajima, koji su desili
u proteklih 60 godina na prostoru bivse Socijalisticke Federativne Republike Jugoslavije u ¢ijem
sastavu je bila i Republika Srbija. Ista pojava je, doduse u redem broju, nastavljena u Repiblici
Srbiji nakon njenog osamostaljenja. Na to ukazuju egzaktno navedemi podaci u Tabeli broj 1.

Pojmovno odredenje predmeta istrazivanja

Znacenje kategorijalnih i iz njih izvedenih pojmova vezanih za osnovni predmet istrazivanja u
ovom radu — nestanak beba u porodilistima, objasnjava se u postojecoj politikoloskoj teoriji na vise
nacina, medu kojima se najc¢esce koriste slede¢i pojmovi i termini: smrt beba, nestanak, krada,
otmica i kidnapovanje beba. Ve¢ na pocetku pojmovne analize uocljiva je velika raznolikost
navedenih termina. Kojima se tumaci nestanak beba posle porodaja u porodilistima zdrastvenih
ustanova u Srbiji i drugim zemljama. Ako bi ovaj fenomen definisali kao nestanak bebe, po nasem
misljenju ovaj naziv ne odgovara stvarnom stanju, jer bi se moglo smatrati da je beba nestala svojim
bekstvom iz porodilista. Takode, pojam krade beba po nasem misljenju u ne odgovara realiteta na
koji se odnosi u ovom znacenjskom smislu podrazumevao bi da je beba pokretna ili nepokretna
stvar, koja je ukradena. Ako tumacimo znacenje pojma otmica, kao drustvenu pojavu, ovaj termin,

takode nije odgovarajuéi, jer beba nije oteta iz majc¢inih ruku u porodilistu, ve¢ iz drzavne
zdrastvene ustanova, ¢ija je osnovna delatnost briga o rodenju i zdrastvenom stanju novorodenih
beba. Dakle, nas postavljeni istrazivacki problem podrazumevao bi, da je beba protivzakonito
ukradena iz porodilista, od strane kriminalaca ili kriminalnih grupa, unutar i izvan porodilista, sto u
nasem predmetu istrazivanja nije sluc¢aj. Prema tome, pojam “kidnapovanje (engleski.kidnap),
otmica protivpravni akt nasilnog lisavanja slobode i zadrzavanja lica kao taoca” nije adekvatan
(Boskovi¢, 2015). Po misljenju autora ovog rada, kidnapovanjem beba je izvrsena protiv pravna
radnja i krivi¢cno delo, od strane pojedinaca sklonih ¢injenju nedozvoljenih radnji uz podrsku
pojedinaca u porodilisu i prodaja bebe drugom lici za novac, ¢ime se stekla protivzakonita
materijalna korist, na Stetu roditelja prodate bebe. U tom slucaju, kidnapovanje bebe je posredna
nezakonita radnja, izvrsena preko medecinskog osoblja za trece lice, koje je kupac bebe i koji su
izvrsili krivicno delo. Obzirom, da je lekarsko osoblje u takvim sli¢ajevima, najcesce proglasavalo
bebe mrtvim, a neke nisu bile mrtve i iste su ustupali ili prodavali nepoznatim ili poznatim licima, a
to su direktni saucesnici u organizovanom kriminalitetu. Sau¢esnistvo u kriviénom delu je je prema
Krivicnom zakoniku Republike Srbije (Krivi¢ni zakonik RS Sluzbeni glasnik, 2021) isto delo, kao i
onoga ko ¢ini krivicno delo. Na sli¢an naci to tumaci i Zakona o nestalim bebama prihvacen u
Skupstini Republike Srbije, uprkos protivljenju roditelja ukradenih beba (Slobodna Evropa, 2021).
Sustina predloga Zakona, kojem se suprostavljaju roditelji, je da se vrse isplate roditeljima za
ukradenu bebu, tj izvrsi nadoknada roditeljima kojima su ukradene bebe. Roditelji zele istinu, a ne
isplatu ukradenih beba novcem. Kad je re¢ o drzavnim institucijama, nedovoljno su posvecivali
paznju ovom problemu, jer su smatrali, da su sve bebe preminule, a nisu proveravali i verovali
roditeljima, da su ukradene. Roditelji u najvevecem broju slucajeva su prijavljivali drzavnim
institucijama kidnapovanje bebe, ali nisu imali podrsku drzavnih organa koji su slepo verovali
medicinskim ustanovama. Po pravilu, njihove prijave su odbijane, a u pojedinacnim sluc¢ajevima su
osudivani i proglasivani ludim za uznemiravanje javnosti. U nekim drzavnim institucijama, bilo je i
oni koji su znali istinu, a nisu reagovali, niti su preduzimali mere u svojoj nadleznosti, ¢ime su
pokazali ‘“nesavesnost, neozbiljnost, nemarnost u radu, aktivno c¢injenje ili propustanje duzne
radnje, povrsnost i neodgovornost u pogledu ispunjavanja duznosti” (Boskovi¢, 2015: 317). Dakle,
mnogo je bilo propusta u funkcionisanju drzave, odnosno njenih pojedinih institucija, kad je u
pitanju ovaj fenomen savremenog doba.

