Our research aims to conduct a diachronic and holistic
quantum analysis of social communications within the
Inca Empire (1438-1533/1572) and identify their specific
characteristics. We adopted a holistic approach, which
emphasizes the primacy of the Whole. Our methods
included analysis and synthesis, the hypothetical-
deductive method, abstraction, and observation, as well
as the quantum chronos and diachronic analysis
methods. The research methodology involved selecting
scientific publications related to the topic of our study.
We analyzed and synthesized the selected publications to
identify methods suitable for investigating the problem.
After establishing the research methodology, we
conducted a holistic and diachronic analysis of the facts
described in communicative, archaeological, historical,
and cultural studies. This analysis of social
communications in the Inca Empire (1438-1533/1572)
enabled us to identify specific characteristics of these
communications. Research Results. We examined social
communications during the reigns of five emperors:
Pachacuti Inca Yupanqui, Topa Inca Yupanqui, Huayna
Capac, and the brothers Huascar Inca and Atahualpa.
Our analysis identified six distinct trends within the
twelve types of social communications recorded over the
95 years of the Inca Empire: State administrative and

political communications, Financial and economic
communications, Cultural-level communications,
Hierarchical communications, Logistical

communications, and Family-based communications.
Conclusions. Through diachronic analysis, we identified
11 types of social communication applications and
highlighted six trends associated with specific types. The
holistic quantum analysis of social communications in
the Inca Empire from 1438 to 1533 allowed us to
determine five key aspects that characterise the specifics
and features of these communications.

Introduction

To date, the social communications of the Inca Empire have not been studied from the
comprehensive perspective of diachronic analysis. Furthermore, no researcher has, as we believe,
approached the analysis of Inca social communications using a holistic quantum approach (Kholod,
2022). These observations highlight the relevance and significance of our research for the academic
field of Social Communications.

Our study aims to perform a diachronic and holistic quantum analysis of the social
communications of the Inca Empire (1438-1533/1572) and to identify the specific characteristics of
these communications. The central hypothesis of the study is that a diachronic and holistic quantum
analysis of the Inca Empire's social communications can reveal their distinctive characteristics.

Methods and Methodologies of the Study

To conduct a diachronic and holistic quantum analysis of the social communications of the
Inca Empire and to identify their specific characteristics, we selected several methods from different
categories, including general methods, scientific methods, and field-specific methods.

From the group of general methods, we employed the potential of holism (holistic approach),
which asserts the primacy of the Whole, or "the belief that each thing is a whole, more significant
than the parts that comprise it" (Holism, 2024).

In our study, the group of scientific methods included traditional analysis and synthesis, the
hypothetical-deductive method, the method of abstraction, and observation.

Among field-specific (specialized) methods, we opted for the method of quantum chronos
(Krutov, 2021: 34-46; Kholod, 2020: 32-67), which...

«...involves the analysis of communicative processes and texts that were made public at least
75 years before their analysis. This timeframe is determined by the average lifespan of an
individual familiar with the epistemic framework during their lifetime. The method considers
two key factors: 1. The analyzed communicative processes and texts must be perceived by a
contemporary audience that is only theoretically familiar with the epistemic framework within
which these processes occurred and the texts were created. 2. The analysis of the
communicative processes and text perception must be experimental and should incorporate
the principles and concepts of quantum theory, such as W. Heisenberg's uncertainty principle,
N. Bohr's complementarity principle, and the concept of superposition» (Kholod, 2020: 32—
67).

This methodological approach provides a unique perspective for understanding the nuances of
historical communicative processes and their texts within the Inca Empire.

Field-Specific (Humanities) Methods and Research Methodology. For our study, we applied
the field-specific method of diachronic analysis to seek historical and archaeological evidence
supporting the proposed hypothesis.

The methodology of our research was based on the following search procedures:

1. Selection of scientific publications relevant to the topic of our study.
2. Analysis and synthesis of the selected publications to identify methods that are valid for
investigating the research problem.
3. Formation of the research methodology, incorporating the identified methods.
Holistic and diachronic analysis of facts described in publications related to communication
studies, archaeology, history, and cultural studies.
5. Analysis of the social communications of the Inca Empire (1438-1533/1572).

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6. ldentification of specific characteristics of the social communications of the Inca Empire.
This systematic approach allowed us to comprehensively examine the communicative
processes of the Inca Empire and highlight their distinctive features.

Results and discussion.
General socio-communication background

The Incas were a group of South American Indians who ruled an empire at the time of the
Spanish conquest in 1532 (Britannica, Editors of Encyclopaedia, 2024). The territory inhabited by
the Incas «extended along the Pacific coast and the Andean highlands from the northern border of
modern Ecuador to the Maule River in central Chile» (Britannica, Editors of Encyclopaedia, 2024).

The Inca Empire is called the Realm of the Four Parts (Quechua: Tawantinsuyu), or Four
Parts Together (McEwan, 2008). The name of the empire included an understanding of the socio-
communicative unity of the Inca tribes, which from the standpoint of a holistic approach we
interpret as a Whole consisting of the four corners of the world.

«In Quechua, tawa means four, and -ntin is a suffix denoting a group, so tawantin is a
quartet, a group of four things taken together, in this case, the four suyu (‘“regions” or
“provinces”), the corners of which meet at the capital. The four suyu were: Chinchaisuyu
(north), Antisuyu (east; Amazon jungle), Kullasuyu (south), and Kuntisuyu (west). Thus, the
name Tawantinsuyu was a descriptive term indicating the unification of the provinces.
Spanish transliterated the name as Tahuatinsuyu or Tahuatinsuyuy (McEwan, 2008: 221).

The social and cultural traditions of communication among members of the Inca tribes, who
spoke different dialects of Quechua, were not original. They were inherited from previous empires,
which give the right to assert: that the social communications of the Inca Empire were not
extraordinary social processes.

«The Inca Empire was preceded by two great empires in the Andes: Tiwanaku (c. 300—1100
CE), based around Lake Titicaca, and the Wari or Uari (c. 600-1100 CE), centred near the
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city of Ayacucho. The Wari occupied the territory of Cuzco for about 400 years. Thus, many
characteristics of the Inca Empire derived from earlier multi-ethnic and expansive Andean
cultures» (McEwan, 2006).

Researchers (Spalding, 1984) predict that previous Andean civilizations stimulated the Inca to
improve their social communication system. Such communication took various forms, from high-
quality roads to an organized process of production of goods, which, in our opinion, indicated a
high level of development of logistic trade relations between the tribes.

«...earlier civilizations may have owed some of the achievements of the Inca Empire to
«thousands of kilometers/miles of roads and dozens of large administrative centers with
complex stone construction... terraced mountain slopes and filled valleys”, as well as the
production of «huge batches of goods» (Spalding, 1984).

Inca social communications were based on a strict military system of relations between the
Incas and other peoples and cultures of the Andes. The first mentions of the Incas are associated
with the village of Pacaritampu, where the Inca tribe led by Manco Capac (Mango Qhapaq) lived.
Establishing social communications of the conqueror, Manco Capac led his tribe to the city of
Cuzco, which was located 24 km from the village of Pacaritampu. In Cuzco began the history of the
people, who became dominant in the territory of more than 2 million km2 in the Andes Mountains.
Since the creation of the city of Cuzco is dated to the 12th century, we can predict the beginning of
the existence of the Incas from the 12th century AD (Britannica, T. Editors of Encyclopaedia, Inca,
2024).

The social and economic structure of the Incas from the 12th to the 14th centuries was no
different from that of the other numerous tribes that inhabited the Andes. It was only during the
reign of Mayta Qhapag in the 14th century that the Incas revealed their warlike expansionist nature.

«Under the leadership of Mayta Capac, the Incas began an expansion, attacking and
plundering the villages of neighbouring peoples and probably collecting some tribute. During
the reign of Qhapaq Yupanki, the next emperor, the Incas first extended their influence
beyond the Cusco valley, and with the eighth emperor, Wiragocha ‘Inka, the Incas began a
program of constant conquest, establishing garrisons among the settlements of the peoples
they conqueredy (Britannica, T. Editors of Encyclopaedia, Inca, 2024).

Social Communications During the Reign of Pachacuti Inca Yupanqui

The militaristic social communications of the Inca dynasty were continued by the tenth
emperor Pachacuti Inca Yupangui. One form of social communication should be considered the
socio-hierarchical structure of the Inca Empire. Organized social communications are traced in the
state (imperial) management established by Pachacuti (Pachacuti Inca Yupanqui, 2024).
Researchers at the British Museum characterized Pachacuti as a man, «the main leader of
Mesoamerican (pre-Columbian)» America (Pachacuti Inca Yupanqui, 2024). Pachacuti lived from
1438 to 1471. According to the British Museum, Pachacuti means «He who remakes the world».

«Pachacuti Inca Yupanqui was the ninth Sapa Inca of the Kingdom of Cuzco, which he
transformed into the Tavantinsuyu Empire... During his reign, Cuzco grew from a hamlet into
an empire that could rival and eventually surpass Chimu. He began an era of conquest that,
within three generations, extended Inca rule from the Cuzco Valley to almost all of civilized
South America» (Pachacuti Inca Yupanqui, 2024).
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Pachacuti’s organized social communications of state management allowed him to restructure
the state system that functioned in the kingdom of Cuzco. To implement the idea of a single leader,
Pachacuti organized a system of spies. The functions of such spies were reduced to informing the
hierarch about the affairs of the political and military system of the regions. Pachacuti’s new social
communications were based on generous promises of future benefits for regional leaders under the
leadership of the central government. The supreme leader offered them “gifts in the form of luxury
items... high-quality fabrics” (Inca Empire, 2024), and promised “that they would be materially
richer than his subjects” (Inca Empire, 2024).

The trick of social communications of the Inca Empire under Pachacuti's leadership was that
most regional leaders perceived his promises positively and voluntarily accepted favourable
conditions of subordination. According to researchers (Britannica, T. Editors of Encyclopaedia.
Inca, 2024), Pachacuti practised forced resettlement of tribes to different regions of the empire he
created. Such resettlement corresponds to the process of social integration. Pachacuti considered its
goal to be achieving political stability and minimizing possible social unrest of dissatisfied
subordinates in the regions. The social communications of state management organized by
Pachacuti allowed him to restructure the state system that functioned in the kingdom of Cuzco. To
implement the idea of single leadership, Pachacuti organized a system of spies. The functions of
such spies were reduced to informing the hierarch about affairs in the political and military systems
of the regions. Pachacuti’s new social communications were based on generous promises of future
benefits to regional leaders under the central government. The supreme leader offered them “gifts in
the form of luxury items... high-quality fabrics” (Inca Empire, 2024), and promised “that they
would be materially richer than his subjects” (Inca Empire, 2024).

The trick of social communications of the Inca Empire under Pachacuti was that most
regional leaders perceived his promises positively and voluntarily accepted favourable terms of
subordination. According to researchers (Britannica, T. Editors of Encyclopaedia. Inca, 2024),
Pachacuti practised forced relocation of tribes to different regions of the empire he created. Such
relocation corresponds to the process of social integration. Its goal was to achieve political stability
and minimize possible social unrest of disgruntled subordinates in the regions. The military power
of the new Inca leader suppressed the resistance of the rebellious. Pachacuti executed disloyal
subjects and ordered the children of Inca families who resisted to be transported to the centre of the
empire, the city of Cuzco. There, specially trained mentors taught such children the state
management system of the Inca Empire. This was done so that young specialists trained in new
state social communications when they became adults, would return to the regions and implement
the idea of a centralized state. In addition, Pachacuti forcibly married off young female Incas to
members of strong families of local leaders, which in the future, according to Pachacuti, was to
strengthen state social communications and further centralize the Inca Empire (Inca Empire, 2024).

The resistance of the rebellious was suppressed. Pachacuti executed disloyal subjects and
ordered the children of Inca families who resisted to be transported to the centre of the empire, the
city of Cuzco. There, specially trained mentors taught such children the state management system of
the Inca Empire. This was done so that young specialists trained in new state social communications
when they became adults, would return to the regions and implement the idea of a centralized state.
In addition, Pachacuti forcibly married off young female Incas to members of strong families of
local leaders, which in the future, according to Pachacuti, was supposed to strengthen state social
communications and further centralize the Inca Empire (Inca Empire, 2024).

The chief leader of Mesoamerica divided the Inca state into four regions: “Chinchasuyu
(Northwest), Antisuyu (Northwest), Kuntisuyu (Southwest) and Kullasuyu (Southwest)” (Inca
Empire, 2024). In each of the regions, Pachacuti appointed leaders known among the Indian tribes,
who skillfully carried out social communications with subordinate members of the tribes. The Inca
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leader created a central government, which was led by representatives of the Incas. According to
researchers, for example (Weatherford, J. Mclver, 1988), the world-famous settlement of Machu
Picchu could have served as Pachacuti’s summer residence. However, the version that Machu
Picchu was used as an agricultural station is not excluded (Weatherford, J. Mclver, 1988). This
conditional administrative reform allowed Pachacuti to carry out state social communications along
a hierarchical vertical level.

Pachacuti organized financial and social communications based on taxation of the population
of the Inca Empire. Not all remote regions could pay taxes.

«For, as is well known, no village in the mountains or plains paid the tribute exacted from it
by those who were in charge of these matters. There were even provinces where, when the
natives declared that they were unable to pay the tribute, the Incas ordered that every
inhabitant should be obliged to hand over a large feather filled with live lice every four
months, which was a way of training the Incas and inculcating them with the duty of paying
tributey (Starn, Kirk, & Degregori, 2009).

It is known (Britannica, T. Editors of Encyclopaedia. Inca, 2024) that local leaders appointed
by Pachacuti were responsible for collecting the labour tax. At that time, social communications of
the tax system had several options: from military service or community service to agricultural work.

Social communications at the cultural level in the Inca Empire were called upon to integrate
different tribes and civilizations into a single socio-cultural and military-economic space. This trend
had varying degrees of success. “Not all local cultures were fully integrated” (Starn, Kirk, &
Degregori, 2009), since “the Inca Empire as a whole had an economy based on the exchange and
taxation of luxury goods and labour” (Starn, Kirk, & Degregori, 2009). It is clear that not all regions
of the Inca Empire had the same economic and military resources, so not all regions of the state
could build effective social communications in the state vertical.

We have carried out a diachronic and holistic-quantum analysis of social communications in
the Inca Empire under the leadership of Pachacuti Inca Yupanqui from 1438 to 1471 thanks to
Table 1 and Table 2 (see below).

Analysis of Table 1 allowed us to distinguish the following 3 types and one (axiological)
aspect of social communications of the Inca Empire under the leadership of Pachacuti Inca
Yupanqui (1438-1471):

1) axiological aspect of social communications;

2) state administrative and political social communications;

3) financial and economic social communications;

4) social communications at the cultural level.

Social Communication During the Reign of Topa Inca Yupanqui

Social communication took on a specific character during the reign of the next emperor, Topa
Inca Yupanqui (1463-1493) (Britannica, T. Editors of Encyclopaedia. Inca, 2024).

The new emperor conquered all the tribes that inhabited the northern territory of modern
Chile, and the resistance of the local inhabitants was suppressed. The territory of the Inca Empire
increased during the 8 years of the life of Pachacuti's father, Inca Yupanqui, and during the 22 years
of the reign of Topa Inca Yupanqui (see map in Fig. 2 below).

Analysis of the map presented in Fig. 2 shows that Emperor Topa Inca Yupanqui
implemented his expansionist intentions effectively. The territory marked with numbers 2 and 3 was
conquered during the conquests from his youth and 22 years of the reign of Topa Inca Yupanqui.
Therefore, we characterize the social communications of the Inca Empire in the period from 1463
(during the life of Pachacuti's father) to 1493 as military, aggressive, and expansionist.

Topa Inca Yupanqui's social status was high since he belonged to the clan of Inca nobles
(Britannica, Editors of Encyclopaedia, 2024. Inca; Hagen von, & Murra, 2024), and his eldest wife
"was the elder sister of Mama Oklo" (Bingham, 2004). Topa's father, Inca Yupanqui, appointed the
young Inca to the position of Auki (Topa Inca Yupanqui, 2024) — “the crown prince of the
Maskaipachi in the Inca Empire” (Que Significa Auqui y Auqui Pert? 2024), which vividly
illustrated the specifics of social communications of the power structures of the society of the Inca
Empire in the last third of the 15th century.

«Auki is the title of the crown prince of the Maskaipachi in the Inca Empire (Tahuantinsuyo),
he held first place among the panaka, who was not always the eldest son. In some cases, he
participated in the joint rule of Tahuantinsuyo with the Sapa Incas. This served to educate the
hereditary prince in state affairs, as well as to consolidate the rights of the auki to be
recognized as Incas after the death of his father. This tradition of auki was initiated by
Pachacutec Inca Yupanqui. Topa Inca Yupanqui was the first auki. The brothers of the Auki
who did not become Incas were called Pihui Churi» (Que Significa Auqui y Auqui Pert?
2024).

The social communications of the Inca Empire provided for the inheritance of power and
regulated a clear family hierarchy. It was approved at the state level.

In addition to family social communications, Topa Inca Yupanqui “was engaged in the
management of the empire. He spent most of his time travelling through his territories, distributing
land and establishing local administrations” (Sanders, 2024).
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In terms of the development of architecture as a form of expression of social communications,
Topa Inca Yupanqui rebuilt the city of Quito. To this end, the young emperor turned to the
architects of the city of Cusco, who helped Topa Inca Yupanqui build a beautiful city and thereby
instil in the city’s residents a love for beautiful buildings and streets. It is known that Topa Inca
Yupanqui ordered the construction of the fortress of Sacsayhuaman, which was founded by his
father Pachacuti. The fortress was located on a high plateau above the city of Cusco. The fortress
was built throughout the reign of Topa Inca Yupanqui (de Gamboa, 2015).

The economic policy of Emperor Topa Inca Yupanqui was marked by new tax regulations. To
this end, he appointed two governors-general in the cities of Jauja and Tiahuanaco (Topa Inca
Yupanqui, 2024), which we consider as social communications to create state social control over
the conquered territories. It is also known (Sanders, 2024) about the original tribute system
proposed by Topa Inca Yupanqui: women were selected from each province to serve in temples in
state sanctuaries. Such selected women could “become the brides of soldiers who distinguished
themselves in battle” (Sanders, 2024). Emperor Topa Inca Yupanqui, who “introduced a system of
classifying the adult male population into units of 100, 500, 1,000, 5,000, and 10,0007, also refined
labour assignments and military service (Sanders, 2024).

To expand the range of social communications beyond the Inca Empire, Topa Inca Yupanqui
undertook a “voyage of exploration” across the Pacific Ocean in 1470 (de Gamboa, 2006; Nas
militars, 1973; Daude, e Vanakeren, 2018; Del Busto Dutuburu, 2006; Del Busto Duturburou,
1996). During his voyage, Topa Inca Yupanqui discovered two islands, Nina Chumpi (“fire belt”)
(Ajacopa, 2007) and Xava Chumpi (“outer belt”) (Diccionario Quechua — Espafiol — Quechua,
2005). It is possible that the gold objects of the islanders, a copper chair, and many animal skins
captured as trophies were useful to Topa Inca Yupanqui in his argument about the new lands he had
discovered. We assume that the future emperor, and during the journey — the prince with the
maskaipachi (crown), needed such trophies to create a repository of interesting and expensive things
as exhibits to demonstrate his achievements, strength and power. According to Pedro Sarmiento de
Gamboa (de Gamboa, 2006), for the ocean voyage, Topa Inca Yupanqui built 20 thousand balsa
(boats) (¢ Viajaron los Incas por Oceania? 2020), which proves his managerial ability to organize
specific social communications aimed at research and travel activities.

Topa Inca Yupanqui’s family social communications were an innovation for the Inca Empire.
By order of the emperor, a man could marry his sister. The obvious goal of such a marriage was to
preserve the “purity of the royal line” (Zhytanska, 2021), but the emperor’s hidden goal was to
“prevent a conflict of succession” (Zhytanska, 2021).

«According to this custom, one sister became the emperor's chief wife, and one of their sons
became the next ruler. ...the system failed during the succession of Huayna Capac. It also did
not work after Huayna Capac's death, as his chief wife was childless. In this situation, the
emperor could appoint any of his sons as his successor, if one of them had the 'divine'
approval registered on the lungs of a sacrificed llamay» (Kurancbka, 2021).

Family social communications, despite the positive aspirations of Topa Inca Yupanca, were
based on the hypothetical distrust of his wife towards the emperor, since according to the Inca
tradition; the ruler of the state had the right to have extramarital affairs. Because of such specific
family social communications, Topa Inca Yupanca had two sons in a legal marriage and over ninety
illegitimate children. This course of events did not suit Chuqui Oklo, the emperor's eldest wife. She
had her own opinion on who should become the heir to Topa Inca Yupanca, and at her request, the
ruler of the Inca Empire appointed his son Capac Huay. Over time, the emperor changed his choice
and settled on the candidacy of Titu Cusi Hualpi, who was also the son of Topa Inca Yupanca.
Chuqui Oklo could not accept the situation and poisoned her husband-emperor. When Titu Cusi
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Hualpi, also known as Huayna Capac, came to power in the empire after his father's death, Chuqui
Oclu and her son were executed, which testified to the cruelty of social communications among the
social elite in the Inca Empire (de Gamboa, 2015: 106-107)?

Analysis of Table 2 allowed us to distinguish the following 6 types and one (axiological)
aspect of social communications of the Inca Empire under the leadership of Topa Inca Yupanqui
(from 1471 to 1491):

1) axiological aspect of social communications;

2) state administrative and political social communications;

3) hierarchical social communications;

4) logistical social communications;

5) financial and economic social communications;

6) social communications at the cultural level;

7) family social communications.
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Social Communication during the reign of Huayna Capac

After the death of Topa Inca Yupanqui, his son Huayna Capac ascended the throne of the Inca
Empire, ruling from 1493 to 1525 (Sanders, ..., 2024).

Since Huayna Capac’s reign was largely peaceful, researchers (Rostworowski, 2004;
Sanders,..., 2024; Rubel, 2005) believe that the emperor devoted much of his time to “travelling,
governing the empire, and suppressing small rebellions” (Sanders, ..., 2024). In the latter, he was
assisted by specially selected warriors from among those whom Huayna Capac had conquered
during his campaign in Chachapoyas, a mountainous country in northeastern Peru (Sanders,...,
2024).

According to other information (Wayna Capac, 2024), Huayna Capac in the period from
"1493 to 1527, made numerous campaigns to the north of South America (to modern Colombia)"
(Wayna Capac, 2024). It should be noted that the date "1527" does not coincide with the date
"1525": it was in 1525 that Huayna Capac was no longer in the world since other sources
(Sanders,..., 2024) indicate his death in 1525, not 1527.

In military terms, Huayna Capac perfected the art of fortifications, building forts on the
border with Bolivia and Argentina, from where representatives of other warlike tribes sought to
enter the territory of the Inca Empire. The warriors of those tribes spoke the Guarani language,
which was spoken by the Indians who inhabited the lands in Paraguay, Brazil, Argentina, and
Bolivia (Guarani (people group), 2024).

It is known (Huana Capac, 2024) that Huayna Capac continued his father's policy of conquest.
The emperor chose the expansion of the mountainous lands in the north of the Inca Empire as the
main goal of this policy. Huayna Capac appointed his son Vascar as heir to power before the new
conquest to preserve and strengthen family social ties. While teaching his two other sons (Nifna
Cuyochi and Atahualpa) military affairs, Huayna Capac ordered them to be at his side during the
suppression of a new uprising that took place near the city of Quito (southern Colombia).

«This region... was one of the last places conquered by the Incas before their empire fell to
the Spanish in 1532, but their invasion was not easy or swift, and the Incas were forced to
change their usual expansionist tactics to deal with a resistant Indigenous society»

(Anderson, 2024).

Initially, the effectiveness of military social communications was low, as the Carangi tribe
defeated the Incas at the Battle of Mount Cotocachi (Bray, 1990; Bray, 1992; Ogburn, 2024;
Huayna Capac, 2024). Huayna Capac ordered the construction of complex fortresses and
fortifications in the north of modern Ecuador, or the Pambamarca fortress complex.

«Many small enclosures were found in this complex, which was assumed t0 have had a
military or outpost status, ... they served several other important functions, such as economic
stations, communication posts, religious or ideological sites, and outposts. Understanding the
nature of these enclosures and their connection to the fortress complex has helped define the
nature of Inca warfare on the northern frontiery (Anderson, 2024).

The conquest of the city, now called Quito (modern Ecuador), made it possible to transform it

into «an important administrative centre of the emperor's northernmost possessionsy» (Baiina Kanak,
2024).

«Along with the campaigns, he paid considerable attention to the development of cities, where
temples were built, streets, neighbourhoods were arranged, and water was provided. Vayna
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Capac did a special job arranging the temple and sacred city of Pachacamac for the Incas.
Significant efforts were made to strengthen the power of the Incas in the former state of
Chimuy (Baiina Kamak, 2024).

Huayna Capac took care of the conquered territories, which he settled with the colonists.
Thanks to such a form of social communication as the resettlement of tribes to the conquered
territories, the emperor strengthened the borders and built fortresses. In them, the ruler of the Inca
Empire ordered to place settlers for defence from Paraguay.

One of the rulers of the island of Puna opposed the military and military-social
communications of Huayna Capac. The uprising quickly suppressed thanks to a powerful fleet,
which built together with rafts. The implementation of logistical social communications due to
movement across the ocean allowed the emperor's army to quickly arrive on the island and
extinguish the uprising. In parallel, a new danger arose for the power of Huayna Capac: in another
part of the Inca Empire, in Chinchasuyu, another uprising broke out as a form of inmutation social
communications. To suppress the rebellion, Huayna Capac appointed a crown prince (auki) named
Tomas, who defeated the rebels and destroyed the Caranga tribe. Huayna Capac settled Inca
colonists on the liberated lands (Baitna Kamak, 2024).

The military and architectural structures built by Huayna Capac transformed the settlement of
Tumipampa into the imperial military headquarters. At the same time, «many magnificent buildings
were erected as a sign of affection for this northern city (including the palace of Mollecancha, the
Temple of Mama Oclo, and a golden garden like the capitals» (Baiina Kamak, 2024).

Logistic social communications in the Inca Empire during the reign of Huayna Capac allowed
for the exchange of information, and military equipment, strengthened economic ties between
regions of the Empire, and improved cultural exchange between regions of the country. An example
of a logistical type of social communication is the coastal highway, which completed on the eve of
the emperor's death and called «Huyna Capac Nyan» (J)Kuranceka, 2021).

«The length of the Vaina Capac highway was 4,000 km. The highway began near the
northernmost port of Tumbes, crossed the semi-desert territory of the Costa from the north to
the extreme south, and stretched along the Pacific coast to Chile, where near the present city
of Copiapo it connected with another highway — the Royal (Imperial) Road — and then went to
the Maule Rivery (Baitna Kanak, 2024).

We see the social and communicative meaning of the Huayna Capac Nyan highway in the fact
that the Incas demonstrated coherence and collectivism, which allowed them to complete the
construction without special technical wheeled vehicles and special tools. Collectivism and
cohesion are signs of the specific construction of social communications. Each stone block fell into
place under the careful guidance of experienced craftsmen and has survived to this day in the same
form in which the Inca builders intended to lay it.

The specificity of logistical social communications in the «Huina Kapak Nyan» highway is
that the road lay among swamps and sands. «In the sands of the coastal desert, roads were fenced on
both sides with meter-long stone walls that protected the road from sand drifts» (JKuranceka, 2021).
The fact that skill in road building was hereditary confirmed by modern scientific means.

«Aerial photography has revealed roads that are two thousand years old. The images show
stone paths up to 10 km long, probably leading to the main highway that encircles the lake.
All this is convincing evidence in favour of the hypothesis that the great Inca civilization did
not arise in a vacuum and that the road builders of Tahuantinsuyu learned from their
predecessors, representatives of the Moche, Paracas, Nazca, and Tiahuanaco culturesy
(Kuranceka, 2021).

It should be noted that, for example, in the area of Lake Titicaca, there was the Tiahuanaco
civilization (Kolata, 1993), on an area of 500 thousand km2 there were about 20 thousand
settlements, which had clear socio-communication and logistical links in the form of earthen roads.
They all originated from the capital Tiahuanaco (JKurtanceka, 2021). This fact indicates that the
Incas had experience in road construction, which they inherited from their predecessors.

The complex system of roads in the Inca Empire was used, firstly, for the exchange of
messages thanks to specially trained runners called «chascas», and secondly, for cargo
transportation thanks to Ilamas and alpacas. Chascas memorized messages and ran from settlement
to settlement, informing the tribes of news from the leading central authorities. To make it easy for
the chascas to navigate, poles were set up for them, standing at a distance of 1.5 km from each
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other. Today, scientific research is devoted to the design of highways (Mikotajec, & Sobieraj,
2008).

Specific social communications used for the construction of the «Capac-Nyan» section of the
«Huaina Capac Nyan» highway. The mentioned section of the road is known for the suspension
bridge «Kesvachakay.

The Qeswachaka Bridge is the only structure that Cusco families have been renewing from
generation to generation for 600 years (Q’eswachaka: The last Inca suspension bridge, 2024),
effectively using both verbal and non-verbal forms, including the logistical form of social
communication. This fact evidenced by the fact that every year, during four traditional days, up to a
thousand representatives of different communities gathered near the bridge and renewed the old
bridge, building a new one.

«According to ancient rules, only men are allowed to rebuild the bridge, while women stay at
the top of the canyon and weave auxiliary ropes from grass. Even small ropes play an
important role in the restoration of the bridge. On the first day of the annual event, men
descend to the old bridge and weave them into larger ropes. Each family from the local
Indian communities hand-makes several sections for the ropes. For many years, Peruvians
have used a grass called qoya ichu for the bridge, which has very stiff stems and leavesy
(Kuranceka, 2021).

When the newly reconstructed bridge appears on the fourth day of intense manual labour, the
workers organize a celebration, which once again confirms the common spirit and desire to preserve
the traditions of the ancient Incas. The four-day construction of the Quesvachaca bridge marks the
traditional social communications of the descendants of the Incas and emphasizes the effectiveness
of their joint coordinated work.

The socio-communicational significance of the Huayna Capac Nyan should be considered
from the perspective of cosmology, since to this day the ethnic Indians of the Kalawaya group,
which includes folk healers, believe that the highway will restore spiritual and energetic forces. This
position is since the megalithic cartographers of Cusco, Tiwanaku, and Machu Picchu, as well as
the cyclopean structures of Ollantaytambo and Sacsayhuaman built along the highway (PKuranceka,
2021).

The socio-communicative significance of logistics, which performed in the Inca Empire by
the Huayna Capac Nyan highway, was as follows:

1) achieving a highly developed social order;

2) maintaining the integrity of a geographically extended state;

3) demonstrating the cohesion and collectivism of the ancient Incas, skilful planning and
management;

4) implementing effective fast communications using runners (chasca);

5) implementing effective logistics, including freight transportation;

6) maintaining predecessors' traditions in the collective construction of roads, monuments and
cyclopean structures.

Analysis of Table 3 allowed us to distinguish the following 8 types and one (axiological)
aspect of social communications of the Inca Empire under the leadership of Huayna Capac (from
1493 to 1525):

1) axiological aspect of social communications;

2) state administrative and political social communications;

3) military and military social communications;

4) logistical social communications;

5) social communications of deportation (forced resettlement of peoples);

6) social communications at the cultural level,

7) collective social communications marked in architecture;

8) family social communications;

9) spiritual and energetic social communication practices.

Social communications during the reigns of Huascar Inca and Atahualpa

From 1527 to 1532, the next ruler of the Inca Empire was Huascar Inca (McEwan, 2006), son
of the previous emperor Huayna Capac. Huascar had a half-brother, Atahualpa, who also claimed
the throne (Huascar, 2024a; Huscar, 2024b; Huscar, 2024c). The disputes between the brothers led
to civil war among the populations living in the territories of the successors (Prescott, 1827).

«As the firstborn of Huayna Capac, Huascar was groomed from early childhood for
leadership in the Inca nobility. He received an education befitting his royal status, studying
the arts of war, statecraft, and religious rituals under the guidance of tutors and mentors
appointed by his father» (Tuhin, 2024).

From the perspective of social communication analysis, it noted that Huascar marked his
behaviour as a representative of the royal family. Hypothetically, his speech and knowledge
corresponded to the lifestyle that Huayna Capac's father offered him. At the same time, it expressed
that Huascar's social status, his upbringing and education, nor his knowledge of state administration
and warfare prevented him from displaying actions that we cannot today qualify as corresponding to
the listed statuses and levels. Hence, it is worth expressing a new assumption regarding his
behaviour towards his half-brother Atahualpa: the social communication offered parents since
childhood did not allow him to resolve disputes by peaceful diplomatic means. The peak of the
confrontation of the social communications of the two brothers fell on the period between 1529 and
1532 and went down in history under the name «the war of the two brothers». Scholarly sources do
not mention Hudscar's achievements in the social, economic, or cultural spheres. Researchers and
biographers (Huscar, 2024a; Huscar, 2024b; Huscar, 2024c; McEwan, 2006; Tuhin, 2024) only
briefly mention Huéscar's military career. However, they note, «Hudscar's legacy remains a symbol
of resilience and defiance in the face of... difficulties» (Tuhin, 2024).

«His efforts to preserve the integrity of the Inca Empire and resist foreign invasion are a
testament to the resilience of the Andean peoples and their struggle for freedom and
independence. Although his reign was short and turbulent, the memory of Huascar lives on as
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a reminder of the complexities and challenges of leadership in times of crisis and
uncertaintyy (Tuhin, 2024).

Atahualpa, who ruled the Inca Empire from 1532 to 1533, proved to be more agile and
stronger in the struggle for the throne and control of the Inca Empire but was weaker in the face of
the militarily trained and treacherous Spanish conquistadors. Atahualpa’'s social communications
also prevented him from reaching a peaceful agreement with his brother Huascar and the cause of
the civil war between the North (Huascar's army) and the South (Atahualpa's army) (McEwan,
2006). Spanish conquistadors exploited the discord and social and communication disorganization
of the Inca Empire.

«Unaware of the true intentions of the Spanish, Huascar and Atahualpa initially attempted to
negotiate with Pizarro and his men, believing them to be emissaries sent by the god
Viracocha. However, their attempts at diplomacy were met with deception and betrayal, as
Pizarro launched a surprise attack on Atahualpa's entourage in the city of Cajamarca.
Atahualpa was captured by the Spanish and taken prisoner, while Huascar's fate hung in the
balance» (Tuhin, 2024).

Huascar showed determination and directed his actions to unite the Incas to resist the Spanish
conquerors, but his subordinates betrayed him. As a result, the powerful Inca state, which had
flourished for a century, ceased to exist in 1533 on the scale it had existed before that year. In the
remote highlands of Vitcos, remnants of the Inca Empire existed until 1572 (Illo cramocs 3
[UBLTi3aIi€ero iHKIB, 2024).

(Pachacuti Inca Yupanca, Topa Inca Yupanca, Huayna Capac, Huascar and Atahualpa)
in the period from 1438 to 1533.
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Discussion of the research results

Analysis of diagram 1, in which we reflected the ratio of indicators of the number of signs of
social communications of the Inca Empire during the reign of five leaders (Pachacuti Inca Yupanca,
Topa Inca Yupanca, Huayna Capac, Huascar and Atahualpa) in from 1438 to 1533, allowed us to
state the presence of trends.

The first trend is associated with the fixation of the dominance (52.2%) of state administrative
and political social communications during the reign of Pachacuti Inca Yupanca. The state
administrative and political social communications under the emperors Huascar and Atahualpa are
1.7 times smaller (30.7%). We recorded an identical indicator during the reign of Topa Inca
Yupanca that was half as small (25%). The smallest (4.7%) indicator corresponds to the use of state
administrative and political social communications during the short reign of Huayna Capaca.

The correlation of the mentioned indicators indicates, in our opinion, the decisive role of
Emperor Pachacuti Inca Yupanca in state policy and the development of the concept of state
management, and domestic and foreign policy. Despite the short periods of stay in power, the
brothers Huascar and Atahualpa also paid attention to the use of state administrative and political
social communications, the latter focused on the diplomatic plane of relations with the Spanish
invaders.

The second trend, recorded by us during the analysis of the indicators of diagram 1, indicates
the active (21.7%) use of financial and economic social communications during the reign of
Pachacuti Inca Yupanca. To confirm the activity in the sphere of financial and economic social
communications of the mentioned emperor, we have the fact of minimal (3.6% - under Topa Inca
Yupanca) and "zero" use of the analyzed social communications under the following emperors
(Huayna Capac and the brothers Huascari and Atahualpa).