Kidnapovanje beba iz porodilista i bolnica u Republiki Srbiji

Pre nego sto pristupimo analizi objasnjenju pitanja pod naslovom, “Kidnapovanje beba i
uloga drzavnih institucija u sprecavanju ove vrste organizovanog kriminaliteta,” neophodno je
naglasiti, da je ovaj problem bio dosta izrazen u Republici Srbiji, dok je bila u sastavu bivse
Socijalisticke Federativne Republike Jugoslavije (SFRJ). Kao §to je poznato, najveci broj ucinjenih
krivicnih dela — kidnapovanja ili krade beba iz porodilist bio je upravo u tom vremenu. To su teska
pitanja za anailizu i jos teze dileme i traganja za istinom o ukradenim bebama”. U svetu kriminala
postojala je posebna kasta — otmicari dece. Oni su izazivali gnusanje i prezir, ¢ak i svoje sabrace
lopova i ubica. Ti razbojnici su od roditelja trazili otkup za ukradeno dete, a ako roditelji ne bi
pristali ili ako bi i najmanje zakasnili sa predajom trazenog novca, malog zarobljenika bi ubijali,
ponekad na najsvirepiji nacin. Potom bi njegovu glavu i raseceno telo ostavljali pred vratima
roditeljskog doma. Vecina kindapovane i otete dece je Zrtvovana u satanistiCke svrhe gde je
obredima deci vadena krvi radi pravljenja adrenohroma za ,.elitne” pedofile (pedofilski kanibali),
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glume, politicare i mnoge druge na vlasti. Oni veruju da ¢e ih to spreciti u starenju, pa oteknu zbog
Adrenohroma, a deca umiru u najstrasnijim mukama zbog njihovog navodnog “podmladivanj a”®.

Pre pocetka sustinske analize kriminalne pojave krade beba u Republici Srbiji, neophodno je
naglasiti na ovaj problem prisutan i izvan Republike Srbije. Druge drzave su u mnogo manjoj meri
bile ugrozene ovom kriminalnom pojavom, ali su se ipak pojedinacni slucajevi dogadali, medu
kojima navodimo jedan posebno karakteristi¢an slucaj.

Prema FBI-u, u Americi godi$nje ima u proseku vise od 460.000+ nestale dece, ali bi stvarni
broj mogao biti znatno veci jer je nedavno otkriveno da FBI nije niSta drugo do korumpirane
organizacije koja pokriva zlo€ine za luciferijanske elite u Americi. Naucnici su spekulisali da
produZzeno izlaganje Adrenohromu moze izazvati Sizofreniju. To moze biti delimi¢no razlog zasto
su cionisti patili od mentalnih poremecaja 30 puta ¢eSée nego opsta populacija.

,,Zena koja je bila na hirurskoj intervenciji pilinga izasla je iz bolnice u Taksasu s bebom
skrivenom u torbici, marta 2007. Na srecu, policija je pronasla tu zenu s novorodencetom i sutradan
ih vratila roditeljima. Ovakve otmice novorodencadi iz bolnica su retke $to ¢ini samo (0,5% svih
dogadaja koji su prijavljeni zajednickoj komisiji, tako da mozda nikada nece biti niko umesan u
ovakve incidente. Uprkos tome, 116 novorodencadi je oteto iz bolnice izmedu 1983. 1 2004.
godine. Otuda, osoblje u bilo kojoj ustanovi koja se brine o novoroden¢adima mora biti svesno
pretnji. Iskustva pokazuju da se veéina otmica dece moze izbe¢i 1 spre€iti uspostavljanjem smernica
i koris¢ewem iskustava najbolje prakse, posebno poducavanjem osoblja preciznim normiranim
protokola o bezbednosti pacijenata i edukaciom porodica novorodencadi.

Iz analiziranih slucajeva vidljivo je da su bebe koje su ukradene iz porodilista prodavane van
Srbije, po cenama koje su dostizale do 25.000 evra po otetom detetu (Srpki Telegraf, 2007). Za
svetlu kozu i plave o€i deteta kriminalci su dodatno dobijali oko 2000 evra (Srpki Telegraf, 2007).