We interpret this fact as a manifestation of the pragmatic policy of an experienced reformer
with a global vision of the situation surrounding the creation of a single unitary state Pachacuti Inca
Yupanca.

The third trend of the indicators of Diagram 1 is the use of social communications at the
cultural level in the Inca Empire. The dominant ones (17.8% and 13%) are those that record the rise
of culture during the reigns of the emperors Topa Inca Yupanca and Huayna Capac, respectively.
The emperors Huascar and Atahualpa (7.7%) and the ruler Pachacuti Inca Yupanca (4.3%) record
smaller figures.

We consider this tendency natural because Pachacuti Inca Yupanca did not have a quiet
peaceful time at the beginning of the creation of the Empire, which would stimulate creativity in
culture. Pachacuti was busy creating a state, collecting lands to expand the Inca Empire and
building an imperial pro-power vertical. At the same time, it is worth noting that, despite the same
expansionist policy, the warlike emperors Topa Inca Yupanca and Huayna Capac controlled the
process of creating neat streets and social urban spaces. The cultural heritage of their subordinates
never has time to the contrary-minded brothers Huascar and Atahualpa.

In the fourth trend (hierarchical social communications), we noted the dominance of
indicators that recorded such processes during the empires of Topa Inca Yupanca (14.3%) and the
brothers Huascar and Atahualpa (7.7%). Under Emperor Pachacuti and Huayna Capac, the
indicators were zero.

We interpret this fact as a record of the consolidation of strict differentiation in society in
connection with the wars of conquest, which actively waged by Emperor Topa Inca Yupanca. Such
a military state required discipline and obedience to the leader, which marked the troops as a united
and battle-hardened force capable of enslaving the unconquered tribes of the territories bordering
the Inca Empire. This suggests that the emperors Pachacuti and Huayna Capac did not pay attention
to the social hierarchy in the empire. However, this is not a proven fact, since each of the five

emperors sought to seize territories, for which a clear social hierarchical structure was necessary
both in the troops at the front and in the rear.

The fifth trend, related to logistical social communications, was marked by the indicators of
the period of the reigns of three emperors, namely: Huayna Capac (21.7%), Huascar and Atahualpa
(7.7%) and Topa Inca Yupanca (3.6%). Emperor Pachacuti did not stand out in the history of the
Inca Empire for the construction of roads (indicator 0%). Thus, logistical social communications
were most actively developed during the time of Huayna Capac, which is associated, in our opinion,
with the cessation of the Inca expansion and the desire to live in peaceful construction and establish
cooperation between the regions of the large (at that time) empire.

The indicators of the use of family social communications marked the sixth trend. Its meaning
is that the most active trend recorded after the death of Emperor Pachacuti, who initiated the
tradition of succession to the throne. His son Topa Inca Yupanca actively (10.7%) applied his
father's proposal and imposed on his subordinates the right of descendants to occupy positions in
the highest echelon of power through family ties. Under Emperor Huayna Capac, a decline (4.3%)
in the use of family social communications observed. The brothers Huascar and Atahualpa almost
doubled (7.7%) the use of family social communications during their short reign.

We believe that the sixth trend recorded in the Inca Empire naturally since it was associated
with the struggle between representatives of two individuals of the same imperial family.

Thus, our analysis allowed us to identify six clear trends from the twelve types of social
communications recorded over the 95 years of the Inca Empire, which include:

1) state administrative and political social communications;

2) financial and economic social communications;

3) social communications at the cultural level;

4) hierarchical social communications;

5) logistical social communications;

6) family social communications.

A Holistic-Quantum Analysis of Social Communications
in the Inca Empire from 1438 to 1533

Holistic-quantum analysis of social communications of the Inca Empire from 1438 to 1533
allowed us to single out one category, three principles and one method, namely:

1) the category «Priority of the primacy of the Whole («Everything is a whole, more
important than the parts that make it up» (Holism, 2024))»;

2) the uncertainty principle of W. Heisenberg (In the microworld, it is impossible to
simultaneously measure the coordinate of a particle in space and the momentum with which it (the
particle) moves in space. Uncertainty fixed in the following: the more precisely the coordinate is
determined, the greater the unpredictable change made to the momentum of the particle, and vice
versa);

3) the principle of complementarity of N. Bohr (In the microworld, it is never possible to fully
accurately measure the influence of all factors that shape the position of a particle in space-time.
Each new factor will complement the holistic picture, make adjustments to the measured quantities
and to the idea of the object under study);

4) the concept of superposition (When observing certain processes of the microworld, the
processes themselves are influenced by the observer (the one who observes; the device with which
the measurement is made));

5) the method of quantum chronos (the study of communication processes (CP) that occurred
in a delayed perspective (not less than 75 years before the moment of their analysis).
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Contemporaries should perceive the communication process as an experiment based on the
principles of quantum mechanics. Contemporaries should know the episteme of the analyzed CP).

6) each of the five positions of holistic quantum analysis has the features of social
communications of the Inca Empire.

The priority of the primacy of the Whole.

Signs of social communications.

Emperor Pachacuti Inca Yupanqui in the period from 1438 to 1471 created the Inca Empire
according to the holistic principle, which is explained by the following theses:

1) each region had its unique value,

2) such value was the Whole;

3) the four regions that were created by the emperor were also identified with the Whole - the
Inca Empire;

4) the Inca Empire presented itself as a thing that was the Whole, which was more important
than the constituent parts;

5) the management of each region of the Inca Empire was carried out by a native of the
region, who was authoritative for residents, who implemented a single (Holistic) spiritual policy of
the Unity of different tribes through various means and channels of social communications;

6) the state management of the Inca Empire as a centralized military expansionist state
defended the idea of authoritarianism and the integrity of the conquered territories.

W. Heisenberg's uncertainty principle.

Signs of social communications.

In the macroworld, there are two types of measurement that cannot be carried out
simultaneously. Such attempts at measurement will affect each other.

The first type of measurement: it is impossible to simultaneously measure the energy and time
of historical events that occurred in the Inca Empire. On the one hand, the researcher relies on
approximate historical dates, on the other hand, the researcher has no idea about the real physical
and spiritual types of energy that accompanied the historical processes that occurred in the Inca
Empire. Therefore, the first type of measurement creates a real impossibility of accurately
determining the energy and, in parallel with it, the time at which the energy of a particular event
was recorded. By measuring the time of an event in the Inca Empire, the researcher loses the
opportunity to measure the level of spiritual and physical energy of the event itself, and vice versa.

The second type of measurement: it is impossible to measure either the spiritual energy (there
are no units of measurement) of the Incas, or the physical energy of the event (there are also no
units of such measurement today), which was explicated in the ancient past (more than five
centuries ago). If the researcher can find a unit of measurement for the two types of energy, the
ability to record the time of manifestation of the mentioned types of energy is lost, since energy
cannot be “caught”: it changes every second and affects the dating of the event.

In addition, it is unknown (and impossible to establish) what level of intensity of
manifestation of spiritual energy (it cannot be measured) and physical energy were spent on the
implementation of the events.

N. Bohr's principle of complementarity.

Signs of social communications.

In the macro world, the idea of social communications of the Inca Empire cannot be complete,
since there will always be those factors that remained unrecorded (due to objective reasons),
unaccounted for. Every year, new and new facts will be reveal that will constantly change the idea
of the specificity of Inca social communications, the reasons for their behaviour, and the reasons for
actions and reforms.

It should be assumed that there are always additional (today unknown) factors that influence
the emperors' decision-making. For example, assume that the division of the state into four regions
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had a certain basis. Let us assume that in each of the regions defined by Pachacuti, there were
leaders who could unite the tribes of the region around them. It is possible that there could be
another reason for such a division. For example, the reasons for the regional division were the
presence in the regions of specific means of defending the territorial borders of the Inca Empire.
There may be other reasons for the regional distribution of the Inca Empire. We will probably learn
about them in the future. That is why the principle of additionality should be taking into
account.IToHsATTS cynepro3uiii.

Signs of social communications.

When we observe the historical processes of formation and changes in social communications
of the peoples of the Inca Empire, we must account for two factors. First, when observing and
attempting to measure certain processes recorded in the implementation of social communications,
it should be taken into account that the researcher influences the quality of the interpretation of
historical events (for example, by revealing signs of the Pygmalion-Rosenthal effect). Second, any
method or methodology (procedure) of measurement has an impact on the description, analysis
synthesis, abstraction and generalization of information about the specifics of social
communications of the peoples that made up the Inca Empire. Therefore, in each case, the
information distorted, not as it is in nature, outside of observation.

The method of quantum chronos.

Signs of social communications.

Social communications of the Inca Empire: 1) are understood as hon-modern, past, those that
took place more than 75 years before the moment of analysis; 2) are analyzed from the perspective
of a modern (21st century) understanding of the knowledge system of the era from 1438 to 1533
(the reigns of Pachacuti Inca Yupaca, Topa Inca Yupaca, Huayna Capac, Huascar and Atahualpa);
3) are analyzed as experimental (the researcher can change the variables); 4) each type and form of
social communications is perceived by contemporaries as one of the possible options for the
implementation and development of events.

Conclusions

At the beginning of the study, we formulated the goal of conducting a diachronic and holistic
quantum analysis of social communications in the Inca Empire (1438-1533/1572). In addition, we
set the goal of identifying specific characteristics of social communications in the Inca Empire
during the reigns of five leaders (Pachacuti Inca Yupaca, Topa Inca Yupaca, Huayna Capac,
Huascar, and Atahualpa) from 1438 to 1533. The goal achieved.

Our main assumption is that the analysis of social communications in the Inca Empire during
the specified period of 95 years carried out using diachronic and holistic-quantum analysis, which
will allow us to identify specific characteristics of the aforementioned communications. Our
assumption is proving.

In a diachronic analysis, we identified 11 main types of social communication applications
and identified 6 trends associated with some of the listed types.

Thanks to the holistic quantum analysis of social communications of the Inca Empire from
1438 to 1533, we identified 5 positions that allowed us to characterize the specifics and features of
such communications.

In this perspective, further research into the social communications of the Inca Empire should,
in our opinion, several positions that will prepare the researcher for the specifics of the analysis.

First, it is necessary that the Incas did not leave behind written evidence of their activities,
therefore, the researcher will not be able to carry out an objective analysis of social
communications. Second, many oral traditions are mythologized and do not correspond to the truth.
Third, such mythologized myths of the Incas were used to justify the Inca Empire's expansionist
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policy. Fourth, the history of the Incas was described in their records by local ethnic rulers and
professional accountants, which also distorted the objective view. Fifth, the Spanish conquistadors
of the 16th century recorded the history of the highland tribes of Peru in writing from the
perspective of European values and beliefs. All of the above factors suggest that when studying the
social communications of the Inca Empire, it is necessary to the vagueness of the recorded
narratives.

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Annotation

The purpose of the article “Photocollages of the
magazine “Kino” (1925): specifics and results of
perception” is to find out the specifics of photocollages
of films in the Ukrainian magazine “Kino” for 1925,
the results of their perception by 33 Ukrainian
respondents-students of higher education majoring in
“Journalism”.

Research methods and methodology. To achieve the set
goal, the following methods were employed: descriptive
method, analytical method, synthetic method, statistical
method, and interpretive method. The article analyses
the specifics of photocollages found in the magazine
“Kino” for 1925, the results of a survey of 33 students
of higher education majoring in “Journalism”
regarding the characteristics of the respondents’
perception of the above-mentioned media products.
Research results. The article highlights the results of a
survey of 33 Ukrainian respondents - future journalists,
who, answering questions, verbalized the specifics of
the perception of photo collages of a century ago, which
were one of the means of transmitting information - the
main element of communication with the audience,
based on the survey results, recommendations were
formulated for publishers, designers, journalists for the
creation of print media and online media.

Conclusions. During the analysis of photo collages,
such specifics of their design were found as the use of
diagonal placement of words, font contrast, contrast in
color and size, silhouette photographs, their non-
standard placement together with font elements, the
image of a large bobbin, geometric figures, in
particular a circle, which, taking into account the
context of placement, can expand the boundaries of
interpretation of the images used. When formulating
recommendations for publishers, designers, and
journalists for creating print and online media,
emphasis was placed on the need to avoid multiple
elements in film photo collages and the use of images
and words with negative connotations.

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Annotation

The article examines the impact of media convergence
and cross-media on the functioning of regional media in
Ukraine, in particular, on the example of the branch of
«Suspilne: Ivano-Frankivsky. The author analyze how
the processes of digitalization and integration of media
platforms are changing approaches to content creation
and distribution, forming new models of interaction
between journalists and the audience. The application of
the «Digital-firsty strategy has become the basis for the
transformation of the newsroom, in which multimedia
and interactivity are becoming key. The introduction of
new technologies has significantly expanded the audience
through social media platforms and the official website.
The article emphasizes the importance of creating
universal content that can be simultaneously adapted to
different formats: text, video, audio, photos, and
infographics.

An important element is the analysis of surveys among
journalists working in the regional newsroom, which
highlights the challenges and benefits of implementing
convergent technologies. Among the challenges are
technical problems, the need to improve the skills of
employees and prompt adaptation to new formats. On the
other hand, the benefits include reaching a wider
audience, integrating different media platforms, and
improving user experience.

The study also includes content analysis, which
demonstrates qualitative and quantitative changes in the
creation of news materials. For example, statistics for the
period 2019-2023 show a decrease in the number of
materials amid growing audience activity: the number of
views and comments has increased several times. This
data demonstrates the effectiveness of a new approach to
content focused on quality and interactivity.

The author of the article also drew attention to the
unique formats made possible by the introduction of
multimedia. One example is information marathons that
bring together all platforms to cover key topics.

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Annotation

This article explores the multifaceted impact of
martial law on the creation of television news
content in Ukraine, focusing on the «I1+1» TV
channel, as part of the nationwide «United News
(Yedyni Novyny)» telethon, and «5 Channel». The
study aims to analyse key changes in editorial
practices, content formation, and journalistic
standards under martial law and develop a
practical guide for civilian journalists retraining
as war correspondents. The research employs a
comprehensive methodology, including
generalisation, comparative analysis, monitoring,
and in-depth interviews. Over 100 hours of news
broadcasts from both channels were monitored,
encompassing 82 news programs and 230 original
military-themed reports, to assess coverage
specifics, frequency, and content dynamics. The
legislative framework of martial law was
analysed, revealing how legal restrictions shape
media activities and compel journalists to balance
the urgency of reporting with national security
considerations. Comparative analysis highlighted
both commonalities and differences in the
editorial approaches of the two channels, while
interviews with experienced war correspondents
provided practical insights into the challenges and
adaptations required for frontline reporting.
Drawing on these findings and the author’s own
experience as a war correspondent, the article
presents a step-by-step guide for civilian
journalists transitioning to war reporting. This
guide addresses safety, ethical standards,
information  verification, and psychological
resilience. The study concludes that martial law
has  fundamentally transformed Ukrainian
journalism,  demanding  new  levels  of
professionalism, adaptability, and responsibility.
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Introduction

Ukrainian journalism has been operating in the conditions of large-scale armed aggression by
the Russian Federation against Ukraine for the eleventh year now (On the introduction of martial
law in Ukraine: Decree of the President of Ukraine, 2022). This has undoubtedly had an impact on
the work of the media. Since 2014, civilian journalists have begun retraining as war correspondents.
This process significantly expanded on February 24, 2022, when military actions spread to much
larger areas of the country. In fact, every Ukrainian media professional is now dealing with war-
related topics in their work. Some work directly on the front line, others document the aftermath of
Russian attacks on Ukrainian cities and villages. Some journalists create materials about veterans,
rehabilitation centers, the impact of the war on energy or the economy, etc. Furthermore, with the
introduction of martial law in Ukraine, a number of legal regulatory norms were applied to all
media outlets in the country, which had not existed before. This undoubtedly marks a new phase for
Ukrainian journalism that requires careful study and analysis.

This is especially relevant when discussing Ukrainian television, which has undergone
significant changes since 2022. First, at the beginning of the full-scale invasion, television channels
faced serious security challenges. Some national television channels evacuated from Kyiv when
Russian forces approached the capital. Ukrainian TV channels were confronted with a new reality —
broadcasting from basements or shelters during air raid alarms. Secondly, in 2022, a major
restructuring of the Ukrainian media market occurred when the government united the largest
Ukrainian TV channels into the «United News (Yedyni Novyny)». Thirdly, TV channels faced
economic collapse as the advertising market ceased due to the ongoing hostilities, putting many
Ukrainian journalists in a very difficult situation. This was particularly true for channels that were
not included in the united telethon, as they do not receive state funding. The martial law regime also
influenced the formation of news content, introducing a range of restrictions on media activities.

Olena Tsapok and Tetiana Nedbailo (Tsapok, Nedbailo, 2024) note that the war has been a
test for Ukrainian journalists, especially those in the combat zones. War correspondents work in hot
spots, where danger is constant and often changes by the minute. They witness large-scale
destruction, civilian and military casualties, as well as the heroism of Ukrainian soldiers. Their
materials not only inform society but also serve as a powerful moral compass for Ukrainians,
helping maintain national unity and support for the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

Nina Zrazhevska and Viktoriia Zaika, in their article «kHow the Work of Ukrainian Journalists
Changed During the War» (Zrazhevska, Zaika, 2023), concluded that the current state of the
country directly affects the work of media professionals. Despite journalists' desire to report the
truth, the war has introduced its own corrections, such as military censorship and restrictions on the
dissemination of certain types of information.

In the article «Understanding the Standard: Searching for New Rules in War Journalism»
Paraskovia Dvorianyn (Dvorianyn, 2023) analyzes the differences between the rules of coverage in
peaceful times and during armed conflict. She notes that despite international experience, Ukraine is
forming its own legal framework based on a unique local experience and tradition.

Roman Bazyk, in his work «Features of Reporter Activity During Martial Law» (Bazyk,
2023), analyzes the specifics of carrying out editorial tasks on the front line. He concluded that
planning is a key stage for the safe and effective execution of a media professional's task.
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According to Roman Bazyk, journalists must be prepared to act in emergency situations that may
arise during editorial tasks on the front line.

Safety factors can drastically affect the process of creating journalistic materials. As war
correspondent Yulia Kyriienko from the «1+1» TV channel (Kyriienko, Kalynovska, 2025) states,
logistics for working in combat zones became significantly more complicated at the start of the full-
scale invasion. Journalists must travel in vehicles equipped with electronic warfare systems to reach
the front line.

In the article «The Legal Status of Journalists in Armed Conflicts» Alla Kiryk (Kiryk, 2023)
analyzes international legal documents that regulate the protection of journalists during war. The
author identifies several key documents related to this topic and notes that despite many years of the
media industry operating in wartime conditions in various parts of the world, international legal
regulations still have quite general and vague formulations.

On the other hand, Alina Chervinchuk, in her scientific article «Journalism in Wartime: The
Status of the Communicator and Professional Guidelines» (Chervinchuk, 2022), investigates the
importance of a meticulous approach to working with sources and forming a pool of experts as the
foundation for creating materials on war topics. Additionally, the publication addresses the
possibility for media professionals to not only be transmitters of information about events that have
already been interpreted by others but also to assess them independently.

In his work «The Impact of the Russian-Ukrainian War on the Content of Electronic Media
from 24.02.2022 to 24.02.2023» Denys Klinytsky (Klinytsky, 2024) investigates the role of social
media in spreading information about the war. The author notes that social networks can be both a
tool for Russian propaganda and, at the same time, a platform for countering Russian disinformation
by the Ukrainian state.

The scientist Serhii Kost (Kost, 2016) reflects on the controversial and sometimes overly
contentious concept of the media professional’s mission and the answer to the question: whose side
is the journalist on during war? The researcher also touches on whether all perspectives related to a
particular conflict should be represented in the materials, i.e., those on different sides of the front.
Overall, Serhii Kost believes that if journalism is considered a tool of war, it should be used solely
for the main goal — Ukraine's victory.

In the article «Media Professionals in the Russian-Ukrainian War: The Content and Role of
Journalism in the New Operational Conditions» Oleh Chubuk (Chubuk, 2022) not only analyzes the
impact of martial law and military operations on the work of journalists but also explores the
involvement of a significant portion of media professionals directly in the military. This, in turn,
moved them from the category of press professionals to combatants. At the same time, mobilized
journalists de facto do not leave the profession, but their professional activity, through fulfilling
military duties, is mostly reflected in social media posts, which can also be considered media
activity.

The goal of this work is to determine the peculiarities of news coverage in the «United News»
telethon (using the example of «TSN» on the «1+1» channel) and «Time of News» on the «5
Channel» during the period of 2022-2024. Additionally, it aims to create a guide for retraining
civilian journalists as war correspondents. The object of the research is Ukrainian journalism during
the period of martial law.

Methods and Methodology of the Research

To achieve this goal, several methods were used in the research: generalization, comparative
analysis, monitoring, and interviews. The synthesis method allowed combining recommendations
that became the foundation for creating a guide for civilian journalists wishing to retrain as war
correspondents. Generalization helped form conclusions. The analysis method was used to process
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scientific articles related to the topic; the Ukrainian legislative framework regarding media activity
during martial law was also analyzed. The descriptive and monitoring methods helped analyze the
news content of two broadcasters: «TSN» on the «l1+1» channel (the «United News (Yedyni
Novyny)» marathon) and «Time of News» on the «5 Channel.» The comparison method allowed
identifying similarities and differences between the content of these TV channels. The interview
method helped analyze the specifics of the work of war correspondents in the combat zones.

Results and Discussion

Russia's military aggression against Ukraine began in 2014, marking a turning point for
radical changes in Ukrainian journalism, which entered a new phase of its history. Journalists faced
stronger challenges related to covering military events. In the conditions of war, media
professionals became not only transmitters of information but also witnesses to the tragedies
unfolding in the eastern part of the country. Many civilian journalists became war correspondents.
However, journalists working in relatively peaceful territories also faced new challenges. They are
not directly on the front lines, so their news is based on official reports from the General Staff of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine, messages from government bodies, or comments from military experts
and politicians. Nevertheless, even when working in the rear, journalists must act quickly and
responsibly, as every minute is important to inform society, which is not only in a crisis situation
but in a state of special danger — war.

February 24, 2022, radically changed Ukraine. In the conditions of martial law, Ukrainian
journalists were forced to adapt to new working conditions. They were not only required to provide
information but also to serve as a moral compass for society, support morale, contribute to the fight
against enemy propaganda, and protect the truth. Promptness and ethics became integral to media
work because, during war, every piece of news can impact people's moods and decisions [29, 42].

A particularly important factor during the full-scale invasion is the safety of media
professionals. Journalists working in hot spots constantly risk their lives. They are often in
conditions of shelling, mine threats, and other dangers, but despite this, they continue to do their
job. They stand up for the truth, debunk fake news, help build national unity, and strengthen the
morale of Ukrainians (Kuzmenko, Kushch, Dvorovyi, Pohorelov, 2022). Moreover, the safety
factor can drastically influence the process of creating journalistic materials. According to military
correspondent Yulia Kyriienko (Kyryienko, Kalynovska, 2025) from the «1+1» TV channel, since
the beginning of the full-scale invasion, logistics for working in combat zones has become much
more complicated. Specifically, journalists must travel in vehicles equipped with radio-electronic
warfare systems to get to the front lines.

Ukrainian journalism works in conditions of constant stress, risk, and pressure. It requires not
only professionalism but also special caution and responsibility from journalists. They must be
particularly meticulous when choosing information sources because, in wartime, it is easy to fall
under the influence of manipulations and fake news. At the same time, it requires constant mobility
because, in wartime, the situation on the front lines and the very nature of news change. Therefore,
one of the key aspects of war coverage is the need for reliability and accuracy. Journalists must
verify sources to avoid spreading false or manipulative information that could harm society. In
wartime, every word matters, and disinformation can lead to panic. Promptness is also an important
aspect of media work: it is crucial that citizens receive relevant information promptly to make
decisions based on all available data (Rohova, 2022).

Journalists pay particular attention to ethical standards. War creates a system where one needs
to be aware of the psychological state of the audience and avoid materials that could cause panic or
significant anxiety. The truthfulness of news delivery during wartime requires a special approach to
avoid exacerbating already existing hardships. Balancing accuracy and ethics has become one of the
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key conclusions for media professionals during this time. In March 2023, several Ukrainian media
outlets spread a video of the Russian execution of Ukrainian soldier Oleksandr Matsiyevskyi, whose
last words were «Glory to Ukraine.» This case was studied by the Commission on Journalistic
Ethics. They considered the dissemination of such a video without blurring the soldier's face to be a
severe violation of the Journalistic Ethics Code (Statement by the Journalistic Ethics Commission
on the release of the video of the shooting of a Ukrainian prisoner of war, 2023).

At the same time, when covering news during wartime, journalists must also adhere to the
relevance of the events. Information messages must be meaningful to the public, taking into account
the specific audience and the resources in which they are disseminated. In the context of Ukrainian
journalism during martial law, these aspects take on particular significance. Researcher Serhii Kvit
(Kvit, 2018) emphasizes that journalists must pay attention to several important factors when
covering news:

 The event: Information about events must be fresh, truthful, and verified. During wartime,
when every moment can be crucial, it is important that news is reliable. Journalists are obligated to
verify sources and facts to avoid spreading false information that could cause panic or mislead
society.

e The audience: Journalists must understand which issues are most relevant to different
sectors of the population, whether it is soldiers, civilians, volunteers, or government bodies.

e The context: It is essential to grasp the context of events, especially when news spreads
across different regions of the country. In wartime, parts of Ukraine may experience different
situations, leading to varied perceptions of the same events. Journalists must be aware of the
specific locality, its economic losses, and the social climate to not only convey the facts but also
understand how those facts are perceived by people in various regions.

Therefore, the role of journalists during wartime is not only to provide truthful information to
society but also to preserve national unity. Scholars emphasize the need to uphold standards of
reliability, accuracy, and responsibility, especially when it comes to covering military events.
Research highlights the importance of ethical norms in preventing manipulations and the role of
media in shaping public opinion during information instability.

The concept of «normative and legal regulation of media activities during martial law»
requires separate analysis. It relates to how the state ensures control and regulation of the
information space during wartime, where it is crucial to ensure security, avoid panic, and maintain
stability. In this context, media can influence public opinion, shape sentiments in society, and
impact international relations. Therefore, normative and legal acts must balance freedom of speech
with protection from disinformation and hostile propaganda. The legislation regulating the coverage
of news, events, and phenomena during martial law considers aspects such as restrictions on
information about military operations, strategic plans, resources, and other crucial national security
elements (Tsapok, Nedbailo, 2024). Normative and legal regulation of media activities in such
conditions involves creating clear criteria for determining what information can be disclosed and
what must be protected for the country’s security. Legal norms must also ensure the responsibility
for spreading fake news, manipulations, or provocations that could cause panic or weaken defense
capabilities. At the same time, the legal framework must guarantee that journalists can cover events
within the boundaries of legal norms without violating ethical standards (Kuzmenko, Kush,
Dvorovyi, Pohorelov, 2022). In these conditions, media must operate within the law, as covering
the situation during martial law not only informs public consciousness but also significantly impacts
the support of international partners and the level of trust the population has in government bodies.

On February 24, 2022, President Volodymyr Zelensky issued Decree Ne64/2022 (On the
introduction of martial law in Ukraine: Presidential Decree of Ukraine, 2022), which introduced
martial law in Ukraine based on the proposal of the National Security and Defense Council and due
to the military aggression of the Russian Federation. Martial law imposes a number of restrictions
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on the media's activities in Ukraine. In particular, the military can take full control over the press's
coverage of the military situation. According to the Law of Ukraine «On the Legal Regime of
Martial Law» interference in media activities and restrictions on the dissemination of certain
information are justified during wartime (On the Legal Regime of Martial Law: Law of Ukraine,
2015). On April 1, 2022, the Verkhovna Rada amended the Criminal Code, adding Article 114-2
(On amendments to Article 114-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine to improve responsibility for the
unauthorized dissemination of information about means of countering the armed aggression of the
Russian Federation: Law of Ukraine, 2022). This article stipulates severe consequences for
publishing information about the movement of military equipment through unofficial channels.

From the perspective of normative and legal regulation of the media, such coverage must
follow the requirements of legislation that ensures a balance between citizens' right to information
and the need to protect national security. Special attention should also be given to topics that affect
the morale of society, such as civilian casualties or criminal news about war crimes, where false or
incomplete coverage can lead to negative consequences (Tsapok, Nedbailo, 2024). Additionally,
during martial law, government bodies should actively cooperate with the media, providing clear
instructions and regulatory acts to help journalists form their coverage in accordance with ethical
and legal standards. Transparency on humanitarian aid issues, work with internally displaced
persons, and information about air alerts is also a key aspect, as these topics can contribute not only
to informing the public but also to mobilizing citizen support during the war.

In 2024, the Public Relations Department of the Armed Forces of Ukraine prepared a special
guide «Recommendations for Journalists on Organizing Work at Military Facilities and in Combat
Zones during Martial Law» (Recommendations for Journalists on Organizing Work at Military
Facilities and in Combat Zones during Martial Law: Public Relations Department of the Armed
Forces of Ukraine, 2024). This publication systematically organized essential information on the
legal regulation of media activities during the war. First, all journalists covering news, events, and
phenomena during the war are advised to obtain special accreditation from the Armed Forces of
Ukraine. Moreover, the guide outlines in detail the procedures for allowing representatives to
military defense objects. This document also specifies what information cannot be disclosed and
how to make official requests regarding the activities of the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

One of the main documents regulating the interaction between journalists and military
structures is Order No. 73 (from March 3, 2022) of the Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces
of Ukraine, a position held at that time by Valerii Zaluzhnyi (On organizing the interaction between
the Armed Forces of Ukraine, other components of the defense forces, and representatives of mass
media during the martial law regime: Order of the Commander-in-Chief of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, 2022). This document was significantly updated and amended on July 12, 2022, and
February 3, 2024. The order clearly outlines the rules by which journalists must cover news about
the course of military operations. Specifically, it deals with rules concerning information that could
harm the national security of the country.

Thus, there are restrictions on publications intended to prevent damage to the country's
security. More specifically, journalists are not allowed to publish information such as:

 The names of military units, their numbers, locations, and strategic coordinates.

« Information about weapons, military equipment, their storage locations, and condition.

« Descriptions of operations or military actions that are being conducted or planned.

« Information about the methods and means of defense for military facilities and personnel.

« Collection of intelligence data, as well as planning and conducting search-and-rescue
operations.

« Programming or conducting information-psychological operations.

« Details of any information that could be used for enemy propaganda or to justify aggression.

These restrictions are the result of joint efforts by the state and the media to create an effective
system for protecting against security threats. During wartime, every publication can have strategic
significance, so journalists must be careful about the content they publish to avoid revealing
critically important information that could harm the operational plans of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine. On February 3, 2024, a number of significant changes were made to Order No. 73.
Specifically, the provision that journalists would cease working on military objects if a threat to
media personnel arose was removed. According to experts from the Institute of Mass Information,
this provision was sometimes used by the military as an excuse to deny media personnel permission
to work. Additionally, a clear description of the zoning of front-line areas was added, which had not
been included in earlier versions. Another change to the order was the extension of media
accreditation to 12 months (previously, it was 6 months) (Changes to Order No. 73: Liberalization
of zones, journalist safety, new list of non-disclosure, Institute of Mass Information, 2024). Based
on this order, as well as other legal acts, the media must follow clear standards, including fact-
checking, avoiding sensationalism, exercising caution in covering military operations, and always
publishing only information that will not harm national security.

At the same time, while covering wartime events, journalists should not forget their primary
role—informing the public. The specifics of a journalist's work during martial law ensure special
responsibility when covering military events. During this period, the media must approach the
publication of information with caution, as it can harm national security. Therefore, it is prohibited
to disclose exact addresses and detailed descriptions of objects hit by missiles, as such information
can be used by the enemy to correct fire and launch additional strikes on strategic targets. It is
crucial for journalists to avoid publishing details about the location of military objects, equipment,
weapons, hospitals, and personnel, as this could significantly increase the risk of their destruction or
damage.

The main mission of journalists is to inform society without damaging the country's defense
capabilities. Moreover, the media should ensure a balanced coverage of events that not only
supports the morale of the population but also does not pose a threat to military and civilian lives.
During martial law, every word and every fact published in the media can have decisive
consequences for the outcome of military operations, so journalists must be clear and responsible in
their work (General Staff of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, 2022). Journalists have the right to
publish information about the destruction of important civil infrastructure objects, such as hospitals,
schools, television towers, kindergartens, and maternity hospitals, as these serve as evidence of
crimes committed by Russian troops and are significant for future international processes, including
at the International Criminal Court in The Hague. However, when publishing such materials,
journalists must exercise caution, not disclosing exact locations or other details that could be used
by the enemy for repeated attacks (Pashnina, 2010). Representatives of the journalistic organization
«Media Movement» held consultations with government representatives to standardize and write
clear rules for media work in areas affected by Russian shelling of Ukrainian settlements. In April
2022, together with the Ministry of Culture and Information Policy of Ukraine and the Ministry of
Defense of Ukraine, they issued a statement informing that an agreement had been reached. Thus,
photographs and videos from Russian attacks can be published within the following timeframes: for
military objects —12 hours after the completion of combat operations, and for civilian objects — 3
hours after the shelling. At the same time, the statement not only outlines recommendations and
rules for journalists but also mentions the obligations of the authorities to assist the media:
«Military administrations are recommended to provide more information to the media about the
destruction caused by enemy actions no later than 1 day after the event» (Joint statement of the
Ministry of Culture and Information Policy of Ukraine, Ministry of Defense of Ukraine, and media
representatives, 2022). Journalists' access to Defense Forces' facilities is granted through a special
procedure. The procedure for access was developed by the General Staff of the Armed Forces of
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Ukraine. To obtain it, media representatives must send an official request in writing or
electronically. Such a document must include information about the journalist, the media they
represent, the purpose of the visit, contact details, etc. A journalist's visit to such facilities occurs
only under the supervision of an authorized person. During their stay, media representatives must be
briefed on the rules for taking photos and videos and must have protective equipment—bulletproof
vests and helmets. Live broadcasting must be coordinated with the authorized person
(Recommendations for journalists on organizing work at military facilities and in combat zones
under martial law conditions: Public Relations Department of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, 2024).

During martial law, journalists must operate within strict norms and standards to avoid
disclosing information that could harm national security. It is important for the media to fact-check
and not publish unverified or sensitive information that could be used by the enemy to adjust their
actions or spread misinformation. At the same time, they have the right to inform the public about
crimes committed by the aggressor, including the destruction of civilian infrastructure, but always
in compliance with safety and confidentiality principles, so as not to endanger people's lives or
reveal overly specific details.

To determine the practical application of the mentioned parameters of media work during
wartime, a monitoring of the news broadcasts of the «United News (Yedyni Novyny)» marathon
(on the example of the «T'SN» program on the «l+1» channel) and «Chas Novyn» on the «5
Channel» was conducted.

The «TSN» broadcasts on the «1+1» channel aired during the evening prime time, that is,
from 18:00 to 22:00. Usually, the informational program, which outlined the general picture of the
day on «1+1», was broadcast at 19:30. However, due to the specifics of the broadcast schedule of
the «Yedyni Novyny» marathon and the alternating rotation of broadcasters in different slots, the
subject of the monitoring sometimes included broadcasts aired at different times. The monitoring
was conducted in three time periods, each lasting two weeks (14 days), specifically:

o February 24, 2022 — March 9, 2022

e February 24, 2023 — March 9, 2023

o February 24, 2024 — March 8, 2024

The «TSN» broadcast on February 24, 2022, consisted of 40 informational reports of various
formats. All of them were related to the military situation in Ukraine and provided a detailed
description of the first day of the full-scale invasion. The broadcast aired at 19:00. There were two
hosts in the studio: Lidiia Taran and Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. The broadcast began with a live
connection to correspondent Iryna Vanina from Kherson (see Fig. 1), where she detailed the
situation in the city. It also covered the advance of Russian troops from the temporarily occupied
Crimea towards the southern regions of Ukraine. The broadcast on February 24, 2022, also included
a video fragment of President Volodymyr Zelensky’s address, in which he described the general
situation in the country during the first hours of the full-scale invasion.

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It is also worth highlighting the live inclusion of the correspondent from Odesa, Serhii
Osadchuk (see Fig. 2). He described the military situation not only in the city itself but also in the
region overall, as well as in the Black Sea. This gave viewers a deeper understanding of the context
of events and helped prevent them from becoming victims of the panic-inducing narratives spread
by Russian propaganda at the time (such as the alleged proximity of Russian troops to Odesa, a
successful enemy landing, etc.).