Za mnoge od roditelja ukradene dece do danas nije ponudeno ni ohrabrenje da ¢e se pokusati
resiti njihovi slucajevi. Oste¢enim roditeljima nisu date nikakve garancije ili obecanja o razresenju
njihovih problema. Ovo je jedna od velikih “afera” posle Drugog svetskog rata na prostoru koji je
pokrivala bivSa Socijalisticka Federativha Republika Jugoslavija. Njenon sporom reSavanju
doprinosi i protok vremena, slabo ili nikako vodena istraga i nedostatak dokaza o nestalim bebama
(Tema: krada beba, 2014). Za potrebe ovoga rada navodimo samo neke od pokusaja za reSavanje
navedenog problema. Kada je Vlada pokojnog premijera Zorana Dindi¢a, naloZila, da se ovim
problemom pozabave sudovi 1 kada je tuzilastvo reSilo da otvori zvani¢nu istragu, za ova krivi¢na
dela, sve je stalo i1 niSta znacajnije od tada nije uradrno. Da su sumnje za kidnapovanje beba bile
osnovane, potvrduje jedna od evidencija pogrebnih usluga iz Beograda. Kako se u istragi tuzilastva
navodi, tamo su zatekli duple knjige istog protokola za istu godinu, kao i postojanje praznih mesta u
protokolu porodilja 1 duple strane o istom porodaju. Stim u vezi, Konstatovali su i1 greske u
godinama zavodenja, kao i1 neslaganje u telesnim merama novorodenceta. Roditelji otetih beba
godinama i decenijama vode borbu za dobijanje uzoraka kalupa, kako bi DNK analizom utvrdili, da
li se njihova deca zaista nalaze u njima. U svakom pokuSaju, roditlji nailazile na otpore i osudu
(Ristovi¢, 2006: 20-21). Medutim, u svojim privatnim istragama, kako su potvrdili roditelji
ukradenih beba, cak 110 porodica pronaslo je svoju davno ukradenu (prodatu decu), dok je po
njihovim iskazima uradeno 77. DNK analiza u Italiji, Svajcarskoj i Rusiji, §to nije potvrdeno.

s Adrenohrom je hemijsko jedinjenje molekulske formule C9HINO3 nastalo oksidacijom adrenalina (epinefrin). Derivat karbazohroma je
hemostatski lek. Uprkos sli¢nostima u hemijskim imenima, to nema veze sa hromom, ali sufiks -hrom ukazuje na odnos prema boji, jer je Cisti
adrenohrom duboko ljubicaste boje.
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Znacajno je navesti i komentar autora jedine objavljene knjige o otetim bebama (Ristovi¢, 2006)
koji navodi da je direktorka Instituta za neonatologiju Republike srbije odbacila moguénost, da ova
ustanova, na ¢ijem je ona ¢elu punih 17 godina, nije vodila pravilnu evidenciju dece, umrle posle
rodenja. Predocila je da su navedenoj ustanovi od 2002 do 2005. godine, 224 roditelja umrle dece
podnela zahtev za izdavanje medecinske dokumentacije. Iste podatke od opstinskih tuzioca trazilo
je 43 roditelja, dok su zdrastvene inspekcije trazile podatke o otetim bebama od 103 medicinske
ustanove u Srbiji, a organi gonjenja Ministarstva unutra$njih poslova su istrazivali 50 slucajeva
otetith (ukradenih) beba, a ni jedan slucaj nije reSen. Pored toga, za potreba objektivnog
sagledavanja tezine ovog problema, navodimo i jedan od mnogobrojnih primera o nelegalno
vodenoj evidenciji za rodene bebe. Na zahtev majke otetog deteta, Spasojevic¢ Jasne iz Kragujevca,
dobijeno je uverenje iz porodilista, da je musko dete rodeno 16.5.1985.godine u Kragujevcu, od oca
Milana i majke Jasne Spasojevi¢, ali to rodeno dete nije upisano u mati¢nu knjigu rodenih, za
maticno podruc¢je Kragujevac (Ristovi¢, 2006).

U drugom primeru opisan je slucaj da su se na optuzenickoj klupi Drugog opstinskog Suda u
Beogradu, 30 avgusta 1999. godine, nasli Zorica Popovi¢ (30) domacica iz sela Vukon, Opstina Ub
1 jedan doktor, nacelnik operacionog bloka laparaskopske hirurgije, zatim jedna doktorka, Sef
odseka za prekid trudnoce i doktor Sef odseka intezivne nege, na odeljenju pedijatrije Ginekolosko
akuSerske klinike (GAK), Narodni front u Beogradu. Oni su bili optuZeni za aferu sa bebama, koja
je otkrivena krajem 1998. godine. Ova afera je otkrivena povodom istrage vodene o jednoj
maloletnici koja je skrivala trudnocu 1 ¢iju je bebu osumnjicena Zorica Popovi¢ Zelela otkupiti
(Ristovi¢, 2006: 62). Sumnjama o ukradenim bebama doprineli su i sami medicinski radnici,
odnosno babice, sestre, lekari, pa i nacelnici odeljenja, $to nisu hteli saslusati molbe porodilja, ve¢
su drsko odgovarali na njihove zahteve, isterivali ih iz bolnic¢kih prostorija i na kraju zabranjivali
njihove istrage, u svojim bolnicama, gde su se bebe rodile. Jedan od ociglednih primera bio je
primer jedne doktorke koja je hladno, bezosec¢ajno i sa poviSenim tonom, porodilji Lidiji saopstila,
da je dete umrlo, bez ikakvih pruZenih dokaza za to. Ovaj promer, naveo je u krivi¢noj prijavi
Dragan Brdovic.