Natalia Hahorna, a war correspondent for «TSN» conducted a detailed live inclusion from
Kyiv (see Fig. 3). In particular, she described the situation in the capital's metro. The format of her
report was dynamic and informationally rich. Natalia Hahorna moved away from the traditional
static style of live reports; she moved through the metro stations, went outside, and described the
events around her, sharing her personal impressions with the audience.

Towards the end of the news broadcast, the «T'SN» correspondent in Lviv also joined the air,
who at that time was at the Ukrainian-Polish border. Marichka Kuzhyk described the situation at the
state border, spoke with Ukrainian citizens who decided to leave for abroad, as well as employees
of the State Border Guard Service. The «TSN» broadcast ended with a report by journalist Maria
Vasylieva, who gathered the most important frontline news in her material. It covered Russian
attacks on Ukrainian cities, the advancement of the Russian Armed Forces on Ukrainian territory,
and the reactions of foreign leaders to the invasion.

On February 25, 2022, the «TSN» broadcast aired at 18:00 and consisted of 49 messages in
various television formats. The broadcast began with a report on a column of Russian military
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equipment in the village of Katiuzhanka, moving toward Kyiv. It continued with brief reports on the
aftermath of Kyiv’s shelling and the number of losses in the Russian army. The situation in
downtown Kyiv — at Independence Square — was described live by correspondent Natalia Hahorna.
Meanwhile, journalist Natalia Ostrovska joined the air from the newsroom (see Fig. 4). She detailed
the frontline situation in Ukraine. This report summarized the military events at that time.
Specifically, it covered Russia's attempt to break into Kyiv, as well as the shelling of Chernihiv and
the enemy's advancement in that direction. The report lasted about three minutes.

Unlike the summary of the first day of the full-scale invasion, the broadcast on February 25
2022, the broadcast featured classic television reports, but the number of live connections did not
decrease. For example, journalists prepared a report on the situation in Mariupol, Donetsk region,
where Russian troops were rapidly advancing. Additionally, there was coverage from
Dnipropetrovsk region, where people were lining up at donor centers to give blood. There was also
a report from the capital's «Okhmatdyt» hospital. The international news department of «TSN»
created a segment that collected global leaders’ reactions to the Russian invasion.

On February 26, 2022, the format of live connections from «TSN» correspondents in the
regions changed somewhat. The production team divided these live segments into pairs, initially
presenting the correspondents together on the air, and then having them sequentially describe the
situation in their respective regions. Correspondents from Lviv, Vinnytsia, Rivne, Zaporizhzhia,
Sumy, and Odesa regions were connected (see Fig. 5).

The broadcast on February 26, 2022, included 21 messages of various formats.

Initially, the presenters briefly described the frontline situation in Ukraine, mentioning the
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Ukrainian Armed Forces' resistance to the advancing Russian troops, the consequences of Russian
attacks on settlements in our country, etc. There were not many live broadcasts in this episode.
Specifically, correspondent Serhii Osadchuk described the situation in Odesa, discussing the
Russian attempt to conduct reconnaissance of the coastline using drones. The live broadcast took
place without any illustrative video footage. Other live broadcasts in this episode included:

¢ Correspondent Olha Koshelenko from Washington spoke about the aid that the United
States offered to Ukraine;

¢ Correspondent Oksana Solodovnyk described the situation in the Sumy region, covering the
aftermath of attacks on the region, the advancement of Russian troops, and the attacks on
evacuation columns by the Russian army;

¢ Correspondent Natalia Hahorna, as in previous episodes, went down into the Kyiv metro and
described the situation there;

¢ Correspondent Ruslan Yarmoliuk conducted an operational broadcast from the news room
of the TV channel, focusing on the most challenging frontline area at the time — the Melitopol-
Mariupol line, where the Russian advance was the fastest;

¢ Correspondent Oleksandra Mishyna joined the broadcast from Zakarpattia and described the
situation at the border.

The «TSN» team began the broadcast of February 27, 2022, in an extraordinary way. The first
message in the program was address from a young boy (his name was not mentioned) to the
Ukrainian Armed Forces (see Fig. 6). The broadcast included a total of 58 informational messages
in various television formats. Among them were short informational reports with illustrative video
footage and direct speech (synchronizations). A live broadcast on «TSN» was conducted by
journalist Vasylysa Stepanenko, who was in Mariupol and reported on the situation in the city. The
live broadcast lasted about 4 minutes, and there was no illustrative video footage or direct speech.
Other live broadcasts in this episode included:

e Correspondent Denys Chulovskyi provided a live report about the specifics of the work of
the Kyiv metro;

e Correspondent Olha Pavlovska from Dnipro described the operational situation in the city
and region;

¢ Correspondent Serhii Osadchuk was live from Odesa and talked about preparations for the
city's defense;

e Correspondent Marichka Kuzhyk reported from Lviv and the Ukrainian-Polish border.

The «TSN» broadcast on February 28, 2022, included 42 informational messages, mostly
discussing the military situation in Ukraine. In the first half of the program, there was a detailed
description of the situation in Sumy and Kharkiv. These were two live broadcasts that aired
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alternately and lasted a total of over 8 minutes. In contrast, correspondent Yakiv Noskov provided a
live report detailing the situation in the Zaporizhzhia region, particularly focusing on the Russian
occupation of Berdiansk and the local population's resistance. The broadcast was accompanied by
illustrative footage, mostly amateur videos from social media. This episode also featured other
exclusive and important reports, including from Kherson and Khahovka.

The «TSN» broadcast on March 1, 2022, included 47 informational messages. The program
began with a live broadcast by correspondent Iryna Vanina from Kherson, where the Russians
carried out a massive attack on the city. The broadcast also featured a report from Kyiv Oblast by
one of Ukraine's most experienced war correspondents, Andrii Tsapliienko (see Figure 7). The
journalist described the situation in Vasylkiv, where the Russians destroyed one of the educational
institutions. Andrii Tsapliienko not only showed the consequences of the attack but also analyzed
the fragments of Russian missiles found at the scene. The journalist noted that such fragments
would allow investigators to identify when exactly the missile was launched and which specific
Russian military personnel was responsible.

Other live broadcasts featured in this episode:

« Correspondent Ihor Bondarenko on the situation in the capital,

e Correspondent Inna Lebedenko on the conditions under which the « TSN» team was
working;

« Correspondent Oksana Solodovnyk on the situation in Sumy region;

« Correspondent Serhii Osadchuk on the risks of a Russian landing operation in Odesa;

« Correspondent Viktoriia Streltsova on power outages in Kharkiv;

« Correspondent Yeva Nikolashvili described the situation in Brovary, near the capital, where
Russian troops were advancing.

Among the classic television reports in the «TSN» episode from March 1, 2022, two materials
can be highlighted. The first was created by correspondent Iryna Markevych, who described the
situation in the city of Kovel. The report focused on the threats of an attack from Belarusian
territory, the city's preparation for such a potential scenario, as well as the organization of refugee
reception from frontline areas and the volunteer efforts of local residents. Another report, created by
Yevhen Plinsky, depicted the preparation for a Russian military assault in the outskirts of Kyiv.

The «TSN» episode on March 2, 2022, began with a live broadcast by war correspondent
Oleksandr Motornyi on the situation in the outskirts of Kyiv and the Russian army's attempts to
capture the city. The journalist focused on analyzing the direction of combat operations in the cities
of Irpin and Bucha. Correspondent Natalia Nahorna, in a live report from Kyiv's Central Railway
Station, observed the process of civilian evacuation. She talked about the principles of the train
operations heading west from the city. Overall, this episode contained 22 informational messages.
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The «TSN» broadcast on March 3, 2022, included over 50 informational messages in various
television formats. Among other reports, correspondent Oleksandr Motornyi created a television
report from Horenka in Kyiv Oblast (see Figure 8). The city was attacked by Russian air forces,
resulting in significant damage to buildings. Starting from March 2022, «TSN» gradually returned
to the format of classic war reports, depicting both the course of military actions and the
consequences of attacks on civilian objects. Correspondent Oleksandr Zahorodny described the
situation on the Zhytomyr front, where heavy fighting was taking place at the time. The journalist
was in the epicenter of the events, not just documenting their aftermath.

Correspondent Marichka Kuzhyk had a live broadcast from the Ukrainian-Polish border,
where she reported on the return of Ukrainian migrant workers from abroad and their desire to join
the Ukrainian Armed Forces. On the topic of Russian attacks on the Black Sea coast, the
correspondent in Odesa, Serhii Osadchuk, gave a live report. Among other live broadcasts, a special
mention goes to war correspondent Yulia Kyryienko. The journalist analyzed the frontline situation
around Kyiv. These live broadcasts did not simply describe the configuration of Russian troops
around the capital, but also allowed for the modeling of various scenarios for the development of
events. Correspondent Iryna Prokofieva created a television report about an unprecedented event in
human history — the occupation of a nuclear power plant. Russian forces managed to break through
to Enerhodar, where the largest nuclear power plant in Europe, the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear Power
Plant, is located. The residents of the city were able to slow down the Russian advance by building
barricades at the entrances to Enerhodar.

March 4, 2022, «TSN» episode was not published on public platforms. Therefore, the
informational program from the channel that had an air slot in the «United News (Yedyni Novyny)»
was analyzed. This was the «Vikna Novyny» program from the STB and ICTV channels. The
March 4, 2023 episode lasted about 15 minutes. Most of the informational messages (eight) were
short, and there were no live reports from correspondents. Instead, the program featured two news
reports. The first was a report from Lviv about the local territorial defense forces. The second report
analyzed intercepted radio conversations of Russian soldiers.

The «TSN» episode on March 5, 2022, contained 48 informational messages in various
formats. Among the classic television reports in the first half of the program, the viewers were
shown the chronology of events surrounding the Russian occupation of Enerhodar and subsequent
Russian attacks on the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear Power Plant. The author of the report, Iryna
Prokofieva, also focused on the courageous attempts of residents to defend their city, describing the
deployment of Russian military equipment to the town. Correspondent Yeva Nikolashvili reported
on the consequences of Russian attacks on Vasylkiv in Kyiv Oblast. In this episode, the editorial
team returned to the practice of creating live broadcasts to summarize the overall military situation
in Ukraine. Live analysis was prepared by correspondent Alla Khotsianivska, who analyzed the
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wide geography of combat operations, from the shooting down of Russian planes in Kyiv Oblast to
protests by Kherson residents against Russian forces in the city. Correspondent Oleksandr Motornyi
prepared a detailed report on the course of military actions in the northwestern direction near Kyiv.
The report was supplemented with an additional live broadcast from Oleksandr Motornyi, who
provided updated information. Correspondent Natalia Nahorna created a report about the evacuation
of civilians from Irpin in Kyiv Oblast. The episode also included a report about the defense of
Mykolaiv Oblast, but without specifying the author's name.

The «TSN» episode on March 6, 2022, included 54 informational messages in various
formats. The program began with an operational report from correspondent Oleksandr Motornyi
about the situation in Kyiv Oblast. In a live broadcast, correspondent Alla Khotsianivska described
the situation in Kyiv, including information about public transport operations, the curfew regime,
and more. Correspondent Serhii Osadchuk had a live broadcast from Odesa, emphasizing the need
to strengthen Ukraine's air defense. Correspondent Svitlana Pavuk prepared a report on the mass
protests against the occupation in Kherson. Correspondent Anna Makhno was the author of a report
from the Belarusian border, where she asked local residents about their readiness for a potential
invasion by the regime of Alexander Lukashenko.

The «TSN» episode on March 7, 2022, contained 54 informational messages in various
formats. The program began with a report from war correspondent Andrii Tsapliienko, who
described the current situation on the outskirts of Kyiv and analyzed the possibility of a new
Russian offensive on the capital. Meanwhile, Oleksandr Zahorodny provided a live broadcast about
the situation around Irpin, sharing his personal experience. As he explained, he had lived in this
hotspot of the front line for ten days. Correspondent Valerii Kuznetsov reported on the
consequences of the attack on Vinnytsia Airport. Correspondent Viktoriia Streltsova gave a live
report about the Russian army's attempts to capture Kharkiv.

The «TSN» episode on March 8, 2022, contained 34 informational messages in various
formats. In the first half of the program, viewers were shown a report from correspondent
Oleksandr Zahorodny about the shelling of Brovary in Kyiv Oblast. The city was burning in large
warehouse buildings, and the fire had not yet been extinguished during the filming of the report,
which indicates the high operational speed of the journalist. Correspondent Oleksandr Motornyi
created a report about the situation on the northwestern outskirts of Kyiv, specifically about the
evacuation of 500 civilians from Pushcha-Vodytsia. The episode also included a report with a
detailed analysis of the military situation in Mykolaiv Oblast, but without specifying the author's
name.

The «TSN» episode on March 9, 2022, was not released for free access. Therefore, the
analyzed program for this day was «Vikna Novyny» from the STB/ICTV channels. The analyzed
episode, which lasted more than 10 minutes, included eight informational messages. Among them,
there was a report by Maria Malevska on the consequences of Russian airstrikes on Kharkiv, where
the city's Art Museum was damaged. Correspondent Emma Antoniuk created a report depicting the
life of people who were sheltering from air alerts in the Kyiv Metro.

Since 2023, the «TSN» episodes have been aired at the usual time for this program — 7:30
PM. Therefore, the February 24, 2023 episode lasted more than 28 minutes, with Natalia Ostrovska
as the host. This episode did not feature any frontline reports or live broadcasts about the war
situation. The program was filled with a retrospective of events leading up to the first anniversary of
the full-scale invasion, and in total, 30 informational messages were included.

The «TSN» episode on February 25, 2023, contained eight informational messages and lasted
29 minutes. The host was Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. In the first half of the program, viewers were
shown a classic television frontline report by correspondent Anton Kotsukon (see Figure 9). The
focus was on the front line in eastern Ukraine. The filming group came under fire from Russian
forces. As the correspondent noted, the distance to the Russian positions from the filming location
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was 140 meters. It was noted that during the editing of this report, mostly large and medium shots
were used.

Given that the television channels did not release the final news bulletins for February 26,
2023, it was not possible to analyze them.

On February 27, 2023, the «TSN» broadcast featured 15 news reports and lasted almost 40
minutes. The host was Natalia Ostrovska. The broadcast began with a detailed report on the
aftermath of the attack on Khmelnytskyi. Then, viewers were shown a report from the front by
correspondent Anton Kotsukon. He spoke about the work of Ukrainian artillerymen. This material
does not provide a complete picture of the situation in a specific section of the front; instead, the
focus i1s specifically on the work of the Armed Forces of Ukraine’s artillery. No other television
reports or live segments about the military situation were included in the broadcast.

On February 28, 2023, the «TSN» broadcast featured 18 news reports and lasted more than 31
minutes. The host was Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. The broadcast began with a live segment from
Kherson by correspondent Margarita Potapova. She reported on the consequences of the city and
region’s shelling. The journalist was on-site at the shelling locations in Kherson, showing
illustrative video and a series of direct interviews (synchronous). No other live segments or reports
about the front-line situation were featured in the broadcast.

On March 1, 2023, the «TSN» broadcast included 14 news reports and lasted more than 28
minutes. The host was Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. The first block of the program was dedicated to front-
line information. Among other things, there was a report on the defense of Bakhmut in Donetsk
Oblast by correspondent Yulia Kyriienko (see Figure 2.21). The journalist was in the city,
describing the security situation there. She spoke with military personnel and detailed the tactics of
Russian troops attempting to enter Bakhmut. The report highlighted numerous city destructions and
constant explosions.

On March 2, 2023, the «TSN» broadcast contained 18 news reports and lasted more than 31
minutes. The host was Natalia Ostrovska. At the beginning of the broadcast, viewers were shown a
report by correspondent Olga Pavlovska about the aftermath of the attacks on Zaporizhzhia. The
journalist was at the scene, filming the destruction and talking to the victims. Video materials from
the State Emergency Service (SES) and the regional military administration (OVA) were also used
to prepare the material. This allowed the correspondent to thoroughly recreate the entire chronology
of events. Correspondent Viktoriia Streltsova reported from Chuhuiv in Kharkiv Oblast, which was
under Russian shelling. The journalist documented the destruction and described the humanitarian
situation in this settlement.
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On March 3, 2023, the «TSN» broadcast featured 18 news reports and lasted more than 33
minutes. The host was Natalia Moseichuk. The program began with a selection of news about
international security, official visits, and the front-line situation. Viewers were shown a report by
correspondent Yulia Kyriienko about Ukrainian aerial reconnaissance units defending Bakhmut in
Donetsk Oblast. The report details the combat path and experiences of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine’s servicemen, their skills in using air drops. The correspondent focused more on telling the
soldiers’ stories rather than providing current front-line updates, which were mentioned in passing.

On March 5, 2023, instead of the final news broadcast, the «TSN Week» program was aired
on «1+1» with host Alla Mazur, lasting over an hour. The program consisted of eight reports of
various formats. The television week began with a detailed military digest lasting about 19 minutes.
Military correspondent Andrii Tsapliienko joined Alla Mazur in the studio, initially analyzing
military operations in Russia’s Bryansk Oblast (see Figure 10). The segment then covered Russia’s
use of guided aerial bombs to attack Ukrainian cities, sabotage at an airfield in Belarus, the defense
of Bakhmut in Donetsk Oblast, and potential options for the deoccupation of the Autonomous
Republic of Crimea.

On March 6, 2023, the «TSN» broadcast contained 18 news reports and lasted over 32
minutes. The host was Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. The first part of the program featured a report by
correspondent Anastasia Nevirna from Nikopol in Dnipro Oblast. The report discussed the daily
Russian shelling of the city and the humanitarian situation in the settlement. The broadcast also
included a report on the commemoration of those killed by Russian shelling in Zaporizhzhia, as
well as the issues related to the reconstruction of destroyed housing. The author of the TV segment
was Olha Pavlovska.

On March 7, 2023, the «TSN» broadcast contained 18 news reports and lasted over 34
minutes. The host was Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. The first part of the program featured a report from the
outskirts of Bakhmut in Donetsk Oblast, authored by military correspondent of «1+1» Yulia
Kyriienko. The journalist visited the positions of Ukrainian tankers near the city. The segment
provided not only detailed information about the military situation in this section of the front but
also shared stories about the servicemen themselves and their civilian lives before Russia's full-
scale invasion.

On March 8, 2023, the «TSN» broadcast contained 12 news reports and lasted over 37
minutes. The host was Natalia Ostrovska. The first block of the program was dedicated to front-line
news. Among the long news reports, a notable segment was a report from Marhanets in Dnipro
Oblast, authored by correspondent Anastasia Nevirna. The report discussed Russian artillery attacks
on the city, the humanitarian situation, and more. This broadcast also featured a segment about the
training of the assault brigade «Lut».
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On March 9, 2023, the «TSN» broadcast contained 17 news reports and lasted over 34
minutes. The host was Solomiia Vytvitska. The program began with a block of front-line news.
Among them was a live segment by correspondent Viktoriia Streltsova, who reported on the
aftermath of Russian attacks in Kharkiv Oblast. Correspondent Marichka Kuzhyk prepared a report
about the aftermath of an attack in Lviv Oblast, describing the nature of the destruction,
preparations for the recovery process, and more. This broadcast also featured a report by
correspondent Yulia Kyriienko from the positions of the Ukrainian Defense Forces in eastern
Ukraine. Some of the footage shot was edited during the post-production stage, making this report
even more valuable for analysis (see Figure 11). The horizon lines in the footage were blurred to
prevent Russian forces from identifying the geolocation of the Ukrainian positions.

February 24, 2024: Due to the press conference of President Volodymyr Zelensky, broadcast
during the marathon on the prime-time, the usual «TSN» news edition was not aired.

February 25, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast at 15:00 included 14 news reports and lasted over
42 minutes. The host was Solomiia Vytvitska. In the first part of the program, correspondent
Margarita Potapova, who was in the frontline town of Kostiantynivka in Donetsk region, reported
on the aftermath of a Russian attack on the local railway station.

February 26, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast included around 20 news reports and lasted over 40
minutes. The host was Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. In the first part of the program, the audience saw a
report from correspondent Oleksandr Motornyi from the Zaporizhzhia front line, near the settlement
of Robotyne. The footage featured Russian drones flying over the area and artillery shellings. The
correspondent also interviewed Ukrainian soldiers and analyzed signs that Russian forces might be
preparing for a new attempt to advance. Other reports included one by correspondent Olga
Pavlovska on the consequences of shellings in Dnipro region, and another by journalist Viktoriia
Streltsova, who created a story about volunteers evacuating civilians from Kupiansk district in
Kharkiv region under constant Russian attack threats.

February 27, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast contained about 9 news reports and lasted over 30
minutes. The host was Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. At least 5 of the reports covered direct combat
situations, though they were brief editorial pieces, not full-featured reports. The broadcast also
included a report by correspondent Anastasia Nevirna about a horse farm in Nikopol, which had
become a target of Russian attacks.

February 28, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast included 23 news reports and lasted over 38
minutes. The host was Marichka Padalko. The program opened with a report on the destruction of
Russian armored vehicles and weapons at the Bakhmut front. The focus of the report was on the
work of aerial reconnaissance by one of the Ukrainian Armed Forces' units in this area, and it was
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presented by Margarita Potapova. Another military-related segment was by correspondent Kira
Oves about the activities of volunteers in the frontline town of Orikhiv, Zaporizhzhia region.

February 29, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast contained 19 news reports and lasted almost 34
minutes. The host was Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. The first part of the program consisted of short updates
on the situation at the front. However, there were no in-depth reports or live segments covering
military topics.

March 1, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast (aired at 20:00) included around 19 news reports and
lasted over one hour. The host was Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. The program began with a report by
correspondent Kira Oves from the village of Yuliivka in Zaporizhzhia region, which had been
attacked by Russian forces. The report discussed the scale of the destruction and the civilian
casualties.

March 2, 2024: The final «TSN» broadcast was not found on the channel’s multimedia
platforms. Therefore, the analysis was based on the information program of the channel that aired
the evening slot of the «United News» marathon on that day, «News» by the «My Ukraine»
channel. This program contained over 10 news reports of various formats, lasting more than 11
minutes. The host was Lyudmila Dobrovolska. The first 4 minutes of the broadcast covered key
news on the military situation in the country. However, these were not authorial reports but short
editorials.

March 3, 2024: Instead of the final news edition, «TSN» broadcasted an episode of «TSN
Week» with host Alla Mazur, lasting almost one hour. The episode included 11 news reports of
different television formats. The first part of the program featured an analytical story by
correspondent Oleksandr Zahorodnyi on the situation at the front line in Donetsk region. The focus
of the report gradually shifted from the front near Chasiv Yar to a broader analysis of the frontline
context.

March 4, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast contained 19 news reports and lasted over 35 minutes.
The host was Solomiia Vytvitska. The program started with a report by correspondent Serhii
Osadchuk about commemorations for the residents of a building attacked by the Russian military.
Journalist Iryna Vanina created a story about Russian attacks on Kherson region, specifically
discussing the use of drones to drop explosives on civilians. Correspondent Margarita Potapova
reported from the front in Donetsk region, covering Ukrainian soldiers operating drones.

March 5, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast contained 13 news reports and lasted nearly 40
minutes. The host was Solomiia Vytvitska. At the beginning of the program, the audience saw a
report on the destruction of the Russian corvette «Serhii Kotov» hit by Ukrainian marine drones.
This segment was largely composed of amateur video footage and borrowed direct audio from other
broadcasters. However, in the case of operational reports, this approach was fully justified. The
report was authored by correspondent Serhii Morhun. The next segment was a story by war
correspondent Yulia Kyriienko from Novomykhailivka, Donetsk region, which had become another
hotspot on the front line.

March 6, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast contained 12 news reports and lasted over 38 minutes.
The host was Sviatoslav Hrynchuk. The first part of the program showed an operational report from
Sumy, where a Russian drone attack had occurred the previous day, injuring civilians. The author of
the segment was Oksana Solodovnyk.

March 7, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast contained 15 news reports and lasted over 32 minutes.
The host was Solomiia Vytvitska. The program began with an extensive report from Kherson by
correspondent Iryna Vanina, describing the front-line situation and the aftermath of Russian attacks
on civilian and social infrastructure. The next segment was by correspondent Anastasia Nevirna,
who reported on Russian artillery shells hitting a shopping center in Nikopol, Dnipro region.

March 8, 2024: The «TSN» broadcast contained 11 news reports and lasted over 59 minutes.
The host was Alla Mazur. In the first part of the broadcast, the audience saw a compiled report on
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the front-line situation in Zaporizhzhia. It discussed the scale and nature of Russian attacks on
Ukrainian Armed Forces positions and civilian populations. The report was authored by
correspondent Oleksandr Motornyi. Other reports related to the military situation were mainly brief
editorial segments created by the editorial team.

For the analysis of the content of the «5 Channel» the final news release «News Time (Chas
Novyn)» broadcast was analyzed. The airing of this program was not consistent. In 2022, the final
broadcast was aired at 23:00, while in 2023-2024, it was scheduled slightly earlier at 21:00. Based
on experience with «5 Channel» it was noted that the duration of the program also varied, with 2022
broadcasts lasting 55-60 minutes, while 2023-2024 broadcasts lasted 40-50 minutes.

Monitoring was conducted in three two-week periods:

 February 24, 2022, to March 9, 2022

o February 24, 2023, to March 9, 2023

e February 24, 2024, to March 8, 2024

From February 24, 2022, to March 9, 2022, «5 Channel» did not publish the 11:00 p.m. news
editions of «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» due to technical reasons. To conduct monitoring, these
broadcasts were analyzed using physical media in the archive department of «5 Channel.»

On February 24, 2022, «5 Channel» switched to round-the-clock broadcasting. The summary
edition of «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» aired at 11:00 p.m. It included 41 news reports, mostly
short news forms. At the same time, correspondent Denys Rozenkov prepared a report on the
situation in Zaporizhzhia. The report included, among other things, the morning rocket strikes on
the city. On that day, «5 Channel» also aired its first original content — a «Chronicle of the Day»
segment about the front-line situation, which became the first in the cycle. The report focused on
the consequences of missile strikes on Ukrainian cities on the morning of February 24, 2022, the
advance of Russian troops on various fronts, and more.

The next day, February 25, 2022, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» edition consisted of 47
news reports of various formats. Again, most of these were short news items. Only two television
reports were featured— «Chronicle of the Day» and a report from the Blood Center in Dnipro, where
long queues of donors were observed.

On February 26, 2022, the final edition of «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» contained 51 news
reports. Among the TV reports, there was a report from Denis Rozenkov about the situation in
Zaporizhzhia and a comprehensive report on the movement of Russian troops in different regions.

On February 27, 2022, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast included 21 news
reports. At the same time, there were significantly more reports on military topics. Correspondent
Denis Rozenkov again prepared a report on the situation in Zaporizhzhia on the third day of the
full-scale invasion. Journalist Marta Shykula covered the queues at the Ukrainian-Polish border.
Meanwhile, Olga Dunska, in a report from Kharkiv and Odesa, described the situation with the
reception of internally displaced persons from the front-line areas. Correspondent Sofia Norenko
produced a report as part of the «Chronicle of the Day» series and described the main changes that
had occurred on the front line over the past 24 hours.

On February 28, 2022, «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» consisted of 29 news reports. The
number of original military-themed reports had fallen. Among the reports were:

o A «Chronicle of the Day» segment by Oleksii Pasak (Russian army’s advance, new attacks
on Ukrainian cities, aid from Ukraine’s partners);

 Denis Rozenkov’s report on the situation in Zaporizhzhia;

« A report from Ivano-Frankivsk about the city accepting war refugees.

On March 1, 2022, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast included eight original
military-themed reports. Correspondent Yurii Puhach discussed Kyiv's preparations for defense, the
construction of fortifications, and the humanitarian situation, including long queues at supermarkets
and shortages of medicines in some pharmacies. Similar reports were prepared by Olena Rybinska,
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but her coverage was broader, covering Kharkiv, Odesa, Dnipro, and other cities. The edition
included 27 news reports in total.

On March 2, 2022, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast included 33 news reports of
various formats. The first item was a six-minute report by Oleksii Pasak from the «Chronicle of the
Day» series. The segment covered the Russian attack on Kharkiv, the movement of Russian forces
in the north, statements by Volodymyr Zelensky, and more. In contrast, journalist Olga Dunska’s
report focused on the work of Ukrzaliznytsia (Ukrainian Railways) and the evacuation of civilians
from Odesa to Ukraine’s western regions. Correspondent Iryna Sysak reported on the activities of a
volunteer center in Ivano-Frankivsk.

On March 3, 2022, the final edition of «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» included 31 news
reports, most of which were short information segments. Among the original reports in the program
were:

e A report from Kyiv’s railway station;

« A comprehensive report on the situation in Dnipro and Zaporizhzhia;

« A report from a volunteer center in Cherkasy;

o A «Chronicle of the Day» segment describing the overall military situation on the front line.

On March 4, 2022, the final edition of «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» was similar to the
previous day’s broadcast. The format contained 32 items, with mostly short informational reports
accompanied by video footage, and occasionally, direct speech from speakers (synchronous
reports). At the same time, journalist Marta Shykula prepared a report from the Lviv Perinatal
Center, where women in labor from various cities of Ukraine were evacuated. Correspondent Denis
Rozenkov authored a report on the seizure of the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear Power Plant and its satellite
city, Enerhodar. War correspondent Yevheniia Kytaiava filmed a report on Kyiv’s territorial
defense.

On March 5, 2022, «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» contained 31 news reports. Among the
original stories were:

e A «Chronicle of the Day» segment, featuring news from the front line;

« A report on the work of Kyiv’s perinatal center and the evacuation of women in labor to
shelters;

« A report on a volunteer center in Odesa, where camouflage nets were being made.

On March 6, 2022, the final edition of «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» was only broadcast for
20 minutes due to technical reasons. It included a TV report on the front-line events (from the
«Chronicle of the Day» series, by Oleksii Pasak), a report from Chernivtsi (where a humanitarian
aid reception point was set up in a school), and a report from Zaporizhzhia region (covering the
movement of Russian forces and missile strikes on cities). The approximate total number of
information items in the broadcast was 14.

The next day, March 7, 2022, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» edition returned to its
standard format. It included 34 news reports. Among the original items was a report by
correspondent Viktoriia Kovaliova on evacuation flights from the railway station in Dnipro.
Journalist Artem Tumarchenko prepared a report on the advance of Russian forces in Luhansk
region, specifically towards Lysychansk. War correspondent Yevheniia Kytaiava described the role
of chaplains in the military in her report.

On March 8, 2022, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» edition contained 29 reports, including
seven original military-themed reports. By March 9, 2022, there were slightly more of these
reports—10, with a total of 26 items.

On February 24, 2023, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted more than 55
minutes, with 24 reports. In the studio was host Yana Konotop. The second report featured the
«Chronicle of the Day» segment by Oleksii Pasak, which discussed not only the general military
situation on the front line but also other news related to the war. For example, the awarding of state

honors to Ukrainian soldiers. Oleksii Pasak also authored another piece, showcasing the most
significant news from the first year of the full-scale invasion: the first days of the Russian assault,
the successful counteroffensive by the Ukrainian Armed Forces on Kyiv, and more. Another
retrospective piece was created by Marta Shykula, who reminded viewers of how the evacuation of
civilians to western Ukraine or the EU unfolded, the role of the Lviv railway station, and the self-
organization of civil society.

On February 25, 2023, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted more than 48
minutes, with a total of 27 reports. The opening segment featured a TV report on Russia’s attempts
to capture Bakhmut in Donetsk region. However, it was not an original «5 Channel» piece; it was
created by the Military Television (a subdivision of the Central Television and Radio Studio of the
Ministry of Defense of Ukraine). The broadcast also included another similar report—a segment by
the Department of Communications of the National Police of Ukraine about the evacuation of
civilians from the front-line areas of Donetsk region.

On February 26, 2023, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted over 53 minutes
(34 news reports). In the studio was host Yana Konotop. The program began with a report by
correspondent Oleksii Pasak (from the daily «Chronicle of the Day» series). The report covered
explosions at the Machulishchi airfield in Belarus, the strengthening of military cooperation
between Russia and China, the potential counteroffensive of the Ukrainian Armed Forces, Russian
military losses on the battlefield, and the humanitarian situation in the frontline town of VVuhledar in
Donetsk region. The broadcast also featured a report from the Military Television of the Ministry of
Defense about the retreat from positions by the so-called «Wagner» mercenaries and the equipment
they left behind. In the second half of the program, a report on one of the mortar units of the
Ukrainian Defense Forces was aired. However, this was not an original product of «5 Channel»; the
piece was created by the communications team of the 111th Brigade of the Territorial Defense
Forces.

On February 27, 2023, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted almost an hour
(26 reports). In the studio was host Yana Konotop. The program began with a report by
correspondent Oleksii Pasak (from the «Chronicle of the Day» series), which discussed Russia’s use
of Shahed drones and the consequences of such attacks on Ukrainian settlements. The report also
detailed the combat situation on the eastern and southern sections of the front line. There was a
piece about Russian attempts to capture Bakhmut in Donetsk region, which was created by the
communications team of the Territorial Defense Forces of Ukraine. Meanwhile, correspondent
Vitalii Zalevskyi prepared a special report from another frontline city in Donetsk region—
Kramatorsk (see Fig. 12). The journalist focused his material on families with children who still
remain in the city. He attempted to understand what motivates them not to leave for safer places and
what the dangers are for minors.

On February 28, 2023, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 55 minutes (20
reports). In the studio was host Yana Konotop. The program began with a television report by
Oleksii Pasak in the form of a military chronicle. The report covered strikes by Ukrainian drones
deep into Russian territory—around Moscow and St. Petersburg. Oleksii Pasak also analyzed the
circumstances surrounding the damage to one of the key logistics bridges located in the occupied
part of Donetsk region. In addition, the journalist described how the combat situation around
Bakhmut in Donetsk region had changed. The broadcast also featured a report by Denys Rozenkov
about the training of military personnel serving in Zaporizhzhia region.

On March 1, 2023, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 56 minutes, with 34
reports. In the studio was host Yana Konotop. The program began with a report from the «Chronicle
of the Day» series, authored by correspondent Olena Rybinska. The journalist analyzed the
casualties of the Russian army on the battlefield and systematized data on the activities of partisans
in the territories occupied by Russia in Ukraine. Specifically, the report covered the destruction of
enemy warehouses in Kadiivka. The use of American M-270 systems by the Ukrainian Armed
Forces was featured in a story about the defense of Bakhmut and Soledar in Donetsk region. This
was not an original product of «5 Channel» as it was prepared by the communications team of the
Ukrainian Ground Forces. The «Time of News» also included a report from the liberated territories
of the Kherson region. Correspondent Valentyna Fedorchuk focused on the stories of farmers who
are unable to prepare their land for the new agricultural season due to the need for mine clearance.

On March 2, 2023, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 52 minutes, with 30
information reports. In the studio was host Yana Konotop. The program began with a report from
the «Chronicle of the Day» series, authored by correspondent Oleksii Pasak (see Fig. 13). The
report covered raids deep into Bryansk region by the Russian Volunteer Corps, which is fighting on
Ukraine's side. The author also analyzed the reactions of Russia's political and military leadership to
this event. Additionally, the report addressed the fake news spread by Russian state propaganda
about the capture of Bakhmut and, in general, the military situation around this town.

The broadcast also featured a television report by correspondent Denys Rozenkov about the
Russian missile strike on a residential building in Zaporizhzhia. The defense of the village of Posad-
Pokrovske in the Kherson region by the Ukrainian Armed Forces was covered in a report created by
the Communications Department of the General Staff of the Ukrainian Armed Forces. Also, in this
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broadcast, «5 Channel» aired a report on the evacuation of civilians from the front-line areas of
Donetsk region. As noted in the on-screen source caption, the report was produced by the
Communications Department of the National Police of Ukraine.

On March 3, 2023, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 54 minutes, with a
total of 22 reports. The host was Larysa Hubina. The program began with brief informational
updates on the situation at the front and a report by the Ministry of Defense's Military Television
about the defense of Bakhmut in Donetsk region. The next segment was a report by correspondent
Hanna Rybalka from the «Chronicle of the Day» series. The report discussed attacks by Ukrainian
drones on Russian territory, particularly in Kolomna, Moscow region. The journalist also analyzed
how the situation on the battlefield might change in the spring. The program also included a report
from one of the stabilization medical points of the Ukrainian Armed Forces near Bakhmut in
Donetsk region. The format of the segment was a «live» edit, meaning the use of only video footage
without a narrated journalistic text. Correspondent Denys Rozenkov prepared a report from the site
of a Russian missile strike on a residential building in Zaporizhzhia. The broadcast also featured a
report by the National Police about the evacuation of families with children from Krasnohorivka in
Donetsk region.