U drugom primeru porodilja je insistirala da Zeli da vidi svoje mrtvo dete, nadlezni medicinski
organi nisu joj to dozvolili. Nakon toga, su joj medecinske sestre dale inekciju i pod nos joj stavile
natopljenu gazu, nakon ¢ega je bila u nesvesnom stanju. Posle toga poturili su joj jedan papiri¢
nepoznate sadrzine, koji je ona na njihovo insistiranje u $oku i strahu potpisala (Ristovi¢, 2006: 66).
Stim u vezi, 1 ovaj, kao 1 mnogi drugi slucajevi su skoro na isti nacin prikazivani, da je beba umrla,
a majke nisu imale pravo da vide svoje mrtvo dete. Nakon objave o smrti novorodenceta, bebe su
prodavane kupcima ¢ija imena nisu nikad objavljivana. Pored navedenih primera, bilo je slucajeva
druge sadrzine koji se odnose na potencijalne kupce beba. Prema istrazenom slucaju, kupci su
ulazili u porodiliSta 1 birali, koju ¢e bebu kupiti i1 koja beba im se svida. Pored domacih kupaca,
pojavljivali su se i strani drzavljani u porodilis§tima (Ristovi¢, 2006: 66). Klju¢ enigme velikog
broja ukradenih beba sedamdesetih i osamdesetih godina proslog veka, krije se u sloZzenom
postupku usvajanja beba, koji je prema tadasnjim zakonima vazio u Jugoslaviji. Veliki broj,
imuénih ljudi bez potomstva, kao i stranci, umesto sloZene i redovne procedure, lakSe su se
odluc¢ivali da podmite zaposlene u porodiliStima koji su bili skloni kriminalitetu.U tim slucajevima,
bio je jednostavniji put — kupovina deteta (Ristovi¢, 2006). Po tadasnjim zakonima, skoro da nisu
bile nikakve Sanse redovnim putem usvojiti bebu, stoga se pribegavalo ilegalnom, kidnapovanju,
prodaji i otkupu beba. Prvi dokazi u aferi “nestale bebe”, pojavili su se, kada se udruZenju obratio,
c¢ovek koji je hteo da zna, ko su mu pravi roditelji i kad je klupko pocelo da se odmotava, a taj
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covek je bio jedno od otete dece iz porodiliSta. Prvi pouzdani materijalni dokazi pojavljuju se, kada
je jedna beba u porodilistu ukradena, a dokaz se nalazi u posedu Vladine komisije za istrazivanje
slucajeva nestalih beba. Dakle, u vise slucajeva rodenih beba, nisu sacinjavani podaci niti su
izradivana dokumenta, Sto je otezavalo svaku istragu. Sve navedeno je ¢injeno upravo, radi krade
beba, obmana i prevare kasnije istrage. Konbinovanim obmanama i objavama, da su bebe umirale
iako su bile zive, sluzili su samo radi kupo-prodaje beba zainteresovanim klijentima
(RadioSlobodnaEvropa, 2013). Nakon pojedinih afera, srpski mediji poceli su da izvestavaju o
brojnim slu¢ajevima navodnih krada beba, medu kojima je 1 jedan karakteristica sluc¢aj u kojem je
opstina Cuprija, poslala zvani¢an izvestaj, da je u evidenciji mati¢ne knjige rodenih registrovano
rodenje deteta, ali ne 1 smrti toga deteta (Petrovi¢, 2018). U ovom radu navodimo jo§ jedan
karakteristi¢an primer u nizu sli¢nih slu¢ajeva u kojem je dvadesetcetvorogodisnji Ivan, trazio brata
blizanca, koji je na rodenju proglasen mrtvim i nasao ga na Kosovu i Metohiji (Krada beba.org,
2020).

Krada (kidnapovanje) beba iz porodilista nije slucaj karakteristi¢an samo u Republiku Srbiji.
Vecina drzava je ugrozena ovim oblikom kriminaliteta. Najizrazenije su zemlje bivse SFRIJ, ali i
druge zemlje, modu kojima je i Ukrajina kao velika drzava koja je u sastavu Evropske unije i koja
se suocava sa navedenim problemom. Stim u vezi, u Kijevu je otkrivena Sema prodaje beba, a
prodaja bebe je vrSena za ¢ak 70.000 dolara. Podatke o prodaji beba preneo je Skrptic, pozivajuci se
na Sefa nacionalne policije Igora Klimenka na Facebooku. Dakle, izmedu drugih oblika krade beba,
koriS¢ene su surogat majéinstvo, koje je otkriveno u jednoj od specijalizovanih klinika u Kijevu.
Ovaj problem je dokumentovan pre vise od dve godine. U ovim prljavim i protivzakonitim
radnjama, organizator kriminaliteta bio je Sef klinike. Beba je placena 70.000 dolara uz zakljucen
fiktivni brak sa ukrajinkom. Nakon otkrivanja ovog nedozvoljenog krivi¢nog dela, otkriveno su tri
slu¢aja pokusaja otmice beba, koje su bezbednosni organi predali socijalnim sluzbama u Kijevu, ali
najmanje 13-toro dece je prodato i odvedeno iz Ukrajine, izjavio je Klimenko (B Kuese
pa3obIauniIu cXxeMy MpoJiaXku HOBOPOXKICHHBIX 3a rpaHulty, 2021).