On March 4, 2023, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted over 46 minutes, with
18 reports. The host was Larysa Hubina. The first segment featured a report from the «Chronicle of
the Day» series by correspondent Oleksii Pasak. It covered new weapons being produced in
Ukraine and new shipments of American technical assistance. This report also analyzed the front-
line situation around Bakhmut (Donetsk region). Correspondent Denys Rozenkov provided a report
about the situation in Zaporizhzhia, where the debris from the Russian munitions strike on the
residential area was still being cleared.

On March 5, 2023, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 51 minutes, hosted by
Larysa Hubina, with a total of 27 reports. The first segment of this information program featured a
report by correspondent Oleksii Pasak. The material was part of the «Chronicle of War» series.
However, this time the journalist focused not so much on the front-line situation but on military-
political events that influence the course of the war. Specifically, he discussed changes in the
military command's tactics regarding the liberation of the temporarily occupied Autonomous
Republic of Crimea. The segment also included information about explosions at military facilities
on the Ukrainian peninsula. The situation in Bakhmut, a city in Donetsk region, which was then
under attack by Russian forces, was also covered. The next segment showed a report about
Ukrainian infantry soldiers serving just a few dozen meters from Russian military positions (see
Fig. 14). The author, Yevheniia Kytaiava, detailed the soldiers' service in Donetsk region, their
daily life, as well as enemy attacks and their specifics. As the author of the segment noted, the
report focuses on the Horlivka sector of the front.

The situation on the Zaporizhzhia front was covered in a report created by the
communications unit of the 102nd Brigade of the Territorial Defense of the Ukrainian Armed
Forces.

On March 6, 2023, the «Time of News Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 53 minutes, hosted by
Larysa Hubina (23 reports). The information program began with a report from the «Chronicle of
the Day» series. Correspondent Oleksii Pasak analyzed the intensity of the battles for Bakhmut in
Donetsk region, as well as the redeployment of Russian manpower and equipment to the front line.
Journalist Denys Rozenkov prepared a report on the completion of the clearance of the aftermath of
the Russian strike on a multi-story building in Zaporizhzhia.

On March 7, 2023, the «Time of News Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 54 minutes, hosted by
Larysa Hubina (26 reports). The program began with the announcement of the death of military
serviceman Dmytro Kotsiubailo, known by the call sign «Da Vinci.» This was followed by a report
by correspondent Vitalii Zalevskyi about the execution of an unarmed Ukrainian serviceman by
Russian forces. Correspondent Oleksii Pasak prepared a report from the «Chronicle of the Day»
series, which analyzed several military-political news items. These included statements by the self-
proclaimed president of Belarus, Alexander Lukashenko, as well as the situation on the front line in
Donetsk region.

On March 8, 2023, the «Time of News Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 57 minutes, hosted by
Larysa Hubina (a total of 22 reports). At the 14th minute, a war-related report from the «Chronicle
of the Day» series aired. Correspondent Oleksii Pasak described the situation in the temporarily
occupied Enerhodar in Zaporizhzhia region, where powerful explosions and fires occurred. The
journalist also reported on Russian casualties in both personnel and equipment.

On March 9, 2023, the «Time of News Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 55 minutes, hosted by
Larysa Hubina (a total of 25 reports). The program began with a report by correspondent Olena
Rybinska on the aftermath of a missile and drone attack on Kyiv. A similar material was prepared
by journalist Oksana Yasnytska, which covered the consequences of a Russian massive shelling of
the Lviv region. Meanwhile, correspondent Oleksii Pasak summarized data on the mass shelling
across Ukraine and presented this information in a report from the «Chronicle of the Day» series.
The journalist described the types of missiles and drones used to bomb Ukraine, as well as their
quantity, and analyzed the effectiveness of Ukrainian air defense based on official data on the
destruction of Russian munitions. The report also touched on the situation directly at the front line,
particularly around Bakhmut (Donetsk region). This topic was continued by correspondents from
Military Television, whose material was also included in the news broadcast. The report was
presented live from Bakhmut, which was then under constant shelling.

On February 24, 2024, the «Time of News Chas Novyn)» broadcast was hosted by Yana
Konotop, and it lasted 49 minutes, with a total of 19 reports. The information program on «5
Channel» began with a report by correspondent Lidiia Serediuk about the downing of a Russian
long-range radar detection aircraft, the A50. Based on official information, the journalist described
where the enemy aircraft was destroyed, under what conditions, and what impact this could have on
battlefield operations and Russia's organization of mass missile and drone attacks on Ukraine.
Correspondent Marta Shykula prepared a retrospective report for the second anniversary of the full-
scale invasion, where she described the events of late February 2022.

The next day, February 25, 2024, the «Time of News Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted slightly
longer — 52 minutes (22 reports). The host in the studio was Yana Konotop. The program did not
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feature any original war reports from the front line; most of the content on this topic was presented
in short informational updates prepared by the editorial release group.

The «Time of News Chas Novyn)» broadcast on February 26, 2024, lasted 48 minutes (19
reports). The host that day was Larysa Hubina. The program began with a report on the military
situation around Robotyne on the Zaporizhzhia front. The author of the report was military
correspondent Olga Kalynovska from «5 Channel.» Correspondent Oleksii Pasak, in a segment
from the «Chronicle of War» series, analyzed the combat situation on the Avdiivka front (Donetsk
region). Specifically, the report focused on the settlement of Lastochkyne, where Russian forces
attempted a failed offensive. Oleksii Pasak also described the situation around Bakhmut (Donetsk
region), where the Ukrainian Armed Forces managed to improve their operational position.
Journalist Natalia Moskalenko prepared a report on the aftermath of shelling in Dnipro.

The «Time of News Chas Novyn)» broadcast on February 27, 2024, lasted 49 minutes, hosted
by Larysa Hubina, with a total of 21 reports. The first segment included a live broadcast from
military correspondent Olga Kalynovska (see Fig. 15). She reported on the situation in the village of
Robotyne, where active assault operations were underway by Russian forces.

Oleksii Pasak in his television report (part of the «Chronicle of the Day» series) focused
primarily on military-political news from the EU and the US, but also covered the topic of downing
Russian bomber aircraft on the front line. Correspondent Marta Shykula prepared a report for the
broadcast on the likelihood of a new Russian offensive, based on official information from the
military-political leadership of the country and comments from military experts.

The next day, February 28, 2024, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 50
minutes (19 reports), and was hosted by Larysa Hubina. The report by Oleksii Pasak from the
«Chronicle of the Day» series covered the withdrawal of the Ukrainian Armed Forces from
Avdiivka, Stepove, and Lastochkine, analyzing the change in the operational situation in this
section of the front. Meanwhile, correspondent Denys Rozenkov prepared a report from Orikhiv in
Zaporizhzhia region. The city is on the frontline and is under Russian shelling.

On February 29, 2024, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast on «5 Channel» lasted
53 minutes (23 reports), and was hosted by Larysa Hubina. The first segment in the program was a
report from the «Chronicle of the Day» series by Oleksii Pasak. The author described the situation
in Krasnohorivka in Donetsk region, where the Third Assault Brigade managed to push back
Russian forces. This report also covered Russian losses in equipment, including the downing of
enemy fighter jets.
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On March 1, 2024, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast was slightly shorter than the
previous day, lasting 49 minutes (18 reports). The program was hosted by Larysa Hubina. The
broadcast began with a report (from the «Chronicle of the Day» series) on the Russian forces'
attempts to capture the town of Chasiv Yar in Donetsk region. Correspondent Hanna Rybalka
analyzed the course of the battles in this section of the front, as well as the possible consequences
for the operational situation if the Russian military were to capture this settlement. The work of
Ukrainian sapper units was covered in a segment by Army TV, which was also aired by «5
Channel» in the news. Correspondent Vitalii Zalevskyi prepared a report on the use of guided air
bombs by the Russians in attacks on Ukrainian Armed Forces positions and civilian objects in
Ukraine. The journalist discussed the technical characteristics of this weapon and the specifics of
using guided aerial bombs.

On March 2, 2024, the editorial team changed, and the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)»
broadcast was hosted by Yana Konotop. The program lasted 54 minutes (25 reports). The report by
Oleksii Pasak covered the downing of two Russian SU-34 aircraft and drone strikes on Russian
territory. At the same time, journalist Lidiia Serediuk prepared a report on the Russian attack on
Odesa, where a missile struck a multi-story building, resulting in casualties.

The next day, March 3, 2024, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast on «5 Channel»
had similar content. The program lasted 53 minutes (27 reports), and was hosted by Yana Konotop.
The broadcast began with a comprehensive report by correspondent Hanna Rybalka, who included
several topics related to the ongoing battles. Specifically, the journalist described the aftermath of
the Russian attack on Odesa that had occurred the previous day. The report also covered explosions
in the temporarily occupied Crimea, which affected one of the local oil depots. Meanwhile,
correspondent Denys Rozenkov prepared a report on the drone operators of one of the Ukrainian
Defense Forces units on the Zaporizhzhia front (see Fig. 16). The report covered the use of
«Vampire» drones, and in order to protect sensitive information about the launch locations of these
drones, the journalist blurred the outlines of the local terrain during editing.

On March 4, 2024, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 51 minutes (21
reports), and was hosted by Yana Konotop. The concluding information program began with a
report by war correspondent Olha Kalynovska. She visited the positions of the Ukrainian Armed
Forces near Robotyne in Zaporizhzhia region. The journalist described what she saw: the enemy’s
attempts to break through to the village, as well as the dropping of guided aerial bombs on it.
Meanwhile, correspondent Lidiia Serediuk prepared a report on the detonation of a large railway
bridge in Russian territory, specifically in Samara region. The report stated that this crossing was an
important railway route for Russian logistics supporting the front. The program also included a
segment by correspondent Oleksii Pasak (part of the «Chronicle of the Day» series) about Russian
state propaganda fake news on the capture of several settlements in Donetsk region and the work of

artillery units from one of the Ukrainian Defense Forces units. Journalist Oksana Necheporenko
created a report on mobile fire groups within air defense forces that are repelling attacks on
Kharkiv.

On March 5, 2024, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted 51 minutes (22
reports), and was hosted by Yana Konotop. In the first part of the program, viewers were shown a
report by correspondent Yurii Puhach about the use of Ukrainian marine drones against the Russian
Black Sea Fleet, specifically targeting the patrol ship «Serhii Kotov.» Meanwhile, journalist Oleksii
Pasak in his «Chronicle of the Day» segment analyzed the combat situation around Kreminna in
Luhansk region.

The next day, March 6, 2024, the «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast lasted the same as
the previous day — 51 minutes (19 reports), with Yana Konotop hosting again. The first segment
covered a report from Nikopol in Dnipro region, where the Russians shelled a shopping center.
Meanwhile, correspondent Lidiia Serediuk prepared a report on the aftermath of the Russian
nighttime drone attack across various regions of Ukraine. Journalist Oleksii Pasak, as usual,
contributed a report from the «Chronicle of the Day» series. This time, he covered the
circumstances of the Russian missile attack on Odesa and new details about the use of Ukrainian
marine strike drones «Sea Baby.»

The «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcast on March 7, 2024, was not published on any
multimedia platform of «5 Channel» so it could not be analyzed. However, the next day’s
broadcast, on March 8, 2024, was available. It lasted 51 minutes (22 reports), and was hosted by
Yana Konotop. The first report in the program that day was from the «Chronicle of the Day» series.
Journalist Oleksii Pasak highlighted the forced mobilization of labor migrants from other countries
in Russia and their role in the war against Ukraine.

Thanks to monitoring the news broadcasts on the «1+1» channels (the «United News
marathon (Yedyni Novyny») and «5 Channel» it was possible to identify and systematize the
peculiarities of coverage of military topics by these broadcasters. In total, 82 news editions from the
two broadcasters were analyzed, which together account for about one hundred hours of viewing
and contain 1,937 news reports. Of these, 230 were author-based forms on military topics
(television reports, live inclusions, etc.), which constitutes 11.8% of the total number of reports in
the broadcasts monitored.

A feature of the «T'SN» news program on the «1+1» channel is the inclusion of live reports
from war correspondents. This channel has a wide network of regional correspondents, so reports
from frontline regions occur frequently. «TSN» does not typically add TV reports created by the
communication departments of military units, regional state administrations (OVA), or the National
Police, etc., to their own broadcasts. The structure of the «TSN» program typically divides into
blocks, with frontline news mainly focused in the first half of the program.

During monitoring, a trend was identified showing a decrease in the number of frontline
reports and other original military content (see Tablel). In the period from February 24, 2022, to
March 9, 2022, «TSN» had 68 such reports, but in the next period (February 24, 2023, to March 8,
2023), it dropped to just 18, almost a fourfold decrease. Similar results were found for the third time
period, which covered the period from February 24, 2024, to March 8, 2024. However, it is worth
noting that the total number of informational materials in the broadcasts also decreased, especially
when comparing the monitoring periods of 2022 and 2023. A sharp decline was recorded from 538
reports to 126, respectively (more than four times less).

The summary edition of «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» on «5 Channel» depicts a generalized
picture of the day. The content of the broadcast includes classic television reports, while shorter
forms (oral reports, messages with video footage or direct quotes) occur much less frequently, and
this ratio depends on the informational intensity of the day. «5 Channel» has a small network of its
own correspondents' offices (a total of 5 cities). As for war correspondents, there are only two.
However, due to the use of materials from the communication departments of the Ukrainian
Defense Forces, National Police, and others, the lack of resources is compensated.

From the informational content concerning the situation at the front, the following main types
of content are highlighted:

1. Frontline reports. These are television reports filmed directly in the combat zones. During
the monitoring period, the main authors of this type of content were war correspondents from «5
Channel» — Olha Kalynovska and Yevheniia Kytaiava.

2. «Chronicle of the Day». «5 Channel» also creates a unique product for Ukrainian
television: daily, the concluding edition of «Time of News» features a segment that reflects the
overall frontline situation (reports from the General Staff, brigades, etc.), as well as socio-political
statements from the Ukrainian leadership and international partners. This material focuses not only
on describing the war situation from a more generalized perspective but also includes an analytical
component. The first such segment was created on February 24, 2022, and the main author of these
materials is journalist Oleksii Pasak.

3. Informational content created by the communication departments of the Ukrainian Armed
Forces. «5 Channel» also broadcasts content created by the press services of Defense Forces units
or the General Staff. These are reports on the situation at specific sections of the front line,
evacuations of wounded soldiers from the battlefield or civilians from frontline settlements. This
content undergoes minimal adaptation for broadcasting: mainly just formatting of sound and
captions.

4. Rear military content. This category includes television reports that concern situations in
the non-frontline parts of Ukraine but are influenced by the war, such as the consequences of city
shelling, rehabilitation of veterans, and so on.

5. Short informational formats. Oral reports, reports with video footage, or direct quotes
created based on messages from the General Staff of the Ukrainian Armed Forces, the Ministry of
Defense of Ukraine, regional military administrations, the President's Office, and so on.

As a result of the monitoring, a trend of decreasing the number of author-based materials on
military topics in «Time of News (Chas Novyn)» broadcasts on «5 Channel» has been established.
In 2022, there were 58 such reports, but in the corresponding period of 2023, there were 40, and in
2024, even fewer — only 28 (see Table 2.2). It should be noted that there was also a reduction in the
total number of informational reports in the broadcasts: from 446 during the monitoring period in
2022 to 277 materials in the studied period of 2024 (a reduction of more than one and a half times).

The summary editions of «TSN» on the «1+1» channel and «Time of News (Chas Novyn)»
on «5 Channel» have both similarities and differences. The main differences lie in the approaches to
selecting topics for author’s reports, methods of content creation, and formatting the programs, etc.
What is common for both broadcasters is the gradual transformation of news broadcasts: from an
information flow format (which was typical in the first months of the invasion) to more structured
classical editions. Additionally, there has been a reduction in the number of author-based materials
on military topics.

The role of war correspondents since 2014, when Russia’s armed aggression began, has been
invaluable for objectively informing the public about the situation at the front. To research the
practical side of the work of journalists in combat zones, interviews were conducted with two war
correspondents — Olha Kalynovska («5 Channel») and Yuliia Kyriienko («1+1) channel)
(Kyriienko, Kalynovska, 2025). Both journalists have over 10 years of experience covering combat
operations.

Olha Kalynovska began her frontline work in 2014. She covers the course of military
operations in two formats: she creates reports for the daily «Time of News (Chas Novyn)»
broadcasts on «5 Channel.» Additionally, she is the author of a special TV project called
«Unfictional Stories.» This is a «weekly socially-patriotic and educational project that reveals the
life paths of the best Ukrainians, whose actions and decisions can serve as an example for the
younger generation» (Release of the program «Unfictional Stories», 2014). The program lasts about
30 minutes.

Yuliia Kyriienko is a war correspondent for the «1+1» channel, participating in the «United
News (Yedyni Novyny)» marathon. She has been working on the frontline since 2014. In 2022, she
was concussed by Russian shelling of the positions of the Ukrainian Armed Forces in Donetsk
Oblast.

As part of the interview, the journalists answered the following questions:

1. Please tell us about your experience as a war correspondent.

2. Describe the main stages of preparing for a deployment to the combat zone: logistics,
accreditation, permits, and safety factors.

3. What criteria do you use to choose the theme for a report for the daily news edition? Is it
based on an informational trigger, long-term planning, or the accessibility of a specific point on the
front at that moment?

4. What are the main rules for television filming at the front line: what can be filmed and
what cannot?

5. Are frontline reports popular and in demand among the audience of your broadcaster?

6. Are there any military topics that you do not cover? Either from the perspective of internal
censorship or from the perspective of legal restrictions during martial law.

7. How do you assess the legislation that regulates media work in combat zones? In your
opinion, should it be changed (if so, how)?

8. How has the role of war correspondents changed with the beginning of the full-scale
invasion, compared to the period of the Anti-Terrorist Operation (ATO)?

Regarding their professional activity, both journalists had no experience in covering military
topics before 2014. As Yuliia Kyriienko noted, her first trip to the frontline in Donetsk Oblast was
in August 2014. She covered the key military operations during the Anti-Terrorist Operation (later
the Joint Forces Operation), such as the liberation of Vuhlehirs'k in Donetsk Oblast, the Debaltseve
operation, the defense of Donetsk airport, and more. Yuliia Kyriienko mentioned that at the
beginning of the Russian-Ukrainian war, there was a lack of special guidelines for covering military
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actions. She was one of the first civilian journalists to gain experience working at the front.
Therefore, during her work, together with her colleagues and military personnel, they had to
develop rules for media work in wartime. Yuliia Kyriienko also mentioned that the full-scale
invasion marked a new professional stage for her, as, alongside her journalistic mission, she
voluntarily (not serving in the Armed Forces) fulfilled the duties of a press officer for one of the
brigades defending Kyiv in 2022.

Olha Kalynovska faced similar realities in 2014. The «5 Channel» journalist initially covered
the course of the ATO in two regions — Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts. Later, she focused only on
the situation in Donetsk Oblast. With the start of the full-scale invasion, the geography of Olha
Kalynovska's frontline trips expanded to two more regions — Zaporizhzhia and Kharkiv. Olha
Kalynovska and Yuliia Kyriienko elaborated on the main stages of preparing for a deployment to
the combat zones. According to the journalists, the first priority is to process official requests to
obtain permission to work at specific points on the front. To do this, they send documents with the
necessary information to the communication officers of the Operational-Strategic Group of Troops.
Olha Kalynovska explained that these permits mostly concern movement routes. According to the
journalist, these permits are especially needed for passing checkpoints located on the roads near the
frontline.

At the same time, Yuliia Kyriienko emphasized that along with sending official requests to
the command of the OSUV/OTUV, it is worth simultaneously negotiating with the brigades directly
on the organization of filming at the frontline. The journalist considers this tactic to be more
effective in achieving the goal.

Before deploying to the combat zone, it is also important to carefully consider all the
technical aspects of preparation, emphasized Olha Kalynovska. This includes protective gear, a
fully stocked first aid kit, comfortable and warm clothing, flashlights, etc. A controversial issue
during the interview was the choice of uniform color. Yuliia Kyriienko emphasized that Russian
military personnel deliberately target Ukrainian journalists. Therefore, the journalist avoids having
«press» markings on her clothing.

The criteria for selecting themes for daily news are variable, both journalists noted. Olha
Kalynovska and Yuliia Kyriienko highlighted two main stages in the planning of topic selection for
TV reports. The first is strategic, involving monitoring the situation along the entire frontline and
identifying one of the directions where combat actions are most intense. The second level is
situational, when the journalists, already on the ground, understand which specific points on the
front in a given area are open for media work. This depends on several key factors — security
conditions, the availability of contacts with press officers of the military units, and the willingness
of the military to cooperate with journalists, explained Olha Kalynovska. At the same time, Yuliia
Kyriienko pointed out that in daily planning for filming, as well as travel to the front in general, the
journalists’ safety factor must be considered. The journalist noted that it is only possible to move
through front-line territories if the vehicle is equipped with radio-electronic warfare devices, as
there is a serious threat of drones targeting vehicles.

Regarding the rules for conducting television filming directly at military positions on the front
line, several main rules can be identified:

1. A ban on filming general video shots that have geographic ties to the area. This could
endanger the military personnel themselves. Therefore, Olha Kalynovska and Yuliia Kyriienko
noted that in their work, they prefer filming in medium and large (close-up) shots.

2. A ban on filming movement routes along the frontline. Again, this information could be
useful to the Russian military and endanger the Ukrainian Armed Forces.

3. A ban on filming vehicle numbers and markings.

4. A ban on filming screens of technical protection devices, such as drone control panels,
observation screens, etc.
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Olha Kalynovska and Yuliia Kyriienko stated which information they do not use in their
publications:

1. The general number of casualties of the Ukrainian Armed Forces. At the same time, Yuliia
Kyriienko emphasized that she covers the funerals of specific military personnel. There is no
legislative prohibition on disseminating such information.

2. The number of military personnel at specific positions, units, companies, battalions,
brigades, etc. However, journalists have raised the issue of desertion from military units (DSU) in
their materials. As Olha Kalynovska reported, the disclosure of such information does not
contradict Ukrainian law.

3. The number and quality of ammunition and equipment at specific positions of the
Ukrainian Armed Forces. At the same time, as Yuliia Kyriienko mentioned, the journalist raised the
topic of poor-quality deliveries of mines to the Armed Forces, as this information is of public
interest due to the safety of the military and the effectiveness of state procurement.

Olha Kalynovska and Yuliia Kyriienko generally assessed the legislative framework that
regulates the activities of journalists in the combat zone positively. The only controversial
innovation in this regard was introduced at the start of the full-scale invasion as part of the
legislative base during martial law. This refers to the procedure for reviewing (approving)
journalistic materials by military structures before publication. Olha Kalynovska believes that this
procedure is appropriate and evaluates it positively. On the other hand, Yuliia Kyriienko considers
the review procedure to be legally imperfect and in need of clarification and detailing. The
journalist emphasized that journalists must have guarantees that the military personnel reviewing
the video materials will follow clear protocols and not influence the content of the materials. In
other words, they must act according to the rules, not based on their own beliefs or interests. Olha
Kalynovska and Yuliia Kyriienko noted that there has been a decline in interest in military topics
among the audiences of their television channels. This trend is primarily observed in the number of
views of materials on YouTube. Olha Kalynovska provided statistics: the average view count for
the «Unfictional Stories» project on the «5 Channel» YouTube channel in 2022 was between
300,000 and 1 million. By the end of 2024, this number had dropped to no more than 100,000.
According to Yuliia Kyriienko's observations, viewers of TSN on «1+1» are less interested in the
topic of the course of hostilities, military strategy, etc. Instead, according to the journalist, TV
reports on the life stories of military personnel, their life on the front line, and the work of
stabilization points are more popular.

Thanks to the conducted interviews, it was possible to study and describe the working
methods of war correspondents from two leading Ukrainian TV channels. This clearly demonstrates
not only the theoretical aspect of content creation for news broadcasts during martial law but also
allows for a thorough practical analysis of the work of individual journalists as well as the media in
general. Moreover, and just as importantly, it allows for a comparison of how the boundaries set by
the martial law regime are reflected in real journalistic work.The preparation of news during martial
law is an extremely complex and responsible process. On the one hand, journalists must meet the
audience's demand for information, as any information vacuum can be filled by Russian
propaganda. On the other hand, when collecting and systematizing data for materials, media
professionals must consider the restrictions imposed due to the introduction of martial law.

Considering the above, it is worth highlighting the main stages of news preparation
concerning events at the front:

1. The stage of improving the qualifications of a civilian journalist wishing to cover military
topics;

2. The stage of preparing documents;

3. The stage of preparing technical support and coordinating logistics;

4. The stage of general planning of topics;
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5. The stage of situational planning (direct information gathering);

6. The stage of producing the product, its editing, and publication.

The work of a war correspondent involves not only a high level of journalistic skill but also
good managerial skills. Attention to detail during the preparation for the assignment and during the
trip itself is one of the key factors that affect the quality of creating wartime television content. As
shown by the work of Yulia Kyriienko and Olha Kalynovska, the journalist is the leader of the
shooting team, meaning they are responsible for operational processes that ensure the smooth and
efficient functioning of the team. Additionally, there should be a clear division of duties within the
crew to avoid duplicating responsibilities. This also helps in responding quickly and effectively to
crisis situations that may arise during work in the combat zone. It should also be noted that
television journalists may act as videographers during filming on the front lines. For example, Olga
Kalynovska shoots, edits, and subtitles the stories for the «5 Channel.» This expansion of job
responsibilities leads to significantly more time spent and an increased need for technical support,
which also affects the planning of assignments in combat zones. Thus, war correspondents partly
perform the roles of journalists, information producers (writing and sending information requests,
searching for press officers' contacts), search editors (monitoring the situation on the front line), and
even directors (editing and subtitling materials).

By conducting interviews with war correspondents Olha Kalynovska («5 Channel») and Yulia
Kyriienko («1+1»), it became clear how the martial law regime affects media professionals on the
front line. In particular, a number of important video shooting rules were identified that journalists
must follow when in a combat zone. Based on the interviews, it was established that legislation
concerning media activities during war is still not fully detailed, for example, regarding whether
journalists can shoot videos of the screens of drones used by Ukrainian soldiers. As war
correspondent Yulia Kyriienko noted, she uses such video footage in her stories but conceals any
text on such screens through video editing — using the blur function. It was also established how and
at which stages the planning of topics for television materials takes place by war correspondents of
«5 Channel» and the «United News marathon (Yedyni Novyny»).

According to Olha Kalynovska and Yulia Kyriienko, there are two levels of planning:
strategic and situational. On the one hand, the media professionals carefully monitor the situation on
the front line and are interested in filming in areas where the most active fighting is taking place, as
this matches the general logic of building daily news broadcasts, where the key factor is the
information trigger. However, given the intensity of the fighting in the Russian-Ukrainian war,
factors of stronger action can arise, making it impossible to adhere to such tactics. Before an
assignment to the front line, both Olha Kalynovska and Yulia Kyriienko choose a section of the
front where the number of Russian attacks is highest. However, it is impossible to predict whether
filming will be possible at a particular position of the Armed Forces or in a specific frontline
settlement. At this point, the general planning phase ends and the next stage begins — situational
planning. In other words, once they are in the combat zone, war correspondents contact the press
officers of the units and find out whether the security situation allows filming at specific points of
the front. For this reason, journalists may neglect the factor of timeliness, which is crucial for
creating informational content in peacetime. However, security factors that prevent journalists from
quickly covering events in a specific frontline area or town can cause problems for the media itself.
In particular, the audience of the television channels begins to seek alternative sources of
information. This includes anonymous Telegram channels that are still not subject to legal
regulation and, therefore, do not follow the same rules for collecting and disseminating information
during martial law as the media.

It was also found that the war reports of Olha Kalynovska and Yulia Kyriienko are losing
popularity among the audience of the respective broadcasters on YouTube. According to the war
correspondents, this is evidenced by a significant decline in the number of views of their materials
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on military topics. The reasons for this decline require further study. Through the analysis of the
legislative framework concerning media activities during martial law, monitoring the airwaves,
conducting personal interviews with war correspondents, and drawing on their practical experience
in the ATO/OOS zone, a guide (step-by-step instructions) was created for journalists wishing to
retrain as war correspondents (see Table 3).

Table 3. A guide (step-by-step instructions)
for journalists wishing to retrain as war correspondents

STEP 1: DECISION-MAKING

1.1 Assess your physical condition. Working in a combat zone requires good physical fitness, as
you will have to react quickly to unpredictable factors: spontaneous fire, changes in the operational
situation, etc.

1.2. Assess your psychological state. Working at the front requires a sharp reaction in crisis
situations. Understand how you usually act in such circumstances: whether you will be able to make
important decisions, for example, during a massive shelling. Your health and life may depend on it.
1.3 Familiarize yourself with the main differences between the work of journalists on the home
front and that of war correspondents: greater regulation, loss of efficiency, verification of materials
with press officers of military structures, etc. Keep in touch with colleagues who have experience
working at the front.

1.4 Keep in mind that personal contacts and reputation play a key role in cooperation with the
military. Therefore, you will have to build this trust from scratch. Recommendations from
colleagues will be helpful.

1.5 Form a filming crew. Choose a cameraman and a driver you feel comfortable working with.
Don't forget that well-coordinated teamwork is the key not only to creating high-quality content, but
also to your safety.

STEP 2: ACTIVE PREPARATION

2.1 Complete a theoretical training course before traveling to a combat zone. This means
familiarizing yourself with the structure of the Ukrainian Defense Forces, ranks and equipment
nomenclature.

2.2 Familiarize yourself with the basic legal framework governing the work of journalists in the
combat zone. Pay special attention to two points:

- how to properly conduct television filming in a combat zone so as not to endanger military
personnel (specifics of space mapping, filming the markings of weapons and equipment, filming
moments of shots, live broadcasts, etc.)

- clearly understand what information is not subject to publication (data on the number of
equipment at a particular position, losses of the Armed Forces, etc.)

- certain data may be published with a delay of several hours, take this limitation into account (for
example, the consequences of attacks).

2.3 Take a basic first aid course. You cannot work on the front line without this knowledge.
Periodically improve your skills.

2.4 Clearly discuss with your employer the conditions of work in a combat zone. At a minimum,
you will need health insurance, protective equipment, a first aid kit, and a car with good cross-
country ability. Given the activity of Russian drones, you should probably consider equipping your
car with electronic warfare equipment.

2.5 Get accredited by the General Staff of the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

2.6 Find the contacts of the press officers of combat brigades, OTU/OSUV and try to establish
contact with them in advance.

STEP 3: BUSINESS TRIP PLANNING
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3.1 Select the frontline where you plan to work. Keep in mind that the situation in the combat zone
can change dramatically.

3.2 Send itineraries to the relevant units of the Armed Forces of Ukraine to facilitate movement in
the combat zone.

3.3 At the same time, contact the press officers of the relevant brigades serving in this area of the
frontline: try to arrange for filming before the trip.

3.4 Together with the film crew, check

- the technical condition of the car, whether it has a first aid Kit, extra tires, etc;

- technical condition of the camera and other equipment, availability of additional memory cards
and batteries;

- make sure that each member of the crew has an individual first aid kit (its contents should also be
inspected), power banks, and snacks for emergencies.

3.5 Choose a location for the night, taking into account the security factor: the farther away from
the front line, the better; low floors, hotels are often targeted by Russian attacks.

3.6 Instruct the driver to familiarize himself with the location of gas stations near the city of
overnight stay.

3.7 Always have a supply of cash, a change of warm clothes, a flashlight, etc.

STEP 4: PREPARATION OF INFORMATION CONTENT

4.1 When filming in a war zone, follow the instructions of the military. Do not film objects without
permission.

4.2 Be prepared that your plans may change several times due to security circumstances.

4.3 When preparing the story, carefully review each shot that will be aired.

4.4 Be prepared to send the footage to the brigade's communications unit in the area where the
shooting took place for verification.

4.5 Remember the main thing - safety is a priority.

Conclusions

Thus, the research has highlighted the main factors that influence the formation of the
informational content of news broadcasts by broadcasters whose airwaves were monitored. It has
been established that the wartime regime directly affects media professionals' access to information
and the formation of content. It is noted that, due to the legislative restrictions imposed since the
beginning of the large-scale Russian military aggression, media professionals sometimes have to
neglect the factor of timeliness of news in order to preserve the interests and security of the state
during the war. The results of the research also allow for the observation of a gradual decline in the
concentration of original materials (TV reports and live inclusions) in the broadcasts of «TSN» on
the «1+1» channel, the «United News marathon (Yedyni Novyny)» and «Time of News (Chas
Novyn)» on «5 Channel.» Based on the research findings, a guide (step-by-step instructions) has
been developed for civilian journalists wishing to retrain as war correspondents.

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Annotation

These platforms serve as information channels while also
allowing audiences to react to content through comments,
shares or likes. Public service media are established to
promote culture and public awareness, with a primary
mission to educate and inform, while striving to engage a
wide audience. It is therefore important for public service
media to maintain an active presence on social media.
Through these digital platforms, they can ensure continuous
interaction with their audiences, engage in two-way
communication and extend their reach. Social media also
offers them the opportunity to attract new followers and
effectively promote their services. The aim of this study is to
examine the extent to which the Slovak public broadcaster,
Rozhlas a televizia Slovenska (hereinafter "RTVS")*, uses the
social media platform Facebook. The research also aims to
compare RTVS's Facebook engagement with that of the
British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC). The analysis
focuses on differences in communication approaches, content
strategies and audience interactions within a selected time
frame. The study primarily examines metrics such as follower
counts, daily frequency of shared posts, posting times and
audience engagement with individual posts. The aim is to
identify key communication patterns on Facebook and
highlight the factors that influence audience engagement and
post-performance. The research uses a quantitative research
method and the findings can provide valuable insights for
optimising online communication strategies in public service
media.

Based on the results of the analysis, the study offers
recommendations for improving communication on Facebook.
These include sharing more interactive content, such as polls,
live broadcasts or behind-the-scenes posts. It is also
important to provide space for audience feedback and to
actively respond to comments. It is also a good idea to post at
times when your audience is most active.

Socialne siete su neoddelitel'nou sucastou zivotov miliard 'udi. Podl'a Radoslava Ivancika
(2022) socidlne média priniesli spolocnosti zasadné zmeny vspdsobe l'udskej komunikécie
aneustale vytvaraju nové spdsoby interakcie. Socialne siete sa stali vpriebehu niekol’kych rokov
beznou sucast’ou osobnych, spoloc¢enskych ipracovnych zivotov. Vsucasnosti st vyuzivané nielen
na komunikaciu a socializéciu, ale aj na ziskavanie informéacii atiez vpracovnom priestore. Ako
dodava Ivancik (2022), razantny nastup socialnych sieti aich masivne vyuzivanie priniesli revolucné
zmeny vtom, ako dnes vyuzivame internet. Velka Cast’ populacie, najmi mladSia generécia, si bez
nich uz nedokaze predstavit’ kazdodenné fungovanie.

Socialne siete sa okrem komunikéacie vyuzivaju aj na zdielanie informécii ¢i na propagéciu.
Za ucelom propagacie ich vyuzivaju aj média, pretoze im socialne siete poskytuju blizsi kontakt
spublikom. Fanusikovia sa prostrednictvom posobenia médii na internete dostavaji kinformaciam
rychlejSie azéroven je internetové spravodajstvo aktudlnejSie. Vyhodou pdsobenia médii na
socialnych sietach je aj vich interaktivite — publikum méze prispevky jednoducho komentovat,
zdiel'at’ a reagovat’ na ne.

Iked popularitu Facebooku vsucasnosti dobiechaju iné platformy, neustile patri
knajpouzivanej$im socialnym médiam vramci internetovej zakladne. Facebook vyuzivaju
pouzivatelia r6znych vekovych kategérii vmnohych krajinach po celom svete. Marie PospiSilova
(2016) tvrdi, Zze Facebook patri medzi najrozSirenejSie socidlne siete snajSirSou uZivatel'skou
zakladiiou. Rokmi sa stal socidlnym fenoménom, ktory umoziuje jeho pouzivatelom navzdjom
komunikovat’. Komunikacia na Facebooku nie je umoznend len 'ud’om, ktori sa vzdjomne poznaja
asu priate'mi. Pouzivatelia tejto socialnej siete si schopni vzajomne interagovat, ato aj vpripade, ak
sa osobne nepoznaju.

Facebook je vysoko interaktivhe médium, ktoré sa stalo v dosledku jeho niekolkoroc¢nej
popularity obl'ibenou platformou médii. Mediadlne domy vyuzivaju tito socidlnu siet’ na propagacné
ucely, ale aj ako rychly aefektivny sposob zdiel'ania aktualnych informacii.

Vynimkou nie su ani verejnopravne média, ktorych primarnou tilohou je napliiiat potreby
verejnosti. Médid verejnej sluzby by mali poskytovat’ obsah, ktory je zaujimavy pre Siroku
verejnost’. Okrem toho, Ze plnia zdkladni informacnu funkciu, prispievaju krozvoju kultirnej
identity, vzdelanosti akvychove.