Uloga drzavnih i medunarodnih institucija u suzbijanju krada beba

Kad se radi o drzavnim, privatnim i medunarodnim institucijama, medu koima su Policija,
kriminalisticke sluzbe, Drzavna bezbednost, Sudovi, Tuzilastvo i Privatna bezbednost, svi oni
svojim neaktivnostima ili ¢utanjem, tj prikrivanjem ili pritiscima, su omogucavali, cinjenja
krivicnih dela o kojima je rec. Prema Krivicnom zakoniku, “Ako vise lica ucestvuju u radnji
izvrsenja, sa umisljajem ili iz nehata zajednicki izvrse krivicno delo, ili ostvaruju¢i zajednicku
odluku, drugom radnjom sa umisljajem, bitno doprinesu izvrsenju krivicnog dela, svako od njih
kazni¢e se kaznom propisanom za to delo, ¢l.33 saucesnistvo u krivicnom delu, saizvrsilastvo”
(Kriviéni zakonik RS, 2019). Prema tome, ucesnici i saucesnici u kidnapovanju ili kradi beba u
porodilistima ili oni koji ih stite u Republici Srbiji, u ovom sluc¢aju su pojedini lekari, medecinske
sestre i babice, sa jedne strane, kao potencijalni usvajaci ili kupci beba sa druge strane. Svi navedeni
su saucesnici, koji su sa umisljajem cinili krivi¢na dela. Dakle, po osnovu Kriviénog zakonika svi
akteri koji su ucestvovali u kradi ili otmici beba u porodilistima su morali biti procesuirani. lako je
bio veliki broj prijava osumnji¢enih i u optuzivanih ucesnika i saucesnici u kradi beba, to se nije
dogodilo. Stim u vezi, nadlezne institucije u Republici Srbiji nisu adekvatno odgovorile ovom
obliku nasilja. Kad je u pitanju uloga medunarodnih institucija, samo je jedan slucaj nestale bebe
stigao do Strazbura, 2020. godine (Petrovi¢, 2018). Navedeni slucaj potvrdujemo jednim
svedo¢enjem nemackog gradanina Marka lvica, koji je izjavio: “Biraj jedno dete za 10.000 maraka,
a dva deteta blizanca za 15.000 maraka.” Ovom nemackom gradaninu je, po njegovoj izjavi, pod
ovim uslovima, ponudeno da kupi bebu (Soldo, 2019). I u ovom slu¢aju medunarodne institucije su
bile nezainteresovane za navedeni problem. Znacajan broj krijumcaranja otetih bezba odvija se
preko zvani¢nih aerodroma, redovnim ili posebnim privatnim linijama. Da bi se mogla ostvariti
adekvatna saradnja 1 koordinacija drZzavnog 1 privatnog sektora u sprecavanju (prevenciji) svih
oblika kriminaliteta ... na aerodromoma, za tu delatnost su potrebni adekvatni uslovi” (Pejanovic,
Jovanovi¢, & Habus, 2013: 254).

Bebe i deca mogu biti ugrozena, kidnapovanjem beba i za vreme putovanja sa prevoznim
sredstvima. Osim toga, bebe mogu biti ugrozene u porodicnom nasilju u kojem neki ¢lan iz
porodice, moze kindapovati bebu da zaplasi porodicu, bez obzira na motiv i ovakvi slucajevi su
¢inioci protivzakonitih radnji. U mnogim zemljama se ¢ine nedozvoljene radnje u porodici, ¢ime se
ugrozavaju ljudska prava kako kod odraslih ¢lanova porodece, tako i beba. Imaju¢i u vido nacine
izvrSenja krivi¢nih dela, ugroZavanje beba i dece uopste, to mogu Ciniti i izbeglice koje prolaze
preko ovih prostora, narucito ako medu njima ima kriminalaca i terorista Sto je Cest slucaj.
Emigranti mogu ugrozavati kako odrasle tako 1 decu, kad se nasele u dati prostor (Pejanovi¢ &
Bejatovi¢, 2015: 29).