Na zaklade pozitivnych vlastnosti Facebooku ajeho neustale sa drziacej popularite je
obl'ibenym Utoc¢iskom pdsobenia médii, vratane verejnopravnych. Iztoho doévodu je cielom Stadie
identifikovat’, do akej miery je tato socialna siet’ vyuzivana slovenskou verejnopravnou televiziou.
Dal§im zdmerom je porovnat’ &innost slovenskej verejnopravnej televizie so zahrani¢nym médiom
verejnej sluzby na Facebooku, ¢o ndm umozZni odhalit’ rozdiely anedostatky v ichpdsobeni na
spominanej online platforme.

Verejnopravne média aich ¢innost’ na socialnych siet’ach

Napriek dynamickému vyvoju internetu asocialnych médii si Facebook drzi popularitu
ustalych pouzivatelov anepretrzite si nachddza nové publikum. Podl'a tidajov spolo¢nosti Data
Reportal Digital 2024 zverejnenych na portali Finreport.sk (2024, online) vyuzivalo socidlne siete
zaCiatkom minulého roka priblizne pat miliard pouzivatelov, pricom takmer polovica znich
pouzivala socidlne platformy na udrZiavanie kontaktu srodinou apriatelmi, asi 40 % ludi si
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socidlnymi médiami vypliali voIny &as, teda vyuZivali ich primarne na zabavu, apriblizne tretina
publika si prostrednictvom socialnych médii vyhl'adavala informacie aspravodajsky obsah.

Zaujimavym zistenim je neutichajiica obl'ibenost’ Facebooku na uzemi Slovenskej republiky.
Podl’a statistickych udajov agentary God4insight zverejnenych na Sme.sk (2024, online) vyuZziva
vsucasnosti socialne siete celkovo 70 % slovenskej populdcie na dennodennej baze, priCom
Facebook sa stale drzi na vrchole rebricka najpouzivanejsich platforiem. Vyhodou Facebooku je
jeho Siroka pouzivatel'ska zakladna, ked'Ze je vyuzivany vSetkymi generaciami obyvatel'ov — jeho
popularita zostava vysokd medzi mladymi 'ud'mi azaroven najlepSie zasahuje aj najstarsiu ciel'ovi
skupinu. Podl'a rovnomennej agentury (2024, online) Facebook zostava hlavnym ndastrojom na
udrziavanie kontaktov so zndmymi, sledovanie r6znych zaujmovych skupin avneposlednom rade na
prijimanie novych sprav ainformécii.

Facebook ako nastroj na zdiel’anie informacii

Facebook mézeme povazovat’ ako idedlny komunikacény kanal Sirokej verejnosti. Uzivatelia
vyuzivaju tuto socidlnu siet nielen na sledovanie spravodajstva, ale aj ziskavanie informdcii
overejnych zalezitostiach aproblémoch, protestoch, peticiadch ¢i na osvetovu ¢innost’. Iztoho dovodu
Facebook patri knajvhodnejSim platformdm, ktoré moézu vramci svojho pdsobenia vyuzivat
verejnopravnemédia.

Tereza Semerddovd aPetr Weinlich (2019) tvrdia, Ze Facebook patri k
najefektivnejSimndstrojom internetového marketingu. Posobenie na tejto socidlnej sieti dokaze
strategicky zasiahnut' ad’alej efektivne rozSirovat danl cielova skupinu, uktorej je najviac
pravdepodobné, ze bude mat’ odany obsah najvacsi zaujem. Chris Treadaway aMari Smithova
(2011) dodavaju, ze zékladom ktspechu na Facebooku, ale ina d’al§ich socidlnych siet’ach, je tvorba
zaujimaveého obsahu. To, ¢o chceme na Facebooku propagovat’, musi obsahovat’ neobvyklé alebo
uzitoéné informacie, ktoré budu schopné zaujat percipientov. Dalsim pilierom je aktudlnost’ —
informacie sa musia komunikovat’ pravidelne. Autori (2011) uvadzaji konkrétne moznosti, ktorymi
je mozné propagovat’ obsah percipientom:

pridavanie fotografii alebo vytvaranie fotoalbumov na Casovej osi,

vytvaranie textovych statusov,

prispevky odkazujuce na ¢lanok na webovej stranke,

prispevky vo forme videa,

prezentacie.
Samozrejmostou je dodrziavanie d’alSich atribitov, ktoré moézu zésadne ovplyvnit efekt
avypovedajucu hodnotu zdiel'ané¢ho prispevku. Semeradova aWeinlich (2019) napriklad uvadzaju,
ze je potrebné dbat’ na to, aby bol obsah dobre viditeI'ny na vSetkych zariadeniach (pocitac, tablet,
mobilny telefon). Prispevok, ktory je zrozumitel'ny na pocitaci, nemusi dosiahnut’ rovnaky efekt na
mobilnom telefone. TieZ je dolezité zdiel'at’ obsah pre spravne publikum avspravnom case.

Verejnopravne média a Facebook

Vlasta Hochelova (2011, s. 36) verejnopravne média definuje ako ,,sustavu jasnych
avyhranenych programovych typov, ktoré by mali uspokojovat Siroku Skalu diferencovanych
posluchacskych adivackych skupin.” Podla autorky (2011) by mali média verejnej sluzby, na
rozdiel od médii tatnych asukromnych, spifiat’ nasledovné principy:

e objektivne spravodajstvo adokumentarne zachytavanie udalosti,

e vyvazena publicistika, ktord poskytuje rovnaky priestor vSetkym ziac¢astnenym,
e odklon od komercnosti,

e naucna tvorba,
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e osvetové avzdelavacie relécie.

Miroslava Dobrotkova skolektivom autorov (2019) uvadzaji, ze zédkladnym predpokladom
preobjektivne aoverené informdcie je redakénd nezavislost’ afinancovanie verejnopravnych médii
najmé zverejnych zdrojov. Teoretici (2019) tvrdia, ze prevadzkovanie verejnopravnych médii je
nevyhnutnym predpokladom demokratickej diskusie. KonStatuji, Ze média verejnej sluzby sa
vyuzivajii ako nastroj na Sirenie myslienok, objektivnych informécii akultirnej rozmanitosti. Staty
su povinné zabezpecit' dostatok financnych prostriedkov na prevadzkovanie tychto médii.

M¢did verejnej sluzby napriek ich vyznamu celia Casto kritike. NajzavaznejSim dévodom je
ovplyvnitel'nost’ verejnopravnych médii politickymi Spi¢kami. Andrea Chlebcovd HeCkova (2016)
uvadza aj d’alSie dévody, ako napriklad vysoké naklady na prevadzku, otazny spolocensky vyznam,
slaba spétnd vdzba zostrany verejnosti ¢i spdsob financovania. Fiona Martinova aGregory Ferrell
Lowe (2014) dodéavaju, ze sprelomom 21. storo¢ia hodnoty verejnopravnych médii neustale klesaju.
Vkrajindch, v ktorych vznikli média verejnej sluzby do polovice 20. storo€ia, vlady zvazujq, ¢i st
financie vynalozené na tieto institicie dobrd investicia, zhladiska politickych, ekonomickych
socialnych alebo kultirnych vysledkov. Autori (2014) zaroven konstatuju, Ze vmnohych krajinach
vlada zmenSila rozpocet verejnopravnych médii alebo boli Gplne zrusené. Ostatné média boli nutené
upravit’ obsah tak, aby mali vacsi zisk. Martinova aFerrel Lowe (2014, s. 21): ,,Sily ekonomickej
racionality aglobalizacie zmenili povodnu narodnu akulturnu kompetenciu verejnopravnych médii.
Tie su nutené rozsirovat’ ponuku sluzieb, tvorit audiovizualne obsahy, distribuovat obsah na
internet. To ulahcuje ziskavanie prijmov apozornosti od publika.

Alessandro D’arma, Steven Barclay aMinna A. Horowitzova (2024) konStatuji, Ze od
zacCiatku 21. storocCia aso vzostupom digitalizacie su verejnopravni vysielatelia konfrontovani, aby
sa internet stal ich hlavnym komunika¢nym prostriedkom. Vzostup novych technologii astym
spojeny neustale narastajuci zdujem osocidlne siete zapri¢inuje, ze i verejnopravne média su nitené
pOsobit’ nielen na tradi¢nych internetovych platformach, akymi si webové stranky alebo blogy, ale
ina socialnych siet’ach, ktoré¢ im prinaSaji mnoho benefitov. Ked’ze patri Facebook knajstar§im, no
zaroven najobl'ibenejSim socidlnym sietam vobec, vStudii sa zaoberdme jeho prepojenim
svybranymi verejnopravnymi médiami.

Na vyskum sme si zvolili slovenské verejnoprdvne médium STVR, ktoré vcase analyzy
posobilo pod ndzvom RTVS. Zmena nézvu slovenskej verejnopravnej televizie nadobudla platnost’
1. jala 2024 po schvaleni nového zdkona oSTVR Narodnou radou Slovenskej republiky. (STVR,
online) Druhym vyskumnym materidlom je britské verejnopravne médium BBC. Uvedené médium
sme si vybrali zdovodu vel'mi podobnej programovej zdkladne, ako aj preto, ze BBC posobi
vkrajine sniekol’konasobne va¢Sim poctom obyvatelov.Ztoho dovodu predpokladdme zasadné
rozdiely vo vyuzivani Facebooku spominanymi verejnopravnymi médiami.

Iked’ verejnopravne média BBC aRTVS pdsobia aj na inych socidlnych platformach, ako je
Instagram, Tik Tok a X, analyzovali sme vyhradne aktivitu na Facebooku, ato zdévodu, ze
Vyhodou Facebooku vporovnani sinymi socidlnymi platformami je, Ze ho vyuzivaji vSetky
generacie pouzivatel'ov. (Finreport, 2024, online)

Kedze predmetom vyskumu st verejnopravne médid, ktoré sa zameriavaji na Siroké
spektrum divakov vsetkych vekovych kategorii, Facebook povazujeme za univerzalne anajviac
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vhodné médium na analyzovanie ich komunika¢nych aktivit na tejto platforme. Zaroven Facebook
ako jediny spomedzi spominanych socidlnych sieti poskytuje priestor na zdiel'anie r6znych typov
obsahu (vizudlny obsah, rozsiahlejSie textové spravy, diskusie, verejné vyhlasenia atd’.), pricom
vkontexte verejnopravnych médii, ktorych ulohou je informovat’ avzdelavat, povazujeme Facebook
za ideélnu platformu, na ktorej mozu pdsobit’ média verejnej sluzby.

3: Aky je priemerny podet interakcii publika v ramci
zdielanych prispevkov?

Kvantitativny vyskum sa usiluje skimat’ javy zkvantitativneho hladiska a jeho cielom je ziskat’
objektivne, overitelné ameratelné tidaje. Gro kvantitativneho vyskumu tvori meranie a ziskané
udaje su vyjadrené¢ numericky. (Gavora, 2006) Prihliadnuc na uvedené teoretické vychodiska
povazujeme kvantitativny vyskum za vhodny, aby sme ziskali relevantné daje, prostrednictvom
ktorych ziskame odpovede na hlavnl iSpecifické vyskumné otazky anaplnime vyskumné ciele.

Na vyskum sme si zvolili pat’ najnavstevovanejSich stranok kazdej spolocnosti, ktoré sme
analyzovali pocas Styroch tyzdnov (konkrétne od 1. decembra 2021 do 31. decembra 2021).
Uvedené vyskumné obdobie povazujeme za dostacujice na dosiahnutie relevantnych vysledkov,
sohl'adom na rozsah studie.

Prvéa analyzovana stranka reprezentuje spominané verejnopravne médium (RTVS aBBC).
Ostatné profily zastupuji jednotlivé televizne stanice (Jednotka, Dvojka, Trojka, RTVS SPORT
HD, BBC One, BBC Two, BBC Three, BBC Sport). Okrem spominanych strdnok maja spolo¢nosti
RTVS aBBC niekol’ko dalSich uétov na Facebooku, ktoré st urcené jednotlivym relaciam
vysielanych stanicami RTVS a BBC. Do analyzy sme zamerne zaradili len profily oficidlnych
vysielacich stanic, ato zdovodu, ze BBC aRTVS sa vyrazne odliSuju vpocte aStruktare vysielanych
relacii, ¢o by naruSilo jednotnost’ analytického radmca, ateda by nebolo mozné zabezpecit
metodologicky vyvazené porovnanie. Preto boli ako reprezentativne zvolené prave hlavné stranky
oboch verejnopravnych vysielatel'ov.

Zaroven je
anglictina uradnym jazykom v55 Statoch sveta. (Pralovska, online)

zanedbatel'na. Ztohto dovodu predpokladame, Ze stranky britskej televizie budi mat véacsie
mnozstvo fanusikov, sledujucich atiez ajviac interakcii publika pri jednotlivych prispevkoch.

Profil tretej vysielacej stanice RTVS Trojka mal vporovnani sostatnymi strankami vyrazne
asledujucich za sledované obdobie po stranke BBC Two (vid’ Graf 2).

Podrla naSich predpokladov by mala mat’ stranka BBC Three vac¢si priemerny denny pocet
prispevkov ako Trojka, ked’ze ma vacsi pocet fanusikov asledujucich, apreto by mala mat’ vacSiu
snahu okontakt spublikom. Vpripade stranok Trojka aBBC Three sa ndm hypotéza nepotvrdila.
Zistili sme, Ze denny pocet prispevkov za sledované obdobie na stranke Trojka (2 — 3) bol podobny
a mierne vyssi, (vid® Graf 3) ako na profile BBC Three (1 — 2). Mdzeme konStatovat, ze podla
interakcii publika bola za sledované obdobie Trojka na konci rebricka (vid’ Graf 4), v komparacii
sostatnymi analyzovanymi strankami RTVS. Stranka BBC Three mala za sledované obdobie taktiez
najnizsie pocty interakcii publika (vid’ Graf 5). Menej interakcii ako BBC Three mala len BBC
Two. Stranka Trojka zdiel'ala rézne druhy prispevkov, pricom na BBC Three prevazovali video
prispevky.

RTVS. BBC Three bola na tom len o nieco lepsie — predbehla iba BBC Two. Hypotéza o vyssej
publikacnej aktivite BBC Three sa nepotvrdila, ked'ze mala dokonca niZsi priemerny denny pocet
prispevkov nez Trojka. Z hladiska interakcii patrili obe stranky medzi najmenej ispeSné.

Vuvode vyskumu sme predpokladali, Ze Facebook bude vyuzivat viac britské médium
verejnej sluzby, ked’ze pOsobi vkrajine smnohonasobne va¢$im poctom obyvatelov a jazykovo
blizkych  Statov, ako aj pre  skutonost, Ze pre pouzivany jazyk sa
o BBC mo6Zu zaujimat’ aj divaci zo zahranicia. Tuto skutocnost’ sme sledovali na poc¢toch fanasikov
asledujucich pocas obdobia vyskumu.
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Predpokladali sme, ze stranky BBC budil mat’ viditeIne vacsi pocet fanusikov asledujucich,
ako stranky RTVS. Predpoklad ovyrazne vy$Som pocte fanusikov asledujiacich na strankach BBC
sa nam potvrdil vo vSetkych pripadoch. Rozdiel vmnozZstve fantsikov asledujucich na strankach
BBC aRTVS je viditelny. Poc¢ty fantsikov na strankach BBC sa pohybuju vmilionoch, zatial' ¢o
stranky RTVS maji len niekolko tisic fanuSikov. Stranka BBC Sport mala pocas sledovaného
obdobia najviac fanusikov asledujucich. Nasledovala stranka BBC One, oficiadlna stranka BBC,
BBC Three aBBC Two.

Vpripade RTVS mala stranka Sport vVRTVS najvyssi pocet sledujucich adruhy najvyssi pocet
fanusikov. Oficidlna stranka RTVS mala vsledovanom obdobi, naopak, najvyssi pocet fanusikov
adruhy najvyssi pocet sledujucich. Nasledovali stranky Jednotka, Dvojka aTrojka. Ked’Zze maji
stranky BBC vyssi pocet fanusikov asledujucich, zaznamenali sme aj ovel’a viac reakcii publika na
jednotlivé prispevky vporovnani sSRTVS.

Dalej sme predpokladali, Ze stranky BBC budi mat’ viditelne va&si priemerny denny pocet
prispevkov ako RTVS. Tento predpoklad sme zdovodnili vysledkami s§tadie Journalism in Digital
Age: Comparative study of BBC and TVC social media strategies, ktoré ukazuji, ze BBC kladie
vel'ky doraz na svoju aktivitu na socidlnych sietach (Idowu, 2021), azdrovenn udajmi z Media
Landscapes, podl'a ktorych aktivitu RTVS na socidlnych sietach predbiehaju komercné média.
(Media Landscapes, 2025) Hypotéza ova¢som priemernom poéte dennych prispevkov na strankach
BBC sa potvrdila vpripade BBC Sport, kde bol priemerny pocet prispevkov (32) vyrazne vyssi ako
na stranke Sport VRTVS (8), na stranke BBC One (9 — 10) vporovnani sJednotkou (5 — 6) ana BBC
Two (4) vkomparacii s Dvojkou (2 — 3). Predpoklad sa ndm nepotvrdil vpripade stranok BBC (5 —
6) aRTVS (9 — 10), BBC Three (1 - 2) aTrojky (2 — 3).

Zaujimavym zistenim je, Ze na niektorych strdnkach BBC bol priemerny denny pocet
prispevkov vyssi, no len ozanedbatelny pocet. Podl'a nasich predpokladov by mali mat’ stranky
BBC ovela vacsi priemerny denny pocet prispevkov ako RTVS, ked’Ze maju stranky BBC viditelne
viac fanusikov asledujucich aztohto dovodu by mali mat’ vac¢Siu snahu okontakt spublikom.

Vyrazne vyssi priemerny denny pocet prispevkov mala len BBC Sport vporovnani so
strankou Sport VRTVS. Ostatné stranky BBC mali velmi podobny, rovnaky alebo nizsi podet
prispevkov ako RTVS. Vtomto pripade sa hypotéza nepotvrdila do takej miery, ako sme
predpokladali.

ZnaSich zisteni maju stranky BBC omnoho vysSie pocty fantSikov, sledujucich areakcii na
jednotlivé prispevky. Myslime si vSak, Ze by na zaklade vicSieho publika mala spolo¢nost’ BBC
zdiel'at’ na Facebooku viac prispevkov audrziavat’ si tak vicsi kontakt sfanuSikmi, pretoze
priemerné denné pocty prispevkov za sledované obdobie st podobné ako na RTVS, ktord ma
vyrazne nizSie pocty fanusikov, sledujucich areakcii na prispevky.

Nase tvrdenie potvrdzuji viaceré teoretické pristupy. Napriklad teoria sietovych efektov
naznacuje, ze hodnota profilu na socialnej sieti rastie spo¢tom pouzivatel'ov. To znamend, ze kazda
nova interakcia alebo novy pouzivatel' zvySuje dosah siete. (Wharton, 2025, online) Ked'Zze BBC
posobi vkrajine smnohonasobne vac§im poctom obyvatelov avyuziva anglicky jazyk, ma vyrazne
vicsie potenciondlne publikum ako RTVS. Stym suvisi vidcSia motivacia zo strany BBC, aby
prispievala castejSie aoslovovala SirSie publikum. NaSe zavery potvrdzuji 1 poznatky zoblasti
marketingu, ktoré zdoraziuju, ze komunikacné stratégie sa musia prisposobovat’ nielen cielovym
skupindm, ale ivelkosti trhu. To znamenda, ze médium BBC, posobiace pre vicsie publikum, by
malo volit’ intenzivnej$iu publikacntl stratégiu scielom udrziavania sucasného publika arozsirovania
uzivatel'skej zakladne.

Odportcali by sme, aby na strdnkach BBC zdiel’ali viac prispevkov za den, primarne vpripade
BBC, BBC Two aBBC Three. Stranky by si tak udrzali vacsi kontakt spublikom.
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Zaroven by sa zdielany obsah dostal kviacerym uzivatelom Facebooku, atak by stranky
ziskali viac novych fanusikov asledujucich. To by mohlo viest aj kvdcsej sledovanosti jednotlivych
televiznych stanic. Zaroven si myslime, Ze obe verejnopravne médid by sa mali zameriavat' na
zdiel'anie interaktivneho obsahu, ako su zivé vysielania, ankety ¢i prispevky zo zakulisia, ktoré by
zvysili aktivitu publika.

Socialne siete sluzia ako informacné kanaly a tiez umoznuju publiku na spravy reagovat’ —
formou komentarov, zdielani alebo ,, lajkov“. Verejnopravne média vznikaju za ucelom Sirenia
kultury a osvety, ich cielom je vychovavat, vzdelavat, pricom sa snazia zaujat’ siroku populaciu. I z
toho dovodu povazujeme za dolezité, aby sa verejnoprdvne média prezentovali na socidalnych
sietach.

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Annotation

This study examines the relationship
between experiences of foreignness and
dissociative  disorders, in  particular
depersonalization and derealization
(DP/DR), in the context of migration and
cultural  transitions.

The research
question is: Can dissociative disorders
contribute to forming the psychological basis
for these finite provinces of meaning?

Schwellenerfahrungen als Fremdheitserfahrungen

Schwellenerfahrungen sind Fremdheitserfahrungen, die jemandem dann widerfahren,
wenn ein vertrauter Raum oder eine bekannte Lebenswelt verlassen wird.

In
seinen lerntheoretischen Uberlegungen unterscheidet Piaget (1984, S. 96f) zwischen
assimilatorischen und akkomodativen Lernakten. Akkomodation ist der umfassendere Akt,
denn es muss nicht nur fremdes Wissen in den vorhandenen Wissensvorrat integriert
werden, sondern die Wissensstruktur insgesamt muss geandert werden.

Der Organisationspsychologe Weick (1993, S. 663) zeigt, wie das Fremde in Gestalt eines
aufser Kontrolle geratenen Brandes zu einem Zusammenbruch geordneter Kommunikations-,
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Sinn- und Sozialstrukturen fiihrt. Weick nennt disruptive Situationen, in denen “people
suddenly and deeply fear that the universe is no longer a rational, orderly system”,
kosmologische Episoden. Personen und soziale Gruppe verlieren dann in doppelter Weise
ihre Erkenntniswerkzeuge. Zum einen losen sich bislang vertraute Sinnhorizonte und
eingelibte Handlungsmuster auf, zum anderen wird ihnen bewusst, dass ihnen Kenntnisse
und Mittel fehlen, sich das tberlebensnotwendige Wissen anzueignen, unter gednderten
Voraussetzungen zu erproben und dann zu verinnerlichen.

Dieser Artikel befasst sich mit kosmologischen Episoden, die Fliichtlinge und Migranten
innerhalb der danischen Gesellschaft erleben und die den doppelten Verlust bisheriger
Kultur- und Kommunikationsmuster markieren. Wir konzentrieren uns auf die Frage, ob und
inwieweit kosmologische Episoden psychosoziale Folgen haben und zu voriibergehenden
oder langeren dissoziativen Stérungen fiihren.

Analytischer Rahmen und methodische Uberlegungen

Ubergeordnetes Thema sind Fremdheitserfahrungen und die Frage, ob kosmologische
Episoden so tiberwaltigend sein konnen, dass die Selbstgewissheit verloren geht, dass der
Zweifel im Alltag grofder ist als das Gefithl der Vertrautheit, dass einem die eigene
Lebensgeschichte fremd geworden ist und Selbsterfahrungen nicht mehr bewusst erlebt
werden.

Ziel ist es, Umfang und Inhalt der Fremdheitserfahrungen zu beschreiben. Indem sie mit
dissoziativen Storungen wie Depersonalisation und Derealisation verglichen werden, hoffen
wir, alltdgliche Zustdnde von ernsteren Stérungen abgrenzen zu konnen. Dieser Vergleich
geschieht anhand zweier Fallstudien. Analytisch gehen wir vom Konzept der Lebenswelt aus,
die eine Welt in meiner Reichweite, eine Welt mit einem tiberschaubaren Zeitrahmen und
eine Welt mit mir vertrauten Formen der Kommunikation und Interaktion ist. Das Konzept
geschlossener Sinnbereiche erlaubt es zu fragen, ob Fremdheitserfahrungen so traumatisch
sein und so weit von einer mir vertrauen Welt wegfiihren kénnen, dass sich die Erlebnisse zu
einer in sich geschlossenen Realitdt verdichten.

Unsere Ausgangsfragen lauten somit: Fiihren Dauer und Intensitit von
Fremdheitserfahrungen dazu, dass

1) die natiirliche Einstellung im Alltag und die Selbstgewissheit verlorengehen;

2) die Betroffenen durch die Konstruktion geschlossener Sinnbereiche versuchen, ihre
soziale Identitat zu stabilisieren und ihre Selbstachtung aufrechtzuerhalten;

3) dissoziative Erlebnisinhalte den symbolischen Kern der geschlossenen Sinnbereiche
bilden.

Methodische Uberlegungen

Um die Komplexitit besser zu verstehen, die zwischen Fremdheitserfahrungen und
dissoziativen Zustanden bzw. Storungen bestehen, wird mit einer explorativen Fallstudie
gearbeitet (Ramian, 2012). Explorative Studien zielen grundsatzlich auf die Erkundung neuer
Erkenntnisse, nicht auf die Uberpriifung von Theorien oder Hypothesen ab (Hallingberg et al,,
2018; Fredebeul-Krein, 2012). In dieser Studie geht es darum, das psychiatrische Verstindnis
von dissoziativen Storungen fiir das soziologische Konzept der Lebenswelt und der
geschlossenen Sinnbereiche zu 6ffnen.

Wir arbeiten mit zwei Fallen. Es handelt sich um Erfahrungen, die Migranten mit
institutionellen Strukturen und Verfahren in der ddnischen Jugendfiirsorge machen und die
ihnen aufgrund ihrer Lebensgeschichte unverstindlich sind. Fremde Migranten darunter
werden Personen verstanden, die nicht in Dadnemark geboren und aufgewachsen sind. In
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beiden Fallen wurden Familien ausgewahlt, wo ein Kind fremduntergebracht wurde - jeweils
ein junges Madchen im Alter zwischen zwolf und fiinfzehn Jahren. Die Familien zdhlen zu den
ethnischen Minoritdtsgruppen; die Vater stehen in keinem Beschéftigungsverhaltnis. Endlich
war bei der Auswahl auch ausschlaggebend, dass Eltern und Kinder familientherapeutisch
betreut wurden. Die Betreuung dauerte circa zwei Jahre. Die Gesprachsprotokolle wurden mit
Hilfe der Template-Analysis strukturiert und interpretiert. Hierbei handelt es sich um eine
thematische Analyse, die im Unterschied zu ahnlichen Ansdtzen wie zum Beispiel der
Grounded Theory eine hierarchische Kodierung des Datenmaterials zuldsst (Brooks et al.,
2015).

Unsere Studie hat aufgrund ihres explorativen Charakters durch die geringe Anzahl der
einbezogenen Fille einen begrenzten Aussagewert. Weitere Falle hatten sicherlich dazu
beitragen konnen, ein grofderes Spektrum von Fremderfahrungen zu beschreiben. Uns geht es
jedoch nicht um Variation, sondern um die Frage, wie lasst der Zusammenhang zwischen
Fremderfahrungen und Depersonalisation sich konzeptuell begreifen. Zu einem spateren
Zeitpunkt konnen weitere Differenzierungen hinzukommen.

Vor dem Hintergrund der phidnomenologischen Soziologie und Schiitz’ soziologischen
Studie zum Fremden wird erst das Konzept der Lebenswelt und der geschlossenen
Sinnbereiche skizziert. Anschliefend wird in einem etwas ldngeren Abschnitt auf
psychiatrische Konzept der dissoziativen Stérungen eingegangen.

Lebenswelt und geschlossene Sinnbereiche

Lebenswelt gilt in der phdanomenologischen Soziologie als der soziale Raum und der
kulturelle Erfahrungsbereich, der intersubjektiv strukturiert ist, der dem Einzelnen vertraut
ist und dessen Sinnzusammenhénge sich aus der individuellen Lebensgeschichte entwickelt
haben. Mir sind Wirken und Handeln der Mitmenschen verstindlich, denn ich kann
annehmen, dass ihr Handeln ebenso wie mein Handeln interessengebunden sind und dass ihr
Wissen ebenso wie mein Wissen es moglich machen, das Verhalten der Anderen zu verstehen.
Auch vermag ich, zwischen den Bereichen der Wirklichkeit zu unterscheiden, auf die
handelnd einzuwirken mir moglich ist, und den Bereichen, auf die nicht eingewirkt werden
kann, weil sie aufderhalb meiner Reichweite liegen. Ferner sind Institutionen und Normen
keine willkirlichen Gebilde, sondern das Resultat motivierter, sinnvoller sozialer Intentionen.
(Schiitz & Luckmann; 1979 S. 38 ff.)

Lebenswelt als lebendige Gegenwart ist die Erfahrung, dass, sobald der Einzelne in
seiner Lebenswelt handelt, die dufdere Zeit mit dem individuellen Zeiterleben verwoben wird.
Erinnerungen an Vergangenes und Erwartungen an Zukiunftiges sind der Resonanzraum, in
dem die objektiven Verdanderungen vernommen und sinngebend in den lebensgeschichtlichen
Zusammenhang eingefiigt werden (Schiitz et al.,, 1971, S. 247). Diese Strukturiertheit bietet
ein grofRes MaR an Sicherheit, Uberschaubarkeit und Verlisslichkeit und geht auf zwei
Idealisierungen zuriick,

die alles Verhalten in der natiirlichen Einstellung bestimmen: dass ich namlich weiterhin
so handeln kann, wie ich jetzt gehandelt habe, und dass ich immer wieder das gleiche Handeln
unter gleichen Umstdnden von neuem beginnen kann (Schiitz et al,, 1971, S. 257).

In dem Essay The Stranger zeigt Schiitz, dass die Sicherheit und Vertrautheit der
natiirlichen Einstellung verschwindet, sobald die Lebenswelt nicht lianger geordnet und
strukturiert erlebt wird. Eigene Erfahrungen als Migrant und die Unterstiitzung anderer
Migranten in den USA zeigten ihm, welche gravierenden Folgen es hat, wenn der
Resonanzraum fiir das Zusammenspiel von objektiver und subjektiver Zeit verschwindet,
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wenn das lebensgeschichtlich erworbene Wissen keine Orientierung mehr bietet und wenn
einem das Handeln der Mitmenschen fremd bleibt (Schiitz, 2020).

Dem Fremden werde eine zweifelhafte Loyalitit und Undankbarkeit gegeniiber der
neuen gesellschaftlichen Ordnung unterstellt. Seine zdgerliche und kritische Haltung werde
ihm nicht als Unsicherheit und als Suche nach Vertrautem, sondern als Ablehnung, als
Verweigerung und bewusste Nicht-zur-Kenntnisnahme ausgelegt. Die Vertreter dieser fiir den
Fremden anderen Ordnung konnten dagegen nicht die elementare Erschiitterung
nachempfinden, die aus dem Verlust eines bislang verlasslichen Sinnhorizonts, aus dem
Auflerkraftsetzen des Denkens-wie-iiblich und dem Zweifel an der eigenen Selbstgewissheit
herriihre.

Der Fremde wird undankbar genannt, da er sich weigert anzuerkennen, dass die ihm
angebotenen Kultur- und Zivilisationsmuster ihm Obdach und Schutz garantieren. Aber die
Leute, die das sagen, verstehen nicht, dass der Fremde im Ubergangszustand diese Muster
nicht als schiitzenden Obdach betrachtet, sondern als ein Labyrinth, in welchem er allen Sinn
fiir seine Verhaltnisse verloren hat (Schiitz, 2020, S. 69).

Gelingt es nicht, sich nach und nach mit den Symbolen der fremden Realitit vertraut zu
machen, dann verbleibt der Fremde “ein kultureller Bastard an der Grenze von zwei
verschiedenen Mustern des Gruppenlebens” (Schiitz, 2020, p. S.68). Mit der Zeit, so kann man
annehmen, nisten Fremde sich in einer Fremdwelt ein, deren Sinnbereiche sich mehr und
mehr schliefen und die die Neuankémmlinge nicht aus der Rolle des Aufienseiters
entkommen lasst.

Wir nehmen eine weitere Uberlegung von Schiitz auf, namlich dass es nicht die eine,
sondern mannigfaltige Wirklichkeiten gibt. Zu denken ware dabei an die Welt des Traums, die
Welt des Wahns, der Wissenschaft, der Religion, der Kunst, des Spiels oder der Phantasie. Jede
dieser Welten ist von einem besonderen Erkenntnisstil gepragt, der diesen Welten ihre
Stimmigkeit und ihre Kohirenz verleiht. Den Ubergang von einer der méglichen Welten in
eine andere bezeichnet Schiitz als Sprung und Schockerfahrung. Denn mit dem Wechsel
andern sich nicht nur Fokus und Aufmerksamkeit, sondern auch die Moglichkeiten des
Handelns und die Inhalte der Erlebnisse. Diese Sinnbereiche sind in sich stimmig und von
einem ihnen eigenen Stil gepragt, so dass von geschlossenen Sinnbereichen gesprochen werden
kann.

Stimmigkeit und Vertraglichkeit der Erfahrungen in Bezug auf ihren eigenen
Erkenntnisstil  herrschen lediglich  innerhalb der Grenzen des jeweiligen
Wirklichkeitsbereichs vor, dem diese Erfahrungen angehoren (Schiitz et al., 1971, S. 267).

Uns scheinen drei Aspekte hinsichtlich des Entstehens geschlossener Sinnbereiche
wichtig zu sein: die Selbsterfahrung, die Sozialitat (Kommunikation und soziales Handeln)
und die Zeitperspektive. Der Aspekt der Selbsterfahrung lasst Antworten auf die Frage zu, wie
sie sich der fremde Migrant wahrgenommen fiihlt und wie er sich selbst wahrnimmt in einer
ihm unbekannten kulturellen und sozialen Umwelt. Fragen nach der Form der
Kommunikation und des sozialen Handelns thematisieren Erlebnisse des Fremdseins in
sozialen Interaktionen und in institutionellen Kontexten. Fragen nach der Zeitperspektive
nehmen Bezug auf die Lebensgeschichte und lassen Antworten zu, wie der fremde Migrant
Institutionen, Strukturen und Prozesse wahrnimmt, die in seinen Alltag eingreifen und ihn
drangen, sich selbst und sein Handeln zu dndern.

Wir nehmen weiter an, dass Fremderfahrungen so verunsichernd, so eingreifend und so
nachhaltig sein konnen, dass sie das Entstehen eines geschlossenen Sinnbereichs forcieren,
den man versuchshalber als migrantische Zwischenwelt bezeichnen koénnte (Schiitz et al,
1971, S. 265).

Depersonalisation und Derealisation (DP/DR)
Was ist Depersonalisation und Derealisation?

Wir interessieren uns fiir DP/DR aus der Perspektive der Lebenswelt. Doch lassen sich
die alltdglichen und normalen Episoden nicht verstehen, ohne dass auf die klinischen
Erfahrungen eingegangen wird. Denn diese bestimmen das Verstiandnis des DP/DR-Syndroms
und bedingen seine 6ffentliche Aufmerksamkeit.

Im dénischen Patienthdndbogen - einem digitalen medizinischen Fachlexikon - werden
Depersonalisation und Derealisation zu den dissoziativen psychischen Erkrankungen gezahlt
(sundhed.dk). Bei einer dissoziativen Storung werden Sinneseindriicke, motorische
Fahigkeiten, Erinnerungen oder das Selbstgefiihl als nicht mit dem Bewusstsein verbunden
erlebt (Phillips et al., 2001). Der Artikel im danischen Fachlexikon orientiert sich an von der
Weltgesundheitsorganisation (WHO) im Jahr 1992 herausgegebenen Richtlinien (ICD-10) zur
Diagnose mentaler und korperlicher Stérungen.

The common theme shared by dissociative (or conversion) disorder is a partial or
complete loss of the normal integration between memories of the past, awareness of identity
and immediate sensations, and control of bodily movements. There is normally a considerable
degree of conscious control over the memories and sensation that can be selected for
immediate attention, and the movements that are to be carried out. In the dissociative
disorders, it is presumed that this ability to exercise a conscious and selective control is
impaired, to a degree that can vary from day to day or even from hour to hour. It is usually
very difficult to assess the extent to which some of the loss of functions might be under
voluntary control (WHO, 1992 S. 151 ff.).