Kad se radi o privatnoj bezbednosti koja obezbaduje objekte zdrastvenih ustanova i oni su bili
delimicno saucesnici ¢injenja krivicnih dela iz predmeta istrazivanja u ovom radu, jer nisu na vreme
otkrili, evidentirali i1 zaustavljali, ulazak nepoznatih lica u porodiliste, niti su obavestavali drzavne
institucije o tome. Isto tako nisu uocavali da bebe nisu sahranjivane, kako bih omogudili laksu
istragu, na Sta ih je obavezivao sistem za kontrolu obilaska zdrastvenih objekta koji sadrzi: pregled
objekata, kontrolu rada u objektu, zastitu od provala, krade u objektu, rano otkrivanje nedozvoljenih
radnji 1 pozara 1 mnoge druge radnje (Pejanovi¢, Lakovi¢, & Stojanovi¢, 2015: 77). Kad je rec o,
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sluzbi bezbednosti, tuzilastvu i sudovima, takode i oni su se oglusili na molbe, prijave i dokazivanje
porodica da su im deca ukradena. Prema vaze¢im zakonima u vreme kada su se deSavale pojave,
ove institucije su ucinile krivicno delo, ne preduzimajuci mere zastite beba i roditelja.

Nadlezne drzavne institucije u povodu krade beba samo su prihvatale prijave majki ili oCeva,
a najcesc¢e nisu nista preduzimale, slepo verujuci pricama medecinskih radnika i njihovim lazima,
da su bebe umirale. Nedostataku adekvatne reakcije drzavnih institucija, u najveem broju
slu¢ajeva, doprineli su i neki medecinski radnici, koji su u velikom broju slu¢ajeva obavestavali, da
su bebe umrle i da su ih bolnice sahranjivale prema protokolima tih ustanova, a nigde to nije
evindetirano za najveci broj sluc¢ajeva. Obzirom, da ne postoje dokazi o sahranjenim bebama, u tom
slucaju je ¢injen organizovani kriminal, koji u uvom slucaju nije bio samo teorijsko pitanje, vec 1
prakti¢ni problem i najteza forma organizovanog kriminaliteta (Boskovi¢ & Skakavac, 2009: 27).
Svi napred navedeni argumenti ukazuju da je jedan broj medecinskih radnika, ¢inio kriminalne
radnje, trgovinom bebama, a time i organizovani kriminalitet. Neki roditelji su poverovali
medicinskim radnicima, neki su trazili mrtve bebe, ali ih nisu dobijali, niti su dobijali dokumenta o
smrti njihovog deteta. Drzavne institucije 1 ustanove su napravile velike propuste §to nisu vrsili
detaljne istrage po svakoj prijavi roditelja. Na prijave i zahteve roditelja na najgrublji nacin su se
oglusivale i medicinske ustanove i odgovorni lekari u njima, iako su bili duzni po Hipokratovoj
zakletvi. Najeklakantniji i najtezi oblik krSenja Hipokratove zakletve predstavlja obavesStenja majci
da joj je dete umrlo, a majka je svesna da je u porodilistu rodila Zivo i zdarvo dete, podojila ga i na
Cuvanje predala babici, a od nje primila usmeno obavesStenje da je beba ocenjena dobrom,
vrlodobrom i odliénom ocenom. Poseban oblik krSenja Hipokratove zakletve predstavlja ne
postojanje nikakvih podataka o uslovima i vremenu smrti beba.

Iz velikog broja prikupljenih i analiziranih podataka o nestalim bebama u Srbiji kao i
pribavljenih dokaza da su bebe u porodilistima kradene, a neke date na usvajanje ili prodate kao
roba, nepobitno se moze zakljuciti da su nekoliko decenija Cinjena krivicna dela, a da nadlezni
drzavni organi nisu preduzimali zakonom predvidene mere, ¢ime su ugrozili sigurnost i bezbednost,
ne samo majki 1 ofeva koji su ostali bez svoje dece, nego su ugrozili sigurnost i bezbednost
porodice kao osnovne socijalne grupe, pa i bezbednost zajednice u celini. O ovom aktuelnom
drustvenom fenomenu gotovo da 1 ne postoji pisanih izvora, a arhive sluzbi bezbednosti ili su
prazne ili su nedostupne za javnost. Na temu krade i kindapovanja beba postoji samo jedna
objavljena knjiga. Otuda su autori ovoga rada bili prinudeni da u njegovoj izradi koriste brojne
komentare, ¢lanke 1 obaveStenja u Stampi, internetu i drugim sredstvima. Kako to za dnevni list
,Blic” reCe RadiSa Pavlovi¢, presednik udruzenja nestalih beba 1 ¢lan Republicke Komisije za
utvrdivanje okolnosti nestanka beba iz porodiliSta u Srbiji, nakon visegodis$nje potrage, doslo se do
prvih opipljivih rezultata na osnovu kojih se moze videti da su biolosko poreklo i proces usvajanja
jedne bebe pod velikim znakom pitanja. Ovaj slu¢aj nas navodi na razmisljanje, da su medecinski
radnici, koji su se bavili trgovinom bebama, imali uticaj na drZzavne organe i da se to nikada vise ne
sme nito moze ponoviti ni u jednoj zemlji na svetu.