DP/DR sind eine Untergruppe dissoziativer Storungen; eine klinische Diagnose wird
mithilfe der Cambridge Depersonalisation Scale (CDS) gestellt; der Ernst der Erkrankung lasst
sich anhand der Dauer und Haufigkeit des Auftretens merkwiirdiger Episoden bestimmen.
Grundsatzlich gilt, dass man von DP/DR spricht, sobald die Welt, die Existenz und
Verankerung in dieser Welt sowie ihre Gegenstandlichkeit als fremd, komisch, sonderbar und
merkwlrdig erlebt werden.

Im Zustand der Depersonalisation fiithlen Personen sich von ihrer nahen Umgebung
getrennt, nehmen die Welt wie durch einen Schleier wahr, auch haben sie das rechte Gefiihl
fiir ihren Korper verloren. Gliedmafden werden als zu klein oder zu grofd empfunden, der
Korper fiihlt sich schwerelos an, Schmerzen erscheinen nicht als eigene Schmerzen, sondern
als die eines anderen, vertraute Umgebungen werden nicht wiedererkannt, oder Gegenstdande
erscheinen als unwirklich, verzerrt und unerreichbar.

Verzerrtes bzw. abhandengekommenes Raumempfinden ist nicht das einzige Merkmal
der erlebten Selbstentfremdung. Auch das Zeitgespiir geht verloren. So kann es vorkommen,
dass gerade eben ausgefiihrte Handlungen als langst vergangene eingestuft werden, dass
Erlebnisse nicht als Teil der eigenen Lebensgeschichte erinnert werden oder dass das
Bewusstsein, sich seiner selbst sicher zu sein und eine gesicherte Identitat zu haben, verloren
gegangen ist.

Schliefilich ist auch der sensuelle Bereich beeintrachtigt. Das komplexe Syndrom DP/DR
zeigt sich z.B. darin, dass beim Essen weder Lust- noch Ekelempfindungen auftreten, dass man
sich wiederholt anfassen muss, um sich seines Korpers zu vergewissern, oder dass man
unangemessen auf dufiere Stimulationen reagiert.

Waihrend man sich im Zustand der Depersonalisation als fremd und unwirklich erfahrt,
erscheinen im Zustand der Derealisation die Umgebung oder einzelne Objekte als unwirklich.
Adjektive wie leblos, farblos oder uninteressant driicken das Empfinden von Fremdheit oder
Verzerrtheit gegeniiber der Welt der Objekte aus.
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Vorkommen und Ursachen dissoziativer Erlebnisse wie DP/DR?

In einer epidemiologischen Studie zur Haufigkeit von DP/DR aus dem Jahre 2023 wurde
z.B. festgestellt, dass die Pravalenzrate in der Allgemeinbevdlkerung bei knapp 2 % liegt
(Yang et al,, 2023 S. 19). Diese Studie bestitigt eine Erhebung aus dem Jahre 2005 (Hunter et
al., 2005). Geht man von der Frage aus, wie viele Personen im Laufe ihres Lebens an DP/DR
gelitten haben, so zeigt sich, dass die Lebenszeitpravalenz zwischen 26 und 74 % liegt;
wahrend einer traumatischen Episode sind entsprechende Symptome bei 31 und 66 %
festgestellt worden. Gemeinschaftserhebungen zur Messung von Kklinisch signifikanten
Symptomen ergaben Raten zwischen 1,2 % und 1,7 % fiir eine einmonatige Pravalenz in zwei
britischen Stichproben und eine aktuelle Rate von 2,4 % in einer nordamerikanischen
Stichprobe (Sierra et al, 2004). Das heifdt, voriibergehende Symptome sind in der
Bevolkerung weit verbreitet.

Bei stationar behandelten Patienten schwankte die Rate zwischen 20 % und 40 %.
Interessant ist in diesem Zusammenhang die Feststellung, dass DP/DR nicht nur als
eigenstandige Erkrankung, sondern auch als Symptom anderer psychischer Leiden angesehen
wird. Bei DP/DR in Verbindung mit Angstphobien, Schizophrenie oder
Personlichkeitsstorungen ist eine Streuung von 4 % und 20 % ermittelt worden. Noch
haufiger sieht man dissoziative Storungen bei Kriegsveteranen mit posttraumatischen
Belastungsstérungen (30 %), bei Patienten mit Depressionen (ca. 50 %) und bei
Missbrauchsopfern (25 - 54 %) (Yang et al. 2023, S. 22-26).

Die exakten Ursachen der Selbstentfremdung und die zugrundeliegenden psychischen
und neuralen Mechanismen sind bislang wenig erforscht (Blietiger et al., 2020; Baker et al,,
2003). In einer alteren deutschen Leitlinie zur Diagnostik und Behandlung von DP/DR
werden verschiedene Ursachen genannt (Michal et.al. 2014, S. 17 ff.). Erlebter emotionaler
Missbrauch (Mangel an emotionaler Zuneigung, Vereinsamung), Personlichkeitseigenschaften
wie Angstlichkeit, Schiichternheit, Vermeidung von Unsicherheit und ausgeprigtes
Misstrauen, tiberfordernde psychosoziale Belastungen und Sozialangst werden in
Zusammenhang mit DP/DR gebracht. Schliefdlich zahlt auch der Drogenkonsum dazu. Folgen
wie vermindertes Selbstwertgefiihl, grofiere Vergesslichkeit oder auch begrenzte
Handlungskompetenz setzen die Lebensqualitdt herab und begrenzen die Méglichkeiten im
Beruf.

Da verzerrtes Erkennen und Wahrnehmen infolge des Kognitionsmodells von Hunter et
al. (2003 S. 1458) zum DP/DR-Syndrom gehéren, trigt eine filschliche Uberbewertung der
Symptome dazu bei, dass die Betroffenen zusatzlich zu den eigentlichen Symptomen auch
eine manifeste «mental-health anxiety“ entwickeln (Hunter et al., 2005 S. 1122). Dissoziative
Storungen werden dann irrtiimlich als Zeichen schwerer psychischer Erkrankungen wie
Wahnsinn, Kontrollverlust oder dem Gefiihl des Unsichtbarwerdens interpretiert.

Neigen Patienten oftmals zu Ubertreibungen, wird die Priavalenz von DP/DR in den
Erfahrungen der Kliniker haufig unterschatzt. Sierra (2009 S. 54) fiihrt als Erklarung an, dass
Arzte die Ergebnisse epidemiologischer Erhebungen weniger ernst nehmen als die eigenen
klinischen Erfahrungen. In den Augen der Mediziner kann nur dann von einem DP/DR-
Syndrom gesprochen werden, wenn eine klinische Diagnose gestellt werden kann.

Was den lebensweltlichen Ausgangspunkt unserer Uberlegungen anbelangt, kann
festgehalten werden, dass

e DP/DR verbreiteter ist, als dies klinische Erfahrungen indizieren;

e Klinische Diagnosen vor allem die schweren Fille erfassen;
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Komorbiditat nicht zwingend zum DP/DR-Syndrom gehort;
Patienten aus Angst vor Stigmatisierung ihre Krankheit oft verheimlichen;
e Patienten die Schwere ihrer Erkrankung tibertreiben;
Persénlichkeitsmerkmale wie Angstlichkeit, {ibertriebene Sorgen und Misstrauen
haufig zu finden sind;

e emotionaler Missbrauch, Drogenkonsum und psychosoziale Belastungen oft DP/DR
auslosen.

Fallbeispiele
Zusammenfassung des Gesprdchsprotokolls: Fall 1

Hintergrund: Die Familie fliichtete vor 15 Jahren aus dem Kaukasus nach Danemark.
Vor etwa 3 % Jahren losten Drohungen des Vaters ein Eingreifen vonseiten der kommunalen
Behorden aus. Die Drohungen des Vaters wurden als strafbare Handlung eingestuft. Auf
Beschluss des Kinder- und Jugendamtes wurde die Tochter, die sich zu diesem Zeitpunkt im
frihen Teenagealter befand, umgehend von der Familie entfernt und fremduntergebracht.

Ein Vater, dessen Tochter aufgrund von Schulproblemen und schlechtem Umgang
auffallig wurde, versuchte, sie mit einer drastischen Mafnahme zur Rason zu bringen. Die
Eltern waren in grofder Sorge, dass ihre Tochter die Schule vernachlassigen und auf die schiefe
Bahn geraten konnte. Als alle Ermahnungen und Appelle nicht weiterhalfen und das Madchen
den Rat der Eltern weiterhin ausschlug, drohte der Vater ihr Gewalt an. Laut dem Madchen
sagte er: ,Jetzt kann ich mit dir machen, was ich will. Wirst du jetzt auf mich héren, wirst du
mehr auf deine Schule achten, dich von deinen schlechten Freundinnen fernhalten und ein
gutes Madchen werden?“

Am folgenden Tag erzahlte das Madchen ihrer Lehrerin, was ihr widerfahren sei. Die
Schule nahm daraufhin Kontakt mit dem Kinder- und Jugendamt auf; diese Benachrichtigung
fiihrte umgehend zur Fremdunterbringung des Madchens. Den Eltern, der iibrigen Familie
und dem weiteren Bekanntenkreis wurde untersagt, auf irgendeine Weise Kontakt zu dem
Madchen aufzunehmen. Aufderdem wurde eine polizeiliche Untersuchung eingeleitet, weil die
Drohungen des Vaters als eine strafbare Handlung angesehen wurden.

Im Zusammenhang mit der Fremdunterbringung wurde Y als Familienratgeber
hinzugezogen. Die Aufgaben der Familienberatung bestehen darin, Familien sowie einzelne
Familienmitglieder in Krisensituationen durch Informationen, Beratung und praventive
Interventionen zu unterstiitzen. Der Fall - einschlief3lich Familienberatung - wurde nach zwei
Jahren abgeschlossen.

Kulturelle Entfremdung: Die danische Gesetzgebung empfindet der Vater als
unvereinbar mit seinen kulturellen Werten. Immer wieder sagt er: ,Es ist so, als ob es nicht
unsere Tochter ist, sondern das Land unsere Tochter besitzt.“ Er hat das Gefiihl, dass seine
Erziehungsmethoden nicht respektiert werden. Hinzu kommt, dass er zwischen einer Kultur
der Worte und einer Kultur der Tat unterscheidet. Es fillt ihm schwer, zu verstehen, warum
die Polizei ihn verhoren und er sich vor Gericht verantworten soll. In seinen Augen sind es
nicht Worte, sondern allein Taten, fiir die man bestraft werden kann. ,Ich soll von der Polizei
verhort werden, und denke: ,Habe ich jemanden geschlagen? Nein!“ Aufierdem fiirchtet er,
sein Gesicht zu verlieren, wenn er - fiir den Fall, dass er ausgewiesen werden sollte - ohne
seine Tochter in sein Heimatland zurtickkehren miisste.

»Was soll ich meiner Familie im Heimatland sagen, wenn ich nicht mit allen Téchtern
zuriickkehre? Und das Schlimmste von allem ist: Dass ein anderes Land mir meine Tochter
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weggenommen hat. Ich kann an nichts Anderes denken, ich will Danemark nicht ohne unsere
Tochter verlassen.”

Ohnmacht und Hilflosigkeit: Der Vater fiihlt sich machtlos gegeniiber dem Jugendamt,
das er als fremdes System ansieht. Fiir ihn war die Drohung nur eine Erziehungsmafinahme.
Die Reaktion des Jugendamtes ist in seinen Augen iiberzogen; Fremdunterbringen und
Kontaktverbot erscheinen ihm als willkiirliche Mafdnahmen. Er wiederholt immer wieder:
,Wir Eltern sind nichts!“ und ist davon iiberzeugt, dass die Behorden nur ihre Macht
demonstrieren wollen.

Die Behdrden glauben, sie seien Gotter und wiissten, was fiir unsere Familie am besten
ist. Sie denken tiberhaupt nicht dartiiber nach, dass wir in einer anderen Kultur geboren und
aufgewachsen sind. Wir legen grofden Wert auf unsere Familien und besonders auf die Kinder.

Sie [das Jugendamt] sprechen die ganze Zeit uber Gesetze und Regeln, aber meine
Stimme wurde nie gehort. Die Beh6rden sind darauf aus, meine Familie zu zerstéren und den
Kontakt zu unserer Tochter zu unterbinden. Ich habe versucht, den Behorden meine
Absichten zu erklaren, wurde aber tiberhaupt nicht angehort®.

Das Gefiihl, dass seine Stimme nicht gehort wird und dass die Behorden willkiirlich
handeln, fiihrt zu Verzweiflung und Angst sowie Wut und Frustration. Verzweiflung und
Angst: Die Angst, seine Tochter nie wiederzusehen, und eine mogliche drohende Ausweisung
belasten ihn schwer. In seinen Gesprachen mit Y wiederholt er: ,Ich bin psychisch am Ende,
ich weifd nicht, ob ich unsere Tochter jemals wiedersehen werde.”

Obwohl der Vater verzweifelt ist und Angst hat, zeigt er auch eine gewisse
Unbeugsamkeit dem System gegeniiber.

Ist Thnen [Y] klar, dass sie [die Experten] mich krankgemacht haben? Ich bin traurig,
meine Tochter nicht zu sehen. Ich esse und schlafe nicht, und obwohl ich zum Arzt gehen
miisste, tue ich es nicht. Ich habe das Gefiihl, dass Behorden und Experten mich zerstoren,
aber ich bin eine starke Person, die sich sagt, dass ich ein guter Elternteil bin und meine
Kinder liebe. Egal, was andere iiber mich denken und meinen, ich werde sie davon
liberzeugen, dass ich ein Recht habe, meine Tochter zu sehen. Ich bin eine starke Person, die
auch in meinem Heimatland viel durchgemacht hat. Wenn ich das alles iiberlebt habe, werde
ich das hier auch schaffen, selbst wenn Behorden und Fachleute mich zerstoren.

Der Vater fiihlt sich isoliert und unverstanden. Er hat das Gefiihl, dass das Jugendamt
seine Perspektive nicht nachvollziehen kann. Im Gesprach springt er von einem Thema zum
nachsten, dabei wiederholt er sich standig - so als kdnnten die standigen Wiederholungen
ihm doch noch Gehor verschaffen und ihm zu seinem Recht verhelfen. Er ist voller Wut,
Frustration und selbstdestruktiver Gedanken. Die Behdérden nimmt er als arrogant und
unnachgiebig wahr.

Seine Satze sind oft abgehackt und voller Verzweiflung. Gegeniiber Y dufdert er seinen
Wunsch mit stockender Stimme: ,Ich habe Lust, meinen Koffer zu packen und in mein
Heimatland zu reisen, aber das kann ich leider nicht.“ Und fiigt dann hinzu: ,Manchmal
winschte ich, ich ware tot, dann hatte ich all diese Gedanken und Gefiihle nicht. Es ist schlimm
fir mich, nicht gesehen und gehort zu werden, wenn ich sage, wie sehr ich unsere Tochter
liebe und wie wichtig sie fiir mich und unsere Familie ist".

Dialog mit Y: Der Vater schatzt Ys Bemiihungen, ihm zuzuhoéren und ihn zu verstehen.
Er erkennt jedoch auch, dass Y die Position der Behorden vertritt und die danische
Gesetzgebung erklart. Der Vater fiihlt sich hin- und hergerissen zwischen dem Wunsch, sich Y
anzuvertrauen, und dem Gefiithl, von den Behorden verraten zu werden. Schlief3lich vertraut
er Y, weil er bei Y einen Habitus wahrnimmt, der sich von dem des Jugendamtes
unterscheidet. Er stellt fest: «<Hmm, Sie sagen dasselbe wie das Jugendamt, aber es gibt den
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Unterschied, dass Sie mir zuhéren und mich nicht «falsch» machen. Sie versuchen, mir und
meiner Familie zu helfen, dariiber freuen wir uns. Jetzt kenne ich Sie, und Sie kennen mich».

Bewertung der sprachlichen Eigenheiten

Sprache: Die standigen Wiederholungen des Vaters, seine abgehackten Satze sowie
seine sprunghafte und emotional aufgeladene Sprache deuten auf eine tiefe psychische
Belastung hin. In seiner Art zu sprechen spiegelt sich seine Verzweiflung, Hilflosigkeit und
sein Unverstdandnis wider. Seine Art zu sprechen vermittelt den Eindruck, dass er sich in
einem Teufelskreis aus Schuldabwehr, innerer Zerrissenheit und Empoérung befindet.

Zusammenfassung des Gesprachsprotokolls: Fall 2

Hintergrund: Der Fall handelt von einem 14-jahrigen muslimischen Madchen aus einem
Land im Nahen Osten. Sie kam im Rahmen des Familiennachzugs nach Danemark. Die Familie
besteht aus den Eltern, vier volljahrigen Kinder iiber 18 Jahren und zwei minderjahrigen
Kinder unter 18 Jahren.

Handlungsverlauf: Das junge Mddchen berichtet in der Schule, dass ihre Eltern ihr
verboten hatten, ihr Handy zu benutzen; auch diirfe sie nicht ausgehen, es gibe psychische
Gewalt und massive soziale Kontrolle und vieles mehr. Die Schule war besorgt um das
Wohlergehen des jungen Madchens und orientierte das zustindige Jugendamt. Der
Vorsitzende des Jugendamtes entschied, dass das junge Madchen umgehend
fremduntergebracht wird. Die Eltern wurden iiber diese Entscheidung und ihr Recht
informiert, einen Rechtsanwalt und einen Familienratgeber miteinbeziehen zu kénnen,

Dialog und Treffen mit dem Jugendamt: Der Dialog mit dem Jugendamt ist
ausgesprochen formell und wenig empathisch. Die Eltern erfahren vom Jugendamt und tiber
ihren Anwalt, was ihre Tochter der Lehrerin erzahlt hat und dass ihre Erziehungsmafinahmen
als negative soziale Kontrolle verstanden werden - ein Verhalten, das in Danemark
untersucht und unterbunden werden muss. Ein Dialog mit den Eltern, in dem eventuelle
Missverstandnisse ausgeraumt werden konnten, fand nicht statt.

Ein darauffolgendes Treffen mit der Tochter und dem Jugendamt empfanden die Eltern
als traumatisch. Sie safden fremden Behdrdenvertretern und Anwalten gegeniiber und durften
ihre Tochter nicht einmal in den Arm nehmen.

Der Vater: Ich weine um meine Tochter, muss aber ihre Nahe und ihre Hilferufe
zuriickweisen. [Der Vater hebt beide Hinde wie jemand, auf den ein Maschinengewehr
gerichtet ist und der hofft, so die Kugeln abweisen zu kénnen]. Meine Tochter packt immer
wieder meine Jacke und will nicht loslassen, obwohl die anwesenden Wachen versuchen, sie
wegzuziehen. Sie ruft hilfeflehend immer wieder: «Papa, hilf mir, Papa, hilf mir.“

Unverstindnis, Verzweiflung und Ohnmacht der Eltern: Die Eltern zeigten sich
schockiert und verzweifelt iber die Entscheidung des Jugendamtes. Die Familie verstand
tiberhaupt nicht, dass ihnen ihre Tochter ,weggenommen“ wurde und ihre Beweggriinde fiir
die Einreise nach Danemark und die traumatischen Kriegserlebnisse {iberhaupt nicht
berticksichtigt wurden. Sie fiihlten sich wie vor den Kopf gestofden und fragten sich, was
Dinemark fiir ein Land sei und ob sie sich hier sicher fithlen kénnen. Die Familie: ,O0bwohl in
unserem Land Krieg herrscht, wiirde kein Kriegsherr auf die Idee kommen, uns unsere
Tochter wegzunehmen, wie man es hier im Lande tut”.

Die Eltern glauben in Ubereinstimmung mit den Erwartungen der Schule an ihre Rolle
als Eltern zu handeln:
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Als wir von unserem Anwalt horten, was unsere Tochter ihrer Lehrerin gesagt haben
soll, konnten wir das iiberhaupt nicht wiedererkennen. In unseren Gesprachen mit der
Lehrerin sprachen wir dartiber, dass unsere Tochter viel am Handy hangt. Uns wurde gesagt,
dass wir als Eltern besser auf unsere Tochter aufpassen sollten und dass sie vor dem
Schlafgehen nicht so oft ihr Handy benutzen sollte. Wir sprachen mit unserer Tochter
dartiber, aber das half nicht. Sie hielt sich nicht an unsere Absprachen, sondern hing die ganze
Nacht am Telefon. Morgens hatte sie dann grof3e Schwierigkeiten, aufzustehen und zur Schule
zu gehen. Sie kam oft zu spat zur Schule; deshalb dachten wir, wir miissten ihr das Handy
wegnehmen.

In einem anschliefdenden Gesprach von X verstanden die Eltern die danischen Gesetze
nicht:

Wenn unsere Tochter laut sagt, dass sie nach Hause will, hort niemand auf sie, sie horen
nur auf ihre Paragraphen. Das sind sehr seltsame Gesetze. Wir kommen aus einer Kultur, in
der wir das respektieren, was Schule und Behorden uns sagen. Wir wollen die Gesetzgebung
respektieren und mit den Behérden zusammenarbeiten, aber innerlich bin ich wiitend auf das
Jugendamt, weil sie unsere Tochter und uns so behandeln, und auf mich selbst, weil ich
fiirchte, dass ich meine Tochter ganz verliere, wenn wir sie mit sie mit nachhause nehmen.

Verzweiflung und Ohnmacht gehen so weit, dass die Eltern ihre Gefiihle unterdriicken -
und zwar aus Angst, die Umarmung ihrer Tochter konne ihnen negativ angelastet werden und
dazu fiihren, ihre Tochter jemals wiederzusehen.

Die Mutter: ,Mein Mann kann nicht atmen oder schlafen, seit uns unsere Tochter vor
finf Tagen weggenommen wurde. Ich wiinschte, ich ware tot und miisste das nicht erleben.
Meine Tochter ist das jiingste von neun Kindern, sie ist mein Augapfel und bedeutet alles fiir
mich.”

In ihrer Ohnmacht erwog die Familie sogar die Riickkehr in ihr kriegsgebeuteltes
Heimatland.

Rolle des Familienberaters X: Aufgrund der zugespitzten Situation besuchten ein
Dolmetscher und X die Familie am Wochenende unmittelbar nach der Fremdunterbringung.
Der Vater wirkte verwirrt und vollig erschopft. Er begann zu erzahlen, was mit ihnen und
ihrer Tochter geschehen sei. Dabei wurde er mehrmals ohnmachtig. Die Frau und die alteren
Kinder gerieten in Panik. X versuchte, sie zu beruhigen; er kiimmerte sich um den Vater. Es
vergingen einige Stunden bis er wieder regelmafdig atmen und mit X sprechen konnte.

X versuchte laufend, der Familie klarzumachen, dass er gekommen sei, um ihnen zu
helfen und zu erkliaren, wie die Familie sinnvoll mit dem Jugendamt zusammenarbeiten
konne. Das Jugendamt sei nicht gegen sie, sondern handele in Ubereinstimmung mit dem
Kindergesetz - negative soziale Kontrolle gegeniiber minderjahrigen Kindern miisse in
Ddnemark untersucht werden und kénne auch zur Fremdunterbringung des Jugendlichen
flihren. Das bedeute aber nicht, dass sie ihre Tochter niemals wiedersehen werden.

X zeigte wahrend des ganzen Verlaufes Verstindnis fiir und hatte Respekt vor der
Haltung der Eltern; ihm gelang es aber erst nach und nach und in intensiven Gesprachen, den
Sinn des danischen Kindergesetzes zu vermitteln. Die Eltern dnderten langsam ihre Haltung
gegeniiber dem Jugendamt; ihre Tochter wurde spater erfolgreich in das Schulsystem
integriert.

Interpretation
Erkenntnisstil der migrantischen Zwischenwelt

Die beiden Fallbeispiele weisen eine Reihe von Gemeinsamkeiten auf, sind aber in
entscheidenden Punkten recht unterschiedlich. Beide Familien befinden sich in einer Welt, in
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der der Kontakt zur danischen Gesellschaft im Wesentlichen durch die Kinder vermittelt wird.
Nimmt man weiterhin an, dass vor allem den Eltern die kulturellen Normen und die Sprache
der Aufnahmegesellschaft fremd sind, so liegt es nahe, dass Fremderfahrungen den Alltag der
Familien pragen. Der Eingriff von Behorden in ihre Lebenswelt ist ein Schock - vor allem, weil
die Intervention fiir sie unverstandlich bleibt.

Auffallig ist das tiefe Misstrauen gegeniiber Institutionen und Personen, die im
Zusammenhang mit der Fremdunterbringung der beiden Tochter auf Eltern und Kinder
einwirken. Besonders die Eltern wirken perplex, fassungslos und abwesend, weil sie nicht
wissen und verstehen, warum das Jugendamt interveniert, warum die Tochter unverziglich
aus der Obhut der Eltern entfernt werden und ihnen jeglicher Kontakt mit den Kindern
untersagt ist. Dieser Eingriff ist in den Augen der Familien weitaus mehr als ein Ubergriff. Sie
empfinden die Fremdunterbringung als Raub, der sie starker verletzt als die vormals erlebten
Kriegsgrauel.

Ihr Wissen tiiber die Aufnahmegesellschaft ist zudem so fragmentarisch, dass die
Familien meinen, rechtlos und schutzlos zu sein. Dass der Eingriff der Behorden in einem
rechtsstaatlichen Rahmen erfolgt, wird nicht verstanden. Auch die hinzugezogenen Anwalte
werden als Boten und Abgesandte der Behdrden wahrgenommen und nicht als Beistand, der
ihre Interessen vertritt. Die anberaumten Treffen werden in beiden Fallen als eine
Demonstration behordlicher Willkiir erlebt. Deshalb scheint es den Eltern ratsam zu sein, die
Sorge um die Kinder nicht offen zu zeigen, aus Angst, dass dies als Kontaktaufnahme
missverstanden wird. Die abwehrende Geste des Vaters auf den Hilferuf der Tochter zeigt die
ganze Hilflosigkeit und Ohnmacht der Eltern.

Das Gefiihl der Schutzlosigkeit und der eigenen Machtlosigkeit ist in beiden Fallen das
zentrale Erlebnis und kommt in verschiedener Weise zum Ausdruck. Im ersten Fall ist die
Sprache des Vaters emotional aufgeladen, seine Sitze sind sprunghaft, und er wiederholt
seine Anklagen und Anschuldigungen laufend. Im zweiten Fall reagiert der Vater mit Atemnot
und Ohnmacht.

Generell lasst sich sagen, dass die Unsicherheit iiber den Anlass der Intervention und die
Bedeutung des Geschehens sowie des symbolischen Rahmens der behordlichen Inszenierung
zu einem Gefiihl der Verwirrung und des Unbehagens in den Familien fiihrt. Diese Gefiihlslage
ist im von uns beschriebenen Zeitraum stark ausgepragt, deutlich erkennbar und von
langanhaltender Dauer. Das lasst auf eine fiir die Situation typische Form der Selbsterfahrung
schliefRen: Fremderfahrung als Gefiihl der Lahmung und Resignation. Der Erkenntnisstil
entspricht den Umstdanden; nur das Wissen und die Handlungen kénnen nachvollzogen und
angeeignet werden, die in den Sinnhorizont der Familien passen. Zweifel werden
ausgeklammert. Gefiihlslage, Selbsterfahrung und Interaktionsformen legen es nahe, von
einem geschlossenen Sinnbereich auszugehen, ndamlich dem der Isolation.

Die Zeitperspektive der Erfahrungen

Die Zeitperspektive der beschriebenen Erlebnisse und Erfahrungen soll besonders
hervorgehoben werden - nicht nur, weil sie in beiden Familien identisch zu sein scheint,
sondern weil sie den Grad und die Besonderheit der Isolation deutlich macht. Die
Zeitperspektive ist der Schnittpunkt von erlebter und objektiver Zeit. Es sind zurtickliegende
traumatische Erlebnisse wie Krieg, Verfolgung, Flucht und Asyl, die das Verstandnis und die
Einordnung von Intervention und Fremdunterbringung beeinflussen.

Im ersten Beispiel unterstreicht der Vater immer wieder, dass er in seinem Heimatland
viel durchgemacht hat, aber Diskriminierung, Drohungen der Machthaber sowie seine
Inhaftierung iiberlebt hat. Die Widerstandigkeit von einst scheint ihm zu helfen, seine jetzige
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Ohnmacht zu meistern. Zwar erwagt er die Riickkehr in sein Heimatland, zieht diese aber
nicht wirklich in Betracht und hat auch Angst vor einer moglichen Ausweisung. Stattdessen
wiederholt er, dass er die Behorden davon iiberzeugen will, dass er Recht hat.

Im zweiten Fall sind es zwar auch traumatische Erlebnisse und Kriegsgrauel, die
Zeitperspektive und Sichtweise in der Familie bestimmen. Aber nicht das Moment des
Widerstandes dient als Schema, die Erlebnisse mit dem Jugendamt zu verstehen und zu
bewaltigen. Stattdessen wird immer wieder auf eine Analogie zwischen damals und heute
verwiesen: Verfolgung und Flucht. Die Familie erwartet Verstandnis von den danischen
Behorden; da sie ihrer Meinung nach kein Verstdndnis erhalt, denkt sie an Flucht und die
Mutter gar ans Sterben.

Den Eltern kommt es iiberhaupt nicht in den Sinn, sich falsch verhalten und Regeln oder
Gesetze in Danemark verletzt haben zu konnen. Was ihnen vom Jugendamt als soziale
Kontrolle und Gewaltandrohung vorgeworfen wird, sind in ihren Augen berechtigte
Erziehungsmafinahmen, die sie aus ihren Heimatlindern kennen. Die Mafinahmen des
Jugendamtes dagegen werden als willkiirlicher Eingriff aufgefasst, der ihre Erziehungsrechte
verletzt. Wie schwer diese kulturbedingte Sichtweise wiegt, lasst sich daraus entnehmen, dass
es langer und intensiver Gesprache bedarf, ehe die Familienratgeber in den Sinnhorizont der
Eltern eindringen und ihnen den Sinn des danischen Kindergesetzes vermitteln konnen.

Zusammenfassend lasst sich sagen: Im Erkenntnisstil der Isolation dominiert die erlebte
Zeit; vergangene Erfahrungen und mitgebrachtes Wissen schieben sich wie ein Filter vor die
aktuellen Ereignisse. Der Kontakt mit dem behérdlichen System wird in beiden Féllen zu einer
kosmologischen Episode; denn die Eltern erleben ihre Welt und ihr Familiensystem nicht
langer als geordnet und verniinftig.

Erfahrungen dissoziativer Zustdnde

Dissoziative Zustdnde wie Depersonalisation und Derealisation lassen sich auf eine
Reihe unterschiedlicher Ursachen zuriickfiihren. Ihre Schwere hangt von den traumatischen
Erlebnissen ab, denen die Personen ausgesetzt waren. Beiden Fallgeschichten kénnen wir nur
so viel entnehmen, dass Krieg und Unruhen die Familien zur Flucht gezwungen haben. Nahere
Umstande sind unbekannt; wir versuchen daher, anhand des aktuellen Verhaltens die
dissoziativen Zustdande zu beschreiben.

Auffallig am Verhalten der beiden Vater ist, dass sie ihre Umgebung als einen
gefahrlichen Ort wahrnehmen und sich in einem Zustand der Reizbarkeit und erhdhten
Wachsamkeit befinden - so, als miissten sie sich vor méglichen Ubergriffen und Bedrohungen
schutzen. Die Schreckhaftigkeit und Hypervigilanz des Vaters zeigen sich im ersten Fall in
seiner abgehackten Sprechweise, die von negativen Gedankenmustern bestimmt wird. Auch
die Absicht, Danemark zu verlassen und in sein Heimatland zurickzukehren, deutet darauf
hin, dass er sich nur durch Flucht vor Bedrohungen zu schiitzen weifd. Erst dem
Familienratgeber gelingt es, die Flut negativer Gedanken zu stoppen und Zuversicht zu
vermitteln.

Im zweiten Beispiel fiihren Schreckhaftigkeit und Reizbarkeit dazu, dass der Vater in
Atemnot gerat und das Bewusstsein verliert. Als der Familienratgeber und der Dolmetscher
an der Tiir klingeln, wirkt er erschopft und verwirrt. Die Ohnmacht und der Zustand der
Schockstarre bezeichnen die Intensitdt der erlebten Depersonalisation. Die Angst, sich selbst
fremd zu sein, wird dadurch bewaltigt, dass der Vater ohnmachtig wird. Negative Gedanken
iber vermeintliches Unrecht, iiber die Verfolgung durch die Behdrden, deren bosartige
Missdeutung der elterlichen Erziehungsmafinahmen sowie deren Ignoranz gegeniiber den
leidvollen Erfahrungen mit Krieg und Flucht belasten die Mutter. Diese Flut negativer
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Gedanken ist so Uiberwaltigend, dass die Mutter diese verleugnet und meint, nur im Zustand
des Todes nicht mehr von ihnen verfolgt zu werden. Insgesamt gilt: Personen, denen die
Eltern begegnen, wirken fremd und verzerrt, deren Absichten werden als unklar und bésartig
aufgefasst - abgesehen von den Familienratgebern.

Dissoziative Zustdande zeigen sich aufierdem in den Reaktionen der Eltern, sobald sie an
ihre Tochter denken oder ihnen wahrend der Fremdunterbringung begegnen. lhre Gefiihle
wirken herzlich und echt, werden aber abgewehrt und unterdriickt, sobald Eltern und Tochter
unter behodrdlicher Aufsicht einander sehen. Spontane Gefiihle und koérperlicher Kontakt
werden - bewusst oder unbewusst - nicht zugelassen, aus Angst, die Tochter ganz zu
verlieren.

Der kognitive Stil, der das Verhalten und die Gefiihle der Eltern bestimmt, ist von
liberméafdiger Sorge, ausgeprdgtem Misstrauen und dem Mangel gepragt, unklare
Verhaltensweisen und unsichere Situationen auszuhalten. Zudem fiihlen sie sich von den
Entscheidungen und der Handlungsweise des Jugendamtes in libertriebener Weise abhangig.
Belastende Situationen werden abgewehrt, indem dem Jugendamt unterstellt wird, die
wahren Absichten der Eltern nicht zu verstehen und sie bewusst zu schikanieren. Die
Selbstwahrnehmung der Eltern besteht aus zwei Aspekten. Zum einen setzen sie sich und ihre
Motive herab; zum anderen rechnen sie damit, letztendlich doch Recht zu bekommen
(Andrews et al., 1993). Das Verhalten der Vater weicht an einem Punkt voneinander ab. Im
ersten Beispiel werden Emporung, Widerstandigkeit und selbstzerstorerische Aggressivitat
sichtbar; im zweiten Fall eine Mischung aus Empérung und Angstlichkeit.

Abschliefdend kann man sagen, dass die Fremderfahrungen, die die Bezugspersonen im
Kontakt mit dem Jugendamt machen, so erschiitternd sind, dass sie nicht oder nur duferst
mangelhaft verstehen, was mit ihnen passiert. Vergangene Erlebnisse und mitgebrachtes
Wissen bestimmen ihren Erkenntnisstil. In der Isolation von der danischen Umwelt werden
ehemalige traumatische Erfahrungen wiederbelebt, die zu dissoziativen Zustinden wie
Hypervigilanz, negativen Gedankenmustern, Gefiihlen von starkem Misstrauen und Sorge
sowie zu Abwehrmechanismen wie Projektion und Selbstentwertung fiihren. Es scheint
plausibel anzunehmen, dass dissoziative Zustinde den geschlossenen Sinnbereich der
migrantischen Zwischenwelt zusatzlich umzaunen.

Diskussion
Klinische Erfahrungen und Alltagserscheinungen

Der Artikel beschaftigt sich mit dem DP/DR-Syndrom aus einer lebensweltlichen
Perspektive; das heifdt, dass die erlebte Fremdheit von Objekten und der eigenen Person nicht
als pathologische Episoden, sondern als Erfahrungen angesehen werden, die den Betroffenen
in ihrem Alltag widerfahren, aber keine arztliche Behandlung nach sich gezogen haben. Von
voriibergehenden Alltagserscheinungen zu sprechen, scheint uns angesichts der ernsten
Reaktionen der Betroffenen in unseren Fallbeispielen nicht angemessen zu sein. Doch wie
lassen sich harmlose Episoden von ernsten und diese von pathologischen Formen
unterscheiden?

Die Frage ist schwierig zu beantworten und geht im Kern auf unterschiedliche
Erfahrungen und Methodologien von Klinikern und Epidemiologen zuriick. Kliniker
interessieren sich vor allem fiir Einzelfalle. Und weil pathologische Formen von DP/DR haufig
zusammen mit anderen Storungen wie Depressionen, Phobien, Angst und Schizophrenie
auftreten, richtet sich das Augenmerk der Kliniker auf den Aspekt der Komorbiditat; reine
Formen von DP/DR kommen im klinischen Alltag seltener vor, was Sierra (Sierra, 2009) fir
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eine Illusion der Kliniker halt, verglichen mit den Ergebnissen epidemiologischer
Untersuchungen.