Saznanja autora ovoga rada u vezi s kidnapovanjem ili kradom beba iz porodili$ta, zasnovana
su na potrazi roditelja o nestanku beba iz porodiliSta, njithovim saznanjima iz sopstvenog traganja za
istinom o nestalim bebama, brojnih molbi, zalbi i zahteva za pomo¢, kao 1 na podacima iz knjige
novinara Ristoviéa i mnogobrojnih podataka objavljenih na web sajtovima, kao i na li¢nim
saznanjima jednog broja odrasle i otete dece koja su stupila u potragu za pravim roditeljima, kada
su saznali da su usvojeni. Osim toga koris¢ena su i sva raspoloziva dokumenta, podaci i izvestaji,
rasprave u formiranim skupstinskim odborima i druga saznanja. Prema saznanjima iz empirijskog
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istrazivanja od 1949., u kojim je otkriven jedan slu¢aj, pa sve do 2015. godine u Republici Srbiji je
izvrSeno ukupno 390 slucaja otmice ili kidnapovanje beba, Sto je u proseku 5,99 otetih beba na
godisnjem nivou. Ovo su samo podaci do kojih su autori ovoga rada dosli u sopstvenom
istrazivanju, a broj nestalih beba je verovatno veéi. Sli¢na je situacija i u drugim zemljama.
Saucesnici ukradenih i otetih beba iz porodilista su ona lica iz sastava medecinskog osoblja koja su
neposredno krala bebe, pojedinci ili porodice koji su lazno usvajali i kupovali bebe, kao i sluzba
obezbedenja, koja je dozvoljavala ulaz neovlaséenim licima u medicinske ustanove, odnosno u
porodiliSta, kao 1 svi oni iz drzavnih institucija koji nisu vrsili svoje zadatke. Odnosi izmedu
prodavaca tudih beba i lica koje su kupovala bebe su zasnivani iskljucivo na finansijskoj i
materijalnoj koristi. Jedni su krali tude bebe i prodavali ih za novac, drugi su bili kupci beba, da bi
ih neki ponovo preprodavali, a neki usvajali. Ovim nac¢inom c¢injenja krivi¢nih dela, formirane su
kriminalne organizacije, koje su se uvecavale i Sirila na celom prostoru Republike Srbije 1 bivsih
republika SFRJ kao i drugih susednih drzava na prostorima Balkana i zapadno-evropskih drzava.

Iz obilja prikupljenih ¢injenica i dokaza, autori ovoga rada stekli su nepobitan zakljucak, da je
ovaj fenomen uzeo dosta maha i da je bio masovan, $to je izazivalo i izaziva veliku zabrinutost
javnosti. Stoga je nuZno 1 nau¢no opravdano da se ovim problemo pozabavi nauka i1 naucnici da da
se kroz ozbiljna osnovna i primenjena istrazivanja utvrdi prava razmera ove druStvene pojave, njeni
uzroci i posledice 1 na osnovu utvrdenih ¢injenica sprovede konkretna istraga od stane nadleznih
drzavnih organa i procesuiraju svi odgovorni u svim zemljama.

Rasirenost ovog drustvenog realiteta i njegov naucni i drustveni znacaj zahteva ozbiljnije
naucno istrazivanje, ukljucujuéi naucnike razli¢itog profila, drzavne institucije, samostalne
istrazivace, pa i roditelje, kako bi se reSio ovaj gordijev ¢vor koji traje viSe od Sezdeset godina.
Istrazivanjem bi trebalo obuhvatilo medecinski sastav, klinike u kojima su se deSavali navedeni
problemi, pogrebne institucije i podatke o njihovim uslugama, zatim, mati¢ne urede, bezbednosne
istitucije, policiju, tuzilastvo, sudstvo i druge institucije.

U analizama sadrZaja dukumenat treba imati u vidu da su mnogi dokumenti laZirani, te da su u
njima proglaSavane zive bebe mrtvim i da su sacinjavani mati¢ni listovi na lazne usvojitelje ili
roditelje 1 da sva ta dokumenta uz pomo¢ medicinskih i drugih forenzicara treba detaljno istraZiti.
Uporedo sa osnovnim i primenjenim istrazivanjima zakonodavna vlast u svim zemljama gde je ova
pojava bila raSirena treba da obaveze nadleZne institucije 1 ustanove za primenu zakona da detaljno
istraZze ovaj problem i da se krada beba dovede do kona¢nog reSenja — procesuiranja odgovornih za
ucinjeno krivicno delo. Ukoliko nacionalne drZzava na adekvatan naci ne reSe ovaj problem,
neophodno ih je suociti sa ovlaS¢enim medunarodnim pravosudnim institucijama.