Diese zeigen namlich, dass DP/DR eine Befindlichkeit ist, die haufig vorkommt und weit
verbreitet ist. Die Richtlinien der WHO fiir mentale und Verhaltensstérungen gehen z. B.
davon aus, dass etwa 50 % aller Menschen einmal oder mehrmals in ihrem Leben
kurzzeitigen Episoden von Unwirklichkeitsempfindungen ausgesetzt waren. Auch haben
Umweltfaktoren einen nicht unerheblichen Einfluss auf Entstehen, Intensitat und Verlauf von
DP/DR. Abrupte Verdnderungen in der sozialen und kulturellen Umwelt kénnen zu
traumatischen Belastungen fiihren, die sich im Alltag als Depersonalisation und Derealisation
zeigen.

Doch es sind die Erfahrungen und die Sprache der Kliniker, die das DP/DR-Syndrom
definieren. Aus dieser Perspektive betrachtet erscheinen lebensgeschichtliche und alltagliche
Episoden eher defizitar und gewohnlich. Aber wenn Wahrnehmungen, Gefiihle und Gedanken
haufiger als angenommen nicht als Teil des eigenen Bewusstseins aufgefasst oder
Gegenstdnde als verzerrt und fremd erlebt werden, bedarf es auch einer Sprache, die diesen
herkémmlichen Formen von DP/DR entspricht. Ansonsten dominiert eine pathologische
Semantik und kolonisiert die Wahrnehmung in der Alltagswelt. Die Unterscheidung zwischen
dissoziativen Zustinden und dissoziativen Storungen hilft auch nur bedingt weiter, denn der
Ubergang von Zustinden und Stérungen ist flieRend.

Kulturbedingte Formen von Depersonalisation und Derealisation

Unser Augenmerk gilt solchen Erscheinungsformen dissoziativer Selbstentfremdung, die
im Alltag vorkommen und gleichzeitig kulturbezogen sind. Wie gesagt, unsere Gewahrsleute
sind nicht in Danemark aufgewachsen, sondern im Erwachsenenalter eingereist. In der
anthropologischen Literatur werden kulturbezogene Formen der dissoziativen
Selbstentfremdung beschrieben. Zu den bekannten Beispielen zdhlen Amoklauf, Latah oder
auch Koro. Die genannten Syndrome werden als Wahnvorstellung, als panische Angst und
Angstphobie aufgefasst, die nur in bestimmten Kulturen vorkommen. In diesen Kulturen
werden sie als exzentrische Verhaltensweisen angesehen, fiir die es nichtwissenschaftliche
Erklarungen gibt. Der aufgeklarte Blick der westlichen Psychiatrie bewertet diese Symbole
des Aufder-sich-Geratens als dissoziative Storungen, die mit anderen und bekannteren
Krankheitsbildern wie Depression, Hysterie oder auch Schizophrenie verglichen werden.
Ihrer Kulturbezogenheit wegen sind immer wieder Bedenken und Einspriiche gegeniiber
einer ausschlief3lich medizinisch-psychopathologischen Sichtweise vorgebracht worden.

Wir weisen auf kulturbezogene Formen dissoziativer Storungen hin, nicht weil wir in
unseren Fallbeispielen auf Phianomene wie Amok, Koro oder Latah gestofden sind, sondern
weil das, was als fraglose Selbstverstdandlichkeit in einem System gilt, nicht auch als
selbstverstdandlich in einem anderen Sinnsystem gelten muss. Anders formuliert: DP/DR
haben ihren Ursprung in der westlichen Psychiatrie. Uns fehlt die Mdoglichkeit, die
Verhaltensweisen unserer Gewdihrsleute daraufhin zu untersuchen, ob Ohnmacht,
Angstlichkeit, iibermifRiges Misstrauen, Vermeidung von Unsicherheit oder gehemmte
Aggressionen in den Kulturen der Herkunftslander als normale oder zumindest akzeptierte
Verhaltensmuster angesehen werden. Wir fragen uns daher, ob mit der psychiatrischen
Begrifflichkeit auch der hierarchische Blick des klinischen Systems iibernommen wurde.
Vielleicht sollte deshalb besser von DP/DR-dhnlichen Verhaltensweisen oder Zustinden
gesprochen werden, einmal, um die Bedenken der Anthropologie ernst zu nehmen, wonach
uns fremdartig erscheinendes Verhalten im Zweifelsfall im Rahmen ihrer Herkunftskulturen
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zu diagnostizieren und zu bewerten sei (Kenny, 1983; Yang et al., 2009), und zum anderen,
um unserem lebensweltlichen Ansatz gerecht zu werden.

Zusammenfassung

Die Untersuchung der Fremdheitserfahrungen und ihrer Verbindung zu dissoziativen
Zustanden stellt einen erweiterten Zugang zur Lebensweltanalyse dar. Das Konzept der
geschlossenen Sinnbereiche ist der Lebenswelttheorie von Schiitz entnommen und erlaubt es,
zu verstehen, wie Migranten in einer neuen kulturellen und sozialen Umgebung ihre Identitat,
Kommunikation und Wahrnehmung der Welt erfahren und behaupten. Im Kontext der
Migration sind geschlossene Sinnbereiche doppelt kodiert. Sie reprasentieren einerseits die
subjektiv erfahrene Realitdt, die auf vertrauten Mustern der Interaktion und Kommunikation
basiert. Andererseits zeigen sie, dass die vertrauten Muster nicht bedingungslos und
immerfort giiltig sind. Im geschlossenen Sinnbereich der migrantischen Zwischenwelt sind
daher sowohl der Wunsch nach Stabilitat und Bestandigkeit der eigenen Weltsicht als auch
die Erkenntnis des Umbruchs und die Notwendigkeit des Aufbruchs aufgehoben.

Unser Erkenntnisinteresse galt der Frage: Konnen dissoziative Zustande die psychische
Basis solcher geschlossenen Sinnbereiche bilden? Dissoziationen kénnen als ein Symbol der
iberwiltigenden Erfahrungen von Fremdheit und des Verlusts vertrauter Sinnstrukturen
gesehen werden. In diesem Kontext zeigen Dissoziationen an, wie umfassend Identitdt,
Kommunikation und Wahrnehmung der Betroffenen erschiittert sind. Gleichzeitig erlauben
sie es, sich von bedrohlichen Wirklichkeiten zu distanzieren. Sie symbolisieren als
Schwellenerfahrungen sowohl die Faszination von Ubergéingen als auch deren Bedrohlichkeit.

Die Fallbeispiele verdeutlichen, wie Migranten in einem Zustand der Verunsicherung
und Isolation agieren. Die erlebte Fremdheit wird zu einem radikalen Bruch mit der
vertrauten Lebenswelt, was die Betroffenen dazu zwingt, fiir sich neue Sinnzusammenhéange
zu schaffen, die jedoch nicht mehr allein in der gewohnten sozialen Kommunikation und den
etablierten kulturellen Normen verankert sind. In Situationen erlebter Fremdheit sind
Dissoziationen eine Reaktion auf die Uberforderung, die durch den Verlust der gewohnten
Lebensweltstrukturen entsteht.

Besonders auffallig ist, dass in den Fallstudien die Eltern eine Art psychischer Blockade
erfahren, die sich in negativen Gedankenmustern, Hypervigilanz und der verzerrten
Wahrnehmung von Institutionen zeigt. Der psychosoziale Raum des Alltags wird zu einem
selbstreferenziellen und geschlossenen Sinnbereich, in dem es vor allem darum geht, die
stabile und bewdahrte Selbstwahrnehmung zu verteidigen. Dissoziationen sind in diesem
Zusammenhang hauptsachlich eine symptomatische Reaktion auf die erfahrene Fremdwelt.
Und die migrantische Zwischenwelt ist ein Riickzugsort, der den Betroffenen eine gewisse
Kontrolle tiber ihre Weltsicht und Identitit erlaubt.

Akzeptieren die Migranten dagegen die Fremdheit der sie umgebenden Wirklichkeit,
kénnen dissoziative Zustdnde als psychische Basis dienen, die traditionellen Muster der
Kommunikation und Wahrnehmung zu hinterfragen, Angst, Unsicherheit und Misstrauen zu
uberwinden und eine Weltsicht zu entwerfen, die der neuen sozialen und kulturellen
Wirklichkeit entspricht. Geschlossene Sinnbereiche sind dann nicht ldnger ein Ort des
Riickzugs, sondern ein Inkubator und Méglichkeitsraum fiir Schwellenerfahrungen. Dass dies
moglich ist, zeigen die Gesprache, die die Familienratgeber in unseren Fallen mit den
betroffenen Familien fiihrten.

Abschliefdend lasst sich sagen, dass dissoziative Zustinde eine wichtige Rolle bei der
Entstehung und Aufrechterhaltung geschlossener Sinnbereiche spielen, insbesondere fiir
Migranten, die mit traumatischen und sie iiberfordernden Erfahrungen von Fremdheit
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konfrontiert sind. Sie ermoglichen es den Betroffenen, ihre psychische Integritat zu wahren
und gleichzeitig neue Erfahrungen zu erproben. Diese Erkenntnis wirft ein anderes Licht auf
dissoziative Zustdnde. Jetzt sind Dissoziationen nicht nur als Reaktion auf pathologische und
adaptive Fremdheitserfahrungen zu verstehen, sondern sie konnen auch ein Anlass sein, neue
Kommunikationsformen und Wahrnehmungsmuster zu erproben. Uberlegungen zur Dualitiit
geschlossener Sinnbereiche und zu Dissoziationen als Chance missten in einem ndchsten
Schritt weiter konkretisiert werden.

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Abstract

Modern society is witnessing an era of
expansion of violence in all spheres of life
and work. Violence as a central concept
analyzed and studied, but its presence is still
not decreasing and continuously growing.
The only thing that is changing are the
forms of violence in schools and families, at
sports events and public transport, on the
streets and workplaces, on social networks,
on the Internet and through modern
information technologies in all other areas
of social life.

Starting from the premise of the increase in
violent acts by minors-juvenile, the subject
of the article includes an analysis of the
causes and consequences of young people's
propensity for violence at an early age and
the responsibility of social actors for such
behavior by minors. The responses of
Serbian  society to juvenile violence
analyzed from the aspect of educational
work with kids, and the initiation of
disciplinary, moral, and legal sanctions
against minors.

The aim of the article is to reveal and
scientifically explain the contemporary
causes of the sudden expansion of juvenile
violence, based on a more complete
description  of  this  harmful  social
phenomenon, but also to explain the degree
of effectiveness of the sanctions applied to
Jjuvenile perpetrators of violent acts.

In data collection, the research method
which we use in this article are survey and
free-form interview techniques, as well as

Srbija kao suverena drzava je posle raspada Socijalisticke federativne Republike Jugoslavije
ratifikovala Konvenciju Ujedinjenih nacija o pravima deteta (Zakon o ratifikaciji Konvencije
Ujedinjenih nacija o pravima deteta, Medunarodni ugovori, br. 15/90 1 br. 4/96 1 2/97).
Ratifikacijom Konvencije UN, Srbija se obavezala da ,,obezbedi ostvarivanje svih prava deteta, a
naroc€ito, na zaStitu od svih oblika nasilja, zlostavljanja 1 zanemarivanja, potpunu informisanost, na
pravi¢no postupanje i zaStitu privatnosti dece, kao i da detetu koje je bilo izloZeno nasilju obezbedi
podrsku za fizicki 1 psihicki oporavak i1 njegovu socijalnu reintegraciju’.

Istrazivanja koja su sprovodena u drugim drzavama, ukazuju da i sve savremene drZave, bez
obzira na njihov stepen ekonomskog i ukupnog druStvenog razvoja imaju problema sa vrSnjackim
nasiljem u Skolama, blizem i daljem okruZenju maloletnih lica, u porodicama, na ulicama, u
mestima za igru 1 rekreaciju 1 da sve zajedno pokuSavaju da pronadu adekvatne nacine za
prevazilazenje ovog ozbiljnog druStvenog problema (Mattonet i dr., 2024; Navjot, i drugi, 2024).

Rezultati epistemoloskih istrazivanja u ovom 1 drugim radovima (Popadi¢, Plut & Pavlovi¢,
2014) su potvrdili da je zakonodavni okvir u Republici Srbiji koji reguliSe suzbijanje akata
podstaknutih nasiljem, posebno nasilje koje ¢ine maloletna lica, na zadovoljavaju¢em nivou, ali se
problemi javljaju u primeni pravnih instituta i akata. Problemi sa kojima se suofava Republika
Srbija kao drZzava usmereni su, pre svega, na nedostatak licenciranih odnosno edukovanih
pojedinaca ili sertifikovanih institucija za rad sa maloletnim licima. Na decu veliki uticaj ostvaruju
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pogresni uzori koji se masovno prezentuju putem druStvenih mreza, interneta i drugih oblika koje
nude savremene informacione tehnologije, gde maloletna lica, najceS¢e zbog odsustva neophodne
doze nadzora roditelja, imaju priliku da vide Stetna ponaSanja koja su, na pocetku, drustveno
neprihvatljiva, a na kraju u prekrsajnom i krivicnopravnom pogledu zabranjena (Jugovi¢, 2012).
Vecina drzava u razvoju, kakva je i Republika Srbija, jo$ uvek nemaju sistemski pristup suzbijanju
nasilja 1 razvijanja oseCanja empatije medu vrSnjacima, odnosno nemaju dovoljno izgraden
obrazovno-vaspitni sistem koji je u potpunosti posveéen obrazovanju i vaspitanju dece mladih
uzrasta. Uloga vaspitanja je odavno prebacena samo na roditelje, Sto sudeci po situaciji u kojoj se
nalazi Srbija i druge drzave u tranzicionom razvoju, nije dobro resenje.

Znacaj predostroznosti ili smotrenosti u vaspitavanju i obrazovanju dece odnosno maloletnih
lica jeste prvi korak ka njihovom normalnom, ispravnom i pravom zivotnom putu. Kada se propusti
taj najvazniji korak, nastaju problem u vidu nepoStovanja bilo kakvog autoriteta (nastavnika,
roditelja...), dolazi do krSenja druStvenih, kulturnih i obicajnih normi, odnosno javljaju se
devijantna ponaSanja. Nedostatak ovakve profilakse tj. predostroznosti nema reperkusije samo na
porodicu i $§kolu, nego i na celokupno drustvo (Nikoli¢, 2012 : 219).

O reformama u oblasti obrazovanja i1 vaspitanja i efikasnijim nacinima suzbijanja akata
nasilja, nazalost, pocelo se aktivnije razgovarati tek nakon niza teSkih oblika nasilja i nesre¢nih
slucajeva nastalih kao posledice maloletnickog nasilja, koji su se deSavali u osnovnim i srednjim
Skolama u poslednjih nekoliko godina. Naime, velike i male, pojedinacne 1 grupne tragedije u
kojima drugari fizi¢ki nasrnu na svoje vr$njake, najéeS¢e maloletna lica, 1 nanesu im lake ili teSke
telesne povrede i zastraSujuée vesti 0 masovnim ubistvima u kojima je liSeno Zivota vise maloletnih
lica (Manojlovic, Lazi¢, & Miladinovic Bogavac , 2024), su ozbiljan signal za promene u
zakonodavnoj i institucionalnoj sferi savremenog drustva. Nakon takvih nacionalnih tragedija i
nezeljenih druStvenih dogadaja, pitanje je — da li smo kao samostalna, nezavisna i1 suverena drzava,
sa svim svojim sistemima, institucijama, ustanovama, organizacijama i razudenim elementima
gradanskog druStva zakazali ili zakasnili? Ko je, koliko i kako odgovoran za takvo stanje medu
maloletnom populacijom savremenih druStava? Jo§ vaznije od toga pitanja jeste, Sta sistemski
uciniti da se masovno delikventno maloletni¢ko ponasanje eliminiSe i tragedije kakve su zadesile
Srbiju prosle godine nikada viSe ne ponove?

2. Metode istrazivanja primenjene u radu

Da bi istraZivanje koje se odnosi na uticaj odgovornosti ili neodgovornosti podmlatka za
ispoljene ili preZivljene akte nasilja dobilo na nau¢noj vrednosti, autori su u istrazivanju za potrebe
izrade ovog Clanka, primenili razli¢ite metode, tehnike 1 instrumente.

U realizaciji ovog istraZivanja primenjene su gotovo sve osnovne analiti¢ke 1 sintetiCke
metode saznanja i istovremeno istrazivanja, s akcentom na metode analize, sinteze, specijalizacije 1
njenom metodskom obliku klasifikacije, kao i na metodama konkretizacije, generalizacije i
induktivno-deduktivnoj metodi.

Iz korpusa opStenau¢nih metoda u radu su primenjene statisticka metoda sa teZiStem na
deskriptivnoj statistici 1 komparativna metoda u kojoj je uporeden odnos izmedu komparabila broja
prijavljenih, procesuiranih i osudenih maloletnih lica, odnosno izrecenih kriviénih sankcija
maloletnicima za krivi¢na dela nasilje u porodici 1 protiv braka i porodice, u periodu od 2013. do
2022., na teritoriji Republike Srbije.

Za prikukupljanje podataka 1 informacija o predmetu istraZivanja koriS¢ena je metoda
ispitivanja, uz primenu tehnike anketnog ispitivanja i istrumenta Anketnog upitnika, kao i tehnike
intervjua 1 instumenta osnove za naucni razgovor kojim su pribavljeni stavovi i uverenja ucenika,
nastavnika i rukovodstva jedne osnovne Skole u Beogradu o disciplinskoj odgovornosti ucenika u
Skoli. Intervju je proveden na uzorku rukovodeceg kadra osnovne Skole (sekrtar, pedagog, zamenik
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director i director osnovne $kole). Anketiranje je realizovano na uzorku 56 nastavnika razredne I
predmetne nastave i 80 ucenika osnovne Skole od cCetvrtog do osmog razreda osnovne Skole.
Rezultati upitnika su obradeni u softverskom paketu za obradu podataka SPSS, a zatim primenom
statistickih tehnika, pre svega deskriptivne analize, opisani, objaSnjeni 1 iz njih izvedeni sinteticki
generalizovani zakljucci.

Pored metode ispitivanja, za prikupljanje 1 obradu podataka koriStena je operativna metoda
analize sadrzaja dokumenata uz primenu tehnika kvalitativne i kvantitavne analize (Danilovi¢:
2021, str. 21-23). Kvalitativna tehnika ove metode je primenjena za tematsku analizu kvalitativnih
svojstava maloletni¢ke delikvencije u nau¢nim izvorima literature, pre svega: monografijama,
socioloSko-kriminoloSkim krivicnopravnim knjigama, tematskim zbornicima radova sa naucnih
skupova 1 konferencija, socioloskim 1 kriminoloskim nau¢nim cCasopisima, zakonskim i
podzakonskim pravnim akatima u kojima se tretirala predmetna tema clanka. Kvantitativna tehnika
analize je zahtevala izradu, za ovu priliku posebno konstruisanog, statickog Kodeksa pojmova-
iskaza 1 njegovog pomocénog dela - Evidencionog obrasca kojima su pribavljani bitni indikatori iz
godisnjih statistickih biltena, izvesStaja i sudskih presuda. U indikatorima su iskazivana odredena
kvantitativna 1 kvalitativna svojstva odnosa izmedu broja prijavljenih, optuZenih 1 osudenih
maloletnih lica.

U prikupljanju i obradi podataka, putem Kodeksa pojmova-iskaza kao primarnog instrumenta
metode analize sadrzaja dokumenata, autori su analizirali i merili unutrasnja latentna svojstva i
karakteristike glavnih dimenzija pojave (ne) odgovornosti maloletnih lica na rast nasilja u drustvu,
kroz odnos izmedu broja prijavljenih, procesuiranih i optuzenih maloletnih lica za krivi¢na dela
nasilje u porodici i protiv braka i porodice, u periodu od 2013. do 2022. Merenje je realizovano
putem spoljasnjih manifestnih indikatora sadrzanih u statistickim biltenima i sudskim presudama. U
procesu analize utvrdene su spoljaSnje i unutrasnje veze iz kojih su autori dosli do uzro¢nih i
funkcionalnih pravilnosti o (ne) odgovornosti maloletnih lica na rast nasilja u Srpskom druStvu
(Danilovié: 2015, str. 113).

3. Rezultati i diskusija
3.1. Kategorijalno-pojmovni aparat istraZivanja

Istrazivanje pod nazivom ,,Implikacije (ne) odgovornosti maloletnih lica na rast nasilja u
drustvu* koncipirano je tako da se iz celokupnog razvojnog procesa maloletnih lica dode do naucne
spoznaje uzroka 1 faktora koji dovode do porasta nasilja u drustvu. Pod terminom ,,drustvo* u ovom
radu podrazumevamo sve drustvene odnose koji se uspostavljaju izmedu maloletnih lica u mikro
drustvenim organizacijama kao §to su predSkolske ustanove, osnovne 1 srednje Skole i porodice.

Pod pojmom maloletna lica u pozitivnopravnim propisima Republike Srbije smatraju se lica
koja imaju viSe od Cetrnaest godina, a manje od osamnaest godina zivota. Pomenuta lica dele se na
mlade i starije maloletnike, gde se pod mladim maloletnicima smatraju ona lica koja imaju od 14 do
16 godina, dok se starijim maloletnicima smatraju lica koja imaju od 16 do 18 godina. Pod pojmom
»deca“ u radu se podrazumevaju lica koja nemaju navrSenih 14 godina.

Nasilje medu vrS$njacima pocinje ve¢ zasnivanjem prvih zajednica za boravak. Naj¢esce su to
grupe u decijim vrti¢ima. Vrti¢ je prvo vaspitno-obrazovno mesto gde maloletna lica uce da
funkcioni$u u grupi. [ u tim grupama javljaju se akti nasilja. Traze¢i svoje mesto u zajednici, deca
nanese povrede jedni drugima (ugriz, ogrebotina i slicno), ali to su uvek telesne povrede koje su
lakSe prirode. Psiholozi smatraju da takve vrste povreda, ali i takvi vidovi ispoljavanja nasilja, nisu
za zabrinjavanje i da je takvo ponaSanje normalno u ranoj dobi Zivota. Bilo je slu€ajeva ugriza
medu decom, kao najces¢i ,,odbrambeni mehanizam* ili najces¢i ,,oblik napada®, koji budu takve
prirode da se moraju i medicinski ta deca zbrinjavati, ali to su retki slu¢ajevi (Nacionalna platforma
za prevenciju nasilja koje ukljucuje decu, 2024.).
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I na ovakva ponasanja vaspitno-obrazovne institucije imaju odgovore u vidu razgovora,
kaznjavanja 1 disciplinovanja. U predskolskim ustanovama u Republici Srbiji se metode
kaznjavanja ne koriste, ali se koriste metode disciplinovanja. Tako, primera radi, ukoliko se neko
dete ne ponasa na drustveno prihvatljiv nacin, ono bude upucéeno na ,,stolicu za razmisljanje gde
treba da razmisli o svom postupku ili sedi u izdvojenom delu sobe neki vremenski period da bi se
distancirao od grupe, odnosno da bi mu se uskratilo igranje i tako ukazalo na neprihvatljivo
ponasanje. U nekim slucajevima takva deca dobiju konkretne zadatke - da pociste nered koji su
napravio/la, da uputi drugaru ili drugarici reci izvinjenja i sli¢no.

Medutim, ve¢ u prvim danima Skolske zajednice problemi u vezi sa nasiljem se povecavaju i
iziskuju dublju analizu. Autori ¢lanka znaCajnu paznju posvetili su istraZzivanju uzroka nasilja u
osnovnim Skolama kao ,,inicijalnog zamajca“ za sva dalja ponasanja u svim ostalim zajednicama. U
tu svrhu, posredstvom anketnog ispitivanja prikupili su podatke o nasilju u jednoj ve¢oj osnovnoj
Skoli na teritoriji grada Beograda o nadinima suzbijanja nasilja i disciplinskoj odgovornosti dece u
osnovnim $kolama u Republici Srbiji.

Iz episemilosko-pravnog ugla posmatrano, za maloletna lica ne postoji krivicna odgovornost,
ali se utvrduje disciplinska odgovornost. U empirijskom istrazivanju disciplinske odgovornosti,
sprovedenom u jednoj osnovnoj Skoli na teritoriji Beograda, ucestvovalo je 80 ucenika, 26
nastavnika razredne nastave i 30 nastavnika predmetne nastave. Prema clanu 83 Zakona o
osnovama sistema obrazovanja i vaspitanja ,,disciplinska odgovornost je odgovornost uc¢enika za
povredu pravila ponasanja u Skoli, nepoStovanje odluke direktora i organa Skole, ili ukoliko
neopravdano izostane sa nastave pet ¢asova, odnosno koji svojim ponasanjem ugrozava druge u
ostvarivanju njihovih prava® (Zakon o osnovama sistema obrazovanja i vaspitanja, 88/2017,
27/2018 - dr. zakon, 27/2018 - dr. zakon, 6/2020, 129/2021 1 92/2023). Zakonom je jasno definisano
kada ucenik odgovara za tezu povredu, a Pravilnikom o pravima obavezama i odgovornosti u¢enika
u osnovnoj Skoli propisane su lakSe povrede obaveza (Pravilnikom o pravima obavezama i
odgovornosti, 2024)

Prema pozitivnopravnim propisima Republike Srbije disciplinske mere koje su na
raspolaganju Skolama klasifikovane su u sledece kategorije: opomena i ukor odeljenskog stareSine,
ukor odeljenskog veca (ukoliko je u pitanju lakSa povreda obaveze), a za teZu povredu obaveze
ucenika izri¢u se: ukor direktora, ukor nastavnickog veca, ili premestaj u drugu Skolu (ukoliko se
radi o uzrastu deteta od petog do osmog razreda).

3.2. Disciplinska odgovornost maloletnih lica u osnovnoj $koli:
regulativa promenjena pod pritiskom prakse

Da postoje¢a zakonodavna pravila nisu na zadovoljavanjuéem nivou i da su neophodne
promene u oblasti odgovornosti (kako kriviéne, tako i1 disciplinske) maloletnih lica ukazuje nam
¢injenica da je drzava ve¢ pocela da menja regulativu u ovoj oblasti, ali 1 da tek planira ozboljnu
reforme po ovom pitanju. Prosvetni radnici u Skolama Srbije sve vise su izlozeni nasilju koje dolazi
od strane ucenika, ali 1 njihovih roditelja, pa su zbog toga pocele pripreme za izmenu i dopunu
Krivicnog zakona Republike Srbije gde se vode ozbiljne naucne i stru¢ne rasprave ¢iji rezultat bi
mogao da bude, da se napad na prosvetne radnike u Skolama i na fakultetima poistovetiti sa
napadom na advokate 1 da se za takva krivi¢na dela u Krivicnom zakoniku uvedu stroZe sankcije.

U prilog tome govori i ¢injenica da je Zakon o osnovama sistema obrazovanja i vaspitanja,
kao mati¢ni zakon u sferi obrazovanja menjan tri puta 2020, 2021. 1 2023. godine, a da je u februaru
2024. godine Ministarstvo prosvete RS donelo nove pravilnike kojima se blize ureduju instituti
disciplinske odgovornosti. Kako se roditeljima daje mogucnost da sve vise ucestvuju u radu Skole,
tako su 1 uslovi u kojima skola funkcioniSe sve sloZeniji. Nije redak slucaj u praksi da roditelji
angazuju advokate (tj. daju im punomocje da ih zastupaju kao neuku stranku) kako bi ,,isterali
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pravdu u Skoli. Iako je roditelj, odnosno staratelj jedini zakonski zastupnik deteta, advokati se
pozivaju na nacelo pomoci stranci koja je neuka i deluju Stiteé¢i interese roditelja, odnosno deteta.
Primera radi, kroz provedeni intervju saznali smo da je u osnovnoj Skoli u kojoj smo sprovodili
istrazivanje zabelezen slucaj (2014.godine) gde su roditelji na roditeljske sastanke slali advokata da
prisustvuje u njihovo ime u korist deteta od 10. godina. Od tada, takva praksa je sve ¢es¢a.

Kada se govori o disciplinskoj odgovornosti uc¢enika u Skolama, neophodno je naglasiti da se
njihova odgovornost ne moze striktno odvojiti od odgovornosti i drugih subjekata i to prvenstveno
roditelja, sekretara, psihologa, pedagoda, odeljenskog staresine, ali 1 direktora Skole. Sve aktivnosti
1 odgovornosti koje imaju ova lica, sva prava i obaveze medusobno su povezani i imaju veliki
stepen implikacija jedni na druge.

Uloga direktora u utvrdivanju disciplinske odgovornosti ucenika jeste imperativna. Da
direkori Skola uporno rade na unapredenju efikasnosti reakcije na teske povrede obaveza ucenika
govori i ¢injenica da je prethodno zakonsko resenje ostavljalo direktoru vreme od 30 dana od dana
ucinjene teZze povrede obaveze ucenika ili ucinjene povrede, da pokrene, vodi i okonca vaspitno-
disciplinski postupak protiv ucenika i donese resenje. Danas, taj period je znatno kraéi i obaveza
direktora prema Zakonu je da pokrene postupak odmah, a najkasnije u roku od dva radna dana od
dana saznanja, o ¢emu ima i zakonsku obavezu da obavesti roditelje ucenika ili njegovog
zakonskog staratelja i da postupak u potpunosti okonca za 20 dana u slucaju teZze povrede obaveze.

Odeljenjski stareSina je pedagoski, organizacioni i administrativni rukovodilac odeljenja. On
je kao nastavnik odgovoran za sprovodenje plana i programa obrazovno-vaspitnog rada i
ostvarivanje ciljeva i zadataka vaspitanja ucenika u jednom odeljenju Skole. SloZenost posla
odeljenjskog stareSine ogleda se i u ¢injenici da je zaduzen za koordinaciju i saradnju svih ucesnika
vaspitno-obrazovnog rada u jednom odeljenju: svakog ucenika pojedinacno, cele odeljenjske
zajednice, svih nastavnika koji predaju u tom odeljenju, roditelja, stru¢nih saradnika, itd. Promene,
nedavno usvojene u zakonodavnom okviru ticu se 1 odeljenskih stareSina, pa je tako zakonski
odredeno da je ,,odeljenski stareSina obavezan da blagovremeno, a najmanje Cetiri puta u toku
Skolske godine, na primeren nacin obavestava roditelje o postignu¢ima ucenika, napredovanju,
motivaciji za ucenje 1 napredovanje u vladanju i drugim pitanjima od znacaja za obrazovanje i
vaspitanje. Obavezan deo obavesStenja roditelju, u delu vladanja, je obaveStenje o redovnosti
pohadanja nastave, kao i izreCene vaspitno disciplinske mere* (Zakon o osnovama sistema
obrazovanja i1 vaspitanja, 2023). Problem se javlja u tome §to se roditelji, pretezno problemati¢ne
dece, ne odazivaju na pozive odeljenskog stareSine, pa iako formalno imamo jako dobro uredena
pravila, praksa obicno ne daje tako dobre rezultate .

Pedagog i1 psiholog takode imaju znacajnu ulogu u odredivanju disciplinske odgovornosti
ucenika. Prilikom utvrdivanja disciplinske odgovornosti ucenika pedagog 1 psiholog jesu cinioci
koji ceo problem ,rastavljaju na delove®. Prikupljaju dokaze, izjave u€enika, izjave roditelja, izjavu
nastavnika, svedoka, kako bi se utvrdila odgovornost ucenika i u saradnji sa sekretarom Skole
izvestavaju direktora, kako bi doneo pravi¢nu odluku.

Ni uloga sekretara Skole ne moZe se minimizirati u odredivanju i definisanju disciplinske
odgovornosti ucenika, ali i daljeg postupka povodom toga. Uloga sekretara u utvrdivanju
disciplinske odgovornosti ucenika jeste da prati proceduru, usmerava subjekte i informiSe koje su
zakonske moguénosti svakog pojedinacno i stara se o doslednoj primeni pravnih propisa.

Saradnja sa Centrima za socijalni rad je posebno znacajna. U tom smislu pravna regulativa je
postavljena dobro, ali kao 1 u vedini slucajeva, primena pravne regulative je upitnog kvaliteta. U
intervjuu sa pedagogom Skole u kojoj smo sproveli istrazivanje spoznali smo da saradnja Centra za
socijalni rad i Skole nije na nivou kakav je za ocekivati, odnosno vrlo Cesto se desi da Skola posalje
zahtev za informacije — dokle se stiglo u nekom postupku, da bi Skola mogla preduzimati sledece
korake, a odgovor iz Centra za socijalni rad nikada i ne stigne, ¢ak i nakon nekoliko intervencija
koje preduzimaju nadlezni subjekti Skole.
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Odgovornost roditelja za ponaSanje maloletnih lica nije samo ustaljeno misljenje drustva,
nego je i obaveza koja je zakonski uredena. Zakon ureduje da je roditelj ili staratelj prekrSajno
odgovoran za teze disciplinske prekrSaje maloletnika (Zakon o obligacionim odnosima, 2020). Tu
se pre svega misli na materijalnu vrstu odgovornosti u vidu naknade Stete. Medutim, ovakav vid
odgovornosti nije uvek zadovoljavajuci, ukoliko se uzme u obzir kakva sve protivpravna dela
maloletna lica mogu uciniti. Takode, po pitanju odgovornosti roditelja za postupke maloletnih lica
oglasava se 1 kriviéno pravo i to posebno naglaSavajuci obavezu roditelja da vaspitava svoje dete i
da ne sme dete zanemariti ili zapustiti.

Procedure za procesuiranje nedisciplovanih maloletnika poostrile su se pocetkom 2024.
godine, usled niza nasilnih akata koji su se desili u skolama (nasilje medu vrSnjacima, ali 1 nasilje
ispoljeno od strane ucenika prema nastavnicima), koje je dospelo u javnost. Osnovano se
pretpostavlja da je broj nasilnih akata u Skolama mnogo ve¢i, ali da se o tome jos uvek ne govori.
Najceséi razlog tome jeste strah da ne postane jo§ gore. Kao reakcija na nasilne akte maloletnika u
Skolama, Ministarstvo prosvete Republike Srbije je u februaru 2024. godine donelo Pravilnik o
protokolu postupanja u ustanovi u odgovoru na nasilje, zlostavljanje i zanemarivanje (Pravilnik,
2024) u kojem je tacno propisana procedura sprovodenja disciplinskih prekrsaja u cilju sprecavanja
njihovog odugovlacenja, ali i ostvarivanja prioritetne zastite deteta i njegovog integriteta.

Na izmenama postojecih pravilnika, ali 1 donoSenju novih, Republika Srbija je radila aktivno
tokom 2022. 1 2023. godine. Tome je prethodilo niz dogadaja u kojima je nasilje eskaliralo do te
mere da su posledice takvih ponaSanja nesagledive i nepopravljive. Nakon viSestrukog ubistva koje
se desilo u OS “Vladislav Ribnikar* u strogom centru Beograda, promenjen je i rezim postojanja i
funkcionisanja Skolskog policajca. Kako je do tada unutraSnjost Skole bila zabranjena zona za
Skolskog policajca, sada je i taj deo u njegovoj nadleznosti. Nakon 3. maja 2023. godine, svaka
Skola ima jednog ili dva policajca koji pored toga Sto obilazi zonu Skole i stara se o bezbednosti
ucenika u delu oko Skole, u Skolskom dvoriStu, on prati deSavanja u Skoli. Ta mera je posebnog
znacaja 1 potvrdila je opravdanost svog postojanja, ve¢ u decembru 2023. godine kada su bile
intenzivne dojave bombi u vecini osnovnih Skola na teritoriji grada Beograda. Kako je istovremeno
viSe Skola imalo istovrsne dojave, intervetne ekipe policije nisu imale tolike kapacitete da budu na
svim lokacijama, pa je Skolski policajac preuzeo delimi¢no njihovu ulogu i pregledao Skolu, nakon
Sto su u najkra¢em mogucem roku ucenici evakuisani iz Skole (Dnevna Stampa: Slobodna Evropa,
Blic, BBC...). Pored toga, u Skoli u kojoj je realizovano empirijsko istrazivanje, doslo se do
informacija da se desila i situacija u kojoj je roditelj ucenika vikao 1 fizicki pretio jednoj nastavnici,
jer je smatrao da ocena koju je njegovo dete dobilo nije adekvatna. Meditim, pravovremenom
reakcijom Skolskog policajca izbegnut je fizicki kontakt i ozbiljniji sukob (Zapisnik o radu Skolskog
policajca, del.br. 434/23, 2023).