Zakljucak

Rezultati istrazivanja u ovom radu su pokazali da su mnoge porodice u Republici Srbiji, bile
ugrozene kradom beba u porodilistima, a drzavne institucije im nisu pomogle u naporima da
saznaju istinu ili da pronadu kriminalom otudenu svoju decu.

U radu je nacinjen pokusaj da se utvrdie uzroci i posledice krade beba u Republici Srbiji u
perodu od 1949. do 2015., do kada je ova pojava savremene civilizacije bila masovnije prisutna na
prostoru Balkanskih zemalja. U radu su prezentovana i egzaktna saznanja o pomagacima i
saucesnicima krade beba u porodilistima.

Istrazivanje je pokazalo da je klju¢ enigme velikog broja ukradenih beba sedamdesetih i
osamdesetih godina proslog veka bi u slozenom postupku usvajanja beba, koji je prema tadasnjim
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zakonima vazio u Jugoslaviji. Veliki broj, imu¢nih ljudi bez potomstva i stranaca, umesto slozene
zakonske procedure koja je trajala veoma dugo, odlucivao se i u tome u znacajnom broju slucajeva
uspeo da podmiti zaposlene u zdrastvenim i drzavnim ustanovama koji su bili skloni kriminalitetu.

Udruzenje za zastitu beba Republike Srbije je svojim aktivnostima dokazivanja krade i otmica
novorodencadi iz drzavnih klinika u Srbiji dobilo veliku i znacajnu podrsku gradana, medija,
nevladinih organizacija i brojnih drugih institucija i organizacija civilnog drustva. Znacajan
doprinos otkrivanju pojave krade i otmice beba iz porodilista dao je Mladen Radivojevi¢ iz
Aleksinca, koji je upornim dugogodisnjim traganjem, uz pomo¢ pisanih i elektronskih medija,
pronasao svoju rodenu sestru Marinu Radivojevi¢. Naime, DNK testom je nepobitno utvrdeno da je
Marinu i Mladena rodila ista majka. Epilog visegodisnjeg traganja za istinom u ovom slu¢aju nalazi
se na sudu sa velikom vreovatnocom da se i sudski dokaze da je brata i njegovu, na porodaju otetu,
sestru rodila ista zena. Time je otvorena pandorina kutija kojom treba da se pokrene proces
organizovane i sistemske istrage od strane nadleznih drzavnih organa za svaki prijavljeni i
novoprijavljeni slucaj krade i otmice beba u porodilistima Republike Srbije.

Takode, rezultati istrazivanja su potvrdili da je ovaj aktuelni i rasireni drustveni realitet i dalje
prisutan u savremenim drzavama i da je neophodno da se u ukupno sagledavanje ovog fenomena
ukljuce i1 naucne institucije u nacionalnim zemljama uz finansijsku podrsku fondova OUN i
Evropske unije.
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Socijalne komunikacije i praksa kriminalnih aktivnosti kradom beba u Republici Srbiji
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Sazetak
Zivimo u svetu punom kontraverznih suprotnosti, sa velikim brojem razlicitih pretnji, opasnosti, rizika
i posledica, medu kojima su problemi krade beba iz porodilista u Republici Srbije. U velikom broju drzava u
kojima su mete bebe, nalazi se i bivsa Jugoslavija, a time i Republika Srbija. U opisu ovog istraZivackog
problema, pojavljuje se zanacajn problem drzavnih institucija koje ne raspolazu sa dokaznim i rezultatima
na sprecavanju i otkrivanju prekrsioca kriminalnih i krivi¢nih dela krade beba. Naprotiv, drzavne i privatne
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socijalne i medicinske institucije, uspesno su komunicirale, saradivale i izvrSavale krimiminalne aktivnosti
krade beba. Dakle, u ovim i slicnim uslovima, porodice i njihove bebe su bile mete organizovanog
kriminaliteta u cinjenju krivicnih dela, nedozvoljenim kradama ili otmicama beba, od njihovih roditelja.
Cesti pocinioci krivicnih dela i ucesnici u kriminalitetu su pojedini lekari, babice, medicinske sestre i
kriminalci, koji kupuju ili placaju isporuku bebe, sticanjem velikih iznosa novca, za svaku prodatu bebu.
Analiza je pokazala da su u navedenim delima ucestvovale, komunicirale i delovale, drZavne institucije,
medu kojima su se nalazili i pojedini pripadnici, Ministarstva zdravlja (porodilista), Ministarstvo
unutrasnjih poslova (Policija) i Ministarstvo pravde (tuzilastvi i sudovi), koji nisu pokazali odgovornost i
rezultate u pronalazenju i oduzimanju ukradenih beba, sem malog broja pojedinacnih slucajeva. Njihovi
navedeni rezultati, imali su potrebu da zastite svoje kolege koji su ucestvovali u kradama beba. Shodno
navedenom, organizovano je i formirano udruZenje porodica, Cije su ukradene i prodate bebe, upravo
obelodanili ucesnike koji su krali njihove bebe, 5to pokazuju nasi rezultati istrazivanja.