3.3. Rezultati istrazivanja primene disciplinskih mera i percepcije
njihove uspesnosti u osnovnoj $koli

U anketnom ispitivanju provedenim na uzorku 56 nastavnika (26 nastavnika razredne nastave
1 30 nastavnika predmetne nastave), postavljena su pitanja koja su se odnosila na glavni predmet
istrazivanja u ovom c¢lanku. Odgovori na postavljena pitanja pretezno su bili formulisani u vidu
tvrdnji u obliku petostepene skale likertovog tipa (u potpunosti se slazem, slazem se, ne mogu da
procenim, ne slazem se i uopste se ne slazem, dok je nekoliko pitanja bilo otvorenog tipa). Dozvolu
za anketiranje autori su dobili od uprave Skole, a saglasnost smo dobili i od Saveta roditelja.
Testiranje je sprovedeno metodom ispitivanja, tehnikom anketnog ispitivanja i posebnom
pripremljenim instrumentom za tu priliku — anketnim upitnikom.

Rezultati anketnog ispitivanje nastavnika razredne i predmetne nastave sledi u nastavku ovog
¢lanka:
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Na prvo pitanje u upitniku: Da [i se slazete sa stavom da je postupak utvrdivanja
disciplinske odgovornosti ucenika Zakonom jasno definisan, 47% ispitanih nastavnika je odgovorilo
da ne moze da proceni, 21% nastavnika je iznelo stav da su upoznati sa zakonskom sadrzinom
utvrdivanja disciplinskog postupka 1 da je on jasno definisan, a 32% ispitanih nastavnika misli da
postupak utvrdivanja disciplinske odgovornosti nije zakonom jasno definisan.

Drugo pitanje u anketnom upitniku glasilo je: Za kog subjekta smatrate da ima kljucnu ulogu
prilikom utvrdivanja disciplinske odgovornosti? U odgovorima na postavljeno pitanje, 39%
ispitanih nastavnika oznacCilo je sekretara Skole kao glavno lice za utvrdivanje disciplinske
odgovornosti, 37% direktora Skole, a 24% odeljenskog stareSinu.

Trec¢e pitanje na koje su ispitanici dali odgovor glasilo je: U kojoj meri se slaZete sa tvrdnjom
da je saradnja osnovne Skole sa  spoljasnjim subjektima (npr. Centrom za socijalni rad,
Ministarstvom unutrasnjih poslova) bitna prilikom utvrdivanja odgovornosti ucenika? U
odgovorima na ovo pitanje, 68% ispitanih nastavnika je odgovorilo da se u potpunosti slazu da je ta
saradnja bitna, a 32% je odgovorilo da ne moZe da proceni vaznost te saradnje.

Cetvrta tvrdnja u anktetnom upitniku glasila je: Da li se slazete da Centar za socijalni rad
dobro obavlja svoj posao u smislu saradnje sa Skolom i roditeljima ucenika za koga se utvrduje
odgovornost? U odgovorima na ovo pitanje, 52% ispitanih nastavnika razredne i predmetne nastave
izjasnilo se da ne mogu da procene, a 45% nastavnika se ne slaze sa tvrdnjom, dok se svega 3%
ispitanika slazilo sa tom tvrdnjom.

Peto pitanje odnosilo se na tvrdnju: Da li se slazete da prisustvo Skolskog policajca utice na
disciplinu u skoli. U percepciji odgovora na ovo pitanje, 96% ispitanika se slozilo sa tvrdnjom,
dok je njih 4% odgovorilo ,,ne mogu da procenim®.

Na Sesto pitanje iz upitnika koje je glasilo: Da li smatrate da pored skolskog policajca treba
uvesti i jos neki oblik zastite bezbednosti i sigurnosti ucenika u Skoli, svi ispitani nastavnici razredne
1 predmetne nastave su potvrdno odgovorilo na ovo pitanje, Sto ukazuje da oni shvataju znacaj
bezbednosti 1 sigurnosti u Skolama i da su zainteresovani da se nivo bezbednosti 1 sigurnosti u¢enika
1 nastavnika u Skolama poveca. Upitani da iznesu svoje konkretne predloge, koji jos oblike
bezbednosti i sigurnosti treba uvesti u Skole, odgovorili su da je to pojacani video nadzor, uvodenje
interfona za ulazak u Skolu 1 povecavanje broja Skolskih policajaca.

Sedmo pitanje anketnog upitnika glasilo je: SlaZete li se sa stavom da su sankcije za lakse ili
teze povrede koje se primenjuju prema ucenicima u osnovoj Skoli dovoljne za uspostavijanje Zeljene
discipline ucenika*? Najveci broj ispitanih nastavnika, njih 75% odgovorilo je da se ne slaZe sa tim
stavom, smatrajuci da su postojece sankcije blage, a 25% ispitanika je odgovorilo da ne mogu da
procene.

Na osmo pitanje upitnika: Koje od sankcija su, po Vasem misljenju, prevazidene u
savremenom dobu?*, najveci broj ispitanih smatra da je to Ukor nastavnickog veca, a ostali ispitani
nastavnici, u podjednakom procentu, su smatrali da su to disciplinske mere : opomena, ukor
odeljenskog stareSine i ukor odeljenskog veca.

U odgovorima na deveto postavljeno pitanje iz anketnog upitnika koje je glasilo: Koje bi
sankcije po Vasem misljenju bile delotvornije da se uvedu u obrazovni sistem Srbije, odgovori
ispitanih ucenika su bili razniliki, pre svega, da bi u obrazovni sistem trebalo uvesti nove kazne,
kao $to su: nov€ana kazna, pojacan drustveno-korisni rad, udaljavanje sa nastave i svakodnevno
ispitivanje gradiva.

Poslednje, deseto pitanje odnosilo se na prognozu daljeg razvoja predmeta istraZivanja i
glasilo je: Da li smatrate da ce trend nasilja u skolama nastaviti da raste, njih 79% ispitanih
nastavnika razredne i predmetne nastave je odgovorilo potvrdno, §to je samo za sebe porazavajuce
za drustvo, signalna lampica za uzbunu i preduzimanje hitnih mera za suzbijanje nasilja u Skolama.
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Uporedo sa provedenim anketnim ispitivanjem stavova nastavnika razredne i predmetne
nastave, realizovano je i anketno ispitivanje stavova na uzorku od 80 ucenika o disciplinskoj
odgovornosti u Skolama, ¢ije rezultate predstavljamo u nastavku ¢lanka.

Na prvo pitanje u anketnom upitniku: Da i volite da dolazite u Skolu? Rezultat odgovora
ispitanih ucenika je bio: 72% — da, 28% — ne, Sto je zabrinjavajuci procenat odgovora sa stavom da
ne vole da dolaze u Skolu, imaju¢i u vidu da je osnovno obrazovanje u Srbiji obavezno.

Na pitanje broj dva: Da li ste upoznati sa procedurom utvrdivanja disciplinske odgovornosti
ucenika, 54% ispitanih se izjasnilo: delimi¢no sam upoznat/a, dok je 31% ispitanika odgovorio
odri¢no, a 15% potvrdno.

Sustina trec¢eg pitanja u anketnom upitniku glasila je: Da li je prema Vama u toku skolovanja
voden ili se trenutno vodi disciplinski postupak“. Na ovo pitanje, 86% ispitanika je odgovorilo sa
»he, a 14% sa ,da“, §to je takode zabrinjavajuci rezultat 1 potvrduje polaznu premisu porasta
disciplinskih gresaka i prestupa ucenika u osnovnim skolama.

Na cetvrto pitanje upitnika: Da [i ste nekada odlazili na razgovore sa pedagogom ili
psihologom u vezi odredenog incidenta koji se dogodio Vama ili Vasem drugaru, ¢ak 61% ispitanih
ucenika je odgovorilo da su bili na razgovorima kod pedagoga i1 psihologa Skole, 39% da nisu imali
razgovor sa pedagogom i psihologom, sto je takoder, zabrinjavajuci procenat koji odrazava stvarno
stanje u osnovnim Skolama.

Na peto pitanje upitnika koje je glasilo: Da i se u prisustvu Skolskog policajca osecate
sigurnije u Skoli“, odgovori su bili o¢ekivani. Cak 91% ispitanih uéenika je odgovorilo da se u
prisustvu Skolskog policajca oseéaju bezbednije i sigurnije, Sto opravdava Odluku Vlade da uvede
Skolske policajce u sve osnovne i srednje Skole u Srbiji.

Sesto pitanje koje je postavljeno nastavnicima i uéiteljima, sada je postavljeno i u¢enicima, a
glasilo je: Da li pored skolskog policajca smatrate da je neophodno uvesti i jos neki oblik zastite
bezbednosti i sigurnosti ucenika u skoli“? Na ovo pitanje, gotovo svi ispitani u€enici odgovorili su
sa ,,da*“, odnosno da u osnovne Skole treba uvesti jos neke oblike zastite bezbednosti i sigurnosti
ucenika. U nastavku ovog pitanja, da dopune svoje odgovore kroz neke konkretne predloge, najveca
vecina ucenika je predloZila da se poveca broj deZurnih nastavnika, ili uvede ve¢i broj policajaca.

Sedmo pitanje odnosilo se na to da 1i su se ucenici u Skoli bavili druStveno-korisnim.,
odnosno humanitarnim radom, e samo 6% anketiranih u€enika se izjasnilo da je u toku Skolovanja
obavljalo neki vid humanitarnog rada.

Na osmo pitanje upitnika: Da [i Vasi roditelji/staratelji dolaze redovno na roditeljske
sastanke, njih 64% je odgovorolo da dolaze redovno, 36% ispitanih ucenika je odgovorolo da ne
dolaze, Sto je zabrinjavajuce i upucuje na logican zaklju¢ak da znaCajan procenat reditelja nije
posvecen svojoj deci, vec¢ su tu obavezu prepustili Skoli.

Na deveto pitanje upitnika koje je glasilo: ,,da li se slaZete sa stavom da ¢e ukor odeljenskog
stareSine ili ukor odeljenskog veca uticati na poboljSanje Vaseg ponasanja u skoli*, 34% ispitanih
ucenika da se ,,ne slaze* i da se ,,uopSte ne slaze™ sa tim stavom, 26% ispitanih osnovaca je
odgovorilo ,,ne mogu da procenim*, a 40% ispitanih ucenika ,,slazem se* sa tim stavom iz upitnika.

Poslednje, deseto pitanje odnosilo se na sankcije i1 stav o njihovoj prevazidenosti. Najveci
broj ispitanih ucenika je stava da je wkor odeljenskog veca uveliko prevazidjena sankcija u
savremenom poimanju ucenika, a zatim sledi ukor odeljenskog staresine, dok za najplodonosniju
sankciju ispitanici smatraju ,,opomenu ““ 1 ,,ukor direktora “.

3.4. Dinamika nasilja u primarnoj ljudskoj zajednici
Nakon svega, ili bolje re¢eno pre svega, pojedinac uvek gravitira i pripada porodici. Najveci

deo svog vremena provodi u porodici. Porodica, kao primarna zajednica roditelja i dece, zbog
prirode porodi¢nih odnosa i jakih emocionalnih veza izmedu c¢lanova porodice, a posebno zbog
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velike mogucénosti uticaja roditelja na sveukupni razvoj li¢nosti mladih, veoma je znacajna, a u
nekim periodima i osnovni i najvazniji Cinilac u razvoju licnosti deteta. S toga su autori ¢lanka
odlucili da ostatak istrazivanja usmere ka nasilju u porodici i u¢eséu maloletnika u tome. Period koji
je zahvacen istrazivanjem, odnosi se na desetogodis$nji period posmatranja ove pojave, pocevsi od
2013. do 2022. godine. U istrazivanju predmetne teme ovog ¢lanka nije obuhvacena 2023. i 2024.
godina iz razloga $to podaci Republickog zavoda za statistiku, koje smo koristili 1 analizirali u radu
nisu bili dostupni javnosti za prethodnu i tekuc¢u godinu.

Otuda su u ¢lanku opisani, klasifikovani i analizirani podaci o maloletnim licima uc¢iniocima
krivicnog dela protiv braka i porodice, primarno krivi¢énog dela nasilje u porodici. Krivi¢ni zakonik
Republike Srbije odreduje da nasilje u porodici (¢lan 194) Cini onaj ko “primenom nasilja, pretnjom
da ¢e napasti na zivot ili telo, drskim ili bezobzirnim ponaSanjem ugrozava spokojstvo, telesni
integritet ili duSevno stanje ¢lana svoje porodice”. Za ovakvo ponasanje KZ RS odreduje kaznu
zatvora od tri meseca do tri godine. Ukoliko se desi da se pri izvrSenju ovog dela koristi kakvo
“oruzje, opasno orude ili drugo sredstvo podobno da telo tesko povredi ili zdravlje teSko narusi”
predstavljace tezi oblik krivicnog dela nasilje u porodici za §ta je odredena i teza krivi¢na sankcija i
to kazna zatvora od Sest meseci do pet godina. Jo§ teZi oblik od prethodnog za koji je zapre¢ena
veca kazna (od dve do deset godina zatvora), postoji ukoliko prilikom ¢injenja ovog krivicnog dela
nastupi “teSka telesna povreda ili teSko naruSavanje zdravlja ili delo bude ucinjeno prema
maloletnom licu” (Krivi¢ni zakonik Republike Srbije , 2024: tacka 1, 2 1 3).

U praksi se deSavalo da akti nasilja u porodici prouzrokuju 1 ljudske Zrtve, pa kao posledica
takvih akata nastupi smrt ¢lana porodice ili maloletnog ¢lana porodice. U prvom slucaju
zakonodavac se opredelio za kaznu zatvora od pet do petnaest godina, a u drugom slucaju je
zapretio kaznom zatvora od najmanje deset godina (Krivi¢ni zakonik Republike Srbije , 2024: tacka
4).

U poslednjem stavu ¢lana 194. KZ RS odredeno je da se ima kazniti i lice koje prekrsi mere
zaStite od nasilja u porodici odredene od strane suda i to kaznom zatvora od tri meseca do tri
godine, kumulativno sa novcanom kaznom (Krivi¢ni zakonik Republike Srbije , 2024: tacka 5).

U vremenskom periodu od 10 godina, koji pokriva predmet istrazivanja u ovom c¢lanku,
prijavljeno je 998 maloletnih lica za sva krivicna dela protiv braka i1 porodice, dok je samo za
krivicna dela nasilje u porodici prijavljeno njih 968. Od ukupnog broja podnesenih prijava, svega u
30 slucajeva prijavljeno je neko drugo krivicno delo, a ne delo nasilje u porodici. Sagledavajuci ovu
pojavu u procentima, moze se zakljuciti da se u 97% prijavljenih slucajeva radilo o krivicnom delu
nasilja u porodici za koje se osnovano sumnjalo da je pocinilac maloletno lice. Ovakvi rezultati
istraZivanja su odraz realnog stanja u drustvu i predstavljaju alarm na uzbunu i poslednji trenutak da
se po ovom pitanju preduzmu sistemske i organizovane mere od strane drzave 1 celokupne
drustvene zajednice.

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U nastavku istrazivanja pratili smo broj osudenih lica i dodeljene kriviéne sankcije tim licima
za krivicno delo nasilje u porodici u kategoriji maloletnika.

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Od ukupnog broja osudenih maloletnih lica u kategoriji krivi¢nih dela protiv braka i porodice,
svi maloletnici su bili osudeni za kriviéno delo nasilje u porodici i to u svakoj godini posmatranog
desetogodisSnjeg perioda, sem u 2015. kada je jedno lice osudeno za neko drugo krivicno delo iz
grupe kriviénih dela protiv braka 1 porodice. Na osnovu dobijenih rezultata, nedvosmisleno mozemo
zakljuciti da je najdominantnije krivicno delo iz ove grupe krivi¢nih dela, a za koje su osudeni
stariji maloletnici, bilo upravo krivi¢no delo nasilje u porodici.

Jedan znacajan deo razloga ovakvog stanja treba traziti upravo u krivicnim sankcijama,
njihovoj duzini trajanja, vrsti i ustaljenoj stereotipnoj sudskoj praksi. Iz Tabele broj 1 moze se jasno
uociti da se maloletnicima u posmatranom periodu, osim u dva slucaja, nije izricala kazna
maloletni¢kog zatvora, iako je ona stajala sudijama kao zakonska moguénost (Zakon o maloletnim
uciniocima kriviénih dela 1 krivicnopravna zastita maloletnih lica, 2024). Sudije su se u slucaju
maloletnika najéeSée odlucdivale za mere pojacanog nadzora, i to: pojac¢ani nadzor od strane
roditelja, usvojioca ili staraoca, pojacani nadzor u drugoj porodici, pojacani nadzor od strane organa
starateljstva 1 pojacani nadzor uz dnevni boravak u odgovarajuoj ustanovi za vaspitavanje i
obrazovanje maloletnika. Pored mera poja¢anog nadzora nad maloletnicima, izricane su joS§ i: mere
upozorenja 1 usmeravanja, kao §to su sudski ukor 1 posebne obaveze; zavodske mere, medu kojima
upucivanje u vaspitnu ustanovu, upucivanje u vaspitno-popravni dom i upucivanje u posebnu
ustanovu za leCenje 1 osposobljavanje iz razloga Sto se smatralo da ¢e na takav nacin posti¢i svrhu
kaZnjavanja. Ipak, s obzirom na uo€ene trendovi u frekvenciji izvrSenja krivicnog dela nasilja u
porodici od strane maloletnika, moze se zakljuciti da bi se postojeca, stereotipna sudska praksa
trebala menjati u korist primene efikasnijih sankcija prema maloletnim licima, uz istovremeno
pojacavanje vaspitnog i strucnog rada nadleznih drustvenih institucija za rad sa ovom kategorijom
populacije u Srbiji, ukljucuju¢i sve moguénosti uticaja koje pruZa razgranata mreZa institucija,
ustanova, organa i organizacija gradanskog drustva.

DrZzava je sa svoje strane prepoznala ovaj problem i 2023. godine inovirala Zakon o
sprecavanju nasilja u porodici koji je donet 2016. godine, ali i pored donoSenja novog Zakona, u
praksi se dogadaju isti 1 jo§ tezi problemi sa nasiljem u porodici, pa se moZe zakljuciti da
implementacija ovog 1 drugih srodnih zakona kroz institucionalni pravosudni sistem i preduzete
druge sistemske mere usmerene na sprecavanje nasilja u porodici ne daju ocekivane rezultate.
Inoviranjem 1 Zakona o pravima deteta 1 maloletnih lica, uvodenjem novog, €inili su se znacajni
koraci u prevenciji maloletni¢ke delinkvencije jatanjem uloge policije u tom procesu (Igracki,
2012:399). Zbog toga je nuzno preduzeti obimna fundamentalna i1 primenjena istrazivanja u ovoj
oblasti kako bi se potpunije sagledale tendencije i trendovi kretanja ove pojave, otkrili i nau¢no
objasnili uzroci masovnih pojava maloletnickog nasilja u savremenom dobu razvoja ljudskog
drustva i preduzele proSirene sistemske mere na smanjenju nasilja medu maloletnickom
populacijom.

Posebno pitanje koje se ovde namece jeste oporavak i nastavak zivota zrtava porodi¢nog
nasilja, kao 1 moguée mere podrSke drzave zrtvama. Takode, kao logi¢no pitanje namece se da
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istraziva¢i ove oblasti u primenjenim istrazivanjima utvrde koliki je stepen nasilja, koliko dugo
traje, u kojoj fazi nasilja se ¢lanovi porodice odlucuju da prijave maloletno lice nadleznim drzavnim
organima i od drzave zatraze pomoc¢, itd. U procesu primenjenih istraZivanja treba uzeti u obzir i
¢injenicu da je Republika Srbija drustvo ,,krutog vaspitanja gde je ,,velika sramota“ da neslaganja
u okviru porodice spozna uza i Sira okolina. Ovaj fenomen zasluzuje da mu se posveti znacajno
mesto i1 vreme u buducim istrazivanjima problema maloletnickog nasilja, posebno nasilja u porodici
od strane maloletnih lica.

3.5. Mere prevencije i moguci pravci razvoja

Od najranije zivotne dobi, pa sve do punoletstva, kada sticemo pored pravne i poslovnu
sposobnost, odnosno sposobnost da koristimo odredena prava i snosimo odredene obaveze,
pojedinac je deo nekog kolektiva, organizacije i zajednice. Ljudi kao drustvena bi¢a imaju potrebu i
prava za pripadanje nekom kolektivu, ali isto tako imaju i obavezu oCuvanja takvog kolektiviteta 1
propagiranja zajedniStva. Razvoj empatije i socijalne odgovornosti, uvazavanje tudjih misljenja,
razumevanje 1 uvazavanje razli¢itosti, podsticanje timskog rada 1 sli¢no, sve su to dobri koraci ka
uspehu drustva u borbi protiv bilo kog nasilja, posebno nasilja u porodici. Destruktivnim
ponaSanjem, kad god se ono ispoljilo, ugrozava se ili uniStava postojanje porodice kao osnovne
¢elije svakog drustva, a zatim i drugih druStvenih grupa i zajednica.

Utvrdivanje disciplinske odgovornosti kod uc¢enika u osnovnom obrazovanju ima za cilj da se
ostvari nekoliko vaznih aspekata koji se ti¢u njihovog razvoja i opSteg funkcionisanja u Skolskom
okruzenju. U vezi sa tim moze se re¢i da je jedan od najvaznijih ciljeva razvoj u€eni¢ke sposobnosti
da preuzmu odgovornost za svoje ponaSanje i poStuju pravila Skole i pravila koja propisuje
drustvena zajednica.

Sublimirani rezultati anketnog ispitivanja nastavnika razredne 1 predmetne nastavne i rezultati
provedenog intervjua sa rukovodstvom osnovne $kole upozoravaju na ¢injenicu da 79% ispitanika
nije zadovoljno kako Zakon ureduje oblast disciplinske odgovornosti u Skolama, ocenjujuci
zakonska reSenja kao zastarela i konfuzna. Posebno je znacajan nalaz da 75% ispitanih nastavnika
smatra da su sankcije za disciplinovanje u osnovnim Skolama blage ili prevazidene na dostignutom
stepenu razvoja srpskog drustva, apostofiraju¢i prevazidenu meru ukora nastavnickog veca. Veoma
je indikativan i nalaz proizasao iz anketnog ispitivanja i provedenog intervjua da ispitani nastavnici
1 intervjuisani ¢lanovi rukovodstva osnovne Skole imaju ujednacen stav da bi uvodenje nov¢anih
kazni 1li drustveno-korisnog rada za nedisciplinovane u€enike bila efikasna mera u disciplinovanju
ucenika.

Takode, za nauku i1 srpsko druStvo u celini, upozoravaju¢i je nalaz da 79% ispitanih
nastavnika razredne i predmetne nastave ocekuju porast nasilja medu decom i1 maloletnicima u
buducnosti. Skoro identi¢n stav imaju 1 intervuisani ¢lanovi rukovodstva osnovne Skole. Ozbiljno
upozorenje predstavlja i egzaktno utvrdena Cinjenica da 32% ispitanih nastavnika smatra da u
procesu utvrdivanja disciplinske odgovornosti ucenika, po pravilu, izostaju efekti saradnje sa
Centrom za socijalni rad 1 Ministarstvom unutra$njih poslova. Odgovori intervjuisanih ¢lanova
rukovodstva osnovne Skole bili su u potpunoj korelaciji sa stavovima anketiranih nastavnika
razredne i predmetne nastave.

Znacajan rezultat koji je proizaSao iz anketnog ispitivanja nastavnika 1 intervjua sa
rukovodstvom osnovne skole jeste, da 96% ispitanih smatra opravdanom odluku o uvodenju
instituta Skolskog policajca u osnovne Skola. Stavovi ucenika po ovom pitanju su u visokoj
korelaciji sa stavovim nastavnika razredne i predmetne nastave i stavovima rukovodstva osnovne
Skole. Medutim, jedinstven je stav svih ispitanih da sama ta mera nije dovoljna za osiguranje pune
bezbednosti i sigurnosti ucenika i nastavnika u Skolama, zbog ¢ega predlazu dodatno uvodenje
video-nadzora, gde god je to moguce i pojacano dezurstvo nastavnika u Skolama.
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Sumirajuéi rezultate istrazivanja stavova ucenika o disciplinskoj odgovornosti u Skolama,
moze se zakljuciti da 72% ispitanih voli da ide u Skolu; 85% nije upoznato sa procedurama za
disciplinsku odgovornost; protiv 14% ispitanika se vodi, ili se vodio disciplinski postupak; 61%
ispitanika je bilo na razgovoru kod pedagoga ili psihologa povodom nekih incidenata koji su se
dogodili u skoli; 91% anketiranih u€enika oseca sigurnost zbog prisustva skolskog policajca, ali bi
bili sigurniji da ima viSe dezurnih nastavnika; samo 6% ispitanih ucenika je ucestvovalo u nekom
vidu humanitarnog rada; 36% anketiranih se izjasnilo da im roditelji ne dolaze na roditeljske
sastanke ili na konsultacije sa razrednim stareSinama, a 60% ispitanih u¢enika osnovne $kole smatra
da im u smislu disciplinske odgovornosti niSta ne zna¢i mera ukora odeljenskog veca, te da na
njihovo ponaSanje najvise uti¢e mera ukora direktora.

Sto se ti¢e nasilja uopste i nasilja u Skolama posebno, rezultati intervjua provedenog sa
sekretarom, pedagogom, zamenikom direktora 1 direktorom osnovne Skole su pokazali da su novi
oblici 1 nacini ispoljavanja nasilja u skolama u porastu i da su sve teze uocavaju i otkrivaju, a samim
time i teze sankcioniSu. Takode, rezultati intervjua su potvrdili da je, pored konvencionalnih nac¢ina
nasilja u skolama, sve prisutnije sajber nasilje, vrSnjacko nasilje i nasilje na rasnoj osnovi. Otuda,
autori ovog rada preporucuju da naucne institucije druStva, kroz fundamentalna i primenjena
istrazivanja, potpunije analiziraju sve aspekte ove Stetne druStvene pojave. Posebnu preporuku
autori ovog clanka upucuju drustvenim i1 drZzavnim institucijma, ustanovama i organizacijama da
usmere znatno vecu paznju, kako ustaljenim, tako i novim oblicima i na¢inima ispoljavanja nasilja u
porodici, uvazavajuéi Cinjenica da zivimo u ,digitalnoj eri®, u ,,informatiCkom drustvu“ koje
ostavljaju posledice na pojedince i druStvene grupe, medu kojima je porodica najosetljivija
drusStvena grupa koja je izloZena svim uticajima realnog i virtuelnog zivota.

Rezultati istrazivanja u ovom clanku potvrdili su saznanje da je nedavnim inoviranjem
Zakona o sprecavanju nasilja u porodici u€injen znacajan korak napred u borbi protiv nasilja u
porodici, ali je realna druStvena praksa pokazala da u primeni ovog Zakona ima dosta propusta,
slabosti 1 neujednacenosti, kao i nerazumljive stereotipne prakse pravosudnih organa u izricanju
mera poja¢anog nadzora 1 mera upozorenja i usmeravanja, na racun mera maloletni¢kog zatvora 1
zavodskih mera. IstraZzivanje je pokazalo da organ koji bi trebao da vrSi nadzor nad korektnoScéu
sprovodenja Zakona o sprecavanju nasilja u porodici, a to je Savet za suzbijanje nasilja u porodici,
radi u potpunom ,,mraku*. Uvid u donete odluke, zakljucke, preduzete mere i sprovedene akcije nije
moguce ostvariti, §to svakako nije dobro 1 govori o ne transparentnosti ovog nadzornog organa za
primenu Zakona. Poslednja informacija o aktivnostima Saveta za suzbijanje nasilja u porodici je
Stura informacija o odrzanoj sednici Saveta iz marta 2023. godine.

Takode, porazavajuca je Cinjenica da su u kategoriji maloletnicke populacije, u posmatranom
desetogodisSnjem periodu, starija i mlada maloletna lica najeS¢e prijavljivana i1 osudivana za
krivicno delo nasilje u porodici i da im je ujednaceno izricana istovrsna sankcija, pojaanog
nadzora. Iz ovakvog stanja stvari se moze zakljuciti da je sudska praksa u postupanju bila
ujednacena, ali se postavlja drugo pitanje, da li je takvo postupanje ostvarilo pozitivne efekte u
resocijalizaciji u€inilaca ovih dela i da li je 1 u kojoj meri sprecilo recidiv ovih dela?

Istrazivanjem predmetne materije u ovom clanku je potvrdeno saznanje da drzava i njeni
organi ¢ine brojne napore i preduzimaju neophodnih mera i aktivnosti na podsticaju razvoja
porodice, donosenjem brojnih tzv. podsticajnih mera. Medutim, jo§ uvek znacajan broj drzavnih
organa, posebno na lokalnim nivoima vlasti, ne preduzima dovoljno efikasno mere iz svoje
nadleZnosti, te na taj nac¢in umanjuju napore i preduzete mere drzave na centralnom nivou vlasti.
Otuda je veoma vazno na svim nivoima drustva raditi na podizanju svesti kod mladih o
neophodnosti o¢uvanja i razvoja porodice, kao osnovne i primarne druStvene grupe, bez ¢ije zdrave
osnove nema ni napretka drustva u celini. Na tom planu neophodno je da se na organizovaniji 1
kvalitetniji nacin uklju¢e svi subjekti gradanskog druStva, pre svega mediji, brojna naucna i
strukovna udruzenja, nevladine organizacije i drugi organi i organizacije.
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Na neophodnost planskog 1 organizovanog prisupa drustva u borbi protiv nasilja upozoravaju
nas neumoljivi statisticki podaci koji nedvosmisleno pokazuju da je procenjeni broj stanovnika u
Republici Srbiji u 2022. godini bio 6 664 449 gradana, sa izrazenim trendom depopulacije
stanovniStva, Sto znac¢i da je stopa rasta stanovniStva, u odnosu na prethodnu godinu, negativna i
iznosi — 9,4%o. Danas se, viSe nego ikada ranije, porodica kao primarna drustvena grupa nalazi u
dvostrukoj opasnosti. Najnoviji podaci pokazuju da ¢e se u narednih trideset godina, ako se niSta
ozbiljnije ne preduzme, trend depopulacije u Republici Srbiji nastaviti, te da ¢e 2052. godine biti 5
224 762 stanovnika, $to je u odnosu na 2022. godinu pad ukupne populacije od oko 1,5 miliona
stanovnika (Republicki zavod za statistiku, 2024).

Rezultati istrazivanja u ovom radu su potvrdili ranija saznanja da se kao ucinioci nasilja u
porodici, po pravilu, uvek pojavljuju osobe iz najblizeg okruzenja, te da lica koja prozivljavaju
nasilje u porodici su naviknuta da trpe nasilje 1 na drugim mestima i u drugim okolnostima ili su i
sama nasilnici (Allen, Melendez-Torres, Ford, Bonell, & Berry, 2024).

Najces¢i primeri iz drustvene prakse koji svedoce o nacinima oblicima izvrSenja ove vrste
krivicnog dela ili kriviénih dela koja su usko povezana sa porodi¢nim nasiljem su: udaranje,
Sutiranje, Cupanje, davljenje, bacanje, nanoSenje opekotina, gadanje raznim predmetima, pretnje,
izolacija, ponizavanje, psovanje, omalovazavanje, vikanje, uhodenje, proganjanje i drugi oblici
vrSenja nasilja u porodici. Rezultati istrazivanja u ovom clanku ukazuju da je porast nasilja u
drustvu direktno povezan sa porastom nasilja u porodici i obrnuto.

Zvani¢ni podaci do kojih smo dosli na osnovu analize dostupnih izvestaja organa ukljuc¢enih u
suzbijanje nasilja u porodici, pokazuju da je tokom 2020. godine od posledica nasilja u porodici
preminulo 26 Zena. Sli¢na situacija je bila 1 u 2021. 1 2022. godini u kojima je preminulo 20,
odnosno 32 Zene. Samo u 2022. godini, zbog nasilja u porodici, iz primarnih porodica je
privremeno izmesSteno 403 maloletna lica 1 232 punoletne Zrtve, $to je upozoravajuéi signal za
adekvatnu druStvenu akciju u borbi protiv nasilja u porodici.

Zakljucak

Analizirajuéi nasilje u Skolama, porodici i1 porodiénom okruZenju proizilazi generalni
zaklju¢ak o trendu rasta nasilja uopSte i1 porodi¢nog nasilja, posebno. U svim oblicima nasilja,
dominantna je uloga maloletnih lica. Otuda 1 proizilazi apel svim subjektima druStva da sistemski
preduzimaju usko specijalizovane mere, zasnovane na naucno istrazenim dostignuéima za
suzbijanje nasilja (BenYishay, Sayers, & Wells, 2024), te da se poveca broj organa reda i mira u
kolektivima gde deca svakodnevno borave; da se aktivnosti Skole viSe usmere ka vaspitno-
obrazovnom radu, a ne samo obrazovnoj aktivnosti; da se sankcioniSu roditelji koji zanemaruju ili
zapostavljaju svoju decu; preispita i promeni ustaljena sudska praksa koja ocigledno ne daje dobre
rezultate; povecaju kapaciteti Centara za socijalni rad, jer je primetna manjkavost u njihovom
postupanju, 1 da se poostri zakonska regulativa po pitanju odgovornosti ucenika za krSenje Skolskih
standarda, posebno discipline u¢enika u osnovnim i srednjim Skolama. U tom pravci treba usmeriti 1
izmene Krivicnog zakonika Republike Srbije za smanjenje starosne granice za krivi¢nu
odgovornost maloletnika sa 14 na 12 godina, za pojedine vrste krivi¢nih dela.

Usmeravajuéi paznju naucne, strucne i najSire druStvene javnosti na egzaktne cCinjenice
navedene u ovom clanku, ispunjen je naucni cilj ovog rada, a podsticanjem naucnih institucija i
samostalnih istrazivaca da nastave sa fundamentalnim i primenjenim istrazivanja ovog osetljivog
drustvenog problema, ispunjen je i drustveni cilj izrade ovog rada, i u potpunosti potvrdena polazna
hopoteticka pretpostavka u ovom c¢lanku.
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Apstrakt

Savremeno drustvo svedoci o eri ekspanzije nasilja u svim sferama zivota i rada. Nasilje kao
centralni pojam svakodnevno se pominje, analizira i proucava, ali njegovo prisustvo i dalje se ne
smanjuje, ve¢ u kontinuitetu raste. Jedino Sto se menja jesu oblici sprovodenja nasilja u Skolama i
porodici, na utakmicama i javnom prevozu, na ulicama i radnim mestima, drusStvenim mreZama,
internetu i posredstvom savremenih informacionih tehnologija u svim oblastima drustvenog Zivota.

Polazeci od premise porasta nasilnih akata maloletnih lica, predmet clanka obuhvata analizu
uzroka i posledica sklonosti mladih ka nasilju u ranoj Zivotnoj dobi i odgovornost drustvenih aktera
za takvo ponasanja maloletnika. Odgovori srpskog drustva na maloletnicko nasilje analizirani su sa
aspekta vaspitnog rada s maloletnim licima i pokretanja disciplinskih, moralnih i pravnih sankcija
protiv maloletnika.

Cilj ¢lanka jeste da se na osnovu potpunije deskripcije ove Stetne drustvene pojave otkriju i
naucno objasne savremeni uzroci nagle ekspanzije maloletnickog nasilja, ali i da se objasni stepen
efikasnosti primenjenih sankcija na maloletne ucinioce nasilnih akata.

U pribavljanju podataka koriscena je metoda ispitivanja primenom tehnika anketnog
ispitivanja i slobodnog usmerenog intervjua, kao i operativna metoda analize sadrzaja dokumenata,
pre svega, njene tehnike kvalitativne i kvantitativne analize dokumenata. U obradi pribavijenih
podataka primenjena je statisticka metoda, pretezno njeni postupci deskriptivne analize, s tezistem
na frekvencijama broja prijavijenih, optuzenih i osudenih maloletna lica za krivicna dela nasilje u
porodici i protiv braka i porodice, u vremenskom periodu od 2013. do 2022. na teritoriji Republike
Srbije.

Rezultati istrazivanja produkovali su nekoliko novih metodskih postupaka za rano otkrivanje
nasilnih akata i za identifikovanje i prepoznavanje pretendenata na maloletnicko ponasanje.
Takode, ponudene su sistemske mere za suzbijanje ove drustveno opasne pojave, kao i naucno
utemeljeni predlozi za suzbijanje maloletnickog nasilja koji predstavijaju dobru osnovu roditeljima,
starateljima, nastavnicima, profesorima i nadleznim drustvenim institucijama, organima i
organizacijama savremenog drusStva da preventivno i protektivno deluju na smanjenju
maloletnickog nasilja.
